WHEREAS, Bruce McCarty recently passed away at the age of ninety-two (92); and

WHEREAS, Mr. McCarty grew up in Indiana and Wisconsin before attending Princeton University and subsequently enlisting in the United States Army Air Force during World War II; and 

WHEREAS, Mr. McCarty came to Knoxville for military training in 1943 and, while in Knoxville, he met Elizabeth Hayes who later became his loving wife of 67 years; and
WHEREAS, following World War II, Mr. McCarty earned a Bachelor of Arts Degree from Princeton and then a Bachelor of Architecture Degree from the University of Michigan and, it was during this period of his life that he became captivated by modern architecture; and  

WHEREAS, Mr. McCarty returned to Knoxville upon his graduation where he began his successful, award-winning career as an architect; and 

WHEREAS, Mr. McCarty’s legacy of architectural design can be found throughout Knox County from the City County Building, Lawson McGhee Library, McGhee Tyson Airport, the Knoxville Civic Auditorium and Coliseum, the TVA towers in downtown Knoxville, as well as many of the buildings on the University of Tennessee campus, including but not limited to the Clarence Brown Theater, the Humanities Complex, the John C. Hodges Library, the University of Tennessee Administration Building; and 

WHEREAS, Mr. McCarty was selected to be the Master Architect for the 1982 World's Fair which made his firm responsible for the Fair’s overall design, including the design of the Tennessee Amphitheatre, Holiday Inn,  and 1982 Convention Center; and

WHEREAS, since the 1970s, Mr. McCarty has worked with his son Doug who is now president and CEO of their architectural firm McCarty Holsaple McCarty and their first project together was the University of Tennessee’s Art and Architecture Building after their design was chosen by a nationally known jury of architects; and 

WHEREAS, remarkably, among the 15 projects that American Institute of Architects' East Tennessee chapter identified in 2007 as the best regional architecture, six were either designed or underwent significant renovations by Mr. McCarty and his colleagues; and

WHEREAS, Mr. McCarty helped establish the University of Tennessee's College of Architecture and in recognition of his contributions, the school has since named the auditorium in its Art and Architecture Building for the McCarty family; and 

WHEREAS, Mr. McCarty played a significant role in the establishment of the East Tennessee Community Design Center, which advises communities in the region on appearance and functionality; and 

WHEREAS, Mr. McCarty is survived by his wife, three children, six (6)
grandchildren and six (6) great-grandchildren.
NOW THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED BY THE COMMISSION OF KNOX COUNTY AS FOLLOWS:

The Commission of Knox County, Tennessee, on behalf of the citizens of Knox County, hereby memorializes Bruce McCarty for his lifelong achievements in architectural design and lasting contributions to our community and, further, conveys to his family and friends its most sincere condolences upon the occasion of his passing.
