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Keep Conserving Water!

Despite recent rain and snow, 

Californians are still being asked 

to conserve water.

❖ Irrigation limited to 3x/week.

❖ Odd numbered addresses are limited to 

irrigating on Mondays, Wednesdays, 

and Fridays.

❖ Even numbered addresses are limited to 

irrigating on Tuesdays, Thursdays, and 

Saturdays.

❖ Limit irrigation to no more than

15 minutes/station with no runoff.

❖ No lawn irrigation between 10 am-4 pm.

❖ No washing of hard surfaces such as 

sidewalks/driveways.

❖ Use of potable water for irrigation of 

non-functional, ornamental turf 

prohibited at commercial, industrial, and 

institutional sites.
