
La Habra | Art Statement 

 

The La Habra art panels are unlike anything else. This organic, nature-inspired art directly reflects the surrounding, 

beautiful mountains and hills. The concept creatively unites a series of metal panels of varying heights and forms 

designed to mimic the scenic views one can enjoy in the city. Inspired by the lands that shaped what La Habra is 

today, they are envisioned as a representation of the community—paying homage to nature, history, and 

achievements while celebrating the present and future. 

 

These free-standing metal panels, positioned in three inset locations, are flanked by plinths and pots. This flowing 

and continuous scene showcases the peaks and valleys, a nod to the Coyote Creek, and a perspective of the beauty 

in the sky. The art may be enjoyed by pedestrians meandering on foot or those driving by. The lighting in-between 

the panels adds life to the layering effect and creates an inviting experience in the evening hours. The moon on the 

western side and the sun rising in the east embrace the stars reminding us of the gift of time and the opportunity 

to reflect and share the experience with family and friends.

“THE FAMILY TREE”

“The Family Tree” art installation is situated on a main thoroughfare. Inspired by the sense of “togetherness,” it 

welcomes pedestrians and drivers to enjoy art, nature, and community. 

It comprises three corten steel panels ranging from 7 to 9 feet tall and measuring 2 1/2 inches thick. The panels 

are finished in a natural rust patina and jet cut in a stylized contemporary fashion to reflect a union of trees, 

symbolizing strength, endurance, growth, and family.

The artwork is enhanced with lush landscaping and lighting, creating an interplay between the positive and 

negative spaces of the art panels. Lights are situated in front of and behind the art panels and are programmed to 

alternate between the front and back sides at three to five minute intervals.

SAN JACINTO

As an homage to the city’s history and as the 

official city bird, the cactus wren was chosen 

to represent the San Jacinto brand identity. It 

is an active, inquisitive, and adaptable bird. As 

an avid nest builder, its preferred environment 

is the desert, singing songs and may be 

spotted flying or at rest. Much like our target 

audience, the female selects the nest site. 

While the female incubates in the first nest, 

the male builds a new nest in preparation for 

a second clutch. 

Although the San Jacinto area was named 

after St. Hyacinth in the early 1820s, the 

icon draws on the literal translation of the 

Hyacinth flower. As an occasional feeder of 

fruits and flowers, the cactus wren rests on the 

wordmark “Jacinto.”

The shape and design of the icon goes 

beyond a literal visual representation. Inspired 

by the illustration style of the great Charley 

Harper of Ford Times, the icon’s interplay of 

organic lines hints at the shape and attributes 

of the cactus wren while intermingling with 

the human-derived perfect circles and 

straight lines. Inspired by the sun’s energy, a 

warming yellow/orange was chosen for the 

brand wordmark “San Jacinto,” conveying 

sociability, health, and activity. Balanced with 

the cool and earthy gray, an expression of 

reliability, security, balance, maturity, and 

wisdom is achieved. 

The slightly abstract interpretation of the bird 

provides the viewer with just enough visual 

clues. It invites the viewer to “complete” the 

illustration independently, actively engaging 

the viewer in a creative experience.

This theme was carried through a few art 

pieces in the community: 1) at the entrance 

through a series of panels; 2) in the pool area 

via a lit column displaying the bird’s nesting 

characteristics; 3) a plaque that pays homage 

to Charlie Harper’s quote, a visual and mental 

engagement point.
