PERSONNEL CORRESPONDENCE

Mr. Takacs: “I would like to start with some revisions to the ORC that Mr. Zaleski would like
to speak to.”

Mr. Zaleski: “Yes, just for the Commission’s benefit, in the past we have been doing
Exceptional appointments in the Lorain Police Department for the position of Patrolman and
they have now codified that in the Ohio Revised Code 124.30 A(3). Now it reads that if there’s
a vacancy in the position in the Police Department for the position of Patrolman and there’s
satisfactory evidence for specified reasons that competition is impracticable, (that means we
don’t have a list) and we need an appointment right away, you still must make that




determination, that that position can be filled by some designated person holding a specialized
certification with peculiar and exceptional qualifications or have recently completed a police
cadet program or a training program. The City of Lorain are in the process of implementing a
Police Cadet program. In the future, Mr. LaVeck from our office (Law Department) has helped
set up that program and will come to a Civil Service meeting and explain to you what the Cadet
program is going to entail. For now, filling a Police Officer position in the Police Department
has been codified in that section of the Ohio Revised Code and we will follow that.”

Mr. Takacs: “These are because people are not testing for the position or are not passing the
background checks—those would be practical reasons?”

M. Zaleski: “Yes. Back in the day, we would have 40, 50 people sign up to take the test. Now
we may get 8 people apply and three or four are failing the background check.”

Rose Maffei: “And ten may become seven. They do utilize the eligibility first to hire from
that and then we would go to appointing additional officers via the exceptional appointment

process.”

Mr. Takacs: “Very good.”

Mr. Zaleski: “So that’s the new law and they finally passed it. It took them two years but they
finally codified it and got it done.”
