Item Summary
The Texas Department of Transportation (TxDOT) proposed through the Urban Street Turnback
Program, that certain state highways located within the city limits of cities with populations over 50,000,
can be conveyed to those cities for ownership and maintenance of agreed upon streets. Certain highways
within the TXDOT system function more like city streets than state highways, and could be beneficial
for the city to own them. Development along these corridors and the access therein would then become
controlled by the city and not the state.

TxDOT has agreed to make certain improvements to the designated roadway sections with the
understanding that the City of Lubbock would take over ownership and maintenance, upon such time as
the improvements are completed. The portions of roadways being considered in this program are State
Highway 114 (19th Street) from West Loop 289 to East Loop 289, and U.S. Highway 84 (Avenue Q)
from Marsha Sharp Freeway to 58th Street.

The City will be responsible for the perpetual maintenance of the roadways once conveyed to the City.

STATEMENT OF WORK 

 

I. GRANTEE RESPONSIBILITIES  

Grantee shall: 

A. Conduct programs, as described herein, to control and prevent the spread of Sexually 

Transmitted Diseases (STDs), including human immunodeficiency virus/acquired 

immunodeficiency syndrome (HIV/AIDS) and viral hepatitis, in accordance with the 

Centers for Disease Control and Prevention’s (CDC) STD Program Operations 

Guidelines, located at:  http://www.cdc.gov/std/program/gl-2001.htm. 

 

B. Perform the following six core activities: 

1. Community and Individual Behavior Change Interventions; 

2. Medical and Laboratory Services; 

3. Partner Services; 

4. Leadership and Program Management; 

5. Surveillance and Data Management; and 

6. Training and Professional Development. 

 

C. Maintain written program procedures covering these six core activities. All procedures 

shall be consistent with the requirements of this Contract. 

 

D. Perform the activities required under this Contract in the service area designated in this 

Contract.  Service area will include the following county(ies): Lubbock. 

 

E. Designate one of its staff to be a Local Responsible Party (LRP), who will be 

responsible overall for ensuring the security of the confidential HIV/STD information 

the Grantee maintains pursuant to this Contract.  

 

F. Comply with all applicable federal and state policies, standards, and guidelines, 

including those specified below.  The following documents are incorporated into this 

Contract by reference: 

1. DSHS HIV and STD Program Operating Procedures and Standards (POPS), 

located at:  http://www.dshs.texas.gov/hivstd/pops/default.shtm; 

2. DSHS TB/HIV/STD and Viral Hepatitis Unit Security Policies and Procedures, 

located at:  http://www.dshs.texas.gov/hivstd/policy/security.shtm; 

3. CDC STD Program Operations Guidelines, located at:

and

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G. Comply with all applicable federal and state regulations and statutes, as amended, 

including, but not limited to:  

1. Chapters 81 and 85 of the Texas Health and Safety Code (Note:  See, for example, 

Section 85.085 of the Texas Health and Safety Code [Physician Supervision of 

Medical Care], which requires that a licensed physician supervise any medical 

care or procedure provided under a testing program as required by law); 

2. Chapter 94 of the Texas Health and Safety Code (relating to Education and 

Prevention Programs for Hepatitis C);  

3. Chapter 98 of the Texas Health and Safety Code (relating to the reporting of 

Sexually Transmitted Diseases including Human Immunodeficiency Virus); 

4. Title 25 Texas Administrative Code (TAC), Chapter 97; and 

5. Texas Government Code Section 531.02161, as an update to provision of 

services, where there is delivery of an in-person service, there must also be an 

option of that service via telecommunications or through the use of information 

technology. 

 

H. Perform all activities in accordance with the terms of this Contract (including detailed 

budget) and any subsequent DSHS Program instructions given to Grantee. Grantee 

must receive written approval from DSHS before varying from applicable policies, 

procedures, and protocols and must update its implementation documentation within 

48 hours of making approved change(s). 

 

I. DSHS reserves the right, where legal authority allows, to redirect funds in the event of 

financial shortfalls.  DSHS Program will monitor Grantee’s expenditures on a quarterly 

basis.  If expenditures are below the total Contract amount, Grantee’s budget may be 

subject to a decrease for the remainder of the Contract term.  Positions that remain 

vacant for 90 days may subject the Contract to a decrease in funding. 

 

II. PERFORMANCE MEASURES  
 

The following performance measures will be used to assess, in part, Grantee’s effectiveness in 

providing the services described in this Contract, without waiving the enforceability of any of the 

other terms of the Contract. 

 

Public Health Follow-Up (PHFU) Program Objectives 

 

Grantee shall follow the requirements for each of the STD Program Objectives, in accordance with 

the DSHS HIV/STD Program Operating Procedures and Standards (POPS), Chapter 9: Disease 

Intervention Specialist Performance Standards, with special emphasis on outcomes excerpted 

below. If the data submitted by Grantee (or otherwise obtained by DSHS) indicates the Grantee's 

performance does not meet the standards stated in one or more of the objectives, DSHS may (at 

its sole discretion) require additional measures be taken by the Grantee to improve performance. 

Grantee must implement these measures according to a timetable mandated by DSHS.  Grantee 

shall: 
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A.  Syphilis Objectives 

1. Ensure that all individuals newly diagnosed with early syphilis are interviewed 

within three days of assignment.  If data indicates less than 85% of individuals 

newly diagnosed with early syphilis covered by the scope of this Contract are 

interviewed as described, DSHS may (at its sole discretion) require additional 

measures be taken by the Grantee to improve that percentage.  Note:  Early 

syphilis is defined as all syphilis cases that are determined to be primary, 

secondary, or early non-primary/non-secondary syphilis.  See CDC definition at: 

https://wwwn.cdc.gov/nndss/conditions/syphilis/case-definition/2018/.  

2. Achieve a partner index of at least 2.0 for all interviews conducted on individuals 

newly diagnosed with early syphilis. If data indicates less than a 2.0 partner index 

for all interviews conducted for early syphilis by Disease Intervention Specialists 

(DIS), DSHS may (at its sole discretion) require additional measures be taken by 

the Grantee to improve that percentage.   

3. Ensure that all partners initiated (partners obtained from the interview/case 

management process with locating information as outlined by Chapter 9: Disease 

Intervention Specialist Performance Standards to attempt notification on early 

syphilis interviews) are notified of the disease exposure.  If data indicates less 

than .75 partner notification index for all initiated partners, DSHS may (at its sole 

discretion) require additional measures be taken by the Grantee to improve that 

percentage.   

4. Ensure that all partners notified of syphilis exposure are tested and treated for 

syphilis, including incubating syphilis (disease intervention index).  If data 

indicates less than 60% of notified partners are tested and treated as described, 

DSHS may (at its sole discretion) require additional measures be taken by the 

Grantee to improve that percentage.   

5. Ensure that a treatment index of at least .75 is achieved for all interviews 

conducted on individuals newly diagnosed with early syphilis.  If data indicates 

less than .75 treatment index, DSHS may (at its sole discretion) require additional 

measures be taken by the Grantee to improve that percentage.   

 

B.  HIV Objectives 

1. Ensure that all individuals newly diagnosed with HIV will be interviewed within 

seven days in accordance with DSHS HIV/STD Program POPS, Chapter 9, at 

https://www.dshs.texas.gov/hivstd/pops/chap09.shtm. If data indicates less than 

85% of individuals newly diagnosed with HIV are interviewed as described, 

DSHS may (at its sole discretion) require additional measures be taken by the 

Grantee to improve that percentage.   

2. Ensure that all individuals interviewed who have been newly diagnosed with HIV 

successfully complete their first HIV medical appointment.  If data indicates less 

than 90% of new HIV-positive clients interviewed successfully complete their 

first HIV medical appointment, DSHS may (at its sole discretion) require 

additional measures be taken by the Grantee to improve that percentage.   

3. Achieve a partner index of at least 2.0 for interviews conducted on individuals 

newly diagnosed with HIV.  If data indicates a partner index of less than 2.0 for 
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individuals interviewed by DIS, DSHS may (at its sole discretion) require 

additional measures be taken by the Grantee to improve that percentage.   

4. Ensure that all partners initiated (partners obtained from the interview/case 

management process with enough locating information to attempt notification) 

on a new HIV interview are notified of the disease exposure.  If data indicates 

less than .75 partner notification index, DSHS may (at its sole discretion) require 

additional measures be taken by the Grantee to improve that percentage.   

5. Ensure that all partners notified for HIV exposure are tested for HIV. If data 

indicates less than 60% of the notified partners are tested for HIV, DSHS may (at 

its sole discretion) require additional measures be taken by the Grantee to improve 

that percentage.   

6. Ensure that all persons receiving PHFU (initiated partners, those co-infected with 

a bacterial STD, such as syphilis, gonorrhea, and/or chlamydia, and/or individuals 

in the social-sexual network of an identified HIV genotype cluster) who have 

been previously diagnosed with HIV and who have been out of care for more than 

six months, are re-engaged to establish HIV medical services.  The activities 

taken to locate the person must be documented in the designated data system. 

This includes confirmation that the client attended his/her HIV medical care 

appointment.  All the tasks described in this provision must be completed by a 

Disease Intervention Specialist. 

 

C.   Other Objectives 
1. Ensure that a complaint process is maintained and posted in the areas where 

services are provided, in accordance with DSHS HIV/STD Program POPS, 

Chapter 12, STI Clinical Standards at 

https://www.dshs.texas.gov/hivstd/pops/chap12.shtm. 

2. Maintain a staff retention policy.   

3. Participate in targeted evaluation activities and other projects as required by 

DSHS or CDC. 

4. Ensure that the client survey is conducted at a minimum of two times per year for 

a total of 30 days. The summary of the feedback must be available for review and 

identified concerns must be addressed within 30 days of the feedback period.  

5. Establish and maintain mutually agreed-upon formal written procedures with 

local providers to ensure the provision of partner services in accordance with 

DSHS HIV/STD Program POPS. The procedures must specify processes (e.g., 

communication) to facilitate timely partner elicitation by the local health 

department following the delivery of HIV and syphilis positive test results to 

clients by Grantee.    

6. Establish and maintain mutually agreed-upon formal written procedures with 

local agencies who provide services frequently needed by clients seeking 

HIV/STD services from Grantee in accordance with DSHS HIV/STD Program 

POPS. The procedures must specify processes (e.g., communication) to facilitate 

timely partner elicitation by the local health department following the delivery of 

HIV-positive test results to clients by Grantee, including but not limited to:   

a. HIV testing and counseling;  

b. STD clinical services; 
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c. Partner services;  

d. HIV medical and support services;  

e. Substance abuse treatment services;  

f. Harm reduction services; and 

g. Mental health services.   

At a minimum, such procedures should address conditions associated with 

making and accepting client referrals.  If Grantee provides all of the services listed 

above in a specific geographic area, no such agreement is necessary for that area. 

Grantee must maintain complete records of all referrals made.  These procedures 

must be finalized and in place within 30 days of the effective date of this Contract.    

7. Ensure that performance of activities under this Contract is of a high quality and 

consistent with all the requirements of this Contract, in order to meet DSHS high 

performance expectations.   

8. Conduct regular assessments of Grantee’s performance, including compliance 

with DSHS Program procedures, policies and guidance, contractual conditions, 

attainment of performance measures, maintenance of adequate staff, and 

submission of required data and narrative reports.  Failure to comply with stated 

requirements and contractual conditions may result in the immediate loss of 

Contract funds at the discretion of DSHS.  

9. Ensure that all staff operating under this Statement of Work are permitted to 

provide HIV and/or syphilis screening(s) by collecting blood-based specimens, 

in both field and clinical settings. Supplemental testing must be collected by 

venipuncture immediately, on site, after a point-of-care preliminary positive test 

result. Staff will offer and perform these tests unless the client refuses. HIV and 

syphilis specimens may be submitted through the DSHS public health laboratory 

or another laboratory designated by the Grantee and approved in advance by 

DSHS.  

10. Ensure that all staff operating under this Statement of Work are permitted to 

deliver all HIV and/or STD results, including positive results, in both field and 

clinical settings.  

11. Ensure that all staff operating under this Statement of Work, when conducting 

field work, are permitted to disclose the reason s/he is contacting them (e.g., 

exposure to someone who tested positive for HIV and wanted to ensure s/he had 

the ability to be tested, positive test results were received from a provider, 

laboratory, life insurance company, etc.).  

12. Ensure that staff who operate under this Statement of Work deliver all positive 

test results within the designated timeframes referenced in the DSHS HIV/STD 

Program POPS.  Staff will ensure the client understands the infection(s) s/he has 

tested positive for, is offered appropriate treatment for his/her infection(s) and is 

linked to other medical and social resources as appropriate (e.g., HIV testing and 

counseling; Pre-Exposure Prophylaxis [PrEP]; Harm Reduction Services; STD 

clinical services; partner services; HIV medical and support services; substance 

abuse treatment services; and mental health services).  

13. Staff operating under this Statement of Work may be identified to respond to 

rapid response efforts to address and intervene in the transmission of reportable 
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STDs, HIV and/or other infections staff received disease information training to 

respond to as needed by DSHS or local programs.   

D.  The following STD clinical services shall be provided, consistent with the DSHS 

HIV/STD Program POPS Chapter 12: STI Clinical Standards: 

1. Grantee shall follow the requirements for examining, testing, and treating 

individuals served in public STD clinics. If data indicates that less than 90% of 

individuals served were examined, tested and/or treated for STD(s) as medically 

appropriate within 24 hours of seeking services, DSHS may (at its sole discretion) 

require additional measures be taken by the Grantee to improve that percentage.   

2. Individuals seeking STD diagnostic and/or treatment services in public STD 

clinics shall be medically managed according to Grantee written protocols in 

compliance with DSHS HIV/STD Program POPS, and with CDC STD Treatment 

Guidelines 2021 (as revised). 

3. Grantee shall ensure that individuals seeking STD diagnostic and/or treatment 

services in public STD clinics will be referred for Pre-Exposure 

Prophylaxis/Non-Occupational Post-Exposure Prophylaxis (PrEP/nPEP) services 

if at increased risk for HIV but currently HIV negative.  Individuals to be 

prioritized for PrEP referrals include:  Men who have Sex with Men (MSM) with 

rectal GC and/or syphilis; individuals who have an HIV+ partner; individuals in 

the social-sexual network of an identified HIV genotype cluster; and others at 

increased risk for HIV who could benefit from PrEP.   

4. Grantee shall ensure that individuals seeking STD diagnostic and/or treatment 

services in public STD clinics who have been previously diagnosed with HIV and 

who have been out of care for more than six months, will be referred to a DIS or 

other linkage worker to ensure they are re-engaged into HIV medical care.   

5. Grantee shall explore mechanisms to expand testing and awareness of STDs via 

home testing and home self-collection kits and self-collection.   

6. Grantee shall explore mechanisms to use telemedicine/telehealth for individuals 

seeking STD diagnostic and treatment services and/or PrEP/nPEP services. 

 

III. TRAINING REQUIREMENTS  

 

Due to the specialization and job knowledge required for effective STD control programs, the 

following minimum training is required of personnel operating under this Contract.  Compliance 

will be monitored by DSHS Program staff.  Grantee shall: 

 

A. Authorize and require their staff to attend training, conferences, and meetings as 

directed by DSHS Program.  

1. Training Requirements for Disease Intervention Specialist staff (DIS) are as 

follows: 

a. The following DSHS HIV/STD Program POPS chapters must be read and 

acknowledged: 

i. Chapter 3: HIV/STI Partner Services and Seropositive Notification; and 

ii. Chapter 9: Disease Intervention Specialists Performance Standards. 
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b. The DSHS-approved Fundamentals of STD Intervention (FSTDI), including 

all prerequisites, within six months of employment, must be completed 

successfully. 

c. The DSHS-approved Fundamentals of Testing and Navigation (FTN) or 

equivalent must be completed successfully within six months of employment. 

d. DIS must complete training successfully in, and demonstrate knowledge of, 

the TB/HIV/STD Information System (THISIS). 

e. DIS must be able to participate in the HIV Navigation in Texas (HNT) within 

one year of employment. 

f. DIS must successfully complete venipuncture training that has been approved 

by the local health authority within 60 days of employment.   

g. DIS must successfully complete training for all locally sanctioned testing 

technologies used for specimen collection and processing.   

h. DIS with more than one year of experience shall successfully complete 

additional courses as required by DSHS. 

2. Training Requirements for First-Line Supervisors staff (FLS) are as follows: 

a. The following DSHS HIV/STD Program POPS chapters must be read and 

acknowledged: 

i. Chapter 10: First-Line Supervisors Performance Standards; and 

ii. Chapter 11: Regional and Local Health Department HIV/STD Program 

Manager Performance Standards, in addition to what is required of the 

DIS. 

b. FLS must successfully complete all training activities which are required for 

DIS under this Contract, and also must take the next available Texas First-

Line Supervisor (TXFLS) training.  

c. If new to the jurisdiction, FLS must participate in the HIV Navigation in 

Texas within one year of employment. 

d. FLS must attend and participate in the DSHS FLS Summit, as scheduled. 

e. FLS must participate in the quarterly DSHS FLS calls.  

f. FLS must attend and participate in any other required DSHS trainings, as 

scheduled. 

3. Training Requirements for Program Manager staff (PM) are as follows: 

a. PM must read and demonstrate understanding of the following DSHS 

HIV/STD Program POPS chapters:  Chapter 11, Regional and Local Health 

Department HIV/ Program Manager Performance Standards, in addition to 

what is required of the FLS and DIS. 

b. PM operating under this Contract must complete all training requirements 

of DIS and FLS. 

c. PM must participate in the DSHS Leadership Meeting, as scheduled. 

d. PM must participate in the monthly DSHS Leadership calls. 

4. Recommended trainings and topics for all program staff are as follows:  

a. Health Insurance Portability and Accountability Act (HIPAA) 

b. Ethics 

c. Field Safety 

d. Health Equities 

e. Cultural Humility 
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f. CPR/First Aid 

g. Automated External Defibrillators (AED) 

h. Defensive Driving 

i. Approaches in Harm Reduction 

j. Self-Defense 

k. Non-Violent Crisis Intervention 

l. Status Neutral Biomedical Approaches to HIV Prevention (Early 

Intervention, PrEP, nPEP) 

m. Motivational Interviewing 

n. Technical Writing 

o. Computer Skills 

p. Linkage to Care 

q. Gender and Sexual Diversity  

r. HIV Care and Treatment 

s. Human Trafficking 

t. Substance Use  

u. Mental Health 

v. Case Notes Documentation 

 

B. Notify DSHS of completed trainings in the semiannual reports referenced in the 

Reporting Requirements section.  

 

IV. CONFIDENTIALITY  
 

Grantee shall: 

A. Designate and identify a HIPAA Privacy Officer, who is authorized to act on behalf of 

Grantee and is responsible for the development and implementation of the privacy and 

security requirements of federal and state privacy laws. 

 

B. Designate, from its staff, a Local Responsible Party (LRP) who has the overall 

responsibility for ensuring the security of the TB/HIV/STD confidential information 

maintained by Grantee as part of activities under this Contract. The LRP shall: 

1. Ensure that appropriate policies/procedures are in place for handling confidential 

information, for the release of confidential TB/HIV/STD data, and for the rapid 

response to suspected breaches of protocol and/or confidentiality.  These policies 

and procedures must comply with DSHS policies and procedures, which Grantee 

may choose to adopt those DSHS policies and procedures as its own. 

2. Ensure that security policies are reviewed periodically for efficacy, and that the 

Grantee monitors evolving technology (e.g., new methods hackers are using to 

illegally access confidential data; new technologies for keeping confidential data 

protected from hacking) on an ongoing basis to ensure the program’s data remain 

as secure as possible. 

3. Approve any Grantee staff requiring access to TB/HIV/STD confidential 

information. LRP will grant authorization to Grantee staff who have a work-
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related need (i.e., work under this Contract) to view TB/HIV/STD confidential 

information. 

4. Maintain a list of authorized Grantee staff persons who have been granted 

permission to view and work with TB/HIV/STD confidential information.  

5. Review the authorized user list 10 days from the effective date of this Contract to 

ensure it is current.   

6. Ensure that all Grantee staff with access to confidential information have a signed 

copy of a confidentiality agreement on file; it must be updated once during the 

term of this Contract. 

7. Ensure that all Grantee staff with access to confidential information are trained 

on TB/HIV/STD security policies and procedures before access to confidential 

information is granted; this training will be renewed once during the term of this 

Contract. 

8. Ensure that all Grantee staff with access to confidential information are trained 

on federal and state privacy laws and policies before access to confidential 

information is granted; this training will be renewed once during the term of this 

Contract. 

9. Thoroughly and quickly investigate all suspected breaches of confidentiality in 

consultation with the DSHS LRP to ensure compliance with the DSHS Program 

policy, TB/HIV/STD and Viral Hepatitis Breach of Confidentiality Response 

Policy, located at:   http://www.dshs.texas.gov/hivstd/policy/security.shtm. 

10. Ensure that all required quarterly reports are submitted on time.  

 

C. Ensure that its security procedures require that all of its computers and networks meet 

DSHS security standards, as certified by DSHS IT staff. 

 

D. Provide a list to DSHS of personnel with access to secured areas and of all identified 

personnel who have received security training.  

 

E. Provide a list to DSHS of personnel with access to all network drives where 

confidential information is stored and of all identified personnel who have received 

security training.  

 

F. Ensure that requests for TB/HIV/STD system user account terminations are sent to 

DSHS within one business day of the identification of need for account termination.  

 

G. Transfer secure data electronically using the Public Health Information Network.  

 

H. Maintain a visitors’ log for individuals entering the secured areas; this must be 

reviewed quarterly by the LRP.  

 

I. Verify TB/HIV/STD system user passwords are changed at least every 90 days; this 

must be verified by the LRP.  

 

J. Ensure that portable devices used to store confidential data are approved by the LRP 

and encrypted.  
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K. Ensure that confidential data/documents are:  

1. Maintained in a secured area; 

2. Locked when not in use; 

3. Not left in plain sight; and 

4. Shredded before disposal. 

 

V. HIV/STD RAPID RESPONSE PLAN  
  

DSHS will review the proposed Rapid Response Plan and provide guidance to the Grantee.  

Grantee shall: 

A. Develop, update, and submit a local HIV/STD Rapid Response Plan, and submit this 

by February 1 each year of the Contract to the designated DSHS staff. The plan shall 

include how the program will:  

1. Identify responsible parties for planned activities, including but not limited to: 

a. response coordinator,  

b. activity team lead,  

c. collaborative lead, and  

d. medical lead;    

2. Identify increases in disease or outbreaks;  

3. Increase active surveillance;  

4. Examine outbreak characteristics;  

5. Educate health care providers and the community of disease outbreak (e.g., 

including signs/symptoms, available resources, disease trends, reporting 

requirements, testing algorithms, and testing/treatment options);  

6. Inform media outlets, as appropriate;  

7. Conduct targeted screening efforts including testing in correctional settings (as 

appropriate); 

8. Enhance partner services;  

9. Expand clinical access and services (e.g., increase clinical hours or days of 

services, employ rapid testing, enhance prophylactic treatment protocols); and  

10. Adjust work hours for employees involved in the response (i.e., allow staff to 

work alternate hours or extended hours during response).  

 

B. Establish and maintain collaborative relationships with local businesses, community 

clinics, and community-based organizations who serve populations most affected by 

HIV or other STDs, as well as with appropriate local and institutional individuals and 

groups (e.g., providers, hospitals, mental health and intellectually disabled facilities, 

infection control nurses), in order to implement the local Rapid Response Plan.  

 

C. Continue to enhance their current HIV/STD surveillance system, including, but not 

limited to:  

1. Improving reporting of providers and laboratories; and 

2. Increasing the number of sites that report electronically. 
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D. Make all directed revisions to the Rapid Response Plan and submit a revised version to 

the DSHS designated program consultant by the directed deadline.   

 

E. Notify local leadership and key stakeholders of the finalized plan and maintain a copy 

within the Program.   

 

F. Comply with the final, approved version of the Rapid Response Plan when an outbreak 

is identified.  

 

G. Identify program Disease Intervention Specialists to respond to local and statewide 

rapid response activities when necessary.  The identified staff must complete DSHS 

identified trainings prior to assignment.  At least one staff from the Program will be 

assigned to review cases identified and linked to outbreaks and conduct quality 

assurance verifying increases, decreases, and outbreaks.  As directed by the DSHS 

Rapid Response Team leader, staff will conduct disease intervention activities as 

prescribed in the Grantee’s final, approved Rapid Response Plan or statewide Cluster 

Detection Response Plan.

STANDARD TERMS AND CONDITIONS  

CITY OF LUBBOCK, TX 
1. SELLER TO PACKAGE GOODS.   Seller will package goods in accordance with good commercial practice.   
Each shipping container shall be clearly and permanently marked as follows  (a)  Seller’s name and address, 
(b) Consignee’s name, address and purchase order or purchase release number and the supply agreement number 
if applicable, (c) Container number and total number of containers, e.g. box 1 of 4 boxes, and (d) the number 
of the container bearing the packing slip. Seller shall bear cost of packaging unless otherwise provided. Goods 
shall be suitably packed to secure lowest transportation costs and to conform with requirements of common 
carriers and any applicable specifications.  Buyer’s count or weight shall be final and conclusive on shipments 
not accompanied by packing lists. 
2. SHIPMENT UNDER RESERVATION PROHIBITED.  Seller is not authorized to ship the goods under 
reservation and no tender of a bill of lading will operate as a tender of goods.

In the 
event the product does not conform to OSHA standards, Buyer may return the product for correction or 
replacement at the Seller’s expense.  In the event Seller fails to make the appropriate correction within a 
reasonable time, correction made by Buyer will be at the Seller’s expense. 

11. NO WARRANTY BY BUYER AGAINST INFRINGEMENTS.  As part of this contract for sale Seller 
agrees to ascertain whether goods manufactured in accordance with the specifications attached to this agreement 
will give rise to the rightful claim of any third person by way of infringement of the like.

Item Summary
Fire Fighter Matthew Dawson (“Dawson”) of the Lubbock Fire and Rescue force was critically injured
while working on duty at a traffic accident on January 11, 2020. The Texas Civil Service Act provides
leave with full pay for Civil Service employees who are injured in the line of duty if they are unable to
return to work due to the illness or injury, and further to extend that leave with full or reduced pay as
necessary beyond the initial one-year period by act of the municipality’s governing body.

Dawson’s leave with full pay was granted by the City of Lubbock, by supplementing at thirty percent
(30%) the benefit received by Dawson from Worker’s Compensation, and then extended by an additional
year, until January 11, 2022, as Dawson was unable to return to work for that time. The City Council of
the City of Lubbock desires to extend Dawson’s leave for a period of time with full pay, pursuant to
Texas Local Government Code, Section 143.073(b), for a time period ending April 11, 2022, or until
such time that Dawson shall elect and receive benefits through a disability retirement, whichever occurs
first.
 

Fiscal Impact
Funds in the amount of $6,737 to secure this measure are budgeted in the 2021-22 Lubbock Fire Rescue
Budget.

Amendment to the Professional Services Agreement (PSA) by and between the City of Lubbock, acting
by and through Lubbock Power & Light (LP&L), and TMG Utility Advisory Services, Inc. (TMG),
regarding the Customer Service Information and Workforce Management Systems (Program).

Item Summary
LP&L selected TMG in June 2018 to provide professional services related to the Program.  The Program
consists of the Advanced Metering Infrastructure (AMI), Customer Information System (CIS), Meter
Data Management (MDM) and the Mobile Workforce Management (MWFM) Systems.
 
The original plan was to complete the overall Program, including post go-live activities, as of May
2021. City of Lubbock Utilities (COLU) has identified multiple tasks where additional assistance and
services are required to complete the Program. The flooding and subsequent relocation of the COLU
staff, as well as the loss of key employees, directly contributed to tasks not being completed by the
original end date.
 
The requested services support the completion of the Program as well as post go live stabilization.  The
TMG amendment incorporates the addition of 2,865 hours of additional work provided by TMG to
provide support and training. The additional hours raise the overall contract price by $635,355, from
$5,266,305 to $5,901,660.  
 
Additional changes to the work provided by TMG are itemized in Exhibit 4, attached to the Fifth
Amendment. Those changes are as follows:

1. Upgrade support for Oracle CCS 21A and 21B
2. Analyst Support; this includes knowledge transfer to the four (4) newly hired Utility System
Analysts.

Fiscal Impact

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CITY OF LUBBOCK 
CITY COUNCIL RULES 

(as amended, January 11, 2022) 

 
I. AUTHORITY: 
 
The Charter of the City of Lubbock provides that the Council shall determine its own rules and 
order of business. Lubbock, Tex., Charter ch. 1, art. IX, sec. 13 (1917).  By virtue thereof, and 
when not in conflict with the Charter of the City of Lubbock and the Constitution and laws of the 
State of Texas, the following set of rules shall be in effect upon adoption by the City Council and 
until such time as they are amended or new rules adopted in the manner hereinafter provided and 
shall prevail to govern the business of the City Council of the City of Lubbock.  
 
A. Adoption of Council Rules – Adoption of the Rules for the City Council, City of Lubbock, shall 
be accomplished by means of a resolution with the affirmative vote of a majority of all members 
of the City Council. 
 
B. Amendments to Council Rules – These rules may be suspended, amended or new rules 
adopted provided that these rules do not conflict with General Laws of the State of Texas or the 
Charter of the City of Lubbock. 
 
II. MEETINGS: 
 
A. City Council Meetings: 
 

1. Regular Council Meeting – The City Council shall meet twice each month in the City 
Council Chambers, Municipal Building, on the second and fourth Tuesday, beginning at 
4:30PM, or on such other day, or at such other time or place as shall be selected by the 
Mayor; provided, however, that for such meetings, any citizen comments to, and public 
hearings held by, the City Council shall not be scheduled to begin before 5:00PM.  City 
Council meetings shall be held in accordance with the Texas Open Meetings Act, Texas 
Government Code, Chapter 551. 
 
2. Invocation – It is the policy of the City Council to allow for, but not mandate, an 
invocation or prayer to be offered before its meetings for the benefit of the City Council in 
order to solemnize the proceedings. The invocation shall be offered by one person only. 

 
a. The invocation shall not exploit to proselytize or advance any one, or disparage 
any other, faith or belief. The invocation speaker shall offer words of wisdom in a 
respectful tone and invite the City Councilmembers to reflect upon shared ideals 
and common ends prior to beginning the business of governing.  
 
b. The invocation shall be voluntarily delivered by the invocation speaker selected 
by the City Secretary in accordance with the policy adopted by the City Secretary’s 
Office.  
 
c. The invocation shall be given prior to the opening gavel that officially begins the 
meeting and the agenda/business of the public.  
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3. Citizen comments – Any citizen wishing to appear before any regular meeting of the 
City Council to speak shall sign up to speak at the City Council meeting, but shall be limited 
to speaking only on matters posted on the City Council agenda, and must appear before 
the City Council in person. 
 

a. The length of the time given for each citizen to make such comments shall be 
determined by the City Council, in its sole discretion, at the beginning of the 
citizen comment period. 
 

b. The form to be used for a citizen to sign up to address the City Council during 
the citizen comment portion of the meeting shall be in substantially the same 
form and content as attached hereto as Exhibit “A”. 

 

c. Individuals wishing to use a PowerPoint presentation or other video imaging 
must submit the presentation to the City Manager’s office no later than twenty-
four (24) hours prior to the start of the Council meeting so that City staff may 
have adequate time to verify technological compatibility, and to perform 
security protocols on any hardware or data files submitted.  Files must be hand 
delivered on a CD, DVD, or USB drive to the City Manager’s Office, 1314 
Avenue K, 11th Floor, Lubbock, Texas  79401.  The USB drive, CD, or DVD 
will not be returned to the presenter.  The following digital image formats are 
acceptable for submission:  PowerPoint slides, Jpeg photo images, TIF files, 
PDF files, and PNG files.  Videos must play from a standard DVD.  No web 
access is available. 

 

d. City Council may accept written comments on certain agenda items at its 
discretion.  In addition, the City Council may direct these comments be placed 
on the City’s website from time to time at its discretion.  City Council may limit 
the number of characters, letters, or words permitted for each individual 
comment.  To be accepted, written comments shall not contain any graphics, 
images, or videos. 

 
 
4. Special Meetings – The Mayor, Mayor Pro-Tem or any two of the Councilmembers in 
the absence of the Mayor and Mayor Pro-Tem, or in the event of their refusal after a 
request is made, may call special meetings of the Council at any time deemed advisable. 
Lubbock, Tex., Charter ch. 1, art. IX, sec. 13 (1917). 
 
5. Minuted Action – Minuted action may only be used in instances wherein formal written 
action of the Council is not required, including appointments of City boards and ceremonial 
actions. 
 

 
B. Conduct: 
 

1. Quorum – Any four members of the City Council shall constitute a quorum and the 
affirmative vote of any four members of the Council shall be sufficient and necessary to 
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adopt or repeal any ordinance or resolution.  Lubbock, Tex. Charter ch. 1, art IX, sec. 15 
(1988). 
 
2. Presiding Officer – The Mayor of the City shall be the presiding officer of the Council, 
and in the event of the absence of or disqualification of Mayor, the Mayor Pro-Tempore 
shall preside. In the event of the absence of or disqualification of the Mayor or Mayor Pro-
Tempore the position of Mayor pro tempore shall be occupied by the Councilmember 
having the most seniority in service on the City Council. Lubbock, Tex. Charter ch. 1, art. 
IX, sec. 11 (1917). 
 
3. Rules of Order – Robert’s Rules of Order, Revised, shall govern the proceedings of the 
Council in all cases, unless they are in conflict with these rules. 
 
4. Right to Floor – Any Councilmember or other person appearing before the Council 
desiring to speak shall be recognized by the presiding officer, and shall confine his or her 
remarks to the subject under consideration or to be considered.  Any person who wishes 
to address the Council must have the unanimous consent of the Council. This rule does 
not apply to anyone appearing at a public hearing in response to an official notice or the 
Citizens Comment period. 
 
5. Agenda – The order of business of each meeting shall be contained in the agenda 
prepared by the City Manager.  The City Manager shall provide the Council with an 
analysis of items to be acted upon by the Council at its regular meetings.  This analysis 
may be made to the Council orally or in writing. 

 
a. Placing an Item on Agenda 

 
Councilmember – Any two members of the Council may, before the agenda 
deadline, place an item on the agenda by providing written direction to the 
City Manager. The City Manager shall provide staff research support when 
requested to do so in writing. 
 

b. Removing Item from Consent Agenda  
 

If a councilmember wishes to remove an item from the consent agenda for 
purposes of discussion, conflicts of interest, recusals or any other reason, 
the councilmember shall make such a removal no later than twenty-four 
(24) hours prior to the time of the start of the public portion of the regular 
meeting.  The council member shall notify the City Manager which items 
on the consent agenda are to be removed, the reasons for such removal, 
and if the councilmember wishes to hold a discussion regarding the item.  

 
  c. Planning and Zoning Commission Zone Cases. 
 

When preparing the City Council agenda, the City Manager shall organize 
and place Planning and Zoning Commission zone case ordinances by 
Council districts, in numerical order of the district, and denoted accordingly.  
Planning and Zoning Commission zone case ordinances having passed 
first reading by a unanimous vote of the City Council shall be placed on the 
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Consent Agenda for consideration on second reading, subject to Rule 
II(B)(5)(b) above. 

 
6. Electronic Devices – Members of the City Council shall not use any electronic devices 
for the purpose of communicating on matters of City business with any person, including 
other Council members, during a City Council meeting, unless such device is used in 
conjunction with such meeting in accordance with the requirements set forth in the Texas 
Open Meetings Act.  The use of electronic devices by members of the City Council on 
matters not related to City business should be done in a manner that does not disrupt the 
meeting. 
 
7.  Inaudible Conversations – City Council members shall refrain from participating in any 
conversations related to matters of City business with other Council members that are 
inaudible to the public during any Council meeting or work session. 

 
C. Attendance 
 

1. Mayor and Councilmembers – The Mayor and any Councilmember shall forfeit, not 
exceeding $10.00 per meeting of his salary, if absent from any regular meeting of the 
Council, unless such absence from the meeting is unavoidably necessitated in the 
services of such officer on business of the City away from the City at the time the meeting 
is held. Lubbock, Tex., Charter ch. 1, art. IX, sec. 14 (1917). 
 
2. City Manager – The City Manager shall attend all meetings of the Council with the right 
to take part in the discussion, but having no vote. Lubbock, Tex., Charter ch. 1, art. X, sec. 
4 (1917). 
 
3. City Attorney – The City Attorney or Acting City Attorney shall attend all meetings of the 
City Council unless excused and shall, upon request, render written or oral opinion on 
questions of law. The City Attorney shall act as the City Council’s parliamentarian.  The 
City Attorney is authorized to engage and retain outside counsel in the defense or 
prosecution of any case in which the City is a party, or in any administrative matter or 
transactional issue in which the City is involved, where attorney’s fees do not exceed 
$50,000.   
 
The City Attorney is also authorized to incur litigation expenses for the City, including the 
retention of experts, or incur any other fees or costs deemed necessary to defend or 
prosecute any lawsuit brought against it or in which it has brought suit. 
 
4. City Secretary – The City Secretary shall attend all meetings of the City Council, unless 
excused, and shall keep an account of all proceedings of the City Council to be entered in 
a well-bound book or permanent file.  
 

III. GENERAL INFORMATION CONCERNING ORDINANCES, RESOLUTIONS, AND 
MOTIONS: 
 
A. Passage of Ordinances, Resolutions, or Motions – Approval of every ordinance, resolution, or 
motion shall require the affirmative vote of a majority of all members of the City Council, except 
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as specified hereinafter when the Charter and certain State statutes impose other voting 
requirements on various questions. Lubbock, Tex., Charter ch. 1, art. IX, sec. 15 (1917). 
 
B. Recording of Votes – The yeas and nays shall be taken upon the passage of all ordinances 
and resolutions and entered upon the minutes of the City Council. Lubbock, Tex., Charter ch. 1, 
art. IX, sec. 15 (1917). 
 
C. City Attorney to Approve – All ordinances and resolutions shall be approved as to form and 
legality by the City Attorney. 
 
D. City Secretary to Calendar Deadlines – The City Secretary shall calculate and calendar any 
and all deadlines adopted by City Council, including, but not limited to appointee evaluations, ad 
hoc committee reports, and consideration of future legislation.  The City Secretary shall place 
such items on the Council agenda for appropriate consideration in accordance with the deadlines.  
In addition, the City Secretary shall alert City Council members, City Manager, and City Attorney 
to upcoming deadlines two (2) weeks prior to the meeting at which such items shall be considered. 
 
IV. CITY COUNCIL CODE OF ETHICS: 
 

Each member of the City Council has a duty to: 

 A. Respect and adhere to the American ideals of government, the rule of law, the 
principles of public administration and high ethical conduct in the performance of public 
duties. 

 B. Represent and work for the common good of the City and not for any private interest. 

 C. Refrain from accepting gifts or favors or promises of future benefits, which might 
compromise or tend to impair independence of judgment or action. 

 D. Provide fair and equal treatment for all persons and matters coming before the 
Council. 

 E. Learn and study the background and purposes of important items of business before 
voting. 

 F. Faithfully perform all duties of office. 

 G. Refrain from disclosing any information received confidentially concerning the 
business of the City, or received during any closed session of the Council held pursuant to 
state law.  

 H. Decline any employment incompatible with public duty.   

 I. Disclose all sources of income which may represent a substantial conflict of 
interest with the duties as a Councilmember and to disclose the nature and extent of the 
interest as an officer, agent, member, or owner of any business entity or other association 
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which is subject to regulation by the City and such disclosure shall be made to the proper 
authority established for that purpose. 

 J. Refrain from abusive conduct, personal charges or verbal attacks upon the character, 
motives, ethics or morals of other members of the Council, staff or public, or other personal 
comments not germane to the issues before the Council.  

 K. Listen courteously and attentively to all public discussions at Council meetings and 
avoid interrupting other speakers, including other Council members, except as may be 
permitted by established Rules of Order 

 L. Faithfully attend all sessions of the Council unless unable to do so because of disability 
or some other compelling reason. 

 M. Maintain the highest standard of public conduct by refusing to condone breaches of 
public trust or improper attempts to influence legislation, and by being willing to censure any 
member who willfully violates the rules of conduct contained in this Code of Ethics. 

V.  CITY COUNCIL RELATIONSHIP TO STAFF: 
 
In accordance with Article X, Section 6 of the City Charter, the governing body shall hold the City 
Manager responsible for the proper administration of all affairs of the City.  The City Manager or 

his designated representative is responsible for the appointment and removal from office of all 
City employees unless the City Charter specifically assigns this responsibility to the governing 
body.   

The City Manager is the Chief Executive Officer of the City.  The City Council charges the City 
Manager with carrying out its policies and directives.  The City Manager is responsible for 
implementing City Council policies by planning, organizing and directing the activities of the City 
staff.  The City Charter of the City of Lubbock stipulates that the members of the governing body 
shall defer to the City Manager the responsibility of directing the activities of the City staff.  
However, the City Charter allows the members of the governing body to make inquiries about the 
City’s policies and procedures with City staff.  The members of the governing body should address 
all other questions and requests through the City Manager or his designated representative. 

Appointees reporting directly to the City Council shall be subject to an annual performance 
evaluation to be scheduled between July 1 and August 31, the form and substance of such 
evaluation shall be determined at the sole discretion of the City Council.

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CITY OF LUBBOCK 
CITY COUNCIL RULES 

(as amended, January 11, 2022December 17, 2018) 

 
I. AUTHORITY: 
 
The Charter of the City of Lubbock provides that the Council shall determine its own rules and 
order of business. Lubbock, Tex., Charter ch. 1, art. IX, sec. 13 (1917).  By virtue thereof, and 
when not in conflict with the Charter of the City of Lubbock and the Constitution and laws of the 
State of Texas, the following set of rules shall be in effect upon adoption by the City Council and 
until such time as they are amended or new rules adopted in the manner hereinafter provided and 
shall prevail to govern the business of the City Council of the City of Lubbock.  
 
A. Adoption of Council Rules – Adoption of the Rules for the City Council, City of Lubbock, shall 
be accomplished by means of a resolution with the affirmative vote of a majority of all members 
of the City Council. 
 
B. Amendments to Council Rules – These rules may be suspended, amended or new rules 
adopted provided that these rules do not conflict with General Laws of the State of Texas or the 
Charter of the City of Lubbock. 
 
II. MEETINGS: 
 
A. City Council Meetings: 
 

1. Regular Council Meeting – The City Council shall meet twice each month in the City 
Council Chambers, Municipal Building, on the second and fourth Tuesday, beginning at 
4:30PM, or on such other day, or at such other time or place as shall be selected by the 
Mayor; provided, however, that for such meetings, any citizen comments to, and public 
hearings held by, the City Council shall not be scheduled to begin before 5:00PM.  City 
Council meetings shall be held in accordance with the Texas Open Meetings Act, Texas 
Government Code, Chapter 551. 
 
2. Invocation – It is the policy of the City Council to allow for, but not mandate, an 
invocation or prayer to be offered before its meetings for the benefit of the City Council in 
order to solemnize the proceedings. The invocation shall be offered by one person only. 

 
a. The invocation shall not exploit to proselytize or advance any one, or disparage 
any other, faith or belief. The invocation speaker shall offer words of wisdom in a 
respectful tone and invite the City Councilmembers to reflect upon shared ideals 
and common ends prior to beginning the business of governing.  
 
b. The invocation shall be voluntarily delivered by the invocation speaker selected 
by the City Secretary in accordance with the policy adopted by the City Secretary’s 
Office.  
 
c. The invocation shall be given prior to the opening gavel that officially begins the 
meeting and the agenda/business of the public.  
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3. Citizen comments – Any citizen wishing to appear before any regular meeting of the 
City Council to speak shall sign up to speak at the City Council meeting, but shall be limited 
to speaking only on matters posted on the City Council agenda, and must appear before 
the City Council in person. 
 

a.   The length of the time given for each citizen to make such comments shall be 
determined by the City Council, in its sole discretion, at the beginning of the 
citizen comment period. 
 

b. The form to be used for a citizen to sign up to address the City Council during 
the citizen comment portion of the meeting shall be in substantially the same 
form and content as attached hereto as Exhibit “A”. 

 

c. Individuals wishing to use a PowerPoint presentation or other video imaging 
must submit the presentation to the City Manager’s office no later than twenty-
four (24) hours prior to the start of the Council meeting so that City staff may 
have adequate time to verify technological compatibility, and to perform 
security protocols on any hardware or data files submitted.  Files must be hand 
delivered on a CD, DVD, or USB drive to the City Manager’s Office, 1314 
Avenue K, 11th Floor, Lubbock, Texas  79401.  The USB drive, CD, or DVD 
will not be returned to the presenter.  The following digital image formats are 
acceptable for submission:  PowerPoint slides, Jpeg photo images, TIF files, 
PDF files, and PNG files.  Videos must play from a standard DVD.  No web 
access is available. 

 

d. City Council may accept written comments on certain agenda items at its 
discretion.  In addition, the City Council may direct these comments be placed 
on the City’s website from time to time at its discretion.  City Council may limit 
the number of characters, letters, or words permitted for each individual 
comment.  To be accepted, written comments shall not contain any graphics, 
images, or videos. 

 
 
4. Special Meetings – The Mayor, Mayor Pro-Tem or any two of the Councilmembers in 
the absence of the Mayor and Mayor Pro-Tem, or in the event of their refusal after a 
request is made, may call special meetings of the Council at any time deemed advisable. 
Lubbock, Tex., Charter ch. 1, art. IX, sec. 13 (1917). 
 
5. Minuted Action – Minuted action may only be used in instances wherein formal written 
action of the Council is not requiredested, including appointments of City boards and 
ceremonial actions. 
 

 
B. Conduct: 
 

1. Quorum – Any four members of the City Council shall constitute a quorum and the 
affirmative vote of any four members of the Council shall be sufficient and necessary to 
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adopt or repeal any ordinance or resolution.  Lubbock, Tex. Charter ch. 1, art IX, sec. 15 
(1988). 
 
2. Presiding Officer – The Mayor of the City shall be the presiding officer of the Council, 
and in the event of the absence of or disqualification of Mayor, the Mayor Pro-Tempore 
shall preside. In the event of the absence of or disqualification of the Mayor or Mayor Pro-
Tempore the position of Mayor pro tempore shall be occupied by the Councilmember 
having the most seniority in service on the City Council. Lubbock, Tex. Charter ch. 1, art. 
IX, sec. 11 (1917). 
 
3. Rules of Order – Robert’s Rules of Order, Revised, shall govern the proceedings of the 
Council in all cases, unless they are in conflict with these rules. 
 
4. Right to Floor – Any Councilmember or other person appearing before the Council 
desiring to speak shall be recognized by the presiding officer, and shall confine his or her 
remarks to the subject under consideration or to be considered.  Any person who wishes 
to address the Council must have the unanimous consent of the Council. This rule does 
not apply to anyone appearing at a public hearing in response to an official notice or the 
Citizens Comment period. 
 
5. Agenda – The order of business of each meeting shall be contained in the agenda 
prepared by the City Manager.  The City Manager shall provide the Council with an 
analysis of items to be acted upon by the Council at its regular meetings.  This analysis 
may be made to the Council orally or in writing. 

 
a. Placing an Item on Agenda 

 
Councilmember – Any two members of the Council may, before the agenda 
deadline, place an item on the agenda by providing written direction to the 
City Manager. The City Manager shall provide staff research support when 
requested to do so in writing. 
 

b. Removing Item from Consent Agenda  
 

If a councilmember wishes to remove an item from the consent agenda for 
purposes of discussion, conflicts of interest, recusals or any other reason, 
the councilmember shall make such a removal no later than twenty-four 
(24) hours prior to the time of the start of the public portion of the regular 
meeting.  The council member shall notify the City Manager which items 
on the consent agenda are to be removed, the reasons for such removal, 
and if the councilmember wishes to hold a discussion regarding the item.  

 
  c. Planning and Zoning Commission Zone Cases. 
 

When preparing the City Council agenda, the City Manager shall organize 
and place Planning and Zoning Commission zone case ordinances by 
Council districts, in numerical order of the district, and denoted accordingly.  
Planning and Zoning Commission zone case ordinances having passed 
first reading by a unanimous vote of the City Council shall be placed on the 
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Consent Agenda for consideration on second reading, subject to Rule 
II(B)(5)(b) above. 

 
6. Electronic Devices – Members of the City Council shall not use any electronic devices 
for the purpose of communicating on matters of City business with any person, including 
other Council members, during a City Council meeting, unless such device is used in 
conjunction with such meeting in accordance with the requirements set forth in the Texas 
Open Meetings Act.  The use of electronic devices by members of the City Council on 
matters not related to City business should be done in a manner that does not disrupt the 
meeting. 
 
7.  Inaudible Conversations – City Council members shall refrain from participating in any 
conversations related to matters of City business with other Council members that are 
inaudible to the public during any Council meeting or work session. 

 
C. Attendance 
 

1. Mayor and Councilmembers – The Mayor and any Councilmember shall forfeit, not 
exceeding $10.00 per meeting of his salary, if absent from any regular meeting of the 
Council, unless such absence from the meeting is unavoidably necessitated in the 
services of such officer on business of the City away from the City at the time the meeting 
is held. Lubbock, Tex., Charter ch. 1, art. IX, sec. 14 (1917). 
 
2. City Manager – The City Manager shall attend all meetings of the Council with the right 
to take part in the discussion, but having no vote. Lubbock, Tex., Charter ch. 1, art. X, sec. 
4 (1917). 
 
3. City Attorney – The City Attorney or Acting City Attorney shall attend all meetings of the 
City Council unless excused and shall, upon request, render written or oral opinion on 
questions of law. The City Attorney shall act as the City Council’s parliamentarian.  The 
City Attorney is authorized to engage and retain outside counsel in the defense or 
prosecution of any case in which the City is a party, or in any administrative matter or 
transactional issue in which the City is involved, where attorney’s fees do not exceed 
$50,000.   
 
The City Attorney is also authorized to incur litigation expenses for the City, including the 
retention of experts, or incur any other fees or costs deemed necessary to defend or 
prosecute any lawsuit brought against it or in which it has brought suit. 
 
4. City Secretary – The City Secretary shall attend all meetings of the City Council, unless 
excused, and shall keep an account of all proceedings of the City Council to be entered in 
a well-bound book or permanent file.  
 

III. GENERAL INFORMATION CONCERNING ORDINANCES, RESOLUTIONS, AND 
MOTIONS: 
 
A. Passage of Ordinances, Resolutions, or Motions – Approval of every ordinance, resolution, or 
motion shall require the affirmative vote of a majority of all members of the City Council, except 
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as specified hereinafter when the Charter and certain State statutes impose other voting 
requirements on various questions. Lubbock, Tex., Charter ch. 1, art. IX, sec. 15 (1917). 
 
B. Recording of Votes – The yeas and nays shall be taken upon the passage of all ordinances 
and resolutions and entered upon the minutes of the City Council. Lubbock, Tex., Charter ch. 1, 
art. IX, sec. 15 (1917). 
 
C. City Attorney to Approve – All ordinances and resolutions shall be approved as to form and 
legality by the City Attorney. 
 
D. City Secretary to Calendar Deadlines – The City Secretary shall calculate and calendar any 
and all deadlines adopted by City Council, including, but not limited to appointee evaluations, ad 
hoc committee reports, and consideration of future legislation.  The City Secretary shall place 
such items on the Council agenda for appropriate consideration in accordance with the deadlines.  
In addition, the City Secretary shall alert City Council members, City Manager, and City Attorney 
to upcoming deadlines two (2) weeks prior to the meeting at which such items shall be considered. 
 
IV. CITY COUNCIL CODE OF ETHICS: 
 

Each member of the City Council has a duty to: 

 A. Respect and adhere to the American ideals of government, the rule of law, the 
principles of public administration and high ethical conduct in the performance of public 
duties. 

 B. Represent and work for the common good of the City and not for any private interest. 

 C. Refrain from accepting gifts or favors or promises of future benefits, which might 
compromise or tend to impair independence of judgment or action. 

 D. Provide fair and equal treatment for all persons and matters coming before the 
Council. 

 E. Learn and study the background and purposes of important items of business before 
voting. 

 F. Faithfully perform all duties of office. 

 G. Refrain from disclosing any information received confidentially concerning the 
business of the City, or received during any closed session of the Council held pursuant to 
state law.  

 H. Decline any employment incompatible with public duty.   

 I. Disclose all sources of income which may represent a substantial conflict of 
interest with the duties as a Councilmember and to disclose the nature and extent of the 
interest as an officer, agent, member, or owner of any business entity or other association 
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which is subject to regulation by the City and such disclosure shall be made to the proper 
authority established for that purpose. 

 J. Refrain from abusive conduct, personal charges or verbal attacks upon the character, 
motives, ethics or morals of other members of the Council, staff or public, or other personal 
comments not germane to the issues before the Council.  

 K. Listen courteously and attentively to all public discussions at Council meetings and 
avoid interrupting other speakers, including other Council members, except as may be 
permitted by established Rules of Order 

 L. Faithfully attend all sessions of the Council unless unable to do so because of disability 
or some other compelling reason. 

 M. Maintain the highest standard of public conduct by refusing to condone breaches of 
public trust or improper attempts to influence legislation, and by being willing to censure any 
member who willfully violates the rules of conduct contained in this Code of Ethics. 

V.  CITY COUNCIL RELATIONSHIP TO STAFF: 
 
In accordance with Article X, Section 6 of the City Charter, the governing body shall hold the City 
Manager responsible for the proper administration of all affairs of the City.  The City Manager or 

his designated representative is responsible for the appointment and removal from office of all 
City employees unless the City Charter specifically assigns this responsibility to the governing 
body.   

The City Manager is the Chief Executive Officer of the City.  The City Council charges the City 
Manager with carrying out its policies and directives.  The City Manager is responsible for 
implementing City Council policies by planning, organizing and directing the activities of the City 
staff.  The City Charter of the City of Lubbock stipulates that the members of the governing body 
shall defer to the City Manager the responsibility of directing the activities of the City staff.  
However, the City Charter allows the members of the governing body to make inquiries about the 
City’s policies and procedures with City staff.  The members of the governing body should address 
all other questions and requests through the City Manager or his designated representative. 

Appointees reporting directly to the City Council shall be subject to an annual performance 
evaluation to be scheduled between July 1 and August 31, the form and substance of such 
evaluation shall be determined at the sole discretion of the City Council.

CONTRACT FOR ELECTION SERVICES WITH LUBBOCK COUNTY, TEXAS 

FOR ALL JOINT ELECTIONS IN CALENDAR YEAR 2022 

 

THIS CONTRACT made by and between LUBBOCK COUNTY, TEXAS, acting by and 

through Roxzine Stinson, in her capacity as Lubbock County Elections Administrator, hereinafter 

referred to as “The Elections Administrator”  (who has been duly qualified and bonded as provided 

for under law) and City of Lubbock, a governmental entity organized under the laws of the State of 

Texas, hereinafter referred to as the “Entity” and by the authority of Section 31.092(a) of the Texas 

Election Code for the conduct and supervision of the Entity’s elections called during the Entity’s 

Calendar Year 2022. The Entity joins with any such other governmental units as are eligible and 

desire to conduct a joint election, as may be expressed by order, resolution or other official action of 

each of the governmental units. In the case of an Entity which is a school district, a joint election will 

be conducted with one or more municipalities, and/or with Lubbock County, Texas, in compliance 

with the requirements for school districts set forth in Chapter 11, Subchapter C, Section 11.01, of the 

Texas Education Code. 

 

 

RECITALS 

 

Any elections held by the entity will be at the expense of the entity. In the case of joint 

elections, common expenses will be divided between the parties on a pro rata basis, calculated using 

the number of registered voters in each entity’s jurisdiction. 

 

The election precincts of the Entity, which lie within the jurisdictional limits of Lubbock 

County (the “County”), have been established and may be re-established by the Entity as its election 

precincts pursuant to Section 42.061 of the Texas Election Code. 

 

The County owns the Hart InterCivic Verity 2.4 Electronic Voting system which has been 

duly approved by the Secretary of State pursuant to Texas Election Code Chapter 122 as amended, 

and the Entity desires to use the County’s electronic voting system in its election and to compensate 

the County for such use. 

 

NOW THEREFORE, in consideration of the mutual covenants, agreements, and benefits to 

the parties, IT IS AGREED as follows: 

 

 

I.  ADMINISTRATION 

 

The Lubbock County Elections Administrator shall assist, coordinate, supervise, and handle 

all aspects of administering the election as provided in this Contract in a manner consistent with all 

relevant law, codes, rules and regulations, including, without limitations, those functions set forth in 
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Exhibit A.  The Entity agrees to pay the Lubbock County Elections Administrator for equipment, 

supplies, services, and administrative costs as provided in this Contract.  The Lubbock County 

Elections Administrator shall serve as the administrator for the election; however, the Entity shall 

remain responsible for the lawful conduct of its election as regards those functions reserved to the 

Entity set forth in Exhibit A, as regards such additional administrative functions as the Entity may 

otherwise undertake to perform, and any functions which cannot be lawfully delegated to the 

Lubbock County Elections Administrator.  The Elections Administrator shall provide advisory 

services in connection with decisions to be made and actions to be taken by the officers of the Entity; 

however, it shall be the responsibility of the Entity to obtain whatever legal opinion(s) it deems 

necessary, from the Entity’s chosen legal counsel and at the Entity’s sole cost and expense. The 

Lubbock County Elections Administrator will not provide legal advice to the Entity. 

 

 

II. LEGAL DOCUMENTS 

 

The Entity shall be responsible for the preparation, adoption, and publication of all required 

election orders, resolutions, notices, and any other pertinent documents required by the Texas 

Election Code and/or its governing bodies. 

 

Preparation of the necessary bilingual materials for notices and the language of the official 

ballot shall also be the responsibility of the Entity; however, the Lubbock County Elections 

Administrator will provide assistance if requested.  The Entity shall provide a copy of its election 

order and notice to the Lubbock County Elections Administrator no later than eighty (80) days prior 

to Election Day.  

 

 

III. VOTING LOCATIONS 

 

It is agreed that Election Day voting shall be held at the locations shown in the Election Order 

and Notice duly adopted by the Entity and in Exhibit B.  In the event that any of these voting 

locations are not available, the Elections Administrator will arrange for use of an alternate location 

with the approval of the Entity and at the Entity’s expense. 

 

This Contract shall be deemed an agreement for a joint election with other governmental 

units in Lubbock County holding an election on the same day in all or part of the same territory and 

whose governing bodies have authorized said joint election by order, resolution, or other official 

action. 

 

 

IV. ELECTION JUDGES, CLERKS AND OTHER ELECTION PERSONNEL 

 

Lubbock County shall be responsible, on behalf of the Entity, for the initial selection of the 

presiding election judges and alternate election judges for the Entity’s election.  The Elections 
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Administrator shall provide to the Entity a list of presiding judges and alternate judges for its election 

who shall be appointed by the Entity as required by law.       

 

The Elections Administrator shall notify all election judges of the eligibility requirements of 

Subchapter C of Chapter 32 of the Texas Election Code, and will take the necessary steps to ensure 

that all election judges appointed for the Entity’s election are eligible to serve. 

 

The Elections Administrator shall arrange for the training and compensation of all election 

judges and clerks.  The Elections Administrator shall arrange for the date, time, and place for the 

presiding election judges to pick-up their election supplies.  Each presiding election judge will be 

sent a letter (not later than the 15th day before election day, as required by Section 4.007 of the 

Texas Election Code) by the Elections Administrator notifying him/ her of his/her appointment, the 

time and location of distribution of election supplies, and the number of election clerks that the 

presiding judge may appoint, including the required number of bilingual clerks. 

 

The Entity will be charged $13.00 an hour for each hour worked by the Presiding Election 

Judge and $11.00 an hour for each hour worked by each Alternate Judge and Election Clerk.  The 

Entity will be charged an additional $25.00 flat rate compensation to each Election Judge for 

returning the supplies and the Judge’s Verity 2.4 Controller to the Central Counting Station after the 

polls close on Election Day.  The Entity will be charged $14.00 per hour for each hour worked by the 

Phone Bank Technical Assistant, $13.00 per hour for each hour worked by the Phone Bank Elections 

Assistant, and $12.00 per hour for each hour worked by the Phone Bank Public Assistant.   The 

Entity will be charged $15.00 per hour for each hour worked by each Troubleshooter, plus $.585 for 

each mile traveled by each Troubleshooter as per the IRS 2022 Journal of Accountancy.   

 

The Entity will be charged $13.00 per hour for each hour worked by each Deputy Early 

Voting Clerk (Lead Clerk).  The Entity will be charged $11.00 per hour for each hour worked by 

each Deputy Early Voting Alternate Lead Clerk and Clerks.  The Entity will be charged $14.00 per 

hour for each hour worked by the Phone Bank Technical Assistant, $13.00 per hour for each hour 

worked by the Phone Bank Elections Assistant, and $12.00 per hour for each hour worked by the 

Phone Bank Public Assistant.  The Entity will be charged $15.00 per hour for each hour worked by 

each Early Voting Troubleshooter, plus $.585 for each mile traveled by each Early Voting 

Troubleshooter as per the IRS 2022 Journal of Accountancy.   

 

The Elections Administrator may employ other personnel necessary for the proper 

administration of the election, including such part-time help as is necessary to prepare for the 

election, to ensure the timely delivery of supplies during early voting and on Election Day, and for 

the efficient tabulation of ballots at the central counting station.  The Entity will be charged $13.00 

per hour for each hour worked by the Early Voting Ballot Board Judge and $11.00 per hour for each 

hour worked by the Early Voting Ballot Board Alternate Judge and Clerks.  The Entity will be 

charged $13.00 per hour for each hour worked by the Central Count Judge and $11.00 per hour for 

each hour worked by the Central Count Alternate Judge.  The Entity will be billed $12.00 per hour 

for each hour worked by part-time personnel working in support of the Central Counting Station on 
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election night.  Part-time personnel working in support of the Central Counting Station on election 

night will receive pay for at least four hours, minimum call for service, regardless of the actual hours 

worked. 

 

The Entity will be charged $9.00 for each hour of training for all election workers (including 

Judges, Alternate Judges, Clerks, Phone Bank Operators and Troubleshooters.) The Entity will be 

charged for temporary personnel employed to conduct training classes at an hourly rate of  $13.00 

per hour for each hour worked by the Lead Trainer and a lesser rate of $12.00 per hour for each hour 

worked by the Assistant Trainers. 

 

The Entity will be charged a time-and-half rate based on the hourly rate of all election 

workers/temporary workers employed in the positions specified above for any overtime worked in 

connection with any election covered under this Contract. 

 

The Entity will be charged a time-and-half rate based on the hourly rate of Lubbock County 

employees for any overtime worked to deliver, set up and pickup voting equipment, as well as the 

Logic and Accuracy Testing.  The Entity will also be charged mileage at a rate, as set by Lubbock 

County Commissioners, for Lubbock County employees who must use their personal vehicles to 

deliver, set up and pickup voting equipment and supplies. 

 

It is agreed by the Entity that at all times and for all purposes hereunder, all election judges, 

clerks, and all other employees involved in this election are independent Contractors and are not 

employees or agents of Lubbock County or the Entity.  No statement contained in this Contract shall 

be construed so as to find any judge, clerk, or any other election personnel to be an employee or 

agent of the County or the Entity, and all election personnel shall be entitled to none of the rights, 

privileges, or benefits of County employees or Entity employees except as otherwise may be stated 

herein, nor shall any election personnel hold himself out as an employee or agent of the County or 

the Entity, unless considered a County or Entity employee as determined by the policies of Lubbock 

County or the Entity. 

 

The hourly rates for the above listed categories of contractors and election workers will be 

determined following the conclusion of the current solicitation for temporary election workers, a 

process currently being completed by Lubbock County consistent with the provisions of the Texas 

Government Code.  The price list for the provision of these services consistent with Texas Election 

Code Sections 271 and 31.100 is attached as Exhibit D.   

 

 

V.  SUPPLIES AND PRINTING 

 

The Elections Administrator shall arrange for the use of the direct recording electronic voting 

machines and supporting supplies and equipment and all other election supplies and related printing 

including, but not limited to, official ballots, sample ballots, ballot boxes, voter registration lists, and 

all forms, signs, maps, and other materials used by the election workers at the Early Voting and 
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Election Day voting locations. 

 

The Entity shall furnish to the Elections Administrator a list of candidates and/or propositions 

showing the order and the exact manner in which the names or proposition(s) are to appear on the 

official ballot (including bilingual titles and text).  This list shall be delivered to the Elections 

Administrator as soon as possible after the Entity has determined ballot positions.  The Entity shall 

be responsible for proofreading and approving the official ballot before printing as well as approving 

the ballot screen prompts and audio recordings for the Direct Recording Electronic voting devices in 

both English and Spanish. 

 

 

VI. EARLY VOTING 

 

The Entity agrees that the Election Administrator shall serve as the Early Voting Clerk in 

accordance with Section 31.097 of the Texas Election Code and agrees to designate the Office of the 

Elections Administrator, 1308 Crickets, Lubbock Texas, as the main Early Voting polling location.  

The Entity also agrees that the Elections Administrator’s permanent county employees, during 

regular office hours, shall serve as deputy early voting clerks who shall serve without additional 

compensation; and that the Elections Administrator may appoint other deputy early voting clerks to 

assist in the conduct of early voting as necessary. 

 

It is agreed that Early Voting by personal appearance will be held at the locations, times and 

days shown in Exhibit C In the event that any of these voting locations are not available, the 

Elections Administrator will arrange for use of an alternate location with the approval of the Entity 

and at the Entity’s expense. 

 

As Early Voting Clerk, the Elections Administrator shall receive applications for early voting 

ballots to be voted by mail in accordance with Chapters 31 and 86 of the Texas Election Code.  Any 

requests for early voting ballots to be voted by mail received by the Entity shall be forwarded 

immediately to the Elections Administrator for processing. 

 

The Elections Administrator shall provide the Entity with a copy of the early voting report of 

how many voters checked-in at the polls on a daily basis and a cumulative final early voting report 

following the election.  The Entity will be responsible for releasing any early voting report numbers 

to Officials of the Entity.  The Entity will also be responsible for releasing early voting report 

numbers to the general public and candidates of the Entity, if requested. The Elections Administrator 

will be responsible to release the number of people who check-in at the polls each day of early voting 

to the media.  The Elections Administrator will be responsible for posting the daily early voting 

rosters in person and by mail pursuant to Section 87.121 of the Texas Election Code 

 

The Elections Administrator and the Entity will comply with all lawful requests for the 

release of public information. 
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VII. EARLY VOTING BALLOT BOARD 

 

An Early Voting Ballot Board and, if needed, a Signature Verification Committee shall be 

created to process early voting results from the Entity’s election.  The Elections Administrator shall 

appoint the Presiding Judge of the Early Voting Ballot Board.  The Presiding Judge, with the 

assistance of the Elections Administrator, shall appoint two or more additional members to constitute 

the Early Voting Ballot Board members and, if needed, the Signature Verification Committee 

members required to efficiently process the early voting ballots. The Entity will be charged $13.00 

per hour for each hour worked by the Early Voting Ballot Board Judge and if needed, $13.00 per 

hour plus markup for the Signature Verification Committee Judge as referenced in Exhibit D 

attached hereto.  The Entity will be charged $11.00 per hour for each of the other members of the 

Early Voting Ballot Board and Signature Verification Committee, as referenced in Exhibit D 

attached hereto. 

 

 

VIII. CENTRAL COUNTING STATION AND ELECTION RETURNS 

 

The Elections Administrator shall be responsible for establishing and operating the central 

counting station to receive and tabulate the voted ballots in accordance with the provisions of the 

Texas Election Code and of this Contract. 

 

The Entity hereby appoints the following central counting station officials (or their duly 

appointed designee) in accordance with Sections 127.002 and 127.005 of the Texas Election Code: 

 

Counting Station Manager:   Roxzine Stinson, Elections Administrator 

Tabulation Supervisor:   Kristen Phelps, Chief Deputy, Elections 

Presiding Judge:    Tom Grimes 

Assistant Tabulation Supervisor:  Charla Carpenter  

 

The Counting Station Manager or her representative shall deliver timely cumulative reports 

of the election results as vote centers report to the Central Counting Station as they are tabulated.  

The Counting Station Manager shall be responsible for releasing cumulative totals and vote center 

returns from the election to the Entity, prior to posting to the Elections Office website.  Election 

results will be posted to the Elections Office web page located at www.votelubbock.org 

 

The Elections Administrator will prepare the unofficial canvass reports after all ballots have 

been counted and will deliver a copy of the unofficial canvass to the Entity as soon as possible after 

all returns have been tabulated.  In any event, the Elections Administrator will deliver a copy of the 

unofficial canvass to the Entity no later than 5:00 p.m. of the seventh day following the election date. 

 The Entity shall be responsible for the official canvass of its election.

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The Elections Administrator shall be responsible for conducting the post-election manual 

recount required by Section 127.201 of the Texas Election Code, unless a waiver is granted by the 

Secretary of State.  Notification and copies of the recount, if waiver is denied, will be provided to the 

Entity and the Secretary of State’s Office. 

 

IX. ELECTION EXPENSE AND ALLOCATION OF COSTS 

 

Any elections held by the Entity will be at the expense of the Entity. In the case of joint 

elections, common expenses will be divided between the parties on a pro rata basis, calculated using 

the number of registered voters in each entities jurisdiction. The Entity agrees to reimburse Lubbock 

County for the actual costs of administering its election including, but not limited to, the actual costs 

of supplies, printing, programming, personnel, and polling place rental fees.  The Entity agrees to 

reimburse Lubbock County for overtime wages and benefits paid to the permanent employees of the 

Elections Administrator for contractual duties performed outside the normal business hours of 

Lubbock County in accordance with Section 31.100(e) of the Texas Election Code.  The Entity 

further agrees to pay Lubbock County an administrative fee equal to ten percent (10%) of its total 

billable costs in accordance with Section 31.100(d) of the Texas Election Code. 

 

 

X. WITHDRAWAL FROM CONTRACT DUE TO CANCELLATION OF ELECTION 

 

The Entity may withdraw from this Contract should it cancel its election in accordance with 

Sections 2.051 - 2.053 of the Texas Election Code.  The Entity is fully liable for any expenses 

incurred by Lubbock County on behalf of the Entity plus an administrative fee of ten percent (10%) 

of such expenses should the Entity cancel its election for this or any reason.  Any monies deposited 

with Lubbock County by the Entity shall be refunded, minus the aforementioned expenses and 

administrative fee, if applicable, pursuant to Section 31.100(d) of the Texas Election Code. 

  

 

XI. RECORDS OF THE ELECTION 

 

The Elections Administrator is hereby appointed general custodian of the voted ballots and 

all records of the election as authorized by Section 31.096 of the Texas Election Code. 

 

Access to the election records shall be available to the Entity as well as to the public in 

accordance with applicable provisions of the Texas Election Code and the Texas Public Information 

Act.  The election records shall be stored at the Lubbock County Records Center, who shall ensure 

that the records are maintained in an orderly manner so that the records are clearly identifiable and 

retrievable.  

 

Records of the election shall be retained and disposed of in accordance with the provisions of 

Section 66.058 of the Texas Election Code.  If records of the election are involved in any pending 

election contest, investigation, litigation, or open records request, the Elections Administrator shall 
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maintain the records until final resolution or until final judgment, whichever is applicable.  It is the 

responsibility of the Entity to bring to the attention of the Elections Administrator any notice 

of pending election contest, investigation, litigation or open records request which may be filed 

with the Entity. 

 

The Elections Administrator shall notify the Entity of the planned destruction of any records 

of the election prior to the records’ destruction. 

 

 

XII. RECOUNTS 

 

A recount may be obtained as provided by Title 13 of the Texas Election Code.  The Entity 

agrees that any recount shall take place at the offices of the Elections Administrator, and that the 

Chief Deputy shall serve as Recount Supervisor and the official of the Entity performing the duties 

of a secretary under the Texas Election Code, or its lawful designee, shall serve as Recount 

Coordinator unless otherwise required by state law. 

 

The Elections Administrator agrees to provide advisory services to the Entity as necessary to 

conduct a proper recount. 

 

 

XIII. COMPLIANCE WITH AMERICANS WITH DISABILITIES ACT 

 

The Elections Administrator will assist the Entity in securing adequate polling places, rent 

free if available; and will ensure that the polling places comply with current accessibility standards as 

set forth in the Americans With Disabilities Act as well as any state or local laws or ordinances.  

   

XIV. MISCELLANEOUS PROVISIONS 

 

 It is understood that, to the extent space is available, other political subdivisions may wish to 

participate in the use of the County’s election equipment, and it is agreed that the Elections 

Administrator may contract with such other political subdivisions for such purposes and that in such 

event there may be an adjustment of the pro-rata share to be paid to the County by the participating 

authorities. 

 

 The Elections Administrator shall file copies of this document with the Lubbock County 

Treasurer and the Lubbock County Auditor in accordance with Section 31.099 of the Texas Elections 

Code. 

 

 In the event that legal action is filed challenging the Entity’s election, each party hereto shall 

defend its own actions, officials and employees. If it is determined that the actions of the Entity 

resulted in legal action against Lubbock County or the Lubbock County Elections Administrator or 

any additional election personnel, then the Entity shall provide, at its own expense, legal 
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representation for the County, the Elections Administrator, and additional election personnel as 

necessary save and except in any instance whereby an unlawful or otherwise improper act or 

omission of the County, the Election Administrator or another Entity participating in the election has 

precipitated such legal action. Likewise, if it is determined that the actions of Lubbock County or the 

Lubbock County Elections Administrator or any additional election personnel engaged by the County 

resulted in legal action against the Entity, then Lubbock County shall provide, at its own expense, 

legal representation for the Entity as necessary save and except in any instance whereby an unlawful 

or otherwise improper act or omission of the Entity or another Entity participating in the election has 

precipitated such legal action. 

 

 The County and the Entity agree that under the Constitution and laws of the State of Texas, 

neither the County nor the Entity can enter into an agreement whereby either party agrees to 

indemnify or hold harmless another party; therefore, all references of any kind, if any, to 

indemnifying or holding or saving harmless for any reason are hereby deleted. 

 

 This Contract shall be construed under and in accord with the laws of the State of Texas, and 

all obligations of the parties created hereunder are performable in Lubbock County, Texas. 

 

 In the event one or more of the provisions contained in this Contract shall for any reason be 

held to be invalid, illegal, or unenforceable in any respect, such invalidity, illegality, or 

unenforceability shall not affect any other provision hereof, and this Contract shall be construed as if 

such invalid, illegal, or unenforceable provision had never been contained herein. 

 

 All parties shall comply with all applicable laws, ordinances, and codes of the State of Texas, 

all local governments, and any other entities with local jurisdiction. 

 

 The waiver by any party of a breach of any provision of this Contract shall not operate as or 

be construed as a waiver of any subsequent breach. 

 

Any amendment of this Contract shall be of no effect unless in writing and signed by all parties 

hereto. 

 

 

XV. FINANCIAL OBLIGATION AND PAYMENT 

 

The Entity agrees it is obligated to pay to Lubbock County all of the Entity’s joint election 

charges, fees, expenses, and costs as set forth under the terms of this Contract, with the exact amount 

of the Entity’s financial obligation under the terms of this Contract to be timely calculated after the 

joint election.  The Lubbock County Elections Administrator agrees to timely provide an invoice of 

said financial obligation to the Entity following the joint election, and the Entity further agrees it 

shall pay to Lubbock County the balance due as soon as possible but not later than thirty (30) days 

after receipt of the invoice.  In the event that the Entity disputes any portion of the charges, fees, 
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expenses, and costs payable under this Contract, the Entity agrees to promptly pay the undisputed 

amounts when due.

EXHIBIT A 

Responsibilities of the Parties 

 

I. Early Voting 

 

A. Lubbock County Elections Administrator’s Responsibilities: 

 

1. The Elections Administrator shall provide a list for presentation to the governing body of 

each Entity, containing a list of places, times and dates of early voting suitable for adoption by 

the governing body in accordance with Texas Election Code Chapter 85. 

 

2. The Regular Early Voting Clerk for Lubbock County, Roxzine Stinson, in her capacity as 

Lubbock County Elections Administrator, shall also serve as the Joint Early Voting Clerk for 

all joint elections. The Joint Early Voting Clerk will be responsible for the conduct of early 

voting by main and by personal appearance for all Lubbock County voters voting in the Joint 

Elections. The Joint Early Voting Clerk shall receive from each entity any applications for 

early voting ballots to be voted by mail in accordance with Title 7 of the Texas Election Code. 

The Joint Early Voting Clerk shall send early voting ballots by mail and receive early voting 

ballots for early voting by mail. The Joint Early Voting Clerk shall have authority to appoint 

such deputy early voting clerks as may be necessary to assist the Joint Early Voting Clerk with 

voting to take place at the joint early voting locations. 

 

3. The Elections Administrator, Roxzine Stinson, shall serve as the Joint Elections Officer in 

her capacity as Elections Administrator.  The Joint Elections Officer will determine the 

number of election workers to hire to conduct early voting in the Joint Election. The Joint 

Election Officer will arrange or contract for training for all election workers and will assign 

all election workers employed for early voting in the Joint Elections. The training of said 

election workers is mandatory; these individuals will be compensated for their time in 

training. The Elections Administrator will provide a training facility where election schools 

will be conducted to train election workers in employed in the conduct of early voting, 

including the mobile early voting programs, early voting by personal appearance at the main 

and all temporary branch early voting polling places, early voting by mail and other aspects of 

the early voting program for the Joint Elections. The Elections Administrator will name early 

voting deputies and clerks employed in the conduct of early voting. 

 

4. The Elections Administrator will provide and deliver all supplies and equipment necessary 

to conduct early voting for the Joint Election, including but not limited to ballots, election 

forms, and necessary ramps, utility hook-ups, signs, registration lists and ballot boxes, to early 

voting polling places. The Elections Administrator will designate and confirm all early voting 

polling place locations. 

 

5. The Elections Administrator will be responsible for the preparation and transportation of 

the electronic voting equipment necessary to conduct early voting. The Elections 

Administrator shall perform all tests of voting equipment as required but not limited to 

posting notice of equipment testing. 
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6. Pursuant to Sections 66.058 and 271.010 of the Election Code, the Entities appoint 

Roxzine Stinson, in her capacity as Lubbock County Elections Administrator, as Joint 

Custodian of Records (“Joint Custodian”) for the sole purpose of preserving all voted ballots 

securely in a locked room in the locked ballot boxes for the period for preservation required 

by the Election Code. 

 

7. The Elections Administrator will receive ballot language in both English and Spanish from 

each participating Entity and format the ballots as needed to include said language. The 

County will provide each participating Entity with a final proof of ballot language for 

approval prior to the Logic and Accuracy Testing and the printing of ballots. Upon final 

approval, ballots shall be printed in an expedited timeframe so as to allow time for mailing of 

ballots for the Early Voting by Mail Program as required by the federal guidelines. 

 

8. Sign language interpreters will be provided at one location on each Tuesday of early voting. 

 The sign language interpreters will be at the United Supermarket located at 2703 82nd Street, 

Lubbock, Texas, 79423 (more commonly known as the 82nd and Boston location) from 8:00 

a.m. until 2 p.m. on the first Tuesday of early voting and from 2 p.m. until 8 p.m. on the 

second Tuesday of early voting. 

 

9. A single joint voter sign-in process consisting of a common list of registered voters and 

common signature rosters shall be used for early voting. A single, combined ballot and single 

provisional ballot box will be used. The Elections Administrator shall use Lubbock County’s 

electronic voting system, as defined and described in Title 8 of the Texas Election Code, and 

agrees to use ballots that are compatible with such equipment. 

 

10. The Elections Administrator will be responsible for the conduct of the Early Voting Ballot 

Board. The Elections Administrator shall designate a person to serve in the capacity of the 

Presiding Judge for the Early Voting Ballot Board and shall provide that information to the 

governing body of each participating Entity for entry of an order or resolution by that 

authority appointing this official. The Presiding Judge and clerks shall constitute the Early 

Voting Ballot Board and shall count and return early voting ballots, and perform other duties 

set for such board in accordance with the Texas Election Code. 

 

11.  The Elections Administration will be responsible to send out the Writ of Elections to the 

Judge and Alternate Judge for each polling location. 

 

B. Responsibilities of Participating Entities: 

 

1. The participating Entities hereby appoint Roxzine Stinson, in her capacity as Lubbock 

County Elections Administrator, as the Joint Elections Officer to perform or supervise the 

performance of the duties and responsibilities of Lubbock County involved in conducting the 

Joint Elections covered by this Contract. 

 

2. Each of the Entities agrees to conduct its early voting jointly. Each of the Entities hereby 

appoints Roxzine Stinson, in her capacity as Elections Administrator and Early Voting Clerk 

for Lubbock County, as the Joint Early Voting Clerk for the Joint elections. Early voting for 
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the Entities shall be conducted at the dates, times and locations to be mutually agreed upon by 

the Joint Election Officer and authorized and ordered by the governing body of each 

participating Entity. 

 

3. Each participating Entity will provide ballot language for their respective portion of the 

official ballot to the Elections Administrator in both English and Spanish. The Elections 

Administrator can assist with translations of orders, notices and ballot language with the 

actual cost being billed to the Entity. Any additions, modifications, deletions, or other changes 

to such ballot contents of language must be made by the Entity prior to the final proof 

approval by the Entity. The Elections Administrator will provide the participating Entity with 

a final proof of ballot language, as it is to appear on the ballot for final proof approval. Upon 

final proof approval, the ballot shall be programmed for the voting equipment in an expedited 

timeframe so as to allow ballot allocations. 

 

4. The City Secretary for the City of Lubbock works directly with the City of Lubbock 

candidates, and is responsible for appearing at the Elections Office to proof the ballot. 

 

5.  Each participating Entity will provide the Elections Administrator with the name and 

contact information of a representative or representatives for the Entity who will appear at the 

Elections Office to proof the ballot on behalf of the Entity. 

 

6.  Each participating Entity will provide the Elections Administrator with the name and 

contact information of a representative or representatives for the Entity who will be 

responsible for attending and participating in the Public Logic and Accuracy Testing of the 

ballot (as required by the Election Code).  The Elections Administrator will contact the 

designated representative(s) with the date and time of such testing. 

 

7.  Each Entity is responsible to post the Entity’s own Election Notices and Election Orders 

pursuant to Sections 1.006 and 4.003(b) of the Texas Election Code.  

 

8. The Entity is responsible to provide the Elections Administrator all contact information of 

the decision making person/persons for the Entity. 

 

II. Election Day 

 

A. Lubbock County Elections Administrator’s Responsibilities: 

 

1. The Elections Administrator shall designate and confirm all Election Day Vote Center 

locations for the joint elections, and shall forward such information to the participating 

Entities in a timely fashion to allow the governing body of the respective participating Entities 

to enter orders designating such Vote Centers. 

 

2. The Elections Administrator shall designate the Presiding Election Judge and the Alternate 

Presiding Election Judge to administer the election in each Vote Center and shall forward 

such information to the participating Entities to allow the governing bodies of the respective 

participating Entities to enter appropriate orders designating such officials prior to the 

election. The Presiding Election Judge and Alternate Presiding Election Judge shall be 
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qualified voters of the Lubbock County Vote Centers in which the joint election is held. All 

Election Workers shall be compensated at the rate established hereafter by Lubbock County. 

Compensable hours shall be determined in accordance with provisions of the Texas Election 

Code and other applicable laws. 

 

3. One set of elections officials shall preside over the election in each of the Vote Centers 

used. A single joint voter sign-in process consisting of a common list of registered voters, and 

common signature rosters shall be used in each Vote Center. A single, combined ballot and 

single provisional ballot box will be used. The officer designated by law to be the custodian of 

the voted ballots for Lubbock County shall be custodian of all materials used in common in 

the Vote Center where a common polling place is used. The Elections Administrator shall use 

an electronic voting system, as defined and described in Title 8 of the Texas Election Code 

and agrees to use ballots that are compatible with such equipment. 

 

4. The Elections Administrator will arrange for training and will provide the instructors, 

manuals and other training materials deemed necessary for training all election workers. 

Training for all election workers is mandatory, and these individuals will be compensated for 

their time in training. 

 

5. The Elections Administrator will arrange for Election Day voter registration lists for the 

Joint Elections. The County will determine the quantities of elections supplies needed for 

Election Day voting. 

 

6. The Elections Administrator, by and through the Sheriff’s, Maintenance, Road & Bridge, 

and Elections Office Departments of Lubbock County, will be responsible for the preparation 

and transportation of voting equipment and Election Day supplies for use on Election Day. 

 

7. The final returns for each participating Entity shall be canvassed separately by each 

respective Entity. The Custodian of Election Records for Lubbock County, Roxzine Stinson, 

in her capacity as Elections Administrator, shall maintain a Central Count Station on Election 

Day for the purpose of receiving returns for the participating Entities. The Elections 

Administrator or appointed staff will provide unofficial election results to the qualified 

individual appointed by each participating Entity. 

 

8. On Election Day, the Joint Election Officer and/or the Elections Office Staff will field all 

questions from election workers through the phone bank personnel and troubleshooters. 

 

9. The Elections Administrator shall make available, to voters who desire translation 

assistance, an individual capable of acting as a translator and speaking both English and 

Spanish languages who will assist Spanish speaking voters in understanding and participating 

in the election process. 

 

B. Participating Entities Responsibilities: 

 

1. Prior to Election Day, each participating Entity will answer questions from the public with 

respect to the Entity’s Election during the State’s defined mandatory office hours. 
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III. Election Night 

 

A. Elections Administrator Responsibilities: 

 

1. The Elections Administrator holds responsibility for all activities on election night 

including, but not limited, to setting up a central counting station, coordinating and 

supervising the tabulation of results, coordination and supervision of the physical layout of the 

support stations that are receiving substations for the Joint Elections, and coordination and 

management of media coverage of the election. 

 

2. The Elections Administrator will arrange for the transportation of the electronic voting 

equipment to the central counting station. 

 

3. The Elections Administrator will appoint the Presiding Judge and Alternate Presiding 

Judge of the Central Counting Station to maintain order at the Central Counting Station, to 

administer oaths as necessary to receive sealed Judge’s Verity 2.4 Controllers, sealed 

provisional ballot boxes, and to perform other duties required by the Texas Election Code, 

and shall forward such information to each participating Entity in a timely fashion to allow the 

governing body of each Entity to enter appropriate orders designating such election officials 

prior to the election. These individuals shall be those hereafter appointed by the Elections 

Administrator to serve as Presiding and Alternate Judge of the Central Counting Station. In 

addition, the Elections Administrator shall appoint a Tabulation Supervisor and Assistant 

Tabulation Supervisor to be in charge of the operation of the automatic tabulating equipment 

at the Central Counting Station, an individual to serve as Central Counting Station Manager to 

be in charge of the overall administration of the Central Counting Station and the general 

supervision of the personnel working at the Central Counting Station, and shall forward such 

information to each participating Entity to enter appropriate orders designating such election 

officials prior to the election. 

 

4. The Elections Administrator shall provide the participating Entities with reasonable space 

in a public area adjacent to the Central Counting Station at which each participating Entity 

may have representatives or other interested persons present during the counting process. 

 

B. Entity Responsibility: 

 

1. Other than receiving returns from the Elections Administrator, the participating Entities 

have no role or responsibility on the night of the election.

 5525 122nd Street, located south of 122nd Street and west of Chicago Avenue, 

Frankford Farms Addition, the west 111 feet of the north 376 feet of Tract 18. 

PLANNER JACOB HAWKINS stated there were six notifications sent out. There has not been any returned. Staff 

shared the location of the property including pictures and maps and discussed the surrounding property. The 

request is not in conformance with the Zoning Code or the Comprehensive Plan. Staff recommends denial of this 

request. 

APPLICANT CITA LOPEZ, 5225 122nd Street and MICHAEL LOPEZ 5823 80th Street, have owned a commercial 

business on this property for about 8 years. She has purchased another 6 acres adjacent to the property. She 

wants to expand the existing building and add parking to create an event center. She stated the surrounding 

properties are not mainly residential. It is mostly commercial. There are 5 homes to the east and they are building 

duplexes to the north. From 122nd Street to 130th Street, it is all commercial buildings. There are transmission 

shops, pet hotels, etc. The building on her property is currently a concrete business with 15 trucks, tractors, dump 

trucks, etc. She stated that she is building her home next door, which means she will not allow loud parties, etc. 

The event center will be used for weddings and other events along that line. There is residential to the north and 

east. There is also an event center right behind them on 123rd Street. If approved they will be moving the concrete 

business elsewhere  

No one spoke in favor of the request. 

OPPOSITION BRAD KING, 4618 100th Street, owns property to the east, which has a 212 agreement that was 

completed in 2016. He has been raising horses on the property for 30 years. He stated there is some commercial,

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but there is mainly residential. He is concerned about operating hours and if there will be any outdoor music. Mr. 

King stated there is an event center to the south that causes many noise concerns already. 

OPPOSTION THOMAS PAYNE, 15309 FM 1730, owns property 2 doors to the west. Property to the west and south 

is subject to a 212 agreement. The applicant is already in violation of the 212 agreement to the west. The intent 

to extend onto a tract with a 212 agreement requires notice to the City and the City’s opportunity to annex. A plat 

and building permit will be required. This is not a suitable location for an event center.  

ASSISTANT CITY ATTORNEY KELLI LEISURE stated when a property is annexed, state law requires the property be 

able to utilize that same use, once it is annexed. What is currently in question is whether or not the proposed use 

is appropriate for this area. 

BOARDMEMBER ZACH SAWYER stated that he is struggling with having an event center in the middle of homes. 

BOARDMEMBER RENEE CAGE asked if anyone had considered the traffic, as she feels it would increase traffic at 

night. 

In matter of Zone Case 3453 a motion was made by JAMES BELL and seconded by SUSAN TOMLINSON to approve 

the request as presented and the Commission members voted 0 (in favor) to 7 (in opposition) to approve the 

motion.  Item will be forwarded to City Council for consideration.

Item Summary
Effective August 8, 2009, Ordinance 2009-O0060 amended Section 14.01.007 (Section 18-11).
Alcoholic beverages-Sale near church, school or hospital, in Chapter 14, Offenses-Miscellaneous, of
City of Lubbock Code of Ordinances, related to businesses who obtain a permit from the Texas
Alcoholic Beverage Commission (TABC) for the sale of alcohol.

As part of the ordinance, the City Council adopted a standard which prohibits any business that is within
300 feet of any school or daycare.measured from property line to property line, from having a permit
issued by TABC. The City Council may consider a variance to the 300-foot in the Texas Alcoholic
Beverage Code.

The request for a variance is from Tipsy's Sports Grill and Bar, located at 5001 Avenue Q, Suite A,
which is within 300 feet of a public school, Hodges Elementary.

A request for a new permit for on-premise alcohol sales at this location is now pending, and requires a
separation variance request. The City Council has wide discretion in considering whether to grant a
variance. The following may be considered by the City Council (as noted by the State of Texas statue
providing for the variance process):

1) The enforcement of the regulation in a particular instance is not in the best interest of the public;
2) The regulation constitutes waste or inefficient use of land or other resources;
3) The regulation creates an undue hardship on the applicant, does not serve its intended purpose or is not
effective or necessary;
4) The variance may be granted for any other reason, after consideration of the health, safety and welfare
of the public and the equity of the situation, if the governing body finds it to be in the best interest of the
community.

Year-End Report, Year Three

 

In 2021, the Comprehensive Plan Oversight Committee (CPOC) convened seven times in public forum. These 

meetings occurred on March 8, April 4, May 3, June 14, July 12, September 13, and December 6, 2021. Each 

featured a staff presentation on the status of various projects identified as priorities within the Comprehensive 

Plan, PlanLubbock 2040. Generally speaking, the Committee finds that they are somewhat satisfied with the 

progress of the City in implementing the goals and objectives of PlanLubbock 2040, and encourage the 

Council to continue to support staff in doing so. 

 

The following is a report of the business covered in the meetings held thus far. 

 

Top Five Policies/Actions as identified in PlanLubbock 2040 

Goal Current Status 

Development of a well thought out Impact Fee 

Program. 

Impact Fee program adopted for water, 

wastewater, and roadway impact fees by City 

Council on October 27, 2020 by a vote of 5-2. 

Revise the Zoning, Subdivision, and other land 

development ordinances into a Unified 

Development Code (UDC). 

Four of four modules presented at site visits. Final 

draft for public outreach being written.  Estimated 

adoption, Spring 2022.

Presentation and discussion by Planning Department staff regarding Module One of the Unified Development 

Code, covering topics such as transitional provisions, mixed use zoning, and the land use matrix.  Additional 

discussion surrounding parking requirements, established neighborhoods, limited use standards, and specific 

use standards was held. 

 

Wilson Bowling was introduced as the new Neighborhood Planner. He discussed plans to meet with 

neighborhoods to determine current and future needs.  

 

The committee requested to meet more than quarterly to be more involved in the oversight of the 

Comprehensive Plan in relation to the Unified Development Code. 

 

April 4, 2021: 
 

Presentation and discussion by Planning Department staff regarding Module Two of the Unified Development 

Code, covering topics such as zoning districts and land uses, mixed-use districts, building materials, and 

building and site designs.   

 

Committee discussions included expanding downtown design requirements to North and East Lubbock and 

industrial areas adjacent to neighborhoods. 

May 3, 2021: 

 

Committee discussions included industrial areas adjacent to neighborhoods and neighborhood planning 

reports. 

 

Presentation and discussion by Planning Department staff regarding the Neighborhood Planning program.  

Staff presented on items that are of concern to the neighborhoods, data collection, neighborhood wants, and 

contacts made with Neighborhood Associations.   

 

Presentation and discussion by Development Engineering staff regarding the status of the impact fee program 

including the effective date, status of plats received, and grace periods. 

 

Presentation and discussion by Planning Department staff regarding Module Three of the Unified 

Development Code, which covers landscaping / buffering, illumination, signs, parking, stacking, playa lakes, 

and subdivision regulations. 
 

The committee requested to hear updates on additional items for the next meeting. 

June 14 2021: 

 

Presentation and discussion by Planning Department staff regarding the Comprehensive Plan, Future Land 

Use Map, Unified Development Code, and the zoning map. Scope of contract with Kendig Keast 

Collaborative was also provided.   

 

Presentation and discussion by Parks and Recreation Department staff regarding the Parks Master Plan.  Items 

discussed included information gathering, grants, development incentives, park inventory, and overall Parks 

goals.   

 

Presentation and discussion by Planning Department staff regarding Mixed-Use districts and their benefits. 

 
Presentation and discussion by Planning Department staff regarding the Neighborhood Planning program.  

Items discussed include meetings with other Neighborhood Planning organizations and information gathering 

techniques.  Staff indicated a need to hold a kickoff meeting once the Neighborhood Planning program was 

underway.   



 

The presentation and discussion of Module Four was postponed until the next meeting. 

 

The committee requested to hear updates on additional items for the next meeting. 

July 12, 2021: 

 

Presentation and discussion by Planning Department staff regarding the Neighborhood Planning program.  

Items discussed included Neighborhood Association meetings and staff meetings with other municipal 

Neighborhood Planning programs. 

 

Presentation and discussion by Planning Department staff regarding Module Four of the Unified Development 

Code, which covers Administrative and Legislative bodies, the development review procedures, 

nonconformities, and enforcement and remedies.  

 

A subcommittee comprised of John Zwaicher, Billie Russell, and Dan Wilson was created to discuss the 

committee’s concerns related to the Unified Development Code with the City Council UDC subcommittee. 

September 13, 2021: 

 

Parks and Recreation Department staff was unable to present on updates to the Parks Master Plan due to an 

unforeseen emergency.   

 

Presentation and discussion by Business Development staff regarding the Downtown Master Plan.  Discussion 

topics included one-way streets changing to two-way streets, angled parking conversion, and Downtown 

project updates.   

 

Presentation and discussion by Planning Department staff regarding the Neighborhood Planning program.  

Items discussed included partnership between Planning Department and Health Department, matching grants, 

mini grants, and the neighborhood block party/pop-up parks trailer. 

 

Presentation and discussion by Planning Department staff regarding module review of the Unified 

Development Code.  Staff presented on carports, landscape regulations, community gardens, and infill mixed-

use districts.  Staff also presented an updated adoption timeline.   

 

The Committee discussed their third annual update to the City Council on December 6, 2021.
