Mayor Ramsey called the regular meeting of the Ramsey City Council to order at 7:02 p.m., and led in the Pledge of Allegiance to the Flag.

Glenda Schlueter, 5304 - 142nd Lane, requested a light at the Alpine Park Dog Park so the park can be used in the wintertime.  Mayor Ramsey requested Public Works look into this and bring it forward to the Council with a recommendation.

7.01:
Request for a Home Occupation Permit to Operate a Lawn Care and Landscape Service at 14200 Tungsten Street NW; Case of Justin Dahl
Associate Planner Gladhill reviewed the staff report.

Councilmember Wise expressed concern about screening.
Councilmember Dehen believed this was a residential area and he did not feel this type of business should operate in a residential area.

Mayor Ramsey agreed this was too small of a lot and would have too much impact on the neighborhood for a Home Occupation Permit.
Councilmember Look stated the issue was storage of additional vehicles, trailers, etc.  He noted the business could be run out of the home, but the storage may need to be placed elsewhere.

Councilmember Elvig agreed that there was not sufficient storage on the property.
Motion by Councilmember McGlone, seconded by Councilmember Wise, to table the action and direct staff to prepare negative Findings.

Request for Preliminary Plan Review of Alpha Development, Site Plan Review of Legacy Christian Academy, and Rezoning and Comprehensive Plan Amendment to Public/Quasi Public; Case of Columbo Limited Partnership
Planning Manager Miller reviewed the staff report.

Motion by Councilmember Look, seconded by Councilmember Elvig, to adopt Resolution #10-10-241 adopting Findings of Fact #0879 to rezone certain property from R-1, R-2, and R-3 Residential to Public/Quasi Public.

Further discussion: Further discussion: Councilmember McGlone requested Bunker Lake be connected to Puma for the final plat.  He stated with respect to the park, he did not like the idea of holding it as a park and labeled as a park.  He stated all of the improved properties were a part of their capacity rating.  He noted Puma runs past the property, therefore that property would benefit from the access, and therefore there should be some cost attached to the property.  Public Works Director Olson noted that was not possible unless the City went through the assessment process.  Councilmember Dehen stated he was in favor of extending Bunker to Puma.  Councilmember Wise stated he also did not like the word “park” in the plan.  Councilmember McGlone stated the proposed park also did not have parking.  

Motion carried.  Voting Yes:  Mayor Ramsey, Councilmembers Look, Elvig, Dehen, Jeffrey, McGlone, and Wise.  Voting No: None.

Motion by Councilmember Look, seconded by Councilmember Elvig, to introduce the Ordinance to amend the Zoning map for the rezoning.

Motion carried.  Voting Yes:  Mayor Ramsey, Councilmembers Look, Elvig, Dehen, Jeffrey, McGlone, and Wise.  Voting No: None.

Motion by Councilmember Look, seconded by Councilmember Elvig, to approve the major subdivision and the site plan contingent upon compliance with the City Staff Review Letter dated September 27, 2010 and to adopt Resolution #10-10-242 approving the request and authorizing staff to submit the Comprehensive Plan Amendment to Metropolitan Council, contingent upon final plat and site plan approval.

Consider Authorization of a Request for Proposals (RFP) to Complete Final Plans and Specifications for improvement Project #06-20; the Signalization of Armstrong Boulevard and Bunker Lake Boulevard
City Engineer Himmer reviewed the staff report.

Councilmember Look stated he was concerned about paying the money and walking away with an uncompleted job and producing an RFP from the City’s standpoint was not inexpensive.  He recommended paying the money and keeping the lines of communications open with them with respect to the next level.  
City Engineer Himmer stated the intent was to not come back to Council to request additional money to continue on with the service.  

Motion by Councilmember Elvig, seconded by Councilmember Dehen, to approve the preparation and distribution of an RFP for engineering services to complete the final plans and specifications for Improvement Project #06-20, and incorporate any improvements that come about as part of the on-going feasibility study for the Legacy Christian Academy.
