1)
Update on Armstrong Boulevard and TH 10 Exchange
City Engineer Himmer presented staff’s report.
Tony Heppelmann, consultant with WSB & Associates, presented the information that was going to be presented at the Open House regarding Armstrong Boulevard and TH 10 Exchange including the alternatives and the project timeline.
Council discussed the proposed exchange and alternatives.

On the alternative configuration, Mayor Ramsey stated he wanted the bridge to go straight across.  Mr. Heppelmann noted MnDOT did not have any concerns with the alignment.
Councilmember Dehen stated he did not mind the bridge not being straight.
