Councilmember __________ introduced the following resolution and moved for its adoption:

RESOLUTION #11-01-___
A RESOLUTION ADOPTING FINDINGS OF FACT #____ RELATING TO A REQUEST FROM LEON RICHTER FOR A CONDITIONAL USE PERMIT FOR AN OVERSIZING OF AN ACCESSORY BUILDING ON A SINGLE PROPERTY.

WHEREAS, the City of Ramsey received an application from Leon Richter on October 22, 2010 for a conditional use permit to exceed the total amount of accessory structure space permitted on the property generally known as 8150 144th Ave NW and legally described as follows:

Lot 1, Block 4 Alpaca Estates 3rd Addition, Subject to Easement of Record.

(the "Subject Property")

NOW THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THIS CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF RAMSEY, ANOKA COUNTY, STATE OF MINNESOTA that the findings of fact relating to the request are determined to be as follows:

1. That on October 22, 2010, the Applicant properly applied for a conditional use permit (the “Permit”) to build a 2,576 square foot accessory structure (the “Structure”) to exceed the amount of accessory structure square footage allowed by City Code Section 117-349 by 1,052 square feet (1,080 square feet [existing] + 96 square feet [existing] + 2,576 square feet [proposed] = 3,752 square feet [total proposed] – 2,700 square feet [allowed]).

2. That the Applicant appeared before the Ramsey Planning Commission for a public hearing pursuant to Section 117-50 of the City Code on December 2, 2010 and that said public hearing was properly advertised and that the minutes of said public hearing are hereby incorporated as a part of these findings by reference.
3. That the Subject Property and surrounding parcels are zoned R-1 MUSA and located partially in the Critical Area Overlay District.
4. That the Subject Property is approximately 2.70 acres in size.
5. That Section 117-349 of the Ramsey City Code states that on parcels of land of this size, the total square footage of the main garage and all accessory buildings shall not exceed 2,700 square feet and that oversizing of accessory structures is a conditional use under City Code Section 117-111.
6. That the Structure is proposed to be located in the rear yard.

7. That although the Applicant is not proposing use of the structure as a home occupation, City Code Section 117-351 relating to home occupations states that the area set aside for the home occupation in attached or detached accessory structures shall not exceed total accessory building space or height allowed on the site of the home occupation, as established in Section 117-349 of City Code.

11. That in addition to the existing attached garage, detached accessory structure, and the Structure, the Applicant currently has three accessory structures on the Subject Property that are proposed to be removed upon completion of the Structure. Said structures include a 96 square foot detached accessory structure and two (2) membrane structures.
12. That the Structure appears to meet all applicable setbacks.
13. That the Subject Property will adequately support the Structure.

14. That the Structure will allow for the removal of other structures on the Subject Property to consolidate existing storage.
15. That the Structure is needed to accommodate the indoor storage of multiple items.

16. That there is space on the Subject Property for proper access for the Structure.
17. That the Structure will meet City Code in terms of architectural standards, and will include enhanced architectural elements, specifically the introduction of stone at the base of the façade.
18. That the proposed use will not adversely impact traffic in the area.
19. That the proposed use will not be unduly dangerous or otherwise detrimental to persons residing or working in the vicinity of the use or to the public welfare.
20. That the proposed use will not substantially adversely impair the use, enjoyment, or market value of any surrounding property.
21. That the proposed use will not be hazardous or disturbing to existing or future neighboring uses.
22. That the proposed use will be served adequately by public facilities and services such as highways and streets.
23. That the proposed use will not create excessive additional requirements at public cost for public facilities and services, and it will not be detrimental to the economic welfare of the community.
24. That the proposed use will not involve activities and uses that will be detrimental to any persons, property, or the general welfare by reason of excessive production of traffic, noise, smoke, fumes, glare, or odors.

25. That the proposed use will not adversely impact the character of the surrounding neighborhood.
