The City Administrator is authorized and directed to cause notice of the hearing, together with an
appropriate map as required by law, to be published at least once in the official newspaper of the City not
later than 10, nor more than 30, days prior to June 27, 2017, and to place a copy of the Program and Plan
on file in the City Administrator's office at City Hall and to make such copy available for inspection by the
public.
