
7.07: Authorize Staff toSubmit Application toLegislative-Citizen Commission on
Minnesota Resources, andMinnesota DNRforTreePreservation forRiverstone
South (Project No. 19-152); CaseofCapstone Homes

Deputy CityAdministrator Gladhill reviewed thestaff report andrecommendation toauthorize
staff toprepare andsubmit grant applications foreitherorboth, Legislative-Citizen Commission
onMinnesota Resources (LCCMR) andDNRNatural andScenic Areas Grants.  

Councilmember Riley stated thatadditional sources offunds werementioned andasked ifanyof
those would come fromthelottery.  

Deputy CityAdministrator Gladhill stated thatsomeofthose applications haveayearlong review
process.  Hestated that these arecompetitive grants andgothrough ascoring process.  Hestated
that theother opportunities aremore forthe2023/2024 funding cycle.    

Councilmember Howell asked what theCitywouldberequired tofundinascenario that requires
a50percent match.  

Deputy CityAdministrator Gladhill estimated thecostoftheproperty tobeabout $350,000,  
therefore 50percent would be $175,000.  Hestated thatifthetiming doesnotworkout, theCity
could continue discussions with thedeveloper.   

Councilmember Musgrove commented that there arealotofrestrictions thatwould beplaced on
theseven acresifthegrant isobtained andasked ifthere hasbeendiscussion with theparks
department toensure that theyareaware oftherestrictions.  

Deputy CityAdministrator Gladhill replied thatParks andAssistant Public Works Superintendent
hasbeenanintegral partofthisprocess.  Henoted that thesevenacres isintended tobepreserved
initsnatural stateandthiswouldnotbedeveloped intoanactive park.  Hestated that theone-acre
parkwould beprovided forrecreational opportunity.    

Councilmember Musgrove commented that forest isveryspecial and therefore shewould liketo
preserve thatareatotheextent possible, noting thatitwillalsoprovide abarrier between the
neighborhoods.    

Councilmember Rileyasked atwhatpoint theCitycouldsay thearea doesnotneed tobepreserved
iffunding cannot beobtained.  

Deputy CityAdministrator Gladhill replied thatiftheCityisnotsuccessful ingaining funding, it
would needtothink aboutacontingency.  Herecognized thattherearesome variables butbelieved
theCitywould besuccessful ingaining some typeoffunding.  Hestated that isaquestion the
Council could discuss ifitcomes tothatpoint.  

Motion byCouncilmember Specht, seconded byCouncilmember Musgrove, toauthorize staff to
prepare andsubmit Grant Applications forLCCMR aswellasDNRNatural andScenic Areas
Grants.
