2. ThePlanning Commission reviewed therequest onDecember 3, 2020.  

3. TheDevelopment Review Committee reviewed thetwosketch plan andpublic safety
preferred the19lotsubdivision butagreed there wasapathtoapproval foreither option.  

4. Thatatprevious CityOpenHouses, residents preferred more environmental protections,  
fewer lotsadjacent totheirproperties, anddidnotsupport arezoning orsmaller than2.5
acre lots.  

5. TheApplicant proposes 2.5acre lotsonprivate wellandseptic.  

6. ThePlanning Commission recommended that theApplicant workwithCityStaff to
revise theapplication andcome backwithaformal sketch plan application.   

7. TheApplicant’spreferred vision requires avariance fromthePlanning Commission for
cul-de-saclength, butthat thepreferred 9lotlayout preserves significant environmental
areas andhasalowdensity aligning with resident’svision forthearea.  

NOW THEREFORE, BEITRESOLVED BYTHECITYCOUNCIL OFTHECITYOF
RAMSEY, ANOKA COUNTY, STATE OFMINNESOTA, asfollows:  

1) That theApplicant shallworkwithRamsey CityStaff tofurther develop their9lotconcept
plan.  

2) That theCityCouncil supports environmental protections ontheSubject Property,  
including larger lots, saving significant trees, andextra wetland protections.  



3) ThattheCityCouncil supports2.5acrelots, orlarger, ontheSubjectProperty, onprivate
wellandseptic. TheCityCouncil doesnotsupport sharedsepticsystems.  

4) ThattheApplicant shall formally applyforasketchplanapplication aligningwiththe9
lotsubdivision andshallapplyforavariance, toruninparallelwiththesketchplan, for
cul-de-saclength.
