The Ramsey Planning Commission conducted a special meeting on Thursday, February 16, 2023,
at the Ramsey Municipal Center, 7550 Sunwood Drive NW, Ramsey, Minnesota.

Acting Chairperson Gengler called the special meeting to order at 7:00 p.m.
2. PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE
Acting Chairperson Gengler led the group in the Pledge of Allegiance.

4. APPROVAL OF AGENDA
The agenda was approved as presented.

6.01: Residential Districts

Planning Commission/ February 16, 2023
Page 1 of 6



Planning Manager Larson presented the staff report and welcomed any feedback, changes and/or
questions on the proposed language.

Commissioner Van Scoy referenced the urban reserve area and received confirmation on the areas
within the MUSA. He asked who would bear the cost of getting utilities to a development.

Planning Manager Larson replied that cost would be of the developer or landowner.

Commissioner Van Scoy asked for clarification on the use of the term “premature” and asked what
the concern would be if the cost is born by the developer.

Planning Manager Larson replied that there is a staging plan that identifies areas eligible for
development in this timeframe as well as future timeframes. He stated that a developer could make
a claim that they are within the MUSA, within a developable district and run utilities that only
meet their needs to that property. He explained that could be premature as the pipe would not be
sized appropriately for future development in that area. He noted that roads could also be
considered premature for development as the road to access the development may not be
adequately designed to support that amount of traffic.

Acting Chairperson Gengler asked if this would be similar to an overlay district.

Planning Manager Larson replied that the minimum lot size would be 20 acres, noting that there
are parcels within that area both larger and smaller. He stated that lots within that area would not
be able to subdivide to create lots smaller than 20 acres. He stated that the intent would be to
preserve the larger tracts that would be easy to develop when the times comes in the future.

Commissioner Van Scoy stated that he was unsure there has been an issue that would cause the
introduction of urban reserve.

Planning Manager Larson provided additional context and an example of a property owner that
would like to developer faster, but the infrastructure is not yet available in that area.

Commissioner Van Scoy commented that he could see how the change would be helpful for
planning purposes. He noted that there are a few properties included that he was unsure if they
should be included.

Dave Nathe, 14453 Llama Street, stated that he received a phone call today stating that his property
was going to be discussed. He stated that he had no knowledge of this discussion and therefore
chose to attend.

Planning Manager Larson replied that the Nathe property would fit within urban reserve as it is
within the MUSA but is not ready for development. He commented that the change would not
impact how the Nathe property is used, as agricultural use is allowed.

Commissioner Van Scoy asked for details on the proposed timing for development within the areas
mapped out.
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Planning Manager Larson commented that the further out properties get from existing utilities, the
longer it would be before development would reach that area.

Acting Chairperson Gengler commented that the change would seem to make sense.

Commissioner Van Scoy referenced the area to the north not proposed for urban reserve but within
the MUSA and asked for clarification.

Planning Manager Larson replied that area has been graded for Trott Brook North. He noted that
two areas already approved for preliminary plat were not proposed to be included in urban reserve.

Councilmember Woestehoff stated that the City received a lot of feedback when Trott Brook came
forward. He noted that this change may help to clarify questions rather than labeling the properties
as R-1/Non-MUSA. He commented that the change seems to make sense.

Acting Chairperson Gengler commented that because the zoning is so disjointed, it would be
difficult to identify where service is available within the MUSA, therefore this could provide that
clarification.

Commissioner Van Scoy agreed that he sees the rationale in this change.
Planning Manager Larson continued to review the potential changes.

Commissioner Van Scoy stated that he does not have an issue with one acre lots but believed that
there could be a lot of public comments that would be concerned that would not preserve the rural
character. He stated that the main concern he would have is whether there is sufficient space for
a septic location on a one-acre lot.

Planning Manager Larson commented that it could be likely that some of the 2.5 acre lots could
request to subdivide but noted that they could keep some of the other standards in place, such as
lot width that would prevent narrow/longer lots from being created.

Councilmember Woestehoff commented that a resident south of Central Park wanted to split but
was told that they could not. He stated that part of him would agree that it could contradict the
rural character, but at the same time some residents desire to split their lots. He stated that his
overall issue with the rural residential district is that it is very disjointed. He stated that having
two districts (one acre and 2.5 acre) would make sense but was not sure where those boundaries
should be. He recognized that wherever the line is placed, there will continue to be nonconforming
properties. He asked if the density of the Met Council only applies within the MUSA; staff
confirmed that to be true.

Commissioner Van Scoy stated that the Commission previously considered the concept that the
2.5 acre lots could be split when urban services are available to create lots that would fit into the
MUSA at higher density. He asked if changing to one acre lots would cause issues with the density
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required by the Met Council. He stated that he would support looking into the concept further and
what impact it could have.

Commissioner Peters noted that once the properties become MUSA it would allow lot splits into
smaller sizes.

Planning Manager Larson provided additional details on the subdivision code text that specified
planning for additional subdivision that could occur in the future.

Senior Planner Anderson commented that is typically only required in the rural areas near MUSA
boundary where it could be developed in the future.

Planning Manager Larson continued to review the proposed changes.

Commissioner Van Scoy noted that it appears religious institutions would be allowed in all
districts, whereas currently that is a conditional use.

Planning Manager Larson explained that a conditional use is generally fine but may need
additional conditions placed upon it to make it a better neighbor such as fencing, landscaping, or
operations of the use. He stated that the use of religion cannot be conditioned. He stated that the
use would still be subject to site plan requirements, but the use of religion cannot be meddled with.
He reviewed the performance standards.

Councilmember Woestehoff asked for more information on the definition of the two-family
dwelling.

Planning Manager Larson replied that definitions will be last and provided examples of a two-
family dwelling.

Councilmember Woestehoff asked how that would be different than an attached townhome.

Planning Manager Larson replied that a townhome typically has an association that maintains the
grounds, snow removal, or exterior of the home itself. He noted that a two-family dwelling in
Ramsey would typically be a duplex or double bungalow.

Councilmember Woestehoff asked if it would make more sense to use the term duplex rather than
two-family as that would assume two families.

Planning Manager Larson replied that he could look into that but explained that two-family
dwelling would be a broader term where a duplex described a home that is split by levels, and a
double bungalow would be more of a side-by-side home.

Commissioner Peters asked if there is language in the code that would prevent someone from
turning a single-family home into a duplex.
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Planning Manager Larson replied that if the property is not zoned for that, it would not be allowed.
He stated that there are probably instances where people finish off their basement and rent the
basement. He stated that in a double bungalow, there would typically be separate utilities.

Commissioner Van Scoy asked for and received clarification on different uses and whether they
would be allowed.

Acting Chairperson Gengler asked for more information WECS and whether residents would
know what that stands for or whether examples should be listed.

Planning Manager Larson stated that most people that are interested in that type of energy would
most likely know that abbreviation. He noted that will also be covered in the definitions section.

Acting Chairperson Gengler asked for clarification on private recreation equipment.
Planning Manager Larson provided the examples of a trampoline or swing set.

Commissioner Woestehoff asked what would define something as temporary in temporary or
temporary/seasonal use. He asked if there would be a permit or process that would identify how
long something could be onsite.

Planning Manager Larson stated that in terms of a construction trailer or field office, that would
typically be during the length of construction and governed under a building permit. He also
provided more information on some of the other temporary or seasonal uses listed in the table.

Acting Chairperson Gengler asked for more information on the temporary healthcare dwellings
and asked if that has been addressed through ADUs.

Planning Manager Larson provided additional background on the legislative action that required
all cities to allow temporary dwelling units for healthcare purposes. He stated that cities were
allowed to opt out by a certain date, noting that Ramsey did so and would continue to opt out. He
continued to review the proposed changes.

Councilmember Woestehoff asked if the term muti-unit residential should be used instead of multi-
family residential.

Planning Manager Larson continued to review the proposed changes. He provided additional
details on the Met Council calculation for density requirements. He explained the purpose of the
zoning update in order to be in compliance with the Comprehensive Plan.

Commissioner Van Scoy asked for more clarification on the different lot standards proposed.
Planning Manager Larson provided additional explanation noting that calculation would factor in

cul-de-sac lots, which are pie shaped. He also provided additional information on the setbacks and
how those are calculated. There was additional discussion related to flag lots.
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Councilmember Woestehoff provided additional input on parking suggestions, noting that it would
be helpful to see the parking study to justify the parking needs. He stated that in the case of the
ARAA Dome, it was helpful to have that information.

7. COMMISSION / STAFF INPUT

Planning Manager Larson noted that there is one planning case at the meeting next week and they
will also continue this zoning update discussion.

8. ADJOURNMENT
The special meeting of the Planning Commission adjourned at 8:57 p.m.

6. PUBLIC HEARINGS/COMMISSION BUSINESS

6.01: Public Hearing: Request for Consider Preliminary Plat for Parkside Townhomes
(Project No. 22-143)

Public Hearing

Acting Chairperson Gengler called the public hearing to order at 7:03 p.m.
Presentation

Senior Planner Anderson presented the staff report stating that staff recommends approval of the
Preliminary Plat, contingent upon enhancing the architectural finishes on the fronts and sides of
the buildings facing a public road.

Acting Chairperson Gengler referenced the extra plantings proposed by the developer in lieu of
the architectural additions and asked if those were the plantings marked as too close to the
boulevard plantings.

Senior Planner Anderson replied that there is an individual row of additional trees, which is what
staff recommends eliminating or reposition within the site. He stated that to offset the architectural
features, there were some plantings around the base of the homes.

Acting Chair Gengler asked where the guest parking would be located, noting that she could only
find 10 spots.
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Senior Planner Anderson noted the locations proposed for guest parking.

Councilmember Woestehoff asked, and received confirmation, that the current land does not have
the boulevard trees in place. He asked if the boulevard trees could not be planted, and the developer
trees planted instead.

Senior Planner Anderson replied that with the design framework there is a heavy emphasis on
streetscape specifically and there is a requirement for the boulevard trees. He noted that they have
offered to eliminate that row of trees on the interior. He stated that if the applicant still wants those
trees, they could plant them but there could be space constraints in the future.

Councilmember Woestehoft stated that his thought was that this could potentially save the City
some money. He stated that if the row of developer trees is eliminated, perhaps the developer take
on half the cost of the boulevard trees.

Senior Planner Anderson clarified that the developer is responsible for the installation of the
boulevard trees.

Citizen Input

Jason Palmby, applicant, commented that his intention would be to start construction on the first
phase this spring/summer if all approvals are gained.

John Rask, M/I Homes, commented that they can look to relocate some of the trees within the site
once they have the utility plans. He stated that they do not disagree with the staff recommendation
on the stone but were hoping for some flexibility. He stated that they were trying to keep the cost
of the homes down but would still move forward with stone if that is required. He noted that once
they begin construction, they would most likely market homes for sale in one year.

Commissioner Peters asked if the interior roads would be fully constructed with phase one, or with
each phase.

Mr. Rask commented that the roads would be phased with each phase of the homes.

Senior Planner Anderson commented that there would be multiple points of access as part of phase
one.

Commissioner Van Scoy asked if the contingencies need to be defined or whether that could be
worked out with staff.

Senior Planner Anderson replied that standard contingencies are included in the draft resolution
and provided more details. He stated that if there were additional contingencies, the Commission
should specify what that may be.
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Commissioner Van Scoy commented that he had no additional contingencies but wanted to ensure
that the comments of staff would be met.

Councilmember Woestehoff noted that there is a sidewalk on the east, along Rhinestone and asked
if that would be the only sidewalk proposed.

Senior Planner Anderson replied that the sidewalk is in place along Rhinestone and the developer
would be installing sidewalk on all four public roads.

Motion by Commissioner Peters, seconded by Commissioner Van Scoy, to close the public
hearing.

Motion by Commissioner Van Scoy, seconded by Commissioner Bauer, to recommend that City
Council approve the Preliminary Plat contingent upon compliance with Staff’s review comments,
including enhancing the architecture on the fronts and sides of the buildings facing a public road
with stone, brick, or a similar material.

Further discussion

Commissioner Anderson stated that as before, he will not be supporting this proposal noting that
he does not believe the porches proposed fit the character of the neighborhood. He stated that he
was pleased to see the requirement for brick on the front but still does not believe that this would
meet the requirement for a front porch.

7. COMMISSION BUSINESS
7.01: Zoning Code Update: Mixed Use/COR

Planning Manager Larson presented the Staff Report and welcomed input on the proposed changes
as well as any additional changes the Commission would like to see.

Commissioner Bauer commented that he agreed with the elimination of COR-5 and COR-3a,
instead using the city-wide districts of P and PI.

Acting Chairperson Gengler agreed that those additional districts are not needed when those uses
could easily go within other zoning districts.

Commissioner Van Scoy stated that all the districts within the COR are specialized. He stated that
there is additional flexibility allowed within the COR districts that would not be available in the
other districts. He asked that if that flexibility would still be provided within the park district.

Planning Manager Larson provided some example language that they will be considering for the
park district in the coming discussions. He was not concerned that they would lose anything by
making this change. He stated that at this time they do not have a plan for the design framework
but could review and update that in the coming year as well.

Commissioner Van Scoy commented that some of these changes proposed would make changes
to the design framework.

Planning Manager Larson commented that would be true because they would be eliminating
districts but noted that some of those districts were not original to the design framework. He noted
that the focus at this time is on the City Code and those zoning code updates.

Councilmember Woestehoff commented that by removing COR-5 from Code but having it within
the design framework would not be an issue because COR-5 will not exist and therefore nothing
could be built. He agreed that at some point they should also update that design framework. He
noted that if there were conflict between the document and City Code, City Code would prevail.

Planning Manager Larson continued to review the proposed changes. He asked for guidance on
indoor recreation uses and whether that should be added to the allowed uses.

Commissioner Peters stated that he would not want a roller derby rink but would be okay with a
bowling alley that has a restaurant and video games.

Commissioner Van Scoy asked how they would clarify what would be acceptable and what would
not be.
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Planning Manager Larson replied that it could be limited by size, such as no larger than 40,000
square feet.

Commissioner Van Scoy agreed that size could be a good way to control that.

Commissioner Anderson asked how the proposed new dome would fit and whether that would be
considered commercial indoor recreation.

Planning Manager Larson confirmed that would fit within that use.
Commissioner Anderson asked if that dome parcel would then need to be rezoned.

Planning Manager Larson replied that parcel was rezoned to E-3 to accommodate that use and
other potential future uses. He noted that the dome is in excess of 100,000 square feet.

Commissioner Anderson stated that there should perhaps be more thought put into what would be
considered commercial indoor recreation.

Commissioner Bauer stated that if the goal is to draw people into the COR, commercial indoor
recreation would do that and could lead to people visiting other businesses while they are there.
He agreed that there would need to be more work put into what would or would not be allowed.

Commissioner Anderson asked if a community center, such as a YMCA, would fit into that
category of commercial indoor recreation.

Planning Manager Larson replied that fitness center has its own category, and a YMCA would fall
into that category.

Acting Chairperson Gengler stated that she would be interested in seeing the different sizes of
indoor recreation spaces in other communities in order to find the appropriate size threshold.

Councilmember Woestehoff commented that he generically feels protected in the COR as the
architectural guidelines would need to be met and could price out some of those things from the
downtown area. He stated that an indoor trampoline park could fit, size wise, but was unsure they
would want to meet the architectural guidelines. He believed that some other uses would fit great.

Planning Manager Larson confirmed that staff could look into the sizes of different indoor
recreation uses.

Commissioner Peters noted that gas stations are included but asked if charging stations on
properties are allowed.

Planning Manager Larson replied that one or two charging stations would be fine and that falls
under the parking regulations. He noted that could be addressed on a city-wide scale.
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Commissioner Bauer commented that he believes the issue should be reviewed city-wide as the
demand continues to increase for those charging stations. He noted that while the COR would be
a great location, other areas of the community would benefit as well suggesting even park
locations.

Councilmember Woestehoff stated that while he agrees with removing the restricted uses, he
would wonder if adult uses should still specifically be labeled as not allowed.

Planning Manager Larson commented that there is a lengthy definition of adult uses and they are
not proposing changes to that. He continued to review the proposed changes and provided
additional clarification.

Commissioner Van Scoy commented that 2B would seem to restrict a restaurant, which is a desired
use.

Senior Planner Anderson agreed that he was unsure they would want to restrict a sit-down
restaurant from within that area. He stated that perhaps staff could look to amend that, so it is not
limited to just drive-thru or take-out.

Planning Manager Larson replied that restaurants are allowed in 2B.
Senior Planner Anderson noted a conflict in Code and the more restrictive would rule.

Commissioner Van Scoy commented that it seems to be very restrictive, which he did not believe
was the intent. He recognized that perhaps the restrictions are specific to a secondary use which
he did not originally read that way.

Acting Chairperson Gengler confirmed that section provides restrictions for a convenience store.

Planning Manager Larson provided more information specific to gas stations and when they would
be permitted as a primary or secondary use.

Councilmember Woestehoff provided additional context related to parcel 46 and recent discussion
of the Public Works Committee. He noted that there has been interest in that site for multi-family
housing and the Council has generally been in agreement.

Commissioner Van Scoy commented that he did not believe 2B was ever intended to exclude
housing. He stated that the concept of 2B may need to be reviewed.

Commissioner Anderson commented that 2B was meant to be retail. He stated that if all housing
is put into that area, it would take away the opportunity for retail. He stated that he would be
opposed to all housing on that site.

Planning Manager Larson continued to review the proposed changes. It was noted that once this
review is completed, the entire document should be reviewed to correct any grammatical issues as
well.
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Senior Planner Anderson provided additional details on the lack of landscaping standards. He
stated that staff would recommend some minimum standards for internal landscaping as currently
there is only a requirement for boulevard trees.

Commissioner Bauer stated that he would prefer to reference the city-wide standards rather than
developing additional standards.

7.02: Zoning Code Update: Residential Districts (Continued Discussion)

Planning Manager Larson presented the Staff Report and welcomed any feedback, changes, and
questions on the proposed language.

Commissioner Anderson stated that while he would like to see covered parking for apartments, he
realizes that it is a large expense and was unsure that he would want to force that.

Senior Planner Anderson replied that some projects did look at underground parking, but it would
have been extremely costly because of the high water table in some areas of the COR.

Commissioner Bauer commented that putting fewer restrictions would allow more variable price
points for residents. He noted that residents that want covered parking would be willing to pay
higher rents while those wanting lower rents may not care about covered parking.

Planning Manager Larson reviewed the proposed changes to outdoor storage allowance on
residential lots and received guidance from the Commission. The Commission also provided input
on junk vehicles. He then moved to driveways.

Senior Planner Anderson provided additional details on the different minimum standards for
different lot sizes. He confirmed that the five-foot setback is already a standard, but this simply
provides the information in one place for clarification. He provided more details on the allowed
surfaces that could be used for parking as well as language related to second driveways.

Planning Manager Larson continued to review the proposed changes. He noted that the
Environmental Policy Board (EPB) will be reviewing the landscaping section for residential

properties at its next meeting.

Councilmember Woestehoff asked if the EPB could review the COR landscaping standards as
well.

Senior Planner Anderson noted that the case he prepared was more of a starting off point but stated
that he could bring up that concept and it could be further discussed at the March EPB meeting.

Councilmember Woestehoff referenced the screening and asked if the authority provided to
Council could be transitioned to a variance reviewed by the Planning Commission.

Planning Manager Larson provided additional context on the thought of that authority.
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Commissioner Van Scoy noted that the authority of the Council would simply be a discussion
whereas a variance would have specific criteria and cost to the applicant.

Senior Planner Anderson commented that he did not believe this situation would meet the practical
difficulties necessary for a variance.

CommissionerBauer referenced home occupations and asked for clarification on what the different
levels would be.

Planning Manager Larson replied that they have not yet discussed home occupations as they would
like to have a joint meeting between the City Council and Planning Commission on that topic. He
provided different examples of what could be considered level one or level two. He summarized
the topics that will be discussed at future meetings related to the zoning update.

Commissioner Van Scoy asked if parking in the COR would be addressed.

Councilmember Woestehoff noted that would most likely fall under the design framework update.

Commissioner Van Scoy asked the definition of side yard and rear yard.

Senior Planner Anderson provide those definitions. He noted that staff will be adding graphics to
some definitions to make it clearer.

8. COMMISSION / STAFF INPUT

Senior Planner Anderson provided an update on removal of ash trees that has been going on related
to Emerald Ash Borer.

Commissioner Van Scoy asked if those trees would be replaced.

Senior Planner Anderson stated that the trees in logical locations would be replanted, whereas tree
will not be replanted where it would not make sense.

5. PUBLIC HEARINGS/COMMISSION BUSINESS

5.01: Zoning Code Update: PUD, PI, and P Districts

Presentation

Planning Manager Larson presented the staff report and requested feedback from the Commission.
Commissioner Van Scoy asked for clarification on how a PUD for residential would be reviewed.

Planning Manager Larson provided details on the path that would be followed for reviews, noting
that the Commission would still review the overall plat just not the single lot home construction
similar to what is done today.

Chairperson Bauer used the example of Riverstone and asked if it would still require a PUD if that
development were to be built after these zoning changes are implemented or whether it could have
been approved as a 55-foot lot development which would have allowed some larger lots as well.

Planning Manager Larson commented that will be part of the discussions that come in the next few
weeks.

Commissioner Van Scoy commented that one of the intentions of the PUD is for the preservation
of open space and asked if that language would be changed in the update.

Planning Manager Larson commented that there were a lot of things in the current ordinance that
would not allow for the flexibility desired through a PUD, including that type of preservation of
open space. He stated that the Commission and Council would still review the request from the
developer to determine whether it meets the Comprehensive Plan and is best for the community.
He stated that the PUD may not have anything to do with open space and could be used to do
something different with architecture.

Commissioner Van Scoy stated that would seem to change the intent and application of a PUD.

Planning Manager Larson commented that a PUD would still be discretionary, and the
Commission would still review and make its recommendation to the Council. He stated that the
PUD would allow for flexibility in return for something that is superior to what could exist under
the regular zoning regulations.

Commissioner Van Scoy stated that he would prefer to see some type of guidance, otherwise it is
simply left to the group of people serving on the Commission and Council at that time. He stated
that he does like the language that the PUD would allow flexibility in return for something superior
to what could exist under the zoning regulations but noted that he would still be a little
uncomfortable.
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Councilmember Woestehofft stated that this would allow the City to be open to new concepts and
different ideas but there would still be discretion to not approve something if the Commission and
Council do not find that the proposal would meet the intended desires. He used the example of a
tiny home community on a small parcel of land, which is just not something considered in the
zoning code but could be an interesting concept.

Commissioner Anderson agreed with the changes proposed thus far.

Planning Manager Larson continued to review the proposed changes for the public and quasi-
public districts.

Commissioner Anderson asked where the definition of quasi-public would be.
Planning Manager Larson provided further explanation.

Councilmember Woestehoff clarified that public/quasi-public would be the overall category and
the other uses within would be the subcategories.

Chairperson Bauer noted that currently the church is zoned R-1-MUSA with a conditional use
permit and asked if the property would be rezoned to PI and what the standards would then be.

Planning Manager Larson reviewed the proposed language for standards, “Due to the specialized
nature of each of the uses and buildings, no bulk standards shall exist. All proposed sites and
structures shall consider surrounding property uses in a respectful and intentional manner.”. He
explained that because of the variety of uses within the district it would be impossible to create a
one size fits all set of standards.

Planning Manager Larson confirmed that he had sufficient input from the Commission on these
proposed changes.

5.02: Zoning Code Update: General Performance Standards (Part 1)
Presentation

Planning Manager Larson presented the staff report and requested feedback from the Commission
on the lighting standards as proposed.

Commissioner Van Scoy asked how the light would be measured at ground level and where the
light meter would be placed.

Planning Manager Larson provided additional details on how that would be measured.
Commissioner Van Scoy asked if residential backyard lighting would be addressed.

Planning Manager Larson provided details on where that is addressed.
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Commissioner Anderson referenced the upward lighting mentioned and noted that he has concerns
with light pollution.

Planning Manager Larson better explained upward lighting, using the example of lighting shining
onto a building. He confirmed that a statement could be added related to light pollution. He
continued to review the proposed changed to general performance standards, providing
clarification, and answering some general questions.

Commissioner Van Scoy referenced proposed changes to alternative energy and asked if removing
certain language would remain consistent with the City policy.

Councilmember Woestehoff stated that he agrees with the changes as this would be standards and
the other would fall under policy.

The Commission provided some examples of solar arrays and asked how those would be classified.
Staff noted that they would look into those and provide more information to the Commission.

Planning Manager Larson continued to review the proposed changes to the performance standards,
providing clarification and answering general questions. He asked for input from the Commission
on electric vehicle charging stations and whether those should count towards parking stalls.
Chairperson Bauer stated that he would think it would be encouraged rather than required.
Commissioner Peters noted that it would be the decision of the business as to whether they would
want to provide that service, knowing that it would encourage customers to spend more time at

that location.

Commissioner Anderson agreed that decision should be left to the business. He stated that he
would encourage that, but it should ultimately be the decision of the business.

Planning Manager Larson agreed with the consensus of the Commission. He continued to review
the proposed changes, providing clarification, and answering questions.

Chairperson Bauer referenced interim use permits and stated that he is not in favor of using that
tool for something that would be more permanent, such as a heliport.

Planning Manager Larson noted that there will be a future meeting focused on interim use permits.
He noted that an IUP can be tied to the sale of the property rather than using a period of five years.

Planning Manager Larson highlighted the topics that will be covered in upcoming special
meetings.

5.03: Other

Presentation
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Planning Manager Larson presented information on a concept for a bank within the COR and asked
for input from the Commission on whether that use would be supported. He noted that this use
would have two drive-thru lanes when only one is allowed in this area of the COR. He advised of
another area within the COR which would allow for two drive-thru lanes.

Commissioner Van Scoy stated that he would not support this configuration as it would place a
large parking lot along Sunwood.

Planning Manager Larson provided additional explanation on the configuration as shown and why
that seemed to make the most sense.

Chairperson Bauer noted another configuration that could work better.

Councilmember Woestehoff stated that perhaps 23 parking stalls would not be needed for the use
either. He noted that this would seem to be an example of why only one drive-thru lane would be
allowed in this area of the COR.

Commissioner Van Scoy stated that if the design framework is going to be utilized, this would not
be acceptable as proposed. He stated that there are other areas within the COR that would have

more flexibility.

Commissioner Anderson stated that he likes the idea of bank, recognizing that there are some
challenges, but believed the applicant could rearrange some things to make it work.

Commissioner Van Scoy stated that he is not opposed to the bank use but would want to see a
different configuration. He stated that he would want to see the proposal better meeting the design

framework.

Planning Manager Larson stated that he would express that there is quite a bit of hesitation from
the Commission on this layout and location.

Chairperson Moore called the meeting to order at 6:30 p.m.
2. CITIZEN INPUT

None.

3. APPROVE AGENDA

Motion by Board Member Bernard and seconded by Board Member Hiatt to approve the agenda
as submitted.

Motion carried. Voting Yes: Chairperson Moore, Board Member Bernard, Hiatt, Arts, and
Fetterley. Voting No: None. Absent: Board Member Little.

4. APPROVE MINUTES
4.01: Approve Meeting Minutes Dated October 17, 2022

Motion by Board Member Bernard and seconded by Board Member Fetterley to approve the
regular meeting minutes dated October 17, 2022.

Motion carried. Voting Yes: Chairperson Moore, Board Member Bernard, Fetterley, Arts, and
Hiatt. Voting No: None. Absent: Board Member Little.

S. POLICY BOARD BUSINESS

5.01: Consider Natural Resources Aspects of Site Plan and Plat for AARA Dome (Project
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No. 22-123); Case of Anoka Ramsey Athletic Association

Senior Planner Anderson presented the staff report. He stated that the City has received an
application for a Site Plan, Variance, Preliminary Plat, and Final Plat from Anoka Ramsey Athletic
Association for a proposed new athletic dome and associated improvements. The proposed project
is located at 14622 and 14650 Ferret Street NW.

Board Member Hiatt asked where expansion would be anticipated.

Senior Planner Anderson replied that future expansion would be to the west and provided more
details.

Board Member Fetterley asked for details on parking.

Senior Planner Anderson replied that parking has been discussed between the applicant and
planning staff. He stated that there has been a lot of discussion on whether this would be a practice
facility or whether games/tournaments would be played as the use would have different
requirements. He stated that as it presently stands this would only be used for practice and
therefore would meet requirements for parking. He noted that if they want to hold events at the
space, the requirements could be different.

Chairperson Moore asked what currently exists to the west.

Senior Planner Anderson replied that land is currently vacant and noted that if there were plans for
expansion in the future, that would follow the typical site plan review process.

Motion by Board Member Hiatt and seconded by Board Member Bernard to recommend approval
of the natural resources aspects related to this project.

Motion carried. Voting Yes: Chairperson Moore, Board Member Hiatt, Bernard, Arts, and
Fetterley. Voting No: None. Absent: Board Member Little.

5.02: Consider Natural Resources Related Elements for Parkside Townhomes
Preliminary Plat

Senior Planner Anderson presented the staff report. He stated that the City has received an
application from Ramsey at COR LLC for Preliminary Plat review of a proposed townhome
development located on the block bordered by Rhinestone Street, Traprock Street, 146™ Avenue,
and Ramsey Parkway. The purpose of this case is to review the Landscape Plan and other natural
resources aspects of the project.

Board Member Hiatt asked if there is sidewalk on all four streets.
Senior Planner Anderson confirmed that there will be public sidewalks on all four streets. He

noted that sidewalk exists on Rhinestone and the developer will install the others as part of the
project.
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Board Member Hiatt asked and received confirmation that the mentioned boulevard landscaping
would occur between the street and sidewalk. He asked if some of the trees from the backside
could be moved to the boulevard.

Senior Planner Anderson confirmed that the applicant could choose to do that. He noted that
another option would be to add trees to the boulevard.

Chairperson Moore appreciated the information on the Drinking Water Supply Management Area
(DWSMA) and found that interesting.

Senior Planner Anderson provided additional details on the DWSMA and concerns for infiltration
within that area.

Chairperson Moore asked if the plans for stormwater anticipated this type of use for the property.

Senior Planner Anderson replied that the boundary of the DWSMA is not impacted by the type of
development.

Board Member Hiatt commented on the diverse species planned for landscaping.
Senior Planner Anderson agreed that the applicant did a good job emphasizing a diverse landscape.

Motion by Board Member Fetterley and seconded by Board Member Bernard to recommend
approval of the Landscape Plan, contingent upon compliance with Staff’s review comments.

Motion carried. Voting Yes: Chairperson Moore, Board Member Fetterley, Bernard, Arts, and
Hiatt. Voting No: None. Absent: Board Member Little.

6. BOARD / STAFF INPUT

Chairperson Moore asked for an update related to an email received from the Anoka Conservation
District (ACD) on potential land uses within Ramsey.

Senior Planner Anderson provided a high-level summary of the request from ACD to inquire on
whether there was park land that would be suitable to convert to a natural landscape because ACD
was looking to apply for grant funds for that type of conversion. He stated that nothing was locked
into place, the request was simply to determine if there were site candidates that would work. He
stated that staff did identify a few locations and if ACD is successful in obtaining the grant, staff
would bring that information forward to the EPB, Parks and Recreation Commission and
ultimately City Council for input and approval. He noted that should that move forward, it would
reduce maintenance and improve pollinator habitat. He stated that he will have a case to present
at an upcoming meeting for a similar project to consider along the railroad right-of-way and COR
infiltration basin. He noted that could be an opportunity for the Board to assist with the plantings.

Board Member Hiatt commented that if park land is converted as discussed, it would be nice to
have some walking paths as that could be an opportunity for resident education.
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Chairperson Moore asked if there is any update on Rabbit Park. She stated that perhaps there
would be a spring opportunity for volunteers to assist with plantings.

Senior Planner Anderson stated that he did not have an update but would follow up with parks
staff.

Chairperson MacLennan called the Economic Development Authority meeting to order at 7:30
a.m.

2. APPROVE AGENDA
Motion by Member Wiyninger, seconded by Member Olson, to approve the agenda.

Motion carried. Voting Yes: Chairperson MacLennan, Members Wiyninger, Olson, Johnson,
Riley, and Stewart. Voting No: None. Absent: None.

3. CONSENT AGENDA
3.01: Approve Meeting Minutes Dated January 12, 2023

Motion by Member Stewart, seconded by Member Johnson, to approve the January 12, 2023,
minutes as presented.

Motion carried. Voting Yes: Chairperson MacLennan, Members Stewart, Johnson, Olson, Riley,
and Wiyninger. Voting No: None. Absent: None.

4. EDA BUSINESS

Economic Development Authority/ February 9. 2023
Page 1 of 9



4.01: Consider Purchase Agreement for a Portion of Lot 1, Lot 2, and Lot 3, Block 1, COR
TWO; Case of ALDI (Portions may be closed to the public)

Economic Development Manager Sullivan presented the staff report.

Member Olson asked for more details on the difference in the right of re-entry as proposed
compared to what the City typically does.

Economic Development Manager Sullivan explained that generally speaking the City has the
position that it does not want to sell land for speculative purposes and wants to see the specific
project constructed within a period of time. He stated that through that agreement, if the project
does not move forward, the City would get the land back. He reviewed different stipulations that
have been included on past agreements, noting that Aldi was not willing to accept the typical terms.

Chairperson MacLennan referenced the 24 months versus 12 months and asked if that is
specifically related to potential delays in materials, as the presentation stated that the applicant
would anticipate completion of the project this year.

Economic Development Manager Sullivan confirmed that staff does not anticipate that the build
would take more than one year, but this additional time would provide flexibility if there were
issues with supply chain relating to construction materials.

Member Riley stated that the restrictions were mentioned and asked why this would be a better
deal for the City than previous deals such as the McDonalds deal.

Economic Development Manager Sullivan stated that national retailers typically have use
restrictions to ensure that a similar use is not constructed directly adjacent. He stated that the use
restriction would also help to ensure that intensive uses do not spill over on parking or that would
not be consistent with the values of Aldi. He provided details on the negotiations between Aldi
and the City on the use restrictions. He noted that Aldi does value its parking and therefore does
not want to have spill over parking or transient uses in the parking areas. He stated that the PA
did involve a lot of negotiation back and forth and some concessions were given by both parties.

Member Riley commented that the use restrictions of McDonalds were very broad and restrictive,
whereas this seems most suited to what Aldi and the City would both want. He commented that
this seems to make more sense for the City.

Economic Development Manager Sullivan clarified that these restrictions would be solely for the
one-acre remnant and the City could still bring in whatever desired development on other parcels
in the area.

Member Wiyninger stated that it is his understanding that the City would retain ownership of the
one-acre remnant for future sale. He noted that it appears there would be shared parking and
therefore some cooperation would be needed in the future and asked how that would be addressed.
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Economic Development Manager Sullivan stated that there is a part of the PA that addresses
easements and restrictions and noted that the shared parking will be worked out through the sit
plan process.

Chairperson MacLennan asked where the property line would be.
Economic Development Manager Sullivan identified the proposed property lines on the monitor.
Chairperson MacLennan asked for details on access.

Economic Development Manager Sullivan identified the right in access off 147%™ noting that would
be reviewed in more detail through the planning process.

Member Riley commented that he understands the position of the developer on the right of re-
entry agreement, but also acknowledged that the City would incur costs if it were to take the
property back and asked for more details.

Economic Development Manager Sullivan commented that staff has had lengthy discussions on
this topic. He acknowledged that there is a cost of doing business but noted that Aldi is spending
money on this process as it moves forward as well. He stated that if the developer is not going to
move forward on the project, they likely would not close on the property. He commented that it
is a negotiation and if the EDA feels it necessary, it could go into closed session or talk about that
in more detail.

Member Riley commented that the EDA often relies on staff and their recommendation. He stated
that he does not feel that a closed session would be necessary and is comfortable with the opinion
of staff. He stated that the right of re-entry is the worst-case scenario and therefore he does not
want that to be the focus. He stated that the City’s interest would still be protected in that it would
get the land back if the project did not move forward.

Economic Development Manager Sullivan commented that the City did receive over $400,000
from McDonalds, which did not move forward. He stated that even if the City were to lose out on
the cost of commission for the sale of the property, it would still be ahead on the property as a
whole.

Member Stewart commented that the purchase price appears to be 26.5 percent less than the list
price and asked if that is the best price.

Economic Development Manager Sullivan provided details on the negotiation process noting that
this number was developed through negotiation by both parties. He stated that the COR
development standards are more stringent than other areas of the city and therefore the cost to
develop is higher in the COR compared to other areas or communities.

Member Stewart asked the purchase price from McDonalds.
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Economic Development Manager Sullivan replied that price was $12 per square foot, about ten
years ago and noted that McDonalds was unable to deliver the project. He stated that the City also
worked with a previous developer at $8 per square foot and that developer also could not make the
numbers work to bring forward development. He believed that this is a good price and the best
that could be negotiated.

Chairperson MacLennan noted that the previous developer also contributed funds that the City
kept and asked the total contributed by that developer.

Economic Development Manager Sullivan replied that $40,000 was contributed by the previous
developer through that right of re-entry and extensions.

Member Wiyninger commented that the elevations from the north and west look great but noted
that the side facing the COR would seem to be a blank building wall and asked if additional
consideration would be given to the placement of the building and side facing that direction.

Economic Development Manager Sullivan noted that the level of finish is handled through the
planning process rather than the EDA. He stated that point has been mentioned by planning staff
and there are plans to enhance that side of the building.

Member Riley stated that he would like to hear from the developer.

Member Johnson commented that this space is currently vacant and does not provide economic
growth. She stated that this would be a use that would benefit the community and enhance the
aesthetics. She stated that although the purchase price is a bit lower, it would enhance the tax base
and residents have mentioned that they would love to have an Aldi because of their produce
offerings and lower prices.

Andrew Mack, Aldi, thanked staff for their cooperation throughout this process. He stated that
they are excited for the opportunity to come to Ramsey as they believe that this is a great location
for service that fills a gap in their current market offerings.

Member Riley commented that he is excited for the project.

Chairperson MacLennan stated that the renderings look great, and this would be a good addition
to the COR. He asked if Aldi would anticipate to open the store this year.

Mr. Mack commented that it would be challenging to open the store this year and would more
likely start construction in the summer or fall and open in the first quarter of 2024.

Chairperson MacLennan asked how many jobs would be estimated for the store.
Mr. Mack commented that he is unsure but generally there are about 10 to 20 employees at a store.

Chairperson MacLennan asked the hours of operation.
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Mr. Mack replied that stores are open from 9 a.m. to 8 p.m. seven days per week.

Chairperson MacLennan thanked the applicant for coming to answer questions. He agreed that
this would be a great addition to the community.

Motion by Member Johnson, seconded by Member Wiyninger, to recommend to City Council to
approve the Purchase Agreement, Use Restriction and Right of Re-Entry Agreement for Purchase
Agreement for Portion of Lot 1, Lot 2, and Lot 3, Block 1, COR TWO, subject to City Attorney
review.

Motion carried. Voting Yes: Chairperson MacLennan, Members Johnson, Wiyninger, Olson,
Riley, and Stewart. Voting No: None. Absent: None.

4.02: Receive Draft West Armstrong Area Street Reconstruction Feasibility Report
Economic Development Manager Sullivan presented the staff report.
Member Stewart asked where the sports dome would be.

Economic Development Manager Sullivan identified the area where the sports dome would be, as
well as the related stormwater ponds.

Chairperson MacLennan asked if the larger stormwater pond would eliminate any of the smaller
ponds.

Economic Development Manager Sullivan replied that the larger pond could reduce the need for
the smaller ponds on the three southerly parcels, where additional parking could occur. He noted
that if offsite ponding was going to be used, the City would expect ARAA to contribute to the cost
for the offsite ponding.

Chairperson MacLennan asked for details on funding the ponding.

Economic Development Manager Sullivan replied that would depend upon the financing that is
decided upon for the project. He stated that as this moves forward there would be additional
discussion about funding and special assessments for the adjacent property owners. He stated
three parcels would benefit from a regional pond, and therefore ARAA would not be the only
benefitting property from that type of infrastructure.

Chairperson MacLennan stated that he does like the larger stormwater pond.
Member Stewart asked if there is a known project for the site across from the ARAA site.
Economic Development Manager Sullivan replied that there is not development interest at this

time. He stated that there are currently two businesses operating in those locations, as renters, and
the anticipation would be for redevelopment in the future. He stated that if the EDA feels that the
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larger stormwater pond would be a benefit, he would like to know as EDA dollars could be
contributed towards the cost for acquiring that portion of property.

Member Riley commented that this area is commercial/industrial, and this stormwater pond would
seem to make the area more usable and better for future development. He stated that the road
improvement project would also seem to enhance the value of the area to increase interest in
development of this area.

Economic Development Manager Sullivan agreed that typically a road project would not fall under
the review of the EDA but explained that City utilities will be added in order to attract future
development.

Member Johnson stated that once the dome is constructed that could attract different ancillary uses
to the area.

Economic Development Manager Sullivan agreed that there has been a lot of discussion about the
development interest that a sports dome could bring.

Member Riley stated that the proposed location seems to be a great spot for the regional stormwater
pond. He asked if there would be more developable land for the northern properties.

Economic Development Manager Sullivan provided background information on stormwater in this
area noting that the three parcels marked in red would benefit from a larger stormwater pond not
all of the properties in the area.

Member Olson asked if the proposed regional pond would eliminate or reduce the onsite ponding
for the ARAA site, which could expand parking on that site.

Economic Development Manager Sullivan replied that would provide more flexibility for ARAA
to reduce the stormwater treatment provided onsite.

Chairperson MacLennan stated that he likes the regional stormwater pond concept. He stated that
everything east of Ferret Street is designated COR and could have retail shopping uses. He stated
that ultimately as a member of the EDA he would like to see the two rental properties redeveloped
with more desired uses. He asked if the building on the PSD property would be demolished.

Economic Development Manager Sullivan replied that PSD has communicated to the city that it
will will be demolishing that building when this project moves forward.

Chairperson MacLennan asked where the pond is for that property.

Economic Development Manager Sullivan identified the existing pond for that property. He noted
that the regional stormwater pond is still hypothetical and will depend on how the sports dome
project moves forward. He stated that his intention was to determine whether the EDA would find
it beneficial to provide some funding for that enhancement in return for the economic benefit that
could be received in return.
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Chairperson MacLennan commented that he does see the value that would be provided as it would
create more opportunity for business and development.

Motion by Member Johnson, seconded by Member Wiyninger, to recommend that the City
Council identify a viable funding source and move forward with the construction of the West
Armstrong Street Reconstruction Project in 2023.

Further discussion: Member Stewart asked for clarification on the motion. Member Johnson
reiterated her motion.

Motion carried. Voting Yes: Chairperson MacLennan, Members Johnson, Wiyninger, Olson,
Riley, and Stewart. Voting No: None. Absent: None.

Motion by Member Johnson to financially commit EDA funds to purchase land for a regional
stormwater pond, if needed, with an estimated cost of $350,000 and $450,000.

The motion failed for lack of second.

Economic Development Manager Sullivan stated that there would be no record of support from
the EDA for a larger pond or financial contribution. He noted that the EDA could make a motion
to support the larger pond without committing dollars. He stated that based on the discussion,
there did seem to be support for a larger pond.

Member Wiyninger stated that he does not feel there is enough information to commit funds,
although he does believe it would be a good idea.

Economic Development Manager Sullivan stated that even if the EDA were to support the motion
with the funding, it would not actually commit the funds at this time but would alert the Council
that could be a potential funding source. He stated that related to the parking and ARAA site, that
information will come forward in the future and this would show the Planning Commission and
City Council that the EDA was open to contributing funds for this purpose.

Member Johnson noted the other funding that could potentially be used for this type of purpose
and asked for more details.

Economic Development Manager Sullivan confirmed that those are viable funding sources for the
road project and the Council would make the decision on which source to use. He stated that for
a property acquisition of this nature, he believed the EDA fund would be more appropriate.

Member Johnson asked if ARAA is considered a nonprofit.

Economic Development Manager Sullivan he believed that the entity is a nonprofit. He stated that
the ownership of the dome has not yet been determined.
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Member Johnson acknowledged that there is a willing seller at this time and stated that if the larger
pond was not created, the adjacent properties may not be as attractive for developers.

Economic Development Manager Sullivan replied that there are a lot of ways to solve for
stormwater, including underground treatment which often has a higher cost. He stated that if the
larger pond is going to be done, it needs to be done as part of the road project. He noted that the
willing seller could also choose to sell to another entity if the City does not choose to purchase.

Member Wiyninger stated that he could support a larger pond without expression of financial
commitment.

Chairperson MacLennan confirmed consensus of the EDA in supportive of the larger pond option.
5. MEMBER / STAFF UPDATE

Economic Development Manager Sullivan provided a recap of the business networking breakfast
that was recently held, noting he received a lot of positive feedback from attendees. He also

provided general updates on development interest, activity, and upcoming meetings.

Chairperson MacLennan thanked staff for their hard work on the networking breakfast and the
appreciation night event.

Economic Development Manager Sullivan recognized Wendy Schlueter who also works hard to
make these events successful.

6. ADJOURNMENT
Motion by Member Wiyninger, seconded by Member Olson, to adjourn the meeting.

Councilmember Woestehoff asked the balance of that TIF District, acknowledging that there are
other eligible improvements that could be done with those funds as well.

Economic Development Manager Sullivan provided clarification on eligible and ineligible TIF
expenses. He stated that the City is currently working with Ehlers to update the analysis on the
TIF District and eligible balance. He hoped that work would be done before this moves forward
to the City Council.

Councilmember Musgrove asked for clarification on the wetlands.

Economic Development Manager Sullivan identified the higher value wetlands that would require
more mitigation efforts. He also provided additional background information on the changes made
in 2016 to the wetland rules.

Councilmember Musgrove asked if the wetland marked in teal is part of the stormwater pond/area
and whether that would remain in place with development.

Economic Development Manager Sullivan replied that is an incidental wetland and could be
moved.

City Administrator Hagen commented that the wetlands marked in red are historic whereas the
wetlands marked in blue are created/incidental and could be filled.

Economic Development Manager Sullivan provided more details on potential development, where
access could be provided, and the different concepts that could be considered that would
keep/eliminate different wetlands.

Councilmember Woestehoff noted that this comes down to the ultimate priorities. He stated that
the waterfront is a completely worthwhile investment for this entire area and will spur more
development. He stated that perhaps the fill could be moved to a site so that it is available for the
developer to use in the future.
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Economic Development Manager Sullivan commented that dirt piles can be stored but then there
will be questions from residents if it is left for long periods of time. He stated that fill is needed
in the entire area, not just the holes to bring it up to grade. He stated that there has been
development interest that does not move forward because of the unknowns with the cost for fill
and potential wetland impacts. He stated that the Council needs to determine how much it is
willing to spend, and when that should occur in order to spur development.

Parks & Assistant Public Works Director Riverblood stated that in terms of priorities, he would
think the Council would want to move all the soil that needs to be moved right away, even if they
do not move forward with the infrastructure improvements because of the cost of mobilization and
dewatering.

Councilmember Woestehoff agreed. He stated that if they can make investments and
improvements that benefit future development, perhaps the developer is willing to invest more.
He stated that he would like to see a path where the developer takes on more costs as well. He
stated that if the hotel, Aldis, and the waterfront improvements are completed, that will most likely
spur more development. He believed that parcel 46 will be a problem for a long time and therefore
the question is whether that is left for the future.

Councilmember Musgrove referenced the scenario that the City completes the dirt work and makes
parcel 46 into a development ready site, keeping wetland two, and asked if the City would be
reimbursed through higher sale purchase of that property. She stated that she would support that
scenario.

Economic Development Manager Sullivan commented that the road has been shifted south and
therefore that creates more space for housing than previously discussed in the concept of mixed
use. He stated that if the wetlands are not able to be filled that would reduce the number of housing
units that could be created. He stated that there will need to be discussion as to how many housing
units would be needed to make a residential development feasible.

Councilmember Woestehoff noted that it would then seem that in order to keep the wetlands in
what they would assume would be residential development, it would need to be an apartment to
be feasible.

Economic Development Manager Sullivan replied that it would not need to be an apartment and
could be attached or detached townhomes, depending how the roads are laid out. He noted that a

portion of the site could be an apartment in order to reach the number to make a project feasible.

Chairperson Riley commented that they have been waiting for the wetland delineation in order to
make these decisions.

Economic Development Manager Sullivan commented that the results turned out worse than they
were expecting in terms of mitigation.

Councilmember Woestehoff asked if the City sells wetland credits.
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Economic Development Manager Sullivan commented that the City has 1.7 acres in banked credits
available. He explained that those credits can be used for road projects to mitigate impacts as well.

City Engineer/Public Works Director Westby replied that those credits have been saved for years
in anticipation of these projects.

Economic Development Manager Sullivan commented that the last time they checked, the cost per
acre for wetland credits was $128,000. He stated that some of these wetland become expensive
because one acre of mitigation would have a financial cost of two acres of credits. He stated that
the waterfront is only going to be dug once and therefore anything the City does not do at this time
will be a future cost of a developer.

Chairperson Riley asked for input on priority.

City Engineer/Public Works Director Westby provided details on the hotel project and proposed
access points. He stated that the profile of Zeolite needs to be determined so that access can be
properly created. He noted another site with development potential, as well as the waterfront that
would require realignment of Center Street. He believed that those roadway improvements should
be considered.

City Administrator Hagen stated that this study looked at this area as a whole. He noted that
Veterans Drive would have the right-in/right-out created with the Highway 10 project and the
remainder of the site is up to grade and is in essence shovel ready. He stated that most of the
benefit would be in the western side of the COR and around the waterfront area.

Councilmember Musgrove stated that this study provides a lot of information and more tasks than
could be done in one year. She asked for details on the number of priorities that could be
accomplished. She agreed that if the hotel is coming in and wants to access off Zeolite, that should
then be a priority. She also agreed that Center Street should be a priority because of the waterfront.
She stated that if the digging and fill for parcel 46 is also included, that would be three big projects
and asked if that would take multiple years.

City Administrator Hagen stated that priority one would focus on this year and TIF eligible
expenses. He asked and received confirmation that the TIF funds would need to be spent by
November. He stated that they should choose projects that they can complete this year before
winter. He noted that the waterfront improvements would be TIF eligible.

Councilmember Musgrove stated that it would be helpful to know which expenses are TIF eligible
and which ones could be completed. She noted that this is a lot of information and a lot of projects
and having that additional information would help to create priorities.

Economic Development Manager Sullivan replied that any new road that will be constructed
would be TIF eligible. He stated that putting utilities under the road would be TIF eligible. He
noted that the majority of the expenses would be TIF eligible with the exception of park
improvements and road overlays. He stated that currently the TIF will expire in November 2023
and therefore they need to focus on that work. He stated that if the TIF is extended, they could
review more but would agree to focus on Zeolite and Center Street because those developers are
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here now. He stated that the next process could be to develop plans and specifications for Center
Street and Zeolite. He stated that they could also haul the dirt across Zeolite now, before it is
constructed.

Parks & Assistant Public Works Director Riverblood commented that this is a lot of material to
move and asked if it would be achievable. He noted that perhaps the grading plans could be
created, and a dewatering contractor secured because that project could take about six months to
complete. He stated that this would not be a small-scale dewatering project.

Councilmember Musgrove asked how long the approval process would be for wetland mitigation
if the fill is moved and one or more wetlands are filled.

Economic Development Manager Sullivan commented that with the developer interest in the area,
it would be helpful to hear from developers to find out more information on whether a project
would be financially feasible with the wetland there. He stated that when they work through the
process with a contractor, they could include some of that work as add on’s because they may not
have time to get through the WMO process.

Councilmember Musgrove did not recall approving credits as part of the WMO process.

City Engineer/Public Works Director Westby explained that other entities are involved in the
review, but the ultimate review would be done by the WMO.

Chairperson Riley commented that it seems the priority would be to move the dirt and focus on
the two roads.

Councilmember Woestehoff agreed but asked what would be feasible to complete by November
as it is already February.

Economic Development Manager Sullivan replied that the street design could be completed under
that TIF window to tee that project up for the next year. He noted that would keep the projects
moving.

Chairperson Riley asked if there is design needed for the excavation.

Parks & Assistant Public Works Director Riverblood provided an update on the plans that are
available and additional design work that would be needed, noting that it could be completed in
under two months. He stated that if the wetlands are not in the initial phase, they would probably
be fine with the volume.

Councilmember Musgrove asked if lot C would be filled or whether that would be a developer
task.

Economic Development Manager Sullivan provided details on the hotel project, noting that the
developer assumes they would bring in their own fill at this time.
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Councilmember Musgrove commented that there are two areas where less fill could be needed if
the City sold the dirt, or the City could use the dirt itself.

Chairperson Riley commented that it seems the priority would be excavation and moving the fill
and then Zeolite and Center Street as feasible.

City Administrator Hagen asked for details on Ramsey Parkway as that is kind of a cut through
and near the waterfront.

Councilmember Musgrove asked if Ramsey Parkway would be fourth on the list.

Economic Development Manager Sullivan replied that he would agree for the western arm of
Ramsey Parkway and reviewed different development potential in that area.

City Administrator Hagen noted that it would be helpful for the TIF District to be extended.

Chairperson Riley asked if there has been an all staff meeting on this topic to ensure everything is
being considered.

Parks & Assistant Public Works Director Riverblood confirmed that they are going to have a
meeting to discuss that, and what could be completed within the TIF window.

City Administrator Hagen confirmed that once the information from the analysis is completed,
they are going to have a staff meeting to determine what could be done.

Councilmember Woestehoff asked if the available TIF funding is $2,000,000 or $20,000,000 or
whether there is any sense of the available balance. He stated that if the available balance is less
than the cost to move the dirt, that may change his opinion.

City Administrator Hagen stated that if the goal is to have the COR pay for itself, they need to
determine if that is feasible. He stated that some of the development that has come was not
anticipated. He stated that the analysis will provide those more accurate numbers so they can make
those decisions.

Economic Development Manager Sullivan explained that the Sapphire development did not use
TIF funds and was not in the TIF projections but will generate TIF funds for the next 20 years. He
stated that there are some scenarios that he provided on potential development and the impacts that
would have on TIF going forward that will be included in the Ehlers presentation. He estimated
between $2,000,000 and $12,000,000 that may be unallocated depending on what development is
projected and what comes. He stated that if the Waterfront is excavated and the dirt is placed and
that is all that could be done, that still creates 20 acres of land that could be ready for development
therefore there are benefits created by only moving the dirt. He noted that also begins the
Waterfront project, which is important.

Parks & Assistant Public Works Director Riverblood stated that the soil boring chart was included
and shows that this dirt that would be excavated would be excellent fill, so that is a known factor.
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Councilmember Musgrove asked the status of the TIF extension request to the legislature.

City Administrator Hagen stated that it is at the revisor’s office with many other bills and is drafted
to be an amendment rather than a new bill. He stated that if the City also has a plan and is ready
to act, as they are developing, that will also help at the legislature. He stated that once they have
this information, they will be requested committee hearings.

Councilmember Musgrove stated that if it would be helpful, the Council could call members of
the legislature.

City Administrator Hagen summarized the priorities and next steps as confirmed by the consensus
of the Committee.

Councilmember Musgrove requested more bookmarks to be inserted to make The COR Analysis
document easier to navigate.

5.03: Review HY-10 Ramsey Improvements Feasibility Study

City Engineer/Public Works Director Westby reviewed the status of the HY-10 Ramsey
Improvements Feasibility Study.

Councilmember Woestehoff stated that generically that makes sense. He asked if option two is
cheaper because it does not include land acquisition and asked if that would connect to the
driveway for the new West Armstrong Retail development.

City Engineer/Public Works Director Westby confirmed that there would be a drive access into
that street.

City Administrator Hagen commented that the cul-de-sac would redo what exists today.

Councilmember Woestehoff referenced the proposed concrete walk, noting that there is very little
and asked if the developers would take on additional portions along their undeveloped parcels.

City Engineer/Public Works Director Westby confirmed that to be correct.

Economic Development Manager Sullivan commented that staff wanted to ensure a connection
from the ARAA dome to the COR and it was not yet determined if additional sidewalk would be
needed, depending on what development occurs. He noted that there might be something planned
to go along Armstrong and did not necessarily think it was planned to have sidewalks fully
throughout this area.

Councilmember Woestehoff commented that he would support the sidewalk connection to the
COR but also the north/south connection because of the new homes in the vicinity. He noted that
perhaps kids will be biking to the dome in the summer. He confirmed the segment he would be
thinking of would be along Ferret.
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City Administrator Hagen noted that there is not sidewalk or trail along the south side of Bunker,
and he would not want to promote a mid-walk crossing. He stated that there is trail on the east
side of Armstrong, along with stoplights to allow safer pedestrian crossing. He noted that
additional sidewalk could be added as it seems to make sense.

Councilmember Musgrove commented that she does support the safe crossing for pedestrians to
get to the COR. She asked if the parcels are zoned commercial or COR.

City Administrator Hagen stated the east of Ferret is COR and west is E-3.

Chairperson Riley stated that the EDA discussed the ponding and asked if there would be a reason
to go larger on the ponding if ARAA does not want to participate.

City Administrator Hagen stated that they looked at that extensively and the dome project was the
largest component and wants to provide ponding onsite, therefore larger regional ponding would
not provide the same benefit.

Chairperson Riley asked for details on assessment. He asked how the City would justify
assessment for the project when it has removed assessments from other road projects.

City Engineer/Public Works Director Westby replied that the City does have a special assessment
policy and the ability to assess. He noted that does not address the question of justification.

Councilmember Woestehoff stated that he does not feel it prudent for Ferret Street or 146™ as it
exists, but where the new road is created, that could have assessment opportunity because it is a
new road being created. He also acknowledged that new extension would benefit that entire area.
He stated that he most likely would not want to assess for the project.

City Engineer/Public Works Director Westby stated that right-of-way will need to be acquired to
make that connection.

Councilmember Musgrove stated that she would support putting in the road and not assessing the
existing properties but perhaps deferring an assessment for future development of parcels. She
stated that this would be a City led project that provides value for future development.
Chairperson Riley asked if that would be possible.

City Engineer/Public Works Director Westby replied that there can be a deferred assessment and
provided a past example. He stated that staff could further explore that potential.

Parks & Assistant Public Works Director Riverblood commented that if the City is trying to secure
right-of-way for no cost, it would be difficult to add on a deferred assessment.

Councilmember Musgrove asked if the right-of-way would need to be purchased.
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Economic Development Manager Sullivan commented that there is some easement, but not a road
easement. He noted another deferred assessment situation, noting that although finance does not
prefer that method, it has been used in the past.

Chairperson Riley commented that there could be some merit to the deferred assessment concept.

City Engineer/Public Works Director Westby commented that it seems there is agreement in
connecting to Bunker Lake Boulevard.

Economic Development Manager Sullivan asked if the group is comfortable building the project
this year.

Chairperson Riley asked if engineering could handle that task.

City Engineer/Public Works Director Westby replied that Bolton & Menk is working on the plans
currently and is at 90 percent completion. He stated that plan development is being funded through
the PIR fund and the funding for the road project is yet to be determined, which is why there were
discussing the possibility of assessment. He stated that it seems there is consensus not to assess
the current properties.

Councilmember Musgrove asked if the assessment could be used in negotiation for the purchase
of right-of-way.

City Administrator Hagen confirmed that could be done, explaining that otherwise the parties
would just be handing checks back and forth for the different costs.

Councilmember Musgrove stated that it would be worth it to determine what an assessment might
look like and compare that to the purchase of right-of-way costs. She stated that she would be
interested in seeing the full option for the project, but also narrowed down to just the new portion
of the road.

Chairperson Riley stated that the City has eliminated assessments first with the franchise fee and
then changing that to being on the tax roll, therefore he would feel uncomfortable assessing for the
road project.

Councilmember Musgrove acknowledged that point but stated that with development the cost of
roads is assessed.

Chairperson Riley stated that he could entertain the idea of assessment for the new road, but not
reconstruction of the existing road.

City Administrator Hagen identified the parcels that would be assessed under that scenario because
the other parcels have access to roads.

Councilmember Woestehoff stated that he would prefer to move this project forward this year to
ensure people are not driving on a dirt road to reach the dome. He commented that it would be
similar to his concerns for other roads leading to parks that draw outside users as that sets the tone
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of'a road in poor condition to access a great park. He stated that he could not imagine that the City
would gain much in assessment of a few parcels and compared that to the low value that would be
gained for those properties to have that access.

Councilmember Musgrove asked how the new road related to PACT and the new school being
built. It was noted that PACT was not assessed for that project.

Councilmember Woestehoff stated that fixing Ferret Street is not caused by specific development
as it already exists and the City is just improving it, similar to the PACT scenario.

Councilmember Musgrove asked the time and energy it would take staff to determine what an
assessment would be, to determine whether that task is necessary.

Chairperson Riley asked if staff could easily decide whether or not an assessment would make
sense.

City Engineer/Public Works Director Westby replied that staff could put their best effort forward
as there is good data available for comparison of Sunwood Drive. He noted that staff could make
an educated guess.

Economic Development Manager Sullivan commented that running sewer and water down the
road increases the value of the land significantly. He stated that is being done throughout the entire
area. He noted that without the utilities he would argue that the dome could not be built as it would
require a large septic system without that.

City Engineer/Public Works Director Westby noted that the utilities cannot be run without redoing
the road.

City Administrator Hagen noted that he would estimate the right-of-way acquisition would be very
similar to the assessment cost.

Councilmember Woestehoff appreciated the thought of saying the City needs the land to build the
road and uses that as a negotiation, saying that if the land is provided there would be no assessment
for the project.

5.04: Recommend City Council Approval of Plans and Authorization to Advertise Bids for
2023 Crackseal Improvements

City Engineer/Public Works Director Westby reviewed the staff report and recommended City
Council approval of plans and authorization to advertise bids for City Improvement Project #23-
08, 2023 Crackseal Improvements.

Chairperson Riley asked if Bowers Drive is a six that is trying to limp along.

City Engineer/Public Works Director Westby replied that they did do some targeted mill and
overlay last year. He stated that Bowers Drive is not currently proposed for a reconstruction or
overlay.
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Councilmember Musgrove asked the average number of miles done per year.
City Engineer/Public Works Director Westy replied that each year about 15 to 25 miles.

Motion by Councilmember Musgrove, seconded by Councilmember Woestehoff, to recommend
City Council approval of plans and authorization to advertise bids for City Improvement Project
#23-08, 2023 Crackseal Improvements.

Motion carried. Voting Yes: Chairperson Riley, Councilmembers Musgrove and Woestehoff.
Voting No: None.

Chairperson Riley asked if a similar case would come forward for spray patching.

City Engineer/Public Works Director Westby replied that staff is currently developing the
proposed plan for spray patching. He noted that a mill and overlay would be more cost-effective
on some roads. He explained that spray patching does not hold up for more than one or two years.

6. COMMITTEE / STAFF INPUT
6.01: Staff Updates on Improvement Projects and Items of Interest

City Engineer/Public Works Director Westby provided an update on improvement projects and
other items of interest to the Committee.

Councilmember Musgrove asked if there would be value to holding several open house meetings
on the same night or combining them.

City Engineer/Public Works Director Westby replied that the project details are specific to the
street and therefore they would not combine them together, but they do attempt to schedule some
for the same night, just at different times. He confirmed that he could provide the Council with
the list of open house meetings if they would like to attend for projects within their ward.

Chairperson Riley noted that the 180™ drainage issues is not on this list.

City Engineer/Public Works Director Westby stated that he spoke with the property owner last
week and alerted them that once the plans are ready in one- or two-weeks staff would speak with
the property owner before bringing it forward to the Committee. He noted that he will update the
corridor study on the calendar and will bring that forward in March or April depending on County
availability.

Councilmember Woestehoff asked if it would be feasible to add a flashing crosswalk near the
elementary school.

City Engineer/Public Works Director Westby stated that he did not see that mentioned in the study
presentation provided by the County.
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Councilmember Woestehoft stated that many families park across the street and walk over and
that will increase next year with Franklin closing and additional students being added to Ramsey
Elementary.

City Engineer/Public Works Director Westby provided additional details on the elementary school
segment of the road, noting that it is not well addressed but is mentioned in the CSAH 5 study.

6.02: Review Future Topics Calendar
City Engineer/Public Works Director Westby reviewed the future topics calendar.
Chairperson Riley commented that he would like to see dates added to some more items.

City Engineer/Public Works Director Westby provided additional details on the status of certain
items and stated that he will assign dates when possible.

7. ADJOURNMENT

Motion by Councilmember Woestehoff, seconded by Councilmember Musgrove, to adjourn the
Public Works Committee meeting.

1. CALL TO ORDER

Acting Mayor Chris Riley called the City Council Work Session to order at 5:30 p.m.
2. TOPICS FOR DISCUSSION

2.01: Request for Feedback on Preliminary Development Proposals for Parcel 46

Economic Development Manager Sullivan reviewed the Staff report and the proposals from
developers who are interested in Parcel 46 for homes, market-rate apartments, and retail spaces.
He reviewed the proposals from Norhart, Centra Homes, and Capstone Homes. He shared that a
large format retail developer may be interested in the site but he is not sure who the developer is.
He requested to revisit the pause on apartments on City land. He stated that all of the developers
were present to answer any questions.

Councilmember Specht asked if there is a timeframe of when the large format retailer is likely to
reach out.

Economic Development Manager Sullivan explained that they could know who the developer is
in the next few weeks but the process with a bigger retailer would take much longer. He added that
the information about the wetland areas of the land has been shared with the large format retailer.
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Councilmember Musgrove asked if this land is the only area that the large format retailer is
interested in.

Economic Development Manager Sullivan stated that he did not know the other sites that they are
looking at and the area west of Armstrong and ‘Diamond Site’ would also be zoned for this kind
of development.

Councilmember Musgrove asked how the retail access with the market-rate apartments would be
accessed.

Economic Development Manager Sullivan explained that there would be a shared access for the
hotel that would come in off of Sunwood.

Councilmember Musgrove asked if this would be the only access and asked if they could also enter
off of Zeolite.

Economic Development Manager Sullivan said yes.

Councilmember Musgrove shared her concern with the developer starting a project and not being
able to resolve the wetlands.

Economic Development Manager Sullivan explained that there are no wetland issues on the
market-rate apartment site.

Mayor Kuzma asked what the tax difference would be between full residential and mixed use.

Economic Development Manager Sullivan explained that the Capstone project with all residential
units and no retail, would bring in approximately $450,000 annually, and with adding retail it
would be approximately $400,000. He stated that Centra Homes would bring in approximately
$430,000 for all residential units and with retail it would be approximately $360,000.

Councilmember Specht stated that he was still in support of a pause on apartments as there are
other good development options. He stated that he liked the Centra Homes project 1 or the
Capstone Homes project 2.

Acting Mayor Riley asked Capstone and Centra to talk about how they plan to work with the
wetlands.

The developer from Capstone stated that she was at the previous work session and learned the cost
of the wetlands which sparked some discussion about what would enable them to mitigate the
wetlands. She stated that it is usually difficult to put housing on wetlands that need to be mitigated.
She explained that they impacted the wetlands where roads would need to go.

Another developer from Capstone stated that the watershed would need to approve these plans.
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The developer from Centra explained the challenges of these already mitigated wetlands that
would need to be mitigated again. He stated that this depends in large part on the economics and
goals of the City since mitigating the wetlands would be very expensive.

Acting Mayor Riley asked if there have been studies of the need in Ramsey for apartments.

The developer from Capstone stated that they have not done a study but they have evaluated the
vacancy rates which are showing low, meaning the current apartments are full.

Councilmember Specht said he would be interested in a short term pause to see what the large
format retailer may be.

Councilmember Musgrove noted that she has been to one of the apartments in Lino Lakes and they
were very nice. She added that she would be open to an apartment project. She would like to see
more information on what the need would be for apartments in the City.

Councilmember Howell agreed to put a pause on things until they get more information from who
the large format retailer is before moving forward with any other proposals.

Economic Development Manager Sullivan asked what the process would look like if he does
receive the name of the large format retailer who is interested.

Councilmember Specht requested that he bring the name to the Council and they will discuss and
let him know if they are interested.

Economic Development Manager Sullivan asked what kind of timeline the Council would like to
see so that this process does not drag on.

Acting Mayor Riley stated that since the developers who have already submitted proposals have
been waiting for a long time he does not want them to continue to wait. He noted that there are
also other areas in the City that could accommodate this larger retailer.

Councilmember Musgrove added that they may find out who the larger retailer is and then they
may not be able to move forward if they cannot mitigate the wetland. She agreed with Acting

Mayor Riley that she would rather not wait.

Mayor Kuzma agreed and said that they should move forward with the developers who are already
interested.

Acting Mayor Riley shared that he likes the idea of working around the wetlands as the City will
be bearing this cost.

Economic Development Manager Sullivan stated that with all of the proposals the wetlands go
away. He explained that the pond can be moved.

Councilmember Musgrove agreed.
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Councilmember Specht agreed and said that this also is a business decision for the developer. He
said that he likes the Centra Homes project 1 and Capstone Homes project 2.

Acting Mayor Riley asked the developers if the City was to reserve a part of this land for retail
space and in a number of years there are no retailers, how easily would the land be to build on for
more residential.

The developer from Capstone explained that the concern is a shared access point with the
residential area and if it is retail it is not a good entrance. He said that this would need to be
discussed. He added that other than the access concern they would have no problem building on
later.

The developer from Centra agreed.

Economic Development Manager Sullivan said that he has all of the direction that he needs. He
asked if the discussion around the apartment pause should be brought back to a work session.

Acting Mayor Riley said yes.

Economic Development Manager Sullivan stated that it is possible he could hear within a week
from the large format retailer and asked if they would like to have that brought back if'it is a retailer
they would be interested in.

Acting Mayor Riley asked the developers if they had any closing comments.

The developer from Capstone stated that it will come down to the money that the City wants to
spend.

The developer from Centra agreed.

The developer from Norhart asked when they will know when the City will release the hold on
apartments.

Administrator Hagen stated that this can be worked into a work session soon.

There was a consensus of the Council.

2.02: Rental Inspection Program Ordinance Review

Zoning Code Enforcement Officer Swalchick reviewed the Staff report concerning the rental
licensing and inspection programs with the Crime-Free Housing as part of the Strategic Plan. He
reviewed the benefits for the landlords and tenants. He explained the cost breakdown. He asked

for this to be brought forth to a public hearing for the residents to have an opportunity to give their
input. He noted that the Police and Fire Departments are on board with this program.
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Councilmember Specht thanked Zoning Code Enforcement Officer Swalchick for his work on this
and stated that he is in support of this.

Councilmember Musgrove thanked Zoning Code Enforcement Officer Swalchick for putting this
together. She asked when the Council can expect to see a draft before this is brought to a public
hearing.

Zoning Code Enforcement Officer Swalchick said he can have a draft next week.
Mayor Kuzma said that he supports this and that it is a good thing for the City.

Acting Mayor Riley added that the downside of the Crime-Free Housing program was the cost. He
asked if this is the same cost that they are dealing with or if there are other costs not discussed.

Zoning Code Enforcement Officer Swalchick stated that he does not have the Police Department’s
cost figured into this as he assumed the Police Department would work with the initiation of this
process and determine if extra Staff would be needed.

Police Chief Katers said they will assign an officer to this program and he assumes that there will
actually be a reduction in calls for service for patrol officers as a part of implementing this plan.
He anticipates a reduction in calls in one area and an increase in another. He stated that the costs
will be absorbed within the Department initially and then he will come back to the Council and
ask for more if necessary.

Zoning Code Enforcement Officer Swalchick stated that they do not wish for this to negatively
impact the taxpayer but benefit them.

Administrator Hagen asked if the Council wants to fully fund this program and include Police and
Fire costs when they bring back more numbers for review.

Acting mayor Riley stated that he would like to fully understand what all of the costs are.
Councilmember Musgrove agreed and asked if some reserve can be built into this.

Zoning Code Enforcement Officer Swalchick said that there is a lot of flexibility in the numbers
and that they can put these reserves in. He added that in talking with the Fire Inspector, there will
not be much of an added increase in duties as these inspections are already being done. He stated
that they would just ask that the inspector attend the monthly meetings with the property owners
to help with fire prevention.

There was a consensus of the Council.

2.03: Discuss 2023 Citizen Survey
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City Administrator Hagen reviewed the Staff report and the anticipated cost of the citizen survey.
He stated that the City had budgeted $15,000 and the final cost would be $20,800, which could be
spread out over two years.

Councilmember Musgrove recommended not doing the survey this year and that it is budgeted for
next year. She added that they still hear from the residents quite often.

Mayor Kuzma supported doing the survey again as having the statistical data is important. He
added he would like to see the payment spread out over two years.

Councilmember Howell agreed with Councilmember Musgrove stating that finding ways like this
to cut costs in the budget would be beneficial for other larger projects like the roads.

Councilmember Specht said he likes the survey but thinks it would be a good idea to keep it on
even numbered years and skip this year.

Councilmember Olson agreed.
City Administrator Hagen added that the survey would be done in the fall of 2024.

The consensus of the Council was to hold off on the survey for this year and budget for it next
year.

Mr. Vollmer stated that he did step in for the previous project manager, so he is not sure of all the
details surrounding the delay. He explained that the delay was likely due to the design needing to
be reviewed with the City and bid prices and supply chain issues.

City Engineer/Public Works Director Westby explained the complexity of this project. He noted
that AE2S is providing the initial surveying and construction staking that is happening behind the
scenes. He added that the $35,000 is going towards more than just the project manager. He said
that there was a lot of back and forth between the City and AE2S that delayed the project.
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Councilmember Musgrove asked about the different types of inspections that will be taking place
and asked about the inspector with AE2S and what he would be doing versus what the third party
inspector will be doing.

Purpose/Background:

Purpose:
The purpose of this case is to adopt Resolution #23-071 Accepting Bids and Awarding Contract for 2023 Crack
Seal Improvements, Improvement Project #23-08.

Background:
Crack seal improvements are completed annually, on between 10 and 23 miles of public street segments to
cost-effectively maximize the life of the bituminous pavement.

Crack sealing protects pavement by preventing stormwater runoff from seeping through cracks in the pavement
and joints between the pavement and concrete curb and gutter and utility castings, reducing future pavement
damage due to wet subgrade soils, especially during freeze-thaw cycles.

The City’s current pavement maintenance schedule calls for public streets to be crack sealed the third, seventh,
and fourteenth year following construction, reconstruction, and overlay improvements. However, while this is the
typical maintenance schedule it is important to note that Staff reviews the condition of all streets annually and
adjusts the schedule of maintenance operations based on actual pavement conditions.

A total of 18.36 miles of public street segments is proposed to receive crack seal improvements in 2023. These
street segments were selected based on age, pavement maintenance history, and Pavement and Surface Evaluation
Rating (PASER) values. Selected streets generally have PASER values between 7 and 10, though a few have
PASER values of 5 and 6. All street segments with PASER values of 5 total 4,124 feet (0.8 miles), while all street
segments with PASER values of 6 total 9,137 feet (1.7 miles). These street segments are proposed to receive
crack seal improvements because they are either within a larger area of streets having PASER values of 7 or
higher so Staff is attempting to maintain all street segments within the areas on the same schedule, or because the
street segments are not identified within the CIP as receiving improvements within the next 10 years so the intent
is to limp these streets along as cost-effectively as possible until they are added to the CIP.

Plans and specifications for the 2023 Crack Sealing Improvements were prepared in-house as part of Staff’s
normal duties. A copy of the plans is attached to this case.

Advertisements were published in the Anoka Union Herald and in Finance and Commerce on March 3 and March
10, 2023. Bids were also advertised on-line on Quest CDN.

Staff does not mail letters to property owners for crack seal improvements since the work occurs quickly and has
little to no impact on the traveling public or abutting properties. Engineering Staff maintains a project webpage,
which will be updated as new information is available throughout the project.

Funding Source:

Bids were advertised in the Anoka Union Herald and in Finance and Commerce on March 3 and March 10, 2023.
On April 3, 2023 a total of five (5) bids were received, opened, and tabulated, and the following bids were found
to comply with the advertisement for bids.

The bid of Northwest Asphalt & Maintenance of Thief River Falls, Minnesota, in the amount of $176,279.90 for
the total bid for construction of said improvements in accordance with the approved plans and specifications and
advertisement for bids, is the lowest responsible bidder. Adding indirect costs in the amount of 5-percent brings
total project costs to $185,093.90.

Per the final plans and specifications, estimated construction costs were $208,311.00. After adding 5-percent for
indirect costs for administrative, engineering, finance and legal costs, estimated project costs totaled $218,726.55.

The low bid is 18-percent less than the engineer’s estimate.

The City annually budgets $200,000 for crack seal improvements. Staff recommends the remaining $14,906.10 be
spent on pavement patching or a pavement rejuvenation project.

City Staff proposes to administer and inspect construction.

Plans and specifications were prepared in-house as part of Staff’s normal duties.

Recommendation:

Staff recommends adopting Resolution #23-071 accepting bids and awarding a contract for 2023 Crack Seal
Improvements, Improvement Project #23-08.

Staff recommends deciding on spending the remaining $14,906.10 budgeting funds in June of 2023, after
completion of the 2023 Crack Seal Improvements. This will allow Staff to evaluate if additional resources are
needed to keep up on pavement patching, and is before the 2023 Pavement Rejuvenation Improvements is
currently proposed to begin (July / August of 2023).

PUBLIC HEARING - Introduce Ordinance #23-05 to Amend Chapter 4 of the Charter - Nominations and
Elections

Purpose/Background:

The Charter Commission met on February 2, 2023 and is recommending the City Council amend the charter by
Ordinance #23-05 under M.S. 410.12, subdivision 7. The recommended ordinance is to amend Sections 4.1, 4.2,
4.4 and part of 4.5 of Chapter 4 of the City Charter. The changes proposed clean up the language to better
coincide with State law and streamline the process to more easily administer elections. Two key changes to note
in section 4.5 is adding State Statute 205.10 with Uniform Election dates for special elections and adding a
provision providing the option to move up a special general election if a primary is not needed.

BACKGROUND:

Changes to State Election Law

The State Legislation previously set uniform election dates for special elections, which prompted a
complete review of Chapter 4, Nominations and Elections, of the City's Charter. The current Charter
language does not include these dates, is not entirely consistent with State law, and causes problems
in administering City elections.

Charter Commission Actions - To Date
The Charter Commission started its work on updating Chapter 4 in February 2019. In cooperation with
former City Attorney Langel, a draft ordinance (#19-15 " An Ordinance Amending the Charter by
Repealing and Replacing Chapter 4 - Nominations and Elections") was drafted and then reviewed by
the City Council on December 10, 2019, but it did not pass. In order for the ordinance to pass, all
Councilmembers must motion in favor of the Ordinance.

e Section 4.1 and 4.2 Changes were approved by the Charter Commission on November 17,

2021
o Slight revisions to Section 4.1 and 4.2 were approved by the Charter
Commission on February 2, 2023
e Section 4.4 Changes were approved by the Charter Commission on October 26, 2022

Within one month of receiving a recommendation to amend the charter by ordinance, the city must publish notice
of a public hearing of the proposal. The city must hold the public hearing on the proposed charter amendment at
least two weeks, but not more than one month after the notice is published. Within one month of the public
hearing, the city council must vote on the proposed charter amendment ordinance. Under M.S. 410.12,
subdivision 7, if the City Council unanimously approves the ordinance then the ordinance is enacted 90 days after
passage and publication.

AN ORDINANCE AMENDING THE CITY CHARTER OF THE CITY OF
RAMSEY, MINNESOTA CHAPTER 4 - ELECTIONS AND NOMINATIONS

The City of Ramsey ordains:
SECTION 1. AUTHORITY

This Ordinance is adopted pursuant to the authority of the City Charter of the City of Ramsey and
such authority as it is given under Minnesota Statutes Section 410.12, subdivision 7.

SECTION 2.

The Section 4 of the City of Ramsey Charter is amended to read as follows (additions indicated
by underline, deletions indicated by strikethrough):

“Sec. 4.1 — The regular municipal election.

A regular municipal election shall be held on the first Tuesday after the first Monday in
November of each even-numbered year, eemmeneingint984; at such places as the city council
shall designate. At least 15 days prior notice shall be given by the city clerk by posting a notice
thereof in the city clerk’s office, on the city website atleast-one-publicplace-ineach-election
preeinet; and by publishing a notice thereof at least once in the official newspaper of the city
stating the time and the places of holding such election and of the officers to be elected. Failure
to give such notice shall not invalidate such election. Elected and qualified officers provided for
by this Charter shall assume the duties of office to which they were elected on the first business
day Monday in January following such election.

4.1.1 Primary elections. The regular pPrimary elections shall be held on the same date
as prescribed by the Minnesota Election Law Statute, which establishes the statewide
primary election date. The primary election shall be for the selection of two nominees
for each elective office at the regular municipal election;unless-two-nominees-orfewer
file-for-each-eleetive-office. If two candidates or fewer file for any elective office, that
office shall not appear on the primary ballot and the candidates shall appear on the
municipal general election ballot as the nominees for that office.

“Sec. 4.2 — Filing for office.

All persons who shall desire to be elected to any elected office shall file an affidavit not
more than tea-weeks 84 days nor less than eight-weeks 70 days before the primary election with
the city clerk, paying a filing fee to the city clerk in an amount as set by ordinance or filing a
nominating petition. The clerk shall also accept an application for candidacy as authorized by
state law.




The city clerk shall prepare and have printed at the expense of the city the necessary ballots
or other required material for such election.

The ballots or other material shall contain no political party designation of any candidate
and the names of the candidates for each ofﬁce shall be rotated in the manner provrded by state

clerk shall be the final custodian of such ballots or returns for the city.

A sample ballot or a facsimile representation of the ballot shall be posted at-theplace-of
eleetton in the city clerk’s office and published in the official newspaper of the city at least one
two weeks before such election by the city clerk, whose duty it is to preserve such sample
ballots.

“Sec. 4.4 — Special and advisory elections except for elected office.

The council may, by resolution, order any special or advisory election deemed appropriate
by the council, for any reason, and provide all means for holding it-, except that any election so

ordered shall only be held on the same date as a regular rnunrcrpal electron At—least—lérdays

not apply to special elections to fill vacancies in municipal offices.

“Sec. 4.5 — Vacancy of municipal elected office.

4.5.1 In the event that When a vacancy in an elected office of the city occurs with 365 days or
more remaining in the term of the vacated office, there-shall-be a special election shall occur
on the date established by the City Council per Minn Stat. §205.10, as the same may be

revised, amended or recodified, held-within90-days-after-the-vacaney-oeeurs to elect a

successor to serve for the remainder of the unexpired term of the office vacated.

4.5.2 A person elected at a special election held pursuant to this section to fill the balance of

the unexmred term shall take ofﬁce 1mmed1atelv after bemg quahﬁed fl"—h%ertlfelerles-h&l-l

4.5.3 The procedure at such election and-assumption-ef-duties-of-elected-officers-following

sueh-eleetion shall conform as nearly as practicable to that prescribed for other municipal
elections under this Charter.

4.5.4 In the case of a vacancy where there remains less than 365 days in the unexpired term,
the council shall, by a majority vote, appoint a successor to serve for the remainder of said
term. In the case of a tie vote of the council, the mayor, or acting mayor if the office of
mayor be vacant, shall make the appointment from the candidates involved in the tie vote.

4.5.5 If two or fewer candidates file an affidavit of candidacy, the special primary election
shall be canceled and the special general election may be moved up to the primary date with
Council approval. If this option is utilized, it must be noted on the resolution calling for a
special election.

Ordinance #23-05
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4.5.6 If there are insufficient numbers of candidates in a regular or special election to fill
expiring or vacated municipal offices, the city council shall fill said offices by appointment
until the next regular municipal election. In the case of a tie vote of the council, the mayor
shall make said appointment from the candidates under consideration.”

SECTION 3. SUMMARY

The following official summary of Ordinance #23-05 has been approved by the City Council of
the City of Ramsey as clearly informing the public of the intent and effect of the Ordinance.

410.12 AMENDMENTS.

Subdivision 1. Proposals. The charter commission may propose amendments to such charter and shall
do so upon the petition of voters equal in number to five percent of the total votes cast at the last previous
state general election in the city. Proposed charter amendments must be submitted at least 17 weeks before
the general election. Only registered voters are eligible to sign the petition. All petitions circulated with
respect to a charter amendment shall be uniform in character and shall have attached thereto the text of the
proposed amendment in full; except that in the case of a proposed amendment containing more than 1,000
words, a true and correct copy of the same may be filed with the city clerk, and the petition shall then contain
a summary of not less than 50 nor more than 300 words setting forth in substance the nature of the proposed
amendment. Such summary shall contain a statement of the objects and purposes of the amendment proposed
and an outline of any proposed new scheme or frame work of government and shall be sufficient to inform
the signers of the petition as to what change in government is sought to be accomplished by the amendment.
The summary, together with a copy of the proposed amendment, shall first be submitted to the charter
commission for its approval as to form and substance. The commission shall within ten days after such
submission to it, return the same to the proposers of the amendment with such modifications in statement
as it may deem necessary in order that the summary may fairly comply with the requirements above set
forth.

Subd. 1a. Alternative methods of charter amendment. A home rule charter may be amended only by
following one of the alternative methods of amendment provided in subdivisions 1 to 7.

Subd. 2. Petitions. The signatures to such petition need not all be appended to one paper, but to each
separate petition there shall be attached an affidavit of the circulator thereof as provided by this section. A
petition must contain each petitioner's signature in ink or indelible pencil and must indicate after the signature
the place of residence by street and number, or other description sufficient to identify the place. There shall
appear on each petition the names and addresses of five electors of the city, and on each paper the names
and addresses of the same five electors, who, as a committee of the petitioners, shall be regarded as responsible
for the circulation and filing of the petition. The affidavit attached to each petition shall be as follows:

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The foregoing affidavit shall be strictly construed and any affiant convicted of swearing falsely as regards
any particular thereof shall be punishable in accordance with existing law.

Subd. 3. May be assembled as one petition. All petition papers for a proposed amendment shall be
assembled and filed with the charter commission as one instrument. Within ten days after such petition is
transmitted to the city council, the city clerk shall determine whether each paper of the petition is properly
attested and whether the petition is signed by a sufficient number of voters. The city clerk shall declare any
petition paper entirely invalid which is not attested by the circulator thereof as required in this section. Upon
completing an examination of the petition, the city clerk shall certify the result of the examination to the
council. Ifthe city clerk shall certify that the petition is insufficient the city clerk shall set forth in a certificate
the particulars in which it is defective and shall at once notify the committee of the petitioners of the findings.
A petition may be amended at any time within ten days after the making of a certificate of insufficiency by
the city clerk, by filing a supplementary petition upon additional papers signed and filed as provided in case
of an original petition. The city clerk shall within five days after such amendment is filed, make examination
of the amended petition, and if the certificate shall show the petition still to be insufficient, the city clerk
shall file it in the city clerk's office and notify the committee of the petitioners of the findings and no further
action shall be had on such insufficient petition. The finding of the insufficiency of a petition shall not
prejudice the filing of a new petition for the same purpose.

Subd. 4. Election. Amendments shall be submitted to the qualified voters at a general or special election
and published as in the case of the original charter. The form of the ballot shall be fixed by the governing
body. The statement of the question on the ballot shall be sufficient to identify the amendment clearly and
to distinguish the question from every other question on the ballot at the same time. If 51 percent of the
votes cast on any amendment are in favor of its adoption, copies of the amendment and certificates shall be
filed, as in the case of the original charter and the amendment shall take effect in 30 days from the date of
the election or at such other time as is fixed in the amendment.

Subd. 5. Amendments proposed by council. The council of any city having a home rule charter may
propose charter amendments to the voters by ordinance. Any ordinance proposing such an amendment shall
be submitted to the charter commission. Within 60 days thereafter, the charter commission shall review the
proposed amendment but before the expiration of such period the commission may extend the time for
review for an additional 90 days by filing with the city clerk its resolution determining that an additional
time for review is needed. After reviewing the proposed amendment, the charter commission shall approve
or reject the proposed amendment or suggest a substitute amendment. The commission shall promptly notify
the council of the action taken. On notification of the charter commission's action, the council may submit
to the people, in the same manner as provided in subdivision 4, the amendment originally proposed by it or
the substitute amendment proposed by the charter commission. The amendment shall become effective only
when approved by the voters as provided in subdivision 4. If so approved it shall be filed in the same manner
as other amendments. Nothing in this subdivision precludes the charter commission from proposing charter
amendments in the manner provided by subdivision 1.

Subd. 6. Amendments, cities of the fourth class. The council of a city of the fourth class having a
home rule charter may propose charter amendments by ordinance without submission to the charter
commission. Such ordinance, if enacted, shall be adopted by at least a four-fifths vote of all its members
after a public hearing upon two weeks' published notice containing the text of the proposed amendment and
shall be approved by the mayor and published as in the case of other ordinances. The council shall submit
the proposed amendment to the people in the manner provided in subdivision 4, but not sooner than three
months after the passage of the ordinance. The amendment becomes effective only when approved by the
voters as provided in subdivision 4. If so approved, it shall be filed in the same manner as other amendments.

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Subd. 7. Amendment by ordinance. Upon recommendation of the charter commission the city council
may enact a charter amendment by ordinance. Within one month of receiving a recommendation to amend
the charter by ordinance, the city must publish notice of a public hearing on the proposal and the notice must
contain the text of the proposed amendment. The city council must hold the public hearing on the proposed
charter amendment at least two weeks but not more than one month after the notice is published. Within
one month of the public hearing, the city council must vote on the proposed charter amendment ordinance.
The ordinance is enacted if it receives an affirmative vote of all members of the city council and is approved
by the mayor and published as in the case of other ordinances. An ordinance amending a city charter shall
not become effective until 90 days after passage and publication or at such later date as is fixed in the
ordinance. Within 60 days after passage and publication of such an ordinance, a petition requesting a
referendum on the ordinance may be filed with the city clerk. The petition must be signed by registered
voters equal in number to at least five percent of the registered voters in the city or 2,000, whichever is less.
If the requisite petition is filed within the prescribed period, the ordinance shall not become effective until
it is approved by the voters as in the case of charter amendments submitted by the charter commission, the
council, or by petition of the voters, except that the council may submit the ordinance at any general or
special election held at least 60 days after submission of the petition, or it may reconsider its action in
adopting the ordinance. As far as practicable the requirements of subdivisions 1 to 3 apply to petitions
submitted under this section, to an ordinance amending a charter, and to the filing of such ordinance when
approved by the voters.

Subdivision 1. Publication and posting. In every municipality, the municipal clerk shall, except as
otherwise provided in this section, give two weeks' published notice, and may also give ten days' posted
notice, of the election, stating the time of the election, the location of each polling place, the offices to be
filled, and all propositions or questions to be voted upon at the election. In a city of the fourth class or a
town not located within a metropolitan county as defined in section 473.121, the governing body may
dispense with publication of the notice of the municipal general election, in which case ten days' posted
notice shall be given.

At least 74 days before every municipal election, the municipal clerk shall
provide a written notice to the county auditor, including the date of the election, the offices to be voted on
at the election, and the title and language for each ballot question to be voted on at the election. At least 74
days before every municipal election, the municipal clerk must provide written notice to the county auditor
of any special election canceled under section 205.10, subdivision 6.

Subd. 5. Notice to secretary of state. At least 74 days before every municipal election for which a
notice is provided to the county auditor under subdivision 4, the county auditor shall provide a notice of the
election to the secretary of state, in a manner and including information prescribed by the secretary of state.

205.10 MUNICIPAL SPECIAL ELECTIONS.

Subdivision 1. Questions. Special elections may be held in a city or town on a question on which the
voters are authorized by law or charter to pass judgment. A special election may be ordered by the governing
body of the municipality on its own motion or, on a question that has not been submitted to the voters in an
election within the previous six months, upon a petition signed by a number of voters equal to 20 percent
of the votes cast at the last municipal general election. A question is carried only with the majority in its
favor required by law or charter. The election officials for a special election shall be the same as for the
most recent municipal general election unless changed according to law. Otherwise special elections shall
be conducted and the returns made in the manner provided for the municipal general election.

Subd. 2. Vacancies in city offices. Special elections shall be held in statutory cities to fill vacancies in
elective city offices as provided in section 412.02, subdivision 2a.

Subd. 3a. Uniform election dates. (a) Except as allowed in paragraph (b) and subdivision 4, a special
election held in a city or town must be held on one of the following dates: the second Tuesday in February,
the second Tuesday in April, the second Tuesday in May, the second Tuesday in August, or the first Tuesday
after the first Monday in November. A home rule charter city must not designate additional dates in its
charter.

(b) A special election may be held on a date other than those designated in paragraph (a) if the special
election is held in response to an emergency or disaster. "Emergency" means an unforeseen combination of
circumstances that calls for immediate action to prevent a disaster from developing or occurring. "Disaster"
means a situation that creates an actual or imminent serious threat to the health and safety of persons or a
situation that has resulted or is likely to result in catastrophic loss to property or the environment.

Subd. 4. Vacancies in town offices. Special elections to fill vacancies in town offices as provided in
section 367.03, subdivision 6, must be held with the town general election or on a date authorized by
subdivision 3a.

Subd. 5. Limit on ballot questions. The governing body of a city or town may not act to submit a ballot
question at a general or special election and may not accept a petition for submission of a ballot question at
a general or special election unless all election-related deadlines can be met, including publication deadlines
for all required notices. A petition rejected under this subdivision may be resubmitted at a time when
compliance with all election-related deadlines is possible. Nothing in this subdivision requires the scheduling
of a special election for a ballot question.

Subd. 6. Cancellation. A special election ordered by the governing body of the municipality on its own
motion under subdivision 1 may be canceled by motion of the governing body, but not less than 74 days
before the election.

AN ORDINANCE AMENDING THE CITY CHARTER OF THE CITY OF
RAMSEY, MINNESOTA CHAPTER 4 - ELECTIONS AND NOMINATIONS

The City of Ramsey ordains:
SECTION 1. AUTHORITY

This Ordinance is adopted pursuant to the authority of the City Charter of the City of Ramsey and
such authority as it is given under Minnesota Statutes Section 410.12, subdivision 7.

SECTION 2.

The Section 4 of the City of Ramsey Charter is amended to read as follows (additions indicated
by underline, deletions indicated by strikethrough):

“Sec. 4.5 — Vacancy of municipal elected office.

4.5.4 In the event ease of a vacancy where-there remainsless-than365-daysinthe vnexpired

term 1n an elected office of the city, the council shall, by a majority vote, appoint a
successor to serve the balance of fer the unexpired remainderefsaid term or until a
successor elected at a special election held pursuant to this section is qualified. In the case
of a tie vote of the council, the mayor, or acting mayor if the office of mayor be vacant,
shall make the appointment from the candidates involved in the tie vote.

4.5.6 If a special election has been called to fill a vacancy in an elected office of the city, and
no candidates filed an affidavit of candidacy prior to the expiration of the period for filing
an affidavit of candidacy, the special election shall be cancelled. In the event that such a

cancellation occurs there are insuflicient numbers of candidates in a regular or special
electiontofill expiring or-vacated-munieipal-effiees, the individual appointed by the city

council to fill said vacancy under this section shall serve the balance of the unexpired term
or until a successor elected at a special election held pursuant to this section is qualified. fill

balance of the unexpired term shall be held on the same date as the next regular municipal
election, unless the next regular municipal election would be in the fourth vear of the term.”

SECTION 3. SUMMARY

The following official summary of Ordinance #23-07 has been approved by the City Council of
the City of Ramsey as clearly informing the public of the intent and effect of the Ordinance.



Ordinance #23-07 amends Chapter 4 — Elections and Nominations of the Ramsey City Charter.

SECTION 4. EFFECTIVE DATE

This ordinance becomes effective 90 days after its passage and publication as provided by
Minnesota Statutes Section 410.12, Subdivision 7, as may be modified by any action undertaken
pursuant to City of Ramsey Charter Section 5.

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410.12 AMENDMENTS.

Subdivision 1. Proposals. The charter commission may propose amendments to such charter and shall
do so upon the petition of voters equal in number to five percent of the total votes cast at the last previous
state general election in the city. Proposed charter amendments must be submitted at least 17 weeks before
the general election. Only registered voters are eligible to sign the petition. All petitions circulated with
respect to a charter amendment shall be uniform in character and shall have attached thereto the text of the
proposed amendment in full; except that in the case of a proposed amendment containing more than 1,000
words, a true and correct copy of the same may be filed with the city clerk, and the petition shall then contain
a summary of not less than 50 nor more than 300 words setting forth in substance the nature of the proposed
amendment. Such summary shall contain a statement of the objects and purposes of the amendment proposed
and an outline of any proposed new scheme or frame work of government and shall be sufficient to inform
the signers of the petition as to what change in government is sought to be accomplished by the amendment.
The summary, together with a copy of the proposed amendment, shall first be submitted to the charter
commission for its approval as to form and substance. The commission shall within ten days after such
submission to it, return the same to the proposers of the amendment with such modifications in statement
as it may deem necessary in order that the summary may fairly comply with the requirements above set
forth.

Subd. 1a. Alternative methods of charter amendment. A home rule charter may be amended only by
following one of the alternative methods of amendment provided in subdivisions 1 to 7.

Subd. 2. Petitions. The signatures to such petition need not all be appended to one paper, but to each
separate petition there shall be attached an affidavit of the circulator thereof as provided by this section. A
petition must contain each petitioner's signature in ink or indelible pencil and must indicate after the signature
the place of residence by street and number, or other description sufficient to identify the place. There shall
appear on each petition the names and addresses of five electors of the city, and on each paper the names
and addresses of the same five electors, who, as a committee of the petitioners, shall be regarded as responsible
for the circulation and filing of the petition. The affidavit attached to each petition shall be as follows:

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The foregoing affidavit shall be strictly construed and any affiant convicted of swearing falsely as regards
any particular thereof shall be punishable in accordance with existing law.

Subd. 3. May be assembled as one petition. All petition papers for a proposed amendment shall be
assembled and filed with the charter commission as one instrument. Within ten days after such petition is
transmitted to the city council, the city clerk shall determine whether each paper of the petition is properly
attested and whether the petition is signed by a sufficient number of voters. The city clerk shall declare any
petition paper entirely invalid which is not attested by the circulator thereof as required in this section. Upon
completing an examination of the petition, the city clerk shall certify the result of the examination to the
council. Ifthe city clerk shall certify that the petition is insufficient the city clerk shall set forth in a certificate
the particulars in which it is defective and shall at once notify the committee of the petitioners of the findings.
A petition may be amended at any time within ten days after the making of a certificate of insufficiency by
the city clerk, by filing a supplementary petition upon additional papers signed and filed as provided in case
of an original petition. The city clerk shall within five days after such amendment is filed, make examination
of the amended petition, and if the certificate shall show the petition still to be insufficient, the city clerk
shall file it in the city clerk's office and notify the committee of the petitioners of the findings and no further
action shall be had on such insufficient petition. The finding of the insufficiency of a petition shall not
prejudice the filing of a new petition for the same purpose.

Subd. 4. Election. Amendments shall be submitted to the qualified voters at a general or special election
and published as in the case of the original charter. The form of the ballot shall be fixed by the governing
body. The statement of the question on the ballot shall be sufficient to identify the amendment clearly and
to distinguish the question from every other question on the ballot at the same time. If 51 percent of the
votes cast on any amendment are in favor of its adoption, copies of the amendment and certificates shall be
filed, as in the case of the original charter and the amendment shall take effect in 30 days from the date of
the election or at such other time as is fixed in the amendment.

Subd. 5. Amendments proposed by council. The council of any city having a home rule charter may
propose charter amendments to the voters by ordinance. Any ordinance proposing such an amendment shall
be submitted to the charter commission. Within 60 days thereafter, the charter commission shall review the
proposed amendment but before the expiration of such period the commission may extend the time for
review for an additional 90 days by filing with the city clerk its resolution determining that an additional
time for review is needed. After reviewing the proposed amendment, the charter commission shall approve
or reject the proposed amendment or suggest a substitute amendment. The commission shall promptly notify
the council of the action taken. On notification of the charter commission's action, the council may submit
to the people, in the same manner as provided in subdivision 4, the amendment originally proposed by it or
the substitute amendment proposed by the charter commission. The amendment shall become effective only
when approved by the voters as provided in subdivision 4. If so approved it shall be filed in the same manner
as other amendments. Nothing in this subdivision precludes the charter commission from proposing charter
amendments in the manner provided by subdivision 1.

Subd. 6. Amendments, cities of the fourth class. The council of a city of the fourth class having a
home rule charter may propose charter amendments by ordinance without submission to the charter
commission. Such ordinance, if enacted, shall be adopted by at least a four-fifths vote of all its members
after a public hearing upon two weeks' published notice containing the text of the proposed amendment and
shall be approved by the mayor and published as in the case of other ordinances. The council shall submit
the proposed amendment to the people in the manner provided in subdivision 4, but not sooner than three
months after the passage of the ordinance. The amendment becomes effective only when approved by the
voters as provided in subdivision 4. If so approved, it shall be filed in the same manner as other amendments.

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Subd. 7. Amendment by ordinance. Upon recommendation of the charter commission the city council
may enact a charter amendment by ordinance. Within one month of receiving a recommendation to amend
the charter by ordinance, the city must publish notice of a public hearing on the proposal and the notice must
contain the text of the proposed amendment. The city council must hold the public hearing on the proposed
charter amendment at least two weeks but not more than one month after the notice is published. Within
one month of the public hearing, the city council must vote on the proposed charter amendment ordinance.
The ordinance is enacted if it receives an affirmative vote of all members of the city council and is approved
by the mayor and published as in the case of other ordinances. An ordinance amending a city charter shall
not become effective until 90 days after passage and publication or at such later date as is fixed in the
ordinance. Within 60 days after passage and publication of such an ordinance, a petition requesting a
referendum on the ordinance may be filed with the city clerk. The petition must be signed by registered
voters equal in number to at least five percent of the registered voters in the city or 2,000, whichever is less.
If the requisite petition is filed within the prescribed period, the ordinance shall not become effective until
it is approved by the voters as in the case of charter amendments submitted by the charter commission, the
council, or by petition of the voters, except that the council may submit the ordinance at any general or
special election held at least 60 days after submission of the petition, or it may reconsider its action in
adopting the ordinance. As far as practicable the requirements of subdivisions 1 to 3 apply to petitions
submitted under this section, to an ordinance amending a charter, and to the filing of such ordinance when
approved by the voters.

4.5.4 Inthe case of a vacancy where there remains less than 365 days in the unexpired term, the
council shall, by a majority vote, appoint a successor to serve for the remainder of said term. In the
case of a tie vote of the council, the mayor, or acting mayor if the office of mayor be vacant, shall
make the appointment from the candidates involved in the tie vote.

4.5.6 If there are insufficient numbers of candidates in a regular or special election to fill expiring or
vacated municipal offices, the city council shall fill said offices by appointment until the next
regular municipal election. In the case of a tie vote of the council, the mayor shall make said
appointment from the candidates under consideration.

Purpose/Background:

Purpose:
The purpose of this case is to adopt Resolution #23-074 approving the Joint Powers Agreement for Improvement
Project #20-11, Ramsey Gateway Highway 10 Improvements, Anoka County Contract No. C0009284.

Background:

Anoka County is proposing grade separation improvements on CSAH 56 (Ramsey Blvd) and CSAH 57 (Sunfish
Lake Blvd) at the BNSF Railway and U.S. Highway 10 crossings to improve traffic operations and safety on each
facility. The proposed improvements were designed and will be constructed in partnership with the City of
Ramsey and the Minnesota Department of Transportation.

The proposed improvements generally include reconstructing portions of U.S. Highway 10/169, CSAH
56/Ramsey Boulevard, CSAH 57/Sunfish Lake Boulevard, and Riverdale Drive; constructing new frontage roads;
constructing sidewalks, trails and pedestrian curb ramps; constructing bridges and roundabouts; reconstructing
municipal utilities; constructing a temporary traffic control signal system; establishing turf; and installing striping
and signing.

Anoka County has prepared the attached Joint Powers Agreement (JPA), Anoka Contract #C0009284, to clearly
define the responsibilities of both Anoka County and the City of Ramsey as related to the construction and
maintenance of the proposed improvements. Exhibit A of the attached JPA shows the overall scope of the
proposed improvements, which is included as a separate attachment.

Portions of CSAH 56/Ramsey Boulevard and CSAH 57/Sunfish Lake Boulevard will be closed to thru traffic
during construction, and access for local traffic will be maintained during construction through detours and
temporary access points.

Construction is anticipated to occur between 2023 and 2026, with the vast majority of work occurring in 2024 and
2025.

Notifications are not required for this case.

Declaration of Restrictive Covenants

The JPA requires the County to acquire all necessary right-of-way, easements, and other property rights for the
Project. The County is subject to a separate JPA with MnDOT for oversight and approval of the state on all
acquisitions of right-of-way. The cost of all necessary right-of-way, easements, and other property rights for the
Project shall be covered utilizing awarded project funds. Any City owned property or easements required for the
construction will be conveyed to the County at no cost, excluding RALF acquired properties in which RALF
funds must be repaid to the Metropolitan Council. After the project, certain right of way and other property




interests will be turned up to MnDOT. The parties anticipate there will be various right-of-way parcels not
requested by MnDOT, that were acquired by Anoka County with state funds for the Project.

Right of Way that is not needed by MnDOT or the County for the Project shall be conveyed at no cost to the City
for future non-roadway use, green space, development or sale. All dispositions of surplus land or right of way not
required for the Project, are subject to restrictive covenants to secure the land for later reimbursement of state
highway funds, as addressed in the Declaration provision below. The County will record the Declaration on the
surplus land/parcels prior to the conveyance to the City.

As for the lands the State does not require be turned up after the Project, and to ensure state reimbursement for
the purchase of those lands, the County and City agree to establish certain restrictions of record with respect to
the future sale and use of the properties not needed for infrastructure and construction of the Project. Those
restrictions shall run with and encumber the land as more fully set forth in the Declaration designated by the State
to be used for this Project. The parties are aware that after the Project is complete, some of the surplus land and
right of way not needed for the Project shall be conveyed by the County to the City of Ramsey, to be made
available for future use or development by the City. Such transfers between County and City are specifically
permitted by the State and are not considered to trigger the sale/use restrictions in the Declaration. However, any
subsequent sale, transfer or conveyance of the properties by the City shall be subject to the restrictions set forth in
the Declaration.

The County and City shall cooperate in consenting and signing the necessary Declarations and recording same on
the required properties. The County and City further agree to comply with all terms, conditions, and restrictions
set forth in the Declarations required by the state, which result from the use of state funding for the acquisition of
right of way necessary for the Project.

The City Council will be approving the attached Declaration of Restrictive Covenants upon adoption of
Resolution #23-074.

City Maintenance Obligations
Upon approval of the JPA the City of Ramsey will be obligating itself to the following ongoing maintenance
operations;

o Maintenance of the completed watermain, sanitary sewer, storm sewer (except catch basins and catch basin
leads), and detention basins (including ponds and their outlet structures and grit chambers/collectors) shall
be the sole obligation of the City, except for ponds maintained by MnDOT. In this case MnDOT will
determine maintenance obligations in a separate agreement.

o Maintenance of the bituminous trails on CSAH 56 and CSAH 57 shall be the responsibility of the City. The
City shall be responsible for general routine maintenance, such as sweeping, clearing, plowing, trash
removal and other incidental items. The City shall be responsible for long-term maintenance, such as
bituminous overlays, crack sealing and replacement.

o Maintenance of crosswalk pavement markings shall be the responsibility of the City. The City will be
responsible for all crosswalk pavement markings for any trail/sidewalk crossings at all city streets.

o Maintenance of streetlights and cost of electrical power to the streetlights shall be the sole obligation of the
City. The City will be responsible for long-term maintenance and replacement of the complete street light
system including items such as: poles, fixtures, luminaires, and control cabinets.

o Maintenance and up-keep of the center islands located within the roundabout(s).

o Maintenance of landscaping and streetscaping.

Funding Source:
Total construction costs for the proposed improvements are estimated to be $102,050,000.

The City’s lump sum project cost share is set at $4,000,000. The City’s first payment of $1,500,000 will be
required at the time of award for the widening project, scheduled for Spring/Summer of 2023. The City will then
be required to pay another $1,000,000 on March 1, 2024, and another $1,500,000 on March 1, 2025. The City's
lump sum contribution will cover the City’s share of project costs for design, right-of-way acquisitions,
construction, and construction engineering expenses.

The City lump sum contribution is proposed to be funded with $2,000,000 of Public Improvement Revolving
(PIR) Funds and $2,000,000 of Municipal State Aid (MSA) Funds per attached sheets 201 and 202 from the
2023-2032 Capital Improvement Program.

Recommendation:

Staff recommends approving the attached Joint Powers Agreement.

WHEREAS, Anoka County is proposing grade separation improvements on County State Aid
Highway (CSAH) 56/Ramsey Boulevard and CSAH 57/Sunfish Lake Boulevard at the Burlington Northern
Santa Fe (BNSF) Railway and U.S. Highway 10/169 crossings to improve traffic operations and safety on
each facility in partnership with BNSF, the City of Ramsey, and the Minnesota Department of

WHEREAS, the proposed improvements generally include reconstructing portions of
U.S. Highway 10/169, CSAH 56/Ramsey Boulevard, CSAH 57/Sunfish Lake Boulevard, and
Riverdale Drive; constructing new frontage roads; constructing sidewalks, trails and pedestrian
curb ramps; constructing bridges and roundabouts; reconstructing municipal utilities;
constructing a temporary traffic control signal system; establishing turf; and installing striping
and signing; and

WHEREAS, said parties mutually agree that the at-grade intersections of CSAH 56 and
CSAH 57 at the BNSF Railway and U.S. Highway 10 crossings require grade separation to

WHEREAS, CSAH 56/Ramsey Boulevard and CSAH 57/Sunfish Lake Boulevard are

THIS AGREEMENT is made by the parties on the last date executed below, by and between the
County of Anoka, a political subdivision of the State of Minnesota, 2100 Third Avenue, Anoka,
Minnesota 55303, hereinafter referred to as "County", and the City of Ramsey, 7550 Sunwood Dr NW,
Ramsey, MN 55303, hereinafter referred to as "City".

WITNESSETH

WHEREAS, the parties to this agreement agree it is in the best interest of the traveling public to
construct grade separation improvements on CSAH 56 (Ramsey Blvd) and CSAH 57 (Sunfish Lake Blvd)
at the BNSF railway and US Highway 10 crossings; and,

WHEREAS, said parties mutually agree that the intersections of CSAH 56 and CSAH 57 at the
BNSF and US HWY 10 crossings are in need of grade separation for public safety; and,

WHEREAS, the County has prepared preliminary design plans for the grade separation project on
CSAH 56 and CSAH 57 in accordance with Anoka County and the Minnesota Department of
Transportation standards to a staff approved layout condition; and,

WHEREAS, Anoka County has jurisdiction over CSAH 56 and CSAH 57; and,

WHEREAS, the parties agree that it is in their best interests that the cost of said project be shared;
and,

WHEREAS, Minn. Stat. § 471.59 authorizes political subdivisions of the state to enter into joint
powers agreements for the joint exercise of powers common to each.

NOW, THEREFORE, IT IS MUTUALLY STIPULATED AND AGREED:
L PURPOSE

The parties have joined together for the purpose of reconstructing roadway, drainage, trail, and bridges as
well as other utilities on CSAH 56 (Ramsey Blvd) and CSAH 57 (Sunfish Lake Blvd); as described in
Exhibit A (collectively “the Project”) as identified by the County and City project numbers above. Said
engineering plans are filed in the office of the Anoka County Highway Department and incorporated
herein by reference.

The parties to this Joint Powers Agreement (JPA) agree in principle that construction of the Project, is in
the best interest of the traveling public and that the Approved Layout as shown in Exhibit A defines the
the Project.

It is agreed that the Exhibit A Layout has been reviewed and accepted by the parties for construction. .

IL. METHOD



Anoka County Contract No. C0009284

The County shall cause the construction of the Project according to the terms herein.

IMPROVEMENTS:

It is agreed by the parties that in 2023-2026, CSAH 56 and CSAH 57 will be constructed into grade
separated intersections spanning the BNSF Railway and US Highway 10 to the extent shown in Exhibit
A.

INTERSECTIONS:

As agreed by the parties, improvements to the following intersections have been incorporated in the
Exhibit A Layout design:

CSAH 56/ Riverdale Dr NW: Roundabout controlled intersection
CSAH 56/ Proposed Frontage Rd: Roundabout controlled intersection
CSAH 56/ 143 Ave NW Right-In Right- Out

CSAH 57/ Riverdale Dr NW: Full access

CSAH 57/Proposed Frontage Rd: Roundabout controlled intersection
CSAH 57/McKinley St NW: Full access intersection

RIGHT OF WAY:

The parties agree that the County will acquire all necessary right-of-way, easements, and other property
rights for the Project. The parties acknowledge that the County is subject to a separate JPA with MnDOT
for oversight and approval of the state on all acquisitions of right-of-way. The parties agree that the cost
of the ROW shall be covered utilizing awarded project funds. Any City owned property or easements
required for the construction will be conveyed to the County at no cost, excluding RALF acquired
properties in which RALF funds must be repaid to the Metropolitan Council. After the project, certain
right of way and other property interests will be turned up to MnDOT. The parties anticipate there will be
various right-of-way parcels not requested by MnDOT, that were acquired by Anoka County with state
funds for the Project. Right of Way that is not needed by MnDOT or the County for the Project shall be
conveyed at no cost to the City for future non-roadway use, green space, development or sale. All
dispositions of surplus land or right of way not required for the Project, are subject to restrictive covenants
to secure the land for later reimbursement of state highway funds, as addressed in the Declaration provision
below. The County will record the Declaration on the surplus land/parcels prior to the conveyance to the
City.

REQUIREMENT OF DECLARATION (RESTRICTIVE COVENANT):

As for the lands the State does not require be turned up after the Project, and to ensure state
reimbursement for the purchase of those lands, the County and City agree to establish certain restrictions
of record with respect to the future sale and use of the properties not needed for infrastructure and
construction of the Project. Those restrictions shall run with and encumber the land as more fully set
forth in the Declaration designated by the State to be used for this Project. The parties are aware that
after the Project is complete, some of the surplus land and right of way not needed for the Project shall
be conveyed by the County to the City of Ramsey, to be made available for future use or development
by the City. Such transfers between County and City are specifically permitted by the State and are not

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considered to trigger the sale/use restrictions in the Declaration. However, any subsequent sale, transfer
or conveyance of the properties by the City shall be subject to the restrictions set forth in the
Declaration. The County and City shall cooperate in consenting and signing the necessary Declarations
and recording same on the required properties. The County and City further agree to comply with all
terms, conditions, and restrictions set forth in the Declarations required by the state, which result from
the use of state funding for the acquisition of right of way necessary for the Project.

DRAINAGE:

The City’s percentage of the cost of the storm sewer system, including the detention basins and their outlet
structures is included as part of the City’s lump sum contribution to the cost of the project.

BITUMINOUS TRAIL:

The City’s lump sum contribution to the total project costs covers the City’s portion of the trail
construction cost. The parties agree that the City will be responsible for all future maintenance of the trails
constructed for this Project.

TRAFFIC CONTROL:

The parties understand and agree that portions of CSAH 56 and CSAH 57 will be closed to thru traffic
during construction, and access for local traffic will be maintained during construction through detours
and temporary access points. The parties agree and understand the cost share for traffic control for the
city shall be included in the City’s lump sum contribution.

DRIVEWAYS:

The parties agree that all driveways affected (excluding those identified for removal) in the Project will
be reconstructed in kind at 100% project cost.

LANDSCAPING/STREETSCAPING:

The parties agree that if the City wishes to include landscaping or streetscape features in the project, they
shall be designed in accordance with Anoka County Highway Department Landscape/Streetscape
Guidelines. Future maintenance of any landscaping/streetscaping will be the sole responsibility of the
City. Eligible improvements allowed by MnDOT will be included in the City’s lump sum contribution.

RETAINING WALLS & NOISE WALLS:

The parties agree that if the City wishes to include aesthetic treatment to any retaining walls or noise walls,
any construction costs above standard cost will be an additional expense charged to the City.

UTILITIES:
The City will pay for their utility project costs. The parties agree and understand the cost share for utility

adjustments and installations shall be included in the City’s lump sum contribution.

PERMITS:
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The parties agree that the County will secure all necessary permits for this Project. The City agrees to
coordinate with the County in securing the permits required by Lower Rum River Water Management
Organization (LRRWMO), city permits, as well as any other permits that may be required. The County
also requests that the City inform the County of any ordinances or city regulations that affect
construction at the time of the signing of this JPA (e.g. setbacks, tree clearing ordinances, or any other
city ordinances).

II1. COSTS

The contract costs of the work, or if the work is not contracted, the cost of all labor, materials, normal
engineering costs and equipment rental required to complete the work, shall constitute the “actual
construction costs" and shall be so referred to herein. "Estimated construction costs" are good faith
projections of the costs, which will be incurred for this project. Actual costs will vary and those will be
the costs for which the relevant parties will be responsible. At the onset of this project both Anoka County
and the City of Ramsey each committed a sum of $4,000,000 for the delivery of this project. As such this
JPA is in agreement with that commitment and reflects a $4,000,000 lump sum amount to cover the City’s
contribution to the project. Anoka County will contribute $5,500,000 to the project.

The estimated construction cost of the total project is $102,050,000

The City’s share of this project is set as a lump sum amount of: $4,000,000.00

Upon award of the contract, the City shall pay to the County, $4,000,000 in total over the length of the
construction project. The first payment will be required at the time of award for the widening project. This
payment will be $1,500,000. The remaining share will be paid as follows $1,000,000 March 1%, 2024 and
$1,500,000 March 1*', 2025. The City's lump sum contribution will cover the city’s share of the cost of
the project shall include design, ROW, construction and construction engineering expenses.

The County agrees to submit to the City for review all final quantities and costs within one year of project
substantial completion.

IV.  TERM/TERMINATION

This Agreement shall become effective immediately upon execution and will remain in effect until the
Project and all restoration activities are completed, with exception of the ownership and maintenance
provisions within this Agreement which shall continue indefinitely and survive termination of this
Agreement.

V. DISBURSEMENT OF FUNDS

All funds disbursed by the County or City pursuant to this Agreement shall be disbursed by each entity
pursuant to the method provided by law.

VL. CONTRACTS AND PURCHASES
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All contracts let and purchases made pursuant to this Agreement shall be made by the County in
conformance to the State laws.

VII.  STRICT ACCOUNTABILITY

A strict accounting shall be made of all funds and report of all receipts and shall be made upon request by
either party. Prior to city payment to the County, Anoka County shall provide the City a copy of all cost
participation documents submitted to MnDOT State Aid to assist the city in their application for MSA
funding.

IX. MAINTENANCE

A. Maintenance of the completed watermain, sanitary sewer, storm sewer (except catch basins and
catch basin leads), and detention basins (including ponds and their outlet structures and grit
chambers/collectors) shall be the sole obligation of the City, except for ponds maintained by
MnDOT. In this case MnDOT will determine maintenance obligations in a separate agreement.

B. Maintenance of the bituminous trails on CSAH 56 and CSAH 57 shall be the responsibility of
the City. The City shall be responsible for general routine maintenance, such as sweeping,
clearing, plowing, trash removal and other incidental items. The City shall be responsible for
long-term maintenance, such as bituminous overlays, crack sealing and replacement.

C. Maintenance of crosswalk pavement markings shall be the responsibility of the City. The City
will be responsible for all crosswalk pavement markings for any trail/sidewalk crossings at all
city streets.

D. Maintenance of streetlights and cost of electrical power to the streetlights shall be the sole
obligation of the City. The City will be responsible for long-term maintenance and replacement
of the complete street light system including items such as: poles, fixtures, luminaires, and
control cabinets.

E. The City shall be responsible for the maintenance and up-keep of the center islands located within
the roundabout(s).

X. NOTICE

For purposes of delivery of any notices herein, the notice shall be effective if delivered to the County
Administrator of Anoka County, 2100 Third Avenue, Anoka, Minnesota 55303, on behalf of the County,
and to the City Administrator of Ramsey, 7550 Sunwood Dr NW, Ramsey, MN 55303, on behalf of the
City.

XI.  INDEMNIFICATION

The City and County mutually agree to indemnify and hold harmless each other from any claims, losses,
costs, expenses or damages resulting from the acts or omissions of the respective officers, agents, or
employees relating to activities conducted by either party under this Agreement.

XII.  ENTIRE AGREEMENT REQUIREMENT OF A WRITING

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It is understood and agreed that the entire agreement of the parties is contained herein and that this
Agreement supersedes all oral agreements and all negotiations between the parties relating to the subject
matter thereof, as well as any previous agreement presently in effect between the parties to the subject
matter thereof. Any alterations, variations, or modifications of the provisions of this Agreement shall be
valid only when they have been reduced to writing and duly signed by the parties.

XIII. COUNTERPARTS

This Agreement may be executed in any number of counterparts, each one of which shall be
deemed to be an original, but all such counterparts together shall constitute one and the same instrument.

*1 The County pays for 100% of Standard Median Design such as plain concrete. If a local unit of government requests decorative
median such as brick, stamped concrete, or landscaping, the local unit will pay the additional cost above the cost of standard
median.

*2 In the event no State Aid is being used, or in the event the state aid letter does not determine cost split percentages, drainage cost

shares will be computed by the proportion of contributing flow outside the County right of way to the total contributing flow.

*3 Engineering shall be paid by the Lead Agency except that any participating agency will pay construction engineering in the amount
of 8% of the construction costs paid by that agency.

*4 In the event that the Township or City requests purchase of right-of-way in excess of those right-of-ways required by County
construction, the Township or City participates to the extent an agreement can be reached in these properties. For instance, a
Township or City may request a sidewalk be constructed alongside a County roadway which would require additional right-of-way, in
which case the Township or City may pay for that portion of the right-of-way. Acquisition of right-of-way for new alignments shall be
the responsibility of the Township or City in which the alignment is located. This provision may be waived by agreement with the
