BACKGROUND:
The City of San Luis is requesting this text amendment in light of the Reed v. Town of Gilbert, 135 S. Ct.
2218 (2015). In June 2015 the U.S. Supreme Court made a ruling in the case titled Reed v. Town of
Gilbert which caused a significant change in approach to sign regulations that had previously been used
in San Luis and many other localities across the state and country. The case involved a sign ordinance in
the Town of Gilbert, Arizona that regulated signs differently according to content-based sign types, such
as directional signs, church sings, and political signs. 

A church appealed the City’s regulations because they were limited to certain size signs that they used to
direct parishioners to their church, yet signs with other messages were allowed to be much larger. They
argued that if the visual clutter is the concern being addressed with sign regulations, then the message
on the sign should not make a difference and all types of signs should be treated fairly.

The Supreme Court took a conservative view and held that any regulation that distinguishes signs based
on what they say is considered to be content based, and content based regulations are legally subject to
strict scrutiny and are thus only allowed if they are narrowly tailored to serve a compelling governmental
interest and other avenues of communication are available for the user of the sign. Aesthetical and safety
justifications are not enough of a reason for a sign regulation to survive strict scrutiny. The ruling basically
says “if you have to read the sign to know if it complies with zoning, the regulation is invalid.”

Because of this ruling, many aspects of the current Zoning Ordinance for signage have become
unenforceable. While amendments are needed for all components of the signage regulations that relate
to sign content or content-based sign categories, a pressing issue is that of signs in the public
right-of-way. 

Because the City currently allows certain signs in the right-of-way, it effectively has to allow all signs in
the right-of-way. The City can no longer limit signage installations in the right-of-way to only political
campaign signs because it is content-based regulation. As a result, the City has been limited in its ability
to enforce proliferation of other types of sings that have recently been placed in roadway medians and
along the sides of streets.



The proposed text amendment would remove the language regarding political signs from the Zoning
Ordinance and City Code, which currently recites the state statute (A.R.S. 16-1019).  The new language
would simply say that political signs are regulated by the State and not the City. It does not say the signs
are legal; rather that removal is controlled by state law. This amendment would eliminate the
content-based treatment on the right-of-way under our Zoning Ordinance. Basically, by changing the
language of political signs, there would be no signs allowed in the public right-of-way. 

CITIZEN REVIEW MEETING:
The Citizen Review Meeting was held on May 3, 2016 at City Hall Multipurpose Room at 6 PM. The
intent of this meeting was to allow the public to learn about the project, ask questions, and express
comments. There were no members of the public present. 

ANALYSIS:
In the wake of Reed, some things are clear. Governments still have an array content-neutral regulations
to apply to signs. But, content-based distinctions such as the ones in the Town of Gilbert's code must
survive strict scrutiny to stand, because of mix of opinions from the Court, there are several open
questions. We will not know the full scope and meaning of Reed v. Town of Gilbert until the federal courts
being to apply this decision to other sings litigations. 

In the mean while, this amendment will maximize the City's opportunity to defeat any challenges to the
signs on right-of-way regulations as being content-based. This text amendment would make Section
16.1-E of the Zoning Ordinance enforceable again, therefore allowing the city to regulate the illegal signs
currently placed on the right-of-way. 

SUMMARY:
The purpose of this amendment is to enhance and maintain the aesthetical character, to promote the
public health, safety and general welfare, and to increase the effectiveness of visual communication in
the city. It is also intended to avoid visual clutter that may adversely impact traffic and pedestrian safety,
or be adverse to property values, business opportunities and the city's appearance and to prevent and
abate public nuisances. 

Staff recommends approval of Text Amendment Case No. 2016-0204. The reason for approval is that the
request is generally consistent with the applicable goals and objectives of the General Plan. 
 

RECOMMENDED MOTION:
I move to recommend approval of Text Amendment Case No. 2016-0204 to the City Council as
presented by Staff.

PROPOSED ORDINANCE 

NO. 350 

AN ORDINANCE OF THE MAYOR AND COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF SAN LUIS, 

ARIZONA, AMENDING THE SAN LUIS CITY CODE,  CHAPTER 152 ZONING 

REGULATIONS, SECTIONS 152.259(B) AND 152.260 RELATING TO TEMPORARY 

SIGNS AND POLITICAL SIGNS;  REPEALING ANY CONFLICTING PROVISIONS; 

AND PROVIDING FOR SEVERABILITY. 

WHEREAS, it is the desire of the City Council of the City of San Luis to have the 

regulation of signs conform to the holding of the U.S. Supreme Court in Reed v. The 

Town of Gilbert;  

 NOW THEREFORE BE IT ORDAINED BY THE MAYOR AND COUNCIL OF 

THE CITY OF SAN LUIS, ARIZONA AS FOLLOWS: 

 Section 1.  Section 152.259 of the Code of Ordinances of the City of San Luis, 
Arizona, is hereby amended to repeal subsection 152.259(B) in its entirety. Subsection 
152.259 (C) shall be renumbered to be subsection 152.259 (B) and subsection 152.259 
(D) shall be renumbered to be subsection 152.259 (C).   
 
  Section 2.  Section 152.260 of the Code of Ordinances of the City of San Luis, 
Arizona, is hereby amended to read as follows: 
 

§152.260 POLITICAL SIGNS ON PUBLIC STREETS 
 
The Arizona Revised Statutes control the removal of political signs. 

 
 Section 3.  In the event of a conflict between the provisions of this ordinance and 
any other ordinance, resolution, regulation, or policy within the City of San Luis, the 
conflicting provisions are hereby repealed, superseded, and replaced, and the 
provisions of this ordinance shall govern. 
 
 Section 4.  If any section, subsection, sentence, clause, phrase, or portion of this 
ordinance is for any reason held to be invalid or unconstitutional by the final decision of 
any court of competent jurisdiction, such decision shall not affect the validity of the 
remaining portions of this ordinance or said reference regulations.

A. Action on Subdivision Case No. 2016-0158P

BACKGROUND:
The subject property is located in the east mesa of the City of San Luis. Bienestar 9A Phase 1 is located
to the west of the proposed location; it is zoned as Medium-High Density (R-2) and is developed as
single family dwelling units. Properties to the east and south are also zoned as Medium-High Density
(R-2) and is undeveloped land. Property to the north is part of Yuma County and is undeveloped land.  

GENERAL PLAN:
This area is designated as Neighborhood in the City of San Luis 2020 General Plan. The activities
proposed will be consistent with that designation (Chapter 2, Page 19-20). The Neighborhood Land Use
designation allows all types of residential development. 

AGENCY REVIEW: 
As part of the review process, all land use cases are reviewed by various City and outside agencies. We
have received comments from the following agencies: 

Yuma County Airport Authority (4-13-16)1.
City of San Luis Fire Department (4-14-16)2.
James Davey and Associates (5-4-16)3.
City of San Luis Public Works Department (5-5-16)4.
City of San Luis Development Services Department (5-5-16)5.

The City has not received any other significant concerns or objects from the various review agencies. 

ANALYSIS:
The preliminary plat for Bienestar Estates 9A Phase 1 and Phase 2 were approved at the same time
back in 2007. Phase 1 was developed but not Phase 2. As per Section 5.1-2 of the City of San Luis
Subdivision Regulations the Phase 2 preliminary plat approval expired in 2010. "If the sub-divider fails to
record a final plat for any phase of the preliminary plat within three (3) years, or any succeeding phase
within three (3) years of the previous phase, the preliminary plat approval will expire unless the
subdivider applies for and receives an extension from either the Commission or the City Council."

In an effort to alleviate the demand for bigger houses even from people interested in the self-help
affordable homes, the City Council approved Ordinance No. 347, an ordinance to set up the minimum lot
size to 6,000 square feet for new subdivisions. 

The property is currently zoned as Medium-High Density (R-2) which does not allow construction of



The property is currently zoned as Medium-High Density (R-2) which does not allow construction of
single detached dwellings. The applicant is on the process of rezoning the property to the appropriate
zoning (Ordinance No. 352). The Second Reading of Ordinance No. 352 to rezone the project property is
scheduled for the City Council Regular Meeting of May 11, 2016. 

SUMMARY:
The applicant has provided the information and materials necessary for review of the preliminary plat for
Bienestar 9A Phase 2 Subdivision. 

Based on the need for additional information and probable redesign of some parts, staff recommends this
item to be CONTINUED until the applicant addresses comments from James Davey Associates, Public
Works Department, and Development Services.

Roman,

I have reviewed the Bienestar Estates 9A Subdivision – Phase 2 Preliminary Plat and have the following comments:

Cover – No Comments.
Preliminary Plat – Sheet 1

1. Survey monuments for the corners of the subdivision should be per Yuma Co. Detail 4-040 instead of 4-030
(all will be in pavement.)

2. Corner chamfers (sight triangles) at all interior street intersections are shown as being about 15’ x 15’. This is
the same dimension as used in Phase 1 of the subdivision and per the Preliminary Grading and Paving Plan
the handicap ramps appear to fit with these chamfers, however the Yuma County Standard is 25’ x 25’. (Are
15’ x 15’ chamfers acceptable to the City given the precedence set by Phase 1?)

3. Show adjacent street right-of-way along Avenue E-1/2 as has been dedicated to the City per the Border
Ranches Subdivision Plat.

Preliminary Paving and Grading Plans – Sheet 1
1. Subdivision is shown to drain to the retention basin constructed in Phase 1. Provide an updated drainage

report including updated retention basin sizing based on including runoff from Phase 2 and the as-built
condition of the retention basin and including calculations of street flow capacities for the combined
subdivisions.

Preliminary Paving and Grading Plans – Sheet 2
1. No comments.

Preliminary Water and Sewer Plan – Sheet 3
1. Check grade of MH #9 – its east invert grade is lower than the invert grade of MH #16 downstream of it.

[Overall, the comments are rather minor and could be deferred to the final plat and improvement plans submittal. My
Comment 2 under Preliminary Plat regarding the corner chamfers is probably not needed as it appears a precedent was
already set in Phase 1 of the subdivision.]

PW conducted a quick review of the subject plans and have the following comments:

• Assure owners information is correct

• Under the general notes, modify statement to state that Contractor shall be responsible to comply with local,
state, and federal SWPPP requirements and BMPs

• Sight Triangles should be changed to 25’ x 25’ within the subdivision and 30’ x 30’ where it connects to the
major collector road. In the event that the 30’ x 30’ reduces the lot size below the required minimum, a 25’ x 25’
may be used, but only in that case.

• Drainage report to be provided showing that existing streets, spillways, and retention basin are adequate to
handle the additional stormwater flow and volumes to comply with Yuma County Standards.

• The City is still evaluating the potential need of some additional 1’ non-access easements but don’t have a
determination at this time.

2. Subdivision Regulations Section 3.3-1, County 23 ½ St must be changed to San Luis Lane and 

Avenue E ½ must be changed to 20th Avenue. 

3. Subdivision Regulations Section 3.25-1, a 5’ sidewall is required along Aracely Street. 

4. Subdivision Regulations Section 3.27-2, Driveways for corner lots must be clearly shown. 

5. Subdivision Regulations Section 3.28, Lot dimensions shall comply with the minimum standards 

of the Zoning Ordinance: 

a. As per Chapter 5-Table No. 3 of the Zoning Ordinance- R1-6: 

i.  Minimum Lot Size- all lots must be a minimum of 6000 sf.  

ii. Minimum Lot Width- 60 feet and 65 feet on corner lots. 

b. For width on the inside of the curve lots refer to Section 1.12-B.112 (B) of the Zoning 

Ordinance.  
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
