improvements along north 4th Avenue.  (Eulogio Vera, Public Works Director) 
 

Mr. Glenn Gimbut, Assistant City Attorney, explained that in respect to Valley View 
Apartments, in the engineering work of Kevin Dahl it became determined that the city 
needs to do some major work on 4th Avenue, which is to cut into the slope to improve 

the line of sight and to lower the slope on that road.

This involves relocation of a water line and the condition of the roadway is that to have a 

well-built road, the city would want to lower that grade with or without Valley View 
Apartments.  With Valley View Apartments and where the driveways are located, the 
city really does have to do it.  For Valley View Apartments, they are working on a low 

income housing tax credit program, which means a fixed budget and fixed set of plans 
on a project approved by the State of Arizona.  The problem is that they need building 

permits for the apartments to be issue and they need them in short order, that is the 
reason for this Special Council meeting tonight.  The city is providing for the road 
improvements and they get that done within their budget.  The city is setting what 

assurances need to be posted for infrastructure that allows the city to be able to issue 
the permits within timeframes they need to keep the project going.  The cost of the road 

will be between $350,000.00 to $500,000.00 according to Kevin Dahl’s engineers cost 
estimate.  What the city has done in this form of agreement is in Section 2.4 where it 
read that the city will be responsible to relocate the water line and to pay the sum of 

$160,000.00 toward the design and development of all the improvements, the rest is on 
Comite De Bienestar.  He added that staff is asking the City Council to contribute an 

extra $160,000.00 toward the road improvements on 4th Avenue.   
 
Mayor Gerardo Sanchez said that for clarification this is something they created and not 

the city.  Both entities agreed but the city did not know they had to sustain that extra 
expense. 

 
Mr. Gimbut added that the city did not know about the extra expense, but it is an 
improvement that should be done for 4th Avenue anyway.  The city is putting a ceiling on 

what it is doing and the rest of the improvements, if there is a cost, it will overrun on 
Comite De Bienestar. 

 
Mr. Eulogio Vera, Director of Public Works, stated that he did not get an exhibit 
regarding what the proposed improvements are, but the sight distance coming up the 

hill will be improved to what is acceptable for design standards.  Mr. Vera briefly 
explained the improvements to the area.   

 
Mayor Gerardo Sanchez asked where the funds coming from. 
 

Mr. Vera responded that it has not yet been determined, but staff has spoken to Ms. 
Monica Castro, Director of Finance, to see the options for the City Council to discuss in 

the future.  The first commitment is for the city to establish that it is on board with this 
expense and the second is they are posting the assurances so that the permit can be 
issued.  These are the two (2) critical things needed to be able to obtain their permit.  

The city required a traffic study and a visibility or sight distance analysis which is the 
one that determined that the hills has to come down.  A current traffic study that was 

done for 4th Avenue and Union Street looks at the entire corridor from Cesar Chavez 
Boulevard to down the hill.  Staff review the study and agree with it. 
 

Mayor Gerardo Sanchez indicated that he understands that this project needs to be 
done, but it is just the hurriness that they need this or they will not get the permits.  

These surprises and not knowing where the money is coming from becomes an issue.  
The city is delaying other projects for the benefit of this project.    
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Council Member Gloria Torres declared a conflict of interest and stated she will abstain 

from voting. 
 
MOTION:  Council Member Luis Cabrera/Council Member Jose Ponce to approve and 

adopt Resolution No. 2193 and authorize any transfer of funds necessary to effectuate 
the development agreement approved by Resolution No. 2193.  Motion passed six (6) 

ayes and one (1) abstention from Council Member Gloria Torres.

2. PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE 

 
Council Member Mario Buchanan Jr. led the Pledge of Allegiance.  
 

3.  DISCUSSION AND POSSIBLE ACTION ITEMS: 
 

Mayor Gerardo Sanchez allowed the public to comment on the first item for three (3) 
minutes each. 
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Mr. Genaro Soto Cordova, Resident, stated that his issue is regarding health problems.  

A few months ago, he was in down San Luis as he calls it to georeference the area.  He 
said that some of the neighbors in that area were talking about how the pavement was 
destroyed.  He video recorded the pavement problems and some laugh at it and others 

think about the situation.  A few weeks later, the city had programmed the repairs of the 
pavement and he came across with city employees from the water department who 

were preparing the hydrological infrastructure mix.  He then asked one (1) of the city 
employees if they still used the asbestos and he was told yes.  Mr. Soto Cordova added 
that the World Wide Health Organization has informed that asbestos is dangerous to a 

human being; in such way that it detaches fibers that stay in ones organism.  Some of 
those residents in that area can die with cancer because of the asbestos.  He thinks that 

the city could have invested to convert the asbestos into pvc.  He hopes that the Mayor 
and City Council understand that the city is hurting the health of its residents. 
 

Mr. Gilberto Zarate, Resident, said that he has requested recall packets, although he 
does not want to do it because it will be an unnecessary spending when this money can 

be used on something that will help the city in a positive way.   He asked the Mayor and 
City Council to think well about their decision because it can return to them not only to 
Tadeo.  He said he respects each one of the elected officials but they need to rectify the 

error and he is not playing, he has the signatures for the recall and he is going after 
them.  He stated that what the City Council does with Tadeo, Mr. Zarate will do the 

same to elected officials.         
 
Ms. Lila Quiñonez, Resident, reproached to four (4) elected officials for not attending 

their call the day the residents were waiting for them outside after the meeting and they 
disrespected them, the majority of which are seniors.  She said that they are pressuring 

residents and the City Council is acting in an erroneous manner she hopes they 
reconsider their actions but they do not show any regrets.  The majority of the citizens of 
this community are willing to not give their vote to those four (4) Council Members and 

sign the recall.   
 

Mr. Jossue Alexis Becerra, Resident, said he was born in Yuma but raised in San Luis, 
Arizona.  He thinks Tadeo is not the fit for the position, he is not academically prepared 
for the position.  The city is growing and there are others who can qualify for the 

position, young residents who have a bachelor's degree.  The community needs 
someone who can be an actual administrator and not a certified secretary.  He added 

that even Vice Mayor Africa Luna-Carrasco is better qualified than him.  This job does 
not determine who he is and probably can do better.  He said that this job is not 
guaranteed to anybody.

4. A.  September 2021 Library Card Sign-Up Month 
 
Mrs. Sonia Cornelio, City Clerk, read the proclamation in its entirety. 

 
Mayor Gerardo Sanchez thanked the representative from the San Luis Library Branch 

for the service they provide to this community.  He added it is a resource for adults and 
children and appreciates Yuma County for the services they provide. 
 

4. B.  Presentation on the development of the future Veterans Memorial 
Park.  (Lizandro Galaviz, Director of Parks and Recreation) 

 
Mr. Lizandro Galaviz, Interim City Manager/Director of Parks & Recreation, thanked the 
committee and all those involved for working together and support of the future Veteran 

Memorial Park.  Mr. Galaviz provided a brief presentation on the design concept and 
cost.  The PowerPoint presentation is filed with the complete agenda packet filed at the 

City Clerk’s Office. 
 
Mayor Gerardo Sanchez commented the Veterans Park is something needed especially 

for those who have given the ultimate sacrifice and they needs to be recognized, this 
community has active members in the military.  While the cost is high and he 

recommended getting in contact with Congressman Raul Grijalva’s Office for the 
possibility of federal funding towards this project.   
 

4. C.  Presentation regarding asbestos in water line pipe materials; informative 
and regulatory summary.  (Eulogio Vera, Director of Public Works) 

 
Mr. Eulogio Vera, Director of Public Works, presented a brief informative PowerPoint on 
the asbestos cement (AC) pipe and the polyvinylchloride (PVS) pipe which is now what 

is standard industry for water, sewer and other pipelining projects.   He added that 
asbestos is a known carcinogen and it is a natural occurring mineral found in soil and 

rock.  The primary route of exposure to people is inhalation; the material is very strong, 
corrosion resistant, fire resistant, light weight and very economical.  In the early 1900s 
asbestos was very popular to the late 1980s and was used for water line construction in 

the United States (U.S.).  It is estimated that approximately 600,000 miles of AC water 
lines are installed in the U.S. and Canada.  The City of San Luis is a fairly new town and 

has only five (5) miles of AC water lines equaling to 6% of its entire water distribution 
system; other cities have between 30 and 50%.  The city has been repairing older 
subdivisions and when the total reconstruction is being worked on, then that is how the 

old asbestos line will be replaced.   
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Currently there is no regulatory requirement to replace them and mainly it is due to 

Environmental Protection Agency (EPA) and Arizona Department of Environmental 
Quality (ADEQ) governing in Arizona and know that if that asbestos is not released into 
the atmosphere or enough into water, it is not harmful.  Asbestos does not dissolve in 

water.  There is a limit set by EPA which is seven (7) million fibers per liter.  City staff 
tests the water and has never been close to one (1) million fibers per liter, the most 

recent tests results are 0.2, 0.3 and this is because it is coming from well water, from 
the soil coming from the ground.   
 

Furthermore, he added that it has never been a concern in the city.  The tests are done 
based on the requirements from ADEQ as they establish the testing schedules and 

different mineral get tested at different times.  But usually it is twice a year but it is 
different minerals and it is not always the same test; some tests are more frequent but 
staff takes daily samples for more concerning contaminants.  It was brought to his 

attention a concern about how some of the recent projects did not have waterline 
replacements.  The life cycle of an AC pipe is between 70 to over 100 years.  The city 

does not have lines that old and it is not a concern at this time.   
 
The streets that recently got repaved were not in the budget; within the last six (6) or 

seven (7) years there was a list of approximately 12 streets that were deteriorated 
beyond any type of pavement preservation.  The city is investing every year in 

pavement preservation and all the streets repaved in the last three (3) years were 
beyond pavement preservation.  The re-pavement that was completed will probably be 
15-20 years and will be redone again at the time.  The projects that were completed 

would of almost double its cost for the same street if the waterline replacement would 
have been included.  The cost was over $800,000.00 in repaving and would have been 

over $1.5 million for both re-pavement and waterline replacement.  The use of funds 
was appropriate and the city is not in any violation of any regulatory concerns from 
ADEQ or EPA. 

 
Mayor Gerardo Sanchez indicated to make sure city employees are aware of asbestos, 

how a person gets it, safety and lifespan of these pipelines. 
 
Council Member Matias Rosales mentioned that the oldest in that area is from the 

1990s and wondered if what residents are seeing on Merrill Avenue is from Yuma 
County Water Users Association. 

 
Mr. Vera specified that the area that has asbestos is right up against the port, there is a 
small section there, all the other ones got replaced at one time.  For many years when 

originally the town side was built, some of those streets were probably not paved.  
Comite de Bienestar Phase 1 is one subdivision that has asbestos.  Everything on 

Merrill Avenue is PVC and there is another part of Los Portales that has asbestos but 
that is it.  Yuma County Water Users Association does not use asbestos, they use 
concrete and looks the same as asbestos.  Mr. Vera added that this presentation was 

forwarded to the Water Supervisor to be shared with staff.   
 

Everybody gets training on asbestos, exposure and protecting themselves, however 
staff does not do the work with asbestos, as they hire someone else to help with that.   
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The existing lines is not something that would cause cancer.  Some parts of 4th Avenue 

have asbestos and will be replaced with the intersection of 4th Avenue. 
 
Mayor Gerardo Sanchez asked Mr. Vera to provide an estimate of how much would it 

cost to change that 6%. 
 

Mr. Vera added that the America Water Works Association estimates $1 million per mile 
of asbestos replacement.  For the city it probably will be $500,000.00 per mile which will 
be approximately $2.5 million to replace the five (5) miles of waterlines.

Mr. Jessup spoke 
about the success of the program and asked the company that they do a pilot program 

with them and test it out.  The City of San Luis Police Department asked for a three (3) 
month period and Flock Group, Inc., extend it for six (6) months and this program 

yielded some incredible returns.  He explained the process of the application and how it 
works on officers’ cellphones.  The Flock Safety camera sees like a detective to make 
actionable evidence available when needed that is easily searchable by vehicle type, 

make, model, color, timeframe, or plate details.   
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They deliver this detail through machine learning technology that scans each image for 

distinguishing features, instead of traditional metal plates.  This means they can also 
detect vehicles with no plates, temporary plates, dirty/covered plates, and even get 
accurate state detection.

Ms. Columba Nuñez, 146 Jenkins Avenue, San Luis, AZ, stated that the Senior Center 

is closed and she was never informed, she understands the situation and that is how 
that person is.   
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She added that another thing she wanted to bring up to the Mayor and City Council is 

her husband’s situation, for those who do not know, Mr. John Starkey did not retire 
because he wanted to, but because he was pressured, removed, humiliated and 
insulted so that he would leave.  One (1) person with a high school diploma gaining 

more than $100,000.00 would harass and humiliate her husband while he was at work.  
Additionally, she added that Mr. Velez would constantly ask her husband when would 

he retire and Mr. Starkey would come to work afraid, humiliated and stressed; he was 
frustrated and confused with the current administration.  When Mr. Velez spoke to Mr. 
Starkey for the last time, he informed Mr. Starkey that he could go as an inspector but 

that his salary was going to be cut in half.  She would tell her husband that they were 
the ones with the power and that he could not do anything about it.  Her husband was a 

person with more than 30 years of experience, with credentials and a bachelors degree 
from a university who was liked by his co-workers and he could not do anything at all.   
He had to resign, he did not want to go from here, he loved this community and even 

after he left some of the city’s employees would still call him to ask for his help.  The city 
kicked him out, he did not want to retire; she demands respect for all city employees.  

She hopes that the new Interim City Manager treats all city employees fairly, with 
respect and dignity.  She said that she supported Mayor Gerardo Sanchez and regrets it 
because he was one of the main executioners that got her husband out of the city.             

 
8.  SUMMARY OF CURRENT EVENTS 

 
Mayor Gerardo Sanchez reported he received an invitation from Senator Sinema to join 
her for a meeting on the future structure of Port of Entry I; it passed the Senate and 

thanked both Senators Sinema and Mark Kelly.  If the House of Represenatives passed 
the bill, the City of San Luis will receive the $147 million required to finalize Port of Entry 

I.  The City of Douglas will obtain close to $300 million for a new port and the City of 
Nogales will obtain funding for all the necessary studies; they estimate a cost of 
approximately $1 billion.  The City of Calexico will also obtain approximately $300 

million.  In addition to investing in infrastructure, it will be needed to invest in personnel.  
There will be 17 lanes and need to make sure that there will be enough staffing.  One of 

the concerns discussed is the increase in traffic; approximately 14,000 people cross the 
San Luis border with restrictions and when the restrictions are lifted, the vehicle traffic 
will increase.  He also reported that he attended the Ribbon Cutting Ceremony for a 

new development at the Palencia Estates.  He added that the census number is low but 
the city is still at 35,000, they projected between 39,000 and 40,000, the census is 

looking at their data.  One thing about the population is that once the City of San Luis 
reaches 50,000 the funding range changes through infrastructure.  In the 2010 Census, 
the city was a young community, the average age was between the ages of 18 and 26.  

He thanked staff for the different ideas for the community to participate in the census 
and emphasized the importance of the census.  The community that showed the highest 

growth was the City of San Luis.

The SLFD was diligent in trying to get the best ambulance at the right price.  Through the
Houston-Galveston Area Council (HGAC) Agreement, we were able to do just that.  What is HGAC?  It is
a nationwide, government procurement service striving to make the governmental procurement process
more efficient.

SUMMARY:
The City of San Luis continues to be one of the fastest growing cities in the State of Arizona.  It is
particularly critical that we continue to ensure that the City’s wastewater treatment capability and capacity
is adequate for both near- and long-term residential and commercial growth.  Toward this end (and as
most recently briefed to the Council on June 3, 2020), the Department of Public Works has contracted
with PACE Advance Water Engineering (an approved City on-call engineering consultant) to assess both
near- and long-term demands for wastewater treatment and to provide recommended improvements
(both quantitative and qualitative) to our wastewater treatment capabilities.

Mr. Mike Krebs of PACE Advance Water Engineering will be providing a presentation to the Council, in
which we will be summarizing PACE’s assistance to the City for undertaking a wastewater treatement
plant expansion.  Among the most critical improvements that have been recommended in the near-term
(that will be foundational to other improvements that we will be proposing to implement over time) are: (1)
maximizing our ability to redirect and treat wastewater to our East Wastewater Treatment Plan, and; (2)
determining the estimated scope and cost of incremental improvements to the processing capacity of our
East Wastewater Treatment Plant.  PACE’s attached May 10, 2021 Professional Design Services
Proposal details their proposed strategy and cost ($153,475) for addressing these two critical near term
actions.

Regarding improving our ability to redirect and treat wastewater at our East Waste Water Treatment
Plant, PACE’s proposal includes the engineering design of improvements to percolation ponds, flow
metering, and headworks, enabling the plant to be able to efficiently treat wastewater up to its current
rated capacity of 1 million gallons (noting that the plant is presently struggling to treat above .7 to .8
million gallons per day (MGD).  Regarding needed future capacity increases at the East Wastewater
Treatment Plant, PACE’s proposal also encompasses providing recommended scope and cost of
incremental increases in capacity, up to 2 MGD, 3 MGD, and 4 MGD, respectively

We recommend Council approval of PACE’s May 10, 2021, Professional Design Services Proposal, as
allowed under City Code Section 3.05.080 for professional services, at a total cost of $153,475, with the
cost to be born from available Bond resources.

SUMMARY:
The City of San Luis entered into a contract with Bunger Steel of Phoenix for a pre-engineered metal
building for the new Fleet Services Shop Facility for the Public Works Department.  The City Council
approved a contract with Bunger Steel in the amount of $103,208.00 in April of 2021.  To date, the city
has paid sums totaling $67,086.00 toward this work, in accordance with the original mutually agreed
payment schedule in the city's contract with Bunger Steel.  On July 28, 2021, Bunger Steel submitted to
the city a requested change order of $13,874.00 due to significant increases in the price of steel
subsequent to the city entering into the original contract with them, claiming the right to continue to pass
along any increases in labor or materials plus 15%.  The city asked that Bunger Steel guarantee that this
would be the last such request.  On August 5, 2021, Bunger Steel confirmed that there should be no
further increases if the city both immediately accepted the change order request and immediately
authorized their request to proceed with fabrication of the building.  If the city did not agree to the change
order and pay the additional money, Bunger Steel would claim the right to keep the $67,086.00 which
has been paid and stop work.  At that time, staff advised that if Bunger Steel agreed this would be the
last such request, the city could approve the change order, subject to that condition, and be done with the
matter.   Bunger Steel indicated agreement with this position on August 5, 2021.  To abate the emergent
situation of work stoppage, accelerating cost increases, and/or potential loss of $67,086.00 in city funds
spent-to-date as we awaited approval of the Council, we sought (with the advice of the Assistant City
Attorney) and secured from the Interim City Manager approval to proceed with the change order, subject
to subsequent ratification by the Council.  The Public Works Department signed/approved the change
order on August 5, 2021.  Staff recommends ratification of the change order by the Council.

SUMMARY:
Lot Split Case No. 2021-0275 has been approved to split the subject property into two (2) new parcels. 
The applicant is requesting a minor amendment to the City of San Luis 2040 General Plan for the north
half only.  If this minor amendment is approved, the applicant is requesting the rezoning of the north half
from Light Industrial (L-I) to Medium Density Residential (R1-6) for the construction and development of a
residential subdivision.  (Rezoning Case No. 2021-0243)

The applicant submitted a Major Amendment application to change the land use designation of the south
half from Commercial (C) to Medium Density Residential (MDR) (Major Amendment Case 2021-0337). 
The City of San Luis 2040 General Plan requires a major amendment for any change in a non-residential
land use category of 20 or more contiguous acres to a residential land use category.   

GENERAL PLAN:
The existing land use category for the subject property is Commercial (C), as shown on the land use map.

Existing Land Use category
Commercial (C): The Commercial land use category is intended to provide for the primary commercial
areas serving the community, including neighborhood, community, and regional-scale development.
Commercial areas provide convenient community access to goods and services and may include retail,
service commercial, professional offices, light industrial and employment uses.
- Zoning districts permitted within C:  MU, C1, C2, and LI
 



Proposed Land Use Category
Medium Density Residential (MDR): The Medium Density Residential (MDR) land use category is
intended to provide for detached single-family residential development on moderately sized lots.
- Zoning districts permitted within MDR:  R1-6, R1-8, R1-12, R1-20, R1-35, R2, MHS, MHP, and PUD.
 
General Plan Policies:

Policy G-7.1 The City of San Luis should only prioritize growth in areas with existing
infrastructure or areas where infrastructure can be expanded in a fiscally sound manner.
The subject property is located inside the Central Growth Area identified in the 2040 General Plan,
where infrastructure can be expanded.  Existing development in the area has provided access to the
infrastructure needed for residential development.

Policy G-8.1 New development should provide a transition between uses with differing
densities/intensities by incorporating compatible land-use strategies.
The subject property is located adjacent to a compatible land use category to the north and west. 
However, the subject property is located adjacent to an industrial subdivision to the east.  Development
standards in the light industrial zoning district require a 25 feet rear yard setback for industrial properties
located adjacent to residential development.    

Policy G-9.3 Ensure growth areas are served and connected by major transportation routes and
other modes of transportation.
Subdivisions in the central growth area are served and connected by Avenue E and County 24th Street. 
Both arterial roads are not fully improved.  However, the city has requested traffic studies for all the
proposed subdivisions in the area.  The traffic study will ensure that all the improvements necessary are
done to provide a connection to Cesar Chavez Boulevard.

SUMMARY:
Lot Split Case No. 2021-0275 has been approved to split the subject property into two (2) new parcels. 
The applicant is requesting the rezoning of the north half to R1-6 for the construction and development of
a residential subdivision.  (Minor Amendment Case No. 2021-0336 presented previously)

The applicant submitted a Major Amendment application to change the land use designation of the south
half from Commercial (C) to Medium Density Residential (MDR) (Major Amendment Case 2021-0337). 
The City of San Luis 2040 General Plan requires a major amendment for any change in a non-residential
land use category of 20 or more contiguous acres to a residential land use category.  If the Major
Amendment is approved the applicant will request rezoning of the south half portion of the subject
property to R1-6.

EXISTING CONDITIONS:
The subject property is zoned Light Industrial (L-I) as shown on the location map attached to this report.

Existing Zoning District
Light Industrial (LI):  The industrial zoning districts are designed to provide a range of industrial land
uses.  The purpose of these districts is to provide for industrial development in locations that are suitable
and appropriate, taking into consideration existing conditions, future land use needs, the availability of



public services, the general public’s health and safety, and the goals and objectives of the City of San
Luis General Plan.  It is intended that these districts accommodate a variety of uses including corporate
offices and garden industrial land uses to warehousing and heavy manufacturing.
 
Proposed Zoning District
Medium Density Residential (R1-6):  The purpose of these zoning districts is to provide for detached
single residence development on urban-sized lots in areas where adequate public facilities and services
are available.  The intent of these districts is to encourage a traditional neighborhood environment where
amenities and open space are provided more on a neighborhood basis rather than on the smaller
individual lots.  Lots of less than 6,000 square feet per dwelling unit shall not be permitted from and after
March 1, 2016.
 
Existing Adjacent Zoning Districts.
To the north:  R1-6 (Belleza del Desierto Residential Subdivision)
To the west:  R1-6 (Vacant Land)
To the south:  LI (South half of the subject property)
To the east:  LI (Southwest Arizona Industrial Subdivision)

CRITICAL ISSUES: 
The developer must provide all the necessary improvements including road construction, water,
wastewater and open space.

The subject property is located in an area where infrastructure can be expanded.  Existing development
in the area has provided access to the infrastructure needed for residential development.  In addition, the
city will initiate a regional circulation study to establish the need for traffic signals along the intersections
of County 24 th Street and Avenue E and Avenue F.

Subdivisions in the Central Growth Area are served and connected by Avenue F and County 24th
Street.  Both arterial roads are not fully improved.  However, the Public Works Department can request a
traffic study for the proposed subdivisions in accordance with Ordinance 359 and 391.  The traffic study
will ensure that all the improvements necessary are done to provide connection to Cesar Chavez
Boulevard and Avenue E. 

The proposed subdivision will be located adjacent to an industrial subdivision to the east.  Existing
residential subdivisions located to the north, adjacent to industrial zoning, have provided a 20’ buffer
non-buildable easement to separate future industrial uses from the proposed residential subdivision. 

GENERAL PLAN:
The existing land use category for the subject property is Commercial (C), a minor general plan
amendment (Minor General Plan Amendment Case No. 2021-0336) is being processed to change the
land use designation to Medium Density Residential (MDR).
 
The approval of the minor amendment will allow the applicant to rezone the north half of the subject
property to Medium Density Residential (R1-6) to allow a residential subdivision.  The subject property is
located inside the Central Growth Area identified in the 2040 General Plan.

AGENCY REVIEW:
As part of the review process, all land use cases are reviewed by various city and outside agencies. We
have received comments from the following agencies:

1.  Yuma County Airport Authority (5-17-2021)

As required by State Statute, staff sent notification letters to property owners within 300 feet of the
proposed project (7 letters).



The city has not received any other significant concerns or objections from the various review agencies
or adjacent property owners. 

CITIZEN REVIEW MEETING:
As required by state statute and the City Code, a Citizen Review meeting was held at the City Hall on
June 1, 2021, at City Hall Council Chambers at 6:00 p.m.  The intent of this meeting was to allow the
public to learn about the project, ask questions, and express any comments. There were no people from
the public present or connected via Zoom. 

PLANNING AND ZONING COMMISSION:
The Planning and Zoning Commission public hearing was held on August 3, 2021, at the San Luis City
Hall Council Chambers.  The Planning and Zoning Commission recommends approval of Rezoning
Case No. 2021-0243 subject to the following conditions:

1.  The owner/applicant shall submit a preliminary plat for approval in compliance with the City of San
Luis subdivision regulations.

2.  That any development of the property, or portion thereof, and/or the approval of any subdivision plat,
be conditioned upon payment to the city the sum of $260.00 per acre, or any portion of an acre, as a
proportionate contribution for a traffic signal at the intersection of County 24th Street and Avenue E.  

3.  The Owner/applicant shall dedicate appropriate right-of-way to the city along 20th Avenue (Avenue E
½) alignment in accordance with the standards for right-of-way as provided by the City General Plan. 
Dedication of said right-of-way shall occur at such time and in such manner as required by the City of
San Luis subdivision regulations.  Staff recommends approval of Ordinance No. 420 for approval of
Rezoning Case No. 2021-0243.

The owner is proposing to develop the north half of the lot APN 227-15-003 into R-1-6 residential 
subdivision.  This request represents the north 20-acres of the 40-acre lot.  This matches the 
recent subdivision development on the land adjacent to the north of this parcel.  The owner has 
also engaged Core to prepare a lot split map of the overall parcel to isolate the north 20-acres.  
This will be submitted to the City of San Luis soon for review and approval.   
 
The current status of the parcel is a native desert, undeveloped parcel with LI zoning.  The 
request to change zoning to R-1-6 is in conformance with the 2020 City of San Luis General Plan 
designation of “Medium Density Residential”.
