While government
offices remain closed, the Yuma Community Food Bank continued to provide food assistance to residents in San Luis
by continuing services in locations that were accessible and could be safely managed by our staff and the help of
the National Guard. Using approved mass distribution methods, we were able to distribute over 18 million pounds
of food to Yuma County during the COVID and distributed $511,734 from the Senior Center in San Luis in the past
12 months.
