Welding

- Welding is a hands-on class where students learn the various skills that help achieve a future career in the 
welding vocation, along with earning skills such as leadership, communication, workplace, and teamwork.

- In the class, students can work in teams to practice their welds, learn different processes, and create new 

projects.

- Some certifications students can obtain are OSHA-10, OSHA-30, and the SMAW test, where students are tested 

on the strength of their welds from being bent and not cracked, which defines their certification.

- Students can attend many SkillsUSA conferences. They also get to compete in categories such as Welding 

Sculpture, Welding Fabrication, and Welding Individuals

- A current project that students at SLHS are working on is building a railing for a staircase for the City of San 

Luis.  Also, they are building a sign for the San Luis Industrial Park.

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Culinary Arts 
- Culinary Art is a program where students learn how to make different 
foods from different cultures from scratch. Students are taught about 
safety in the preparation of food for customers. 

- Level 1 culinary arts students obtain their OSHA-10 certification. Level 2 

and 3 students obtain ServSafe Food Protection Manager Certification, 

also known as the Food Handlers Card. 

- In level 1, students learn all about food safety. Students also learn from 

the types of knife cuts and the cutting board colors. Level 2 students 

learn about the preparation of food and help local businesses. 

- Culinary arts is part of the FCCLA student organization. Students get to 

attend leadership conferences. They also get to compete at regional and 

state competitions.
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Digital Photography
-In Level 1 of this class, they start by learning the basics of a camera 
alongside the history of photography. 

-After this, they would start with hands-on experience with smaller 

cameras. They were making their way up into various equipment. 

Photography students begin to learn the basics of Photoshop.

-Once in Level 2, they can obtain their Adobe Certification and their TSA 

certification, allowing them to test their industry knowledge against 

industry standards. 

-In both levels 1&2, they can compete in regionals and state.

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Students working in photography as well as one of the students work.



Early Childhood & SLHS Preschool
-Early childhood has 3 different class levels. 

-Level one is where students learn about pregnancy and birthing 
stages. Along with taking a pregnancy-stimulating stomach and a 
baby. Students can obtain their CPR certification.

-Continuing to level 2 Food Handlers is another certification you 
may obtain. At this level, your students take the TSA, which allows 
them to showcase their industrial skills. 

- In level 3, students can start working in the preschool with the 
preschool students. 

-The preschool just got licensed in order to accept students from 
the community as well.

Mr. James Allen Jr., 1549 E. Babbit Lane, San Luis, AZ, stated that on his street there is 
a problem with speeding at all given times of the day.  The drivers treat the street as 
though it is a drag race and asked the Mayor and City Council to consider placing speed 
bumps in that area to make the area safer for children and residents of that zone.  He 
indicated that he served over 21 years in the United States Navy and he got a little bit 
disturbed approximately one (1) week ago due to a notice he saw.  The last time he 
attended a Council meeting, there was a different Vice Mayor.  In doing things decent, 
in order and accordance with the United States law, even the laws of voting and things 
of that nature.

7. B.  Discussion and possible action on any and all matters regarding a contract 
with PACE Advance Water Engineering to provide professional engineering 
services for the SCADA (Supervisory Control & Data Acquisition) assessment of 
the Water and Wastewater systems. (Manuel Hernandez, Assistant Director of 
Public Works) 
 
Mr. Manuel Hernandez, Assistant Direct of Public Works, stated this is for a contract to 
PACE Advanced Engineering for a supervisory control and data acquisition (SCADA) 
evaluation of the city’s water and wastewater systems.  This is the industry standard for 
water and wastewater facilities which allows operators to remotely monitor, analyze and 
make changes to their processes.  The Public Works Department has been working 
with PACE Advanced Engineering since 2020 and they have completed full SCADA 
projects for the Cities of Winslow, Show Low, Goodyear and Somerton.

(HSIP) project and funding.  Staff is constantly checking for funding for city projects 
through Yuma Metropolitan Planning Organization (YMPO).  Unfortunately, this program 
allow projects to qualify if there are fatalities or serious injuries.  In this case, for 
Highway 95 north of County 22nd Street, at the time of the application there had been 
two (2) fatalities.  This project will prevent people entering Highway 95 except at the 
main intersections.  The plan is to provide a raised median between County 20 ½ Street 
through County 22nd Street.  The IGA will allow ADOT to administer the project through 
the design and construction phase.   
The funding amount is just over $2.1 million for design and construction.  The total 
project cost is estimated above $2.2 million and approximately $130,000.00 (5.7%) city 
contribution towards the project.

Ms. Kay Macuil, City Attorney, explained that this litigation is equivalent of a class action 
for governments, a multi-jurisdictional action.  Settlement money is now coming through 
from some of the pharmaceutical distribution and companies that are involved in this 
litigation to mitigate the damages that have caused to the cities, counties and states 
around the country due to the opioid crisis.   
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Money is coming first from the central litigation in Ohio, to the State of Arizona, the 
Attorney General’s Office submits it to Yuma County for the City of San Luis.  Some of 
those funds have already come to Yuma County, not all the settlement money has 
come through yet, as the litigation is still continuing.  The question is now whether to 
leave the money with the county, which is approximately $200,000.00 that will get over 
18 years or have the money come to the city.  The county has not come up with a plan 
for the money, their only plan is to put it with their Public Health Department.  They do 
not know exactly how much money it will be.  Staff has talked to the Chief of Police and 
Fire Chief to expand the city’s education programs with the money.

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1. Presentation by staff and/or applicant 
 
Mr. Jose Guzman, Director of Development Services, explained that in 2021 two (2) lots 
were tied with the house facing Lopez Street and the back facing Stevens Street.  When 
the lot tie was recorded, staff included language on the plat that the back setback will be 
treated as the front setback due to safety concerns and visibility.  The previous owner 
sold the property and the new owners added height to the fence.   
 
Once the code enforcement process began, the applicant submitted the application for 
this variance, however this application does not meet any of the criteria that is required 
by state to approve a variance.  There are no special circumstances or conditions on 
the request and the situation is self-imposed; it can be addressed by reducing the wall 
height or complying with the required front setbacks.  Enforcing the regulations will not 
deprive the owner from any property rights that are enjoyed by the owners in that area.  
Granting this variance will constitute a special privilege that is inconsistent with what is 
permitted in the area and it can potentially cause an accident, since the reason for the 
height limitation is the visibility of vehicles and pedestrians on the front setback.  Staff is 
recommending that the application be denied since it does not meet the required 
criteria.   
 
Mr. Rafael Sanchez, owner, stated that they understand that this is a self-imposed 
problem, but it was done for the safety of their children.  He added that they understand 
they did not do their research but their biggest concern is that an animal can jump the 
fence into their back yard.  He presented a very unique situation due to them having a 
front setback, which is the rear of their house.  He asked if there is a possibility of 
keeping the fence or keep it for a certain amount of time until their children are a bit 
older, or be allowed to put some time of metal on top of the fence for the hindrance of 
the view?  Mr. Sanchez also mentioned that on the opposite side, there is a cutout 
allowing for when somebody is backing out to be able to see the pedestrians and can 
work out something with the Planning & Zoning Department. 
 
Council Member Matias Rosales asked if placing a plexi-glass to see through, be 
allowed? 
 
Mr. Guzman responded that something like that will set up precedence and will be a 
safety concern.  He understands the owners’ concern but it can be addressed by going 
back 20 feet into the setback and allow the 6 feet fence as it will not compromise the 
safety of the residents.  The issue was found out due to code enforcement.

Esperanza Estates Subdivision final plat; a request by Edais Engineering Inc., on behalf of Riedel
Holdings LLC, property located between 6th Avenue and 8th Avenue, north of Bienestar Estates No. 5
and south of the East Main Canal in San Luis, Arizona.   (Jose A. Guzman, Director of Development
Services)

SUMMARY:
This subdivision will be designed as a private gated community containing approximately 15.1 acres
and will consist of 30 residential lots. The residential lots range in size from approximately 7,200 square
feet to 108,000 square feet. Assessor's Parcel Number 776-09-003.

GENERAL PLAN:
This area is designated as Medium Density Residential (MDR) in the City of San Luis 2040 General
Plan. The activities proposed will be consistent with and conform to the designation. The MDR Land
Use designation allows detached single family residential density range up to six dwelling units per
acre. 

DEVELOPMENT AGREEMENT: 
A development agreement was approved on September 2023, by Resolution No. 2292. The term of the
development agreement is for ten (10) years. The development agreement approved includes the
following commitments: 

Rezoning Case No. 2023-0214 is conditioned upon the development of the land in a manner
similar to the conceptual plan submitted as part of the Development Agreement.
If the property is developed with public streets, the owner agrees that a full-length street shall be
constructed between 6th Avenue and 8th Avenue as part of the development of this property. If
the property is developed as a private gated community, the owner agrees to provide a 10” water
line and fire hydrants at least every 300 feet and provide a 54-foot paved private street
right-of-way for Union Avenue.
The Owner shall have a traffic study conducted at the Owner’s expense in accordance with said
Public Works Standards of the City of San Luis and shall construct or provide for the construction
and/or development of all improvements required by the said study as a condition for issuance of
any permit authorizing construction or development. Improvements include but are not limited to,
possible contributions to future roadway improvements such as traffic signals and/or canal
crossing along 6th Avenue. Improvements shall also comply with the City’s Ordinance No. 390.
The applicant must provide to the City any documentation regarding the Home Owners
Association (HOA) including but not limited to Declaration of Covenants, Conditions and
Restrictions (CC&Rs), the articles of incorporation, the bylaws, and the rules and regulations. The



applicant must provide an acceptable mechanism to generate funds necessary to maintain any
private streets, landscape, retention, common areas and amenities associated with theprivate
streets, landscape, retention, common areas and amenities associated with the development
including the landscape in the adjacent public right-of-way. The applicant agrees to submit a
petition to create any applicable improvement district, dedicate easements to the City, and make
changes to the plat as deemed necessary by the City. If applicant is not in agreement with any
requirement or administrative interpretation, then the appeal process shall be followed in
accordance with City Code Section 18.15.060.
Grading and erosion control shall comply with the 2018 International Building Code Appendix J
standards for all aspects of the development, including developing lots and building houses or
other buildings. The Owner shall provide a system for effective future maintenance of all
improvements needed or necessary to maintain grading and erosion control after development of
the subdivision. Such future maintenance shall include, but shall not be limited to and as an
example only, placing common improvements such as retaining walls in common areas and
establishing a homeowner’s association to maintain same.
Owner agrees to provide off-site drainage. Water retention/detention areas may be counted
towards the Open Space required by the Zoning Regulations (Chapter 18 Table No. 2).
Owner agrees to obtain ownership of any necessary right-of-way and/or permits for
improvements.
City agrees to the deviation of Subdivision Regulations Section 3.30 allowing a cul-de-sac to
serve 30 dwellings units instead of 20, if the property is developed as a private gated community
in accordance with Section 2.2 of this agreement.
Owner agrees to provide a gravity system connection for sewer services.
Union Street shall be designed and constructed in accordance with the current City of San Luis
Public Works Standards. Statements shall be contained on the plat and in both the CC&Rs and
the HOA by-laws that Union Street is declared private, subject to an easement authorizing use by
emergency and public service vehicles, and remain the permanent responsibility of the
homeowners' association. The City has no responsibility to maintain or repair the surface of the
street or easement property other than to restore the street or property to its original condition
after cutting the street for installation of a water main or repairs to the main.
The terms of the Agreement are in addition to City codes, rules, fees, and regulations that are
applicable to this action.
