6. B. Discussion and possible action on any and all matters regarding
authorization to approve Fiscal Year 2025 cumulative purchases for the Public
Works Department.  (Jorge Perez, Assistant Director of Public Works)

Mr. Manuel Hernandez, Assistant Director of Public Works, asked for approval for the
Fiscal Year 2025 cumulative purchases.  Annually, Public Works purchases materials,
equipment, and services with several vendors that exceed the $45,000.00 annual
procurement threshold.

The vendors are sole source vendors and/or companies that have agreements.  Also,
there was a recent price increase from Southwest Yuma County Landfill.  Since 2021,
the City of San Luis has been paying $32.25 per ton annually.  Annually, the average is
about 13,500 tons of waste per year, which equals approximately $440,000.00.  If the
city agrees to the new rates, next year’s total could exceed $525,000.00.  It is a concern
for the Public Works Department since it had not budgeted for the increase.  The
department is requesting approval as presented in this line item as they negotiate due
to the fact that services are needed.  There is discussion with another vendor, Public
Services regarding their rates.  The City of Yuma has a ten (10) year contract and are
paying $30.60 per ton.  They also offer recycling with an additional cost.  This is
something the community has been requesting.  An update will be provided once they
gather more information.

Council Member Matias asked when was the last time the city has bid for gasoline and
oil?

Mr. Hernandez stated that they have not bid for McNeece Services for gas and oil.

Council Member Matias Rosales stated that another board that he is a member of has
started bidding and has seen some changes.

6. C.  Discussion and possible action on any and all matters regarding accounting
and disbursement under the development agreement with CDB Valley View
Apartments that the City Council adopted on August 18, 2021, through Resolution
No. 2193 on a project that provided for the development of public infrastructure
improvements along 4th Avenue and affordable housing for those with low
income.  (Eulogio Vera, Public Works Director)

Mr. Eulogio Vera, Public Works Director, explained that Comite de Bien Estar
completed an affordable housing project a little over a year ago and in 2021 Council
entered a development agreement with them to help the project due to extensive costs
that were needed for reconstruction of 4th Avenue.
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There was a visibility issue on 4th Avenue and the city asked to include those
improvements for public safety.  Resolution No. 2193 approved the development
agreement that the city will contribute $160,000.00 towards the estimated cost to be an
excess of $350,000.00 at that time.  Since then, there has been multiple phases to this
project, there was a sewer line installed, there was some right-a-way acquired and other
improvements.  Total of the contributions that the city has spent towards the
$160,000.00 add up to $39,515.84.  The remainder of the contribution of the
development agreement would be $120,484.16 and it is ready for disbursement.

Vice Mayor Gloria Torres abstained from participating on this item due to a possible
conflict of interest.

6. D.  Discussion and possible action on any and all matters regarding the
appointment of seven (7) members to the San Luis Economic Development
Commission.  (Armando Esparza, Director of Economic Development &
Government Affairs)

Mr. Armando Esparza, Director of Economic Development & Government Affairs, asked
for appointment of seven (7) new members to the San Luis Economic Development
Commission.  The Economic Development Commission was formed to promote
sustainable economic growth through programs, partnerships, and innovative
opportunities to increase the commercial and industrial tax base.  The terms of the
previous members expired on October 8th, 2018, and were not renewed.  The
application was put out in January of 2024 and received a good response from the
community.  Eight (8) qualified applicants applied and shared the same goal to see the
City of San Luis be thriving with commercial and economic activity.

Council Member Tadeo Azael De La Hoya asked if it was common for other cities to
allow nonresidents to be part of their commission?
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Mr. Esparza responded that he would ask other cities, but one (1) requirement is to be
interested in the quality development and economic growth of the community.
Mayor Nieves Riedel asked how often they are planning to meet?

Mr. Esparza stated that they are planning to meet quarterly, and the first meeting will be
scheduled for October.

Council Member Matias Rosales for transparency, asked how the application process
was posted?

Mr. Esparza stated the application was posted on the website, Mrs. Francia Alonso,
PIO, posted it on social media, and it was promoted on Campesinos Sin Fronteras radio
station.

Council Member Javier Vargas asked how long the term was for the members?

Mr. Esparza responded that by the first meeting, it will be determined who will serve one
(1) year term or three (3) year terms, and the bylaws will be updated.  Staggered terms
and rotation are required.

Council Member Maria Cecilia Cruz asked if any of the applicants would like to make a
comment since it is very important for the economic development of the city?

Applicants for the Economic Development Commission commented.

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Mr. Armando Esparza, Director of Economic Development & Government Affairs, is
seeking a commitment of a local match of $371,707.00 for the application phase two (2)
for the Merril Avenue project.  The application is due November 2024.  Pre-bid meetings
were held on May 22, 2024, and a Public Hearing on June 24, 2024.  The project is very
similar to phase one (1), widening of roads and sidewalks.

Council Member Luis E. Cabrera mentioned that he sees on social media that the
eastside of the city seems to be where all the growth is happening, but this project
serves as proof that there continues to be investment in the westside of the city.  There
are grants and other resources being sought to be able to provide better services to the
community.

Mayor Nieves Riedel added that all the grants coming in are only available for the
westside of town.

Ms. Jenny Torres, Acting City Manager, confirmed that the grants have been used in
the following areas: Plaza One, Plaza Two, Escondido Beach, Merrill Avenue, and
Rancho Los Oros.  It has been done in phases because millions of dollars have been
invested in those areas throughout the years.

6. F.  Discussion and possible action on any and all matters regarding Resolution
No. 2330.  A resolution of the Mayor and City Council of the City of San Luis,
Arizona, setting towing and storage fees pursuant to San Luis City Code Section
10.25.030(H): repealing any conflicting provisions; and providing for severability.
(Nigel Reynoso, Chief of Police)

Mr. Nigel Reynoso, Chief of Police, stated the importance of maintaining a good
relationship with the community, as well as with stakeholders, organizations, and
businesses throughout the city which is the reason why Resolution No. 2330 is being
brought back for discussion and review.  In 2009, there was a resolution that set the
fees for towing and storage to $75.00 for towing and $25.00 for storage.
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In 2022, there was a resolution brought up to request to have towing fees to $150.00 for
towing and $35.00 for storage and concluded with a towing fee of $90.00 and storage
fee of $35.00.  Currently, A.R.S. allows cities to regulate maximum rates and charges.
This resolution is to request to have towing fees increase to $165.00 per vehicle, $40.00
for storage, $5.00 per mile to transport a vehicle to and from outside the city, and a
$30.00 after-hours service fee.

Council Member Javier Vargas asked for confirmation that the last time it was revised
was in the year 2022.

Chief Reynoso responded yes, that is correct.

Council Member Tadeo Azael De La Hoya asked about the 2009 resolution attached to
the item?

Chief Reynoso stated that the last resolution that was revised was on August 24, 2022,
and the first one was in 2009.

Council Member Matias asked if in the resolution there was a maximum number of days
that can be charged for storage fees?

Chief Reynoso responded that the resolution does not state that, but it will be set in the
contract based on the statute and what the current city code allows.  He added that
there can always come back with a new resolution if needed to make any changes.

Council Member Luis E. Cabrera stated that the fee increase will put a burden on
people in the community and also people coming to do their shopping from Mexico.
The prices that are being requested are significantly high.

Mr. Paul, Business Owner of Affordable Towing stated that they have a ten (10) days
max and on the eleven (11) day by law they need to start paperwork on abandonment
title fees.  If the vehicle does not get picked up within the thirty (30) days, the title needs
to be sent to the towing company.

Mayor Nieves Riedel stated that it really bothers her that the government can tell a
business owner how much he can charge and earn.

Council Member Luis E. Cabrera reported that the San Luis Municipal Pool opened on
July 24, 2024, at 4:00 p.m. and is now open to the public after two (2) years of being
closed.  It is open in the morning from 8:00 a.m. to 12:00 p.m. and 4:00 p.m. to 8:00
p.m. in the evening.

Council Member Maria Cecilia Cruz reported she attended the Rural Transportation
Advocacy Council meeting on July 22, 2024, and met with Jennifer Toth, the Director of
ADOT.  She mentioned about the deterioration of the roads and the percentage of
where Arizona is ranked on that category.

Council Member Javier Vargas reported he attended the Groundbreaking Ceremony of
Well Site 5 and Well Site 7 for water improvement for the community.  He thanked the
Public Works Department for their hard work.

Council Member Matias Rosales invited staff and residents to complete the survey for
the public transportation.  He informed everyone the importance of completing the
survey to get funding from the state.  It was posted on social media several times and
gave the website where it can be completed.

Ms. Nieves Riedel commented that Riedel Construction would like to thank Economic
Development and all the city officials who joined in the Groundbreaking Ceremony of
the first grocery store on the eastside of the city.  It is a multi-million-dollar investment
that is almost 40,000 square feet and hopefully will open by the month of May.

Mayor Nieves Riedel commented on the wonderful job the Department of Public Works
has done with the walking path on Urtuzuastegui Street.

Council Member Matias Rosales added that it has been a project that has been worked
on for three (3) years to complete because of funding.

Purchase of Vehicle
The City of San Luis Police Department is seeking approval for the purchase of one (1) new 2024 Ford
Explorer. The new vehicle will be assigned to the San Luis Police Department Support Services Division
for one Detective in order to replace a vehicle over 10 years/100,000 miles and scheduled to be
decommissioned. The funds for the purchase of this vehicle were approved as Fiscal Year
2024-2025 Capital Projects Grant Funds. The vehicle will be purchased from Bill Alexander Ford of
Yuma, AZ, who has provided a bid of $46,821.06, including tax. We have also obtained a quote
from Peoria Ford for $53,206.42, which is the total cost, and they hold the State Contract #CTR059316.
We are requesting to purchase the vehicle from Alexander Ford since it is lower than the state contract
price and is held locally.

Purchase of Equipment to up-fit Vehicle
Arizona Emergency Products (AEP) will fully equip the vehicle using Yavapai County contract
#2018-346, which provides a cost reduction from the state dealership contract. The quote provided to
fully equip the Explorer will total $16,067.50. 

Total Purchase
The total purchase amount for the Explorer and the equipment will be $62,888.56. 
 
San Luis City Code-Purchasing
The equipping of the vehicle comes under the San Luis City Code-Purchasing, Section 36.09
Cooperative Purchasing, since it is using the Yavapai County contract.

SUMMARY:
The City of San Luis General Plan 2040 covers a larger area of influence beyond the incorporated
jurisdictional boundary of the City, called the Municipal Planning Area (MPA). The San Luis MPA
contains a total of 92 square miles, which includes the incorporated city limits as well as land in
unincorporated areas of Yuma County that has the potential to be annexed in the future.

The annexation is a crucial strategy for the City of San Luis to ensure sustainable and orderly growth.
The city has initiated steps to annex various county islands currently within the city limits to promote
organized development. Many of these islands are owned by state and federal governments.

The annexation of state-owned land requires approval from the state land commissioner and the state
land selection board, making this process longer than federal land annexation. City staff have begun
discussions with state officials to advance the annexation of state-owned county islands.

Federal land annexation, involving lands managed by agencies like the Forest Service and Bureau of
Land Management (BLM), does not require agency approval. The city has informed the local BLM
office about its annexation intentions.

ANNEXATION CASE NO. 2024-01
This case pertains to the annexation of federal land owned by the Department of the Interior and
managed by the BLM. The total acreage of the proposed annexation is approximately 1,285 acres.
While agency approval is not required, the city has notified the local BLM office of its petition.

To start the annexation process, the City of San Luis recorded a blank petition for annexation of
territory on July 25, 2024.  A copy of a blank petition, together with the legal description and a map, is
attached to this item and can be found on the records of the Yuma County Recorders Office under Fee
Number 2024-17750.  

The city notified the public about this hearing by advertising in the Yuma Sun, mailing to all taxpayers



of property taxes within the proposed annexation territory, and posting at three (3) places within the
proposed territory. 
 
By law, the city must hold a public hearing within thirty (30) days of the recording of the blank petition;
this is that hearing.  No action needs to be taken after the hearing, and therefore none is proposed.

If the Council desires to take some action, the Mayor and Council can direct staff to place it for
consideration on a future agenda.  If the city were to withdraw the proposed annexation, A.R.S.
9-471(A) requires a forty-five (45) day waiting period before the city can file another proposed
annexation for the same territory. 

Signatures for the annexation petition can be collected starting August 25, 2024. The city has until
August 24, 2025, to gather sufficient signatures, representing over half the number of property
taxpayers and more than half of the assessed property value in the proposed area. Upon achieving this,
an annexation ordinance can be adopted.

This annexation will facilitate long-term planning to accommodate growth, enhance infrastructure
planning and budgeting, and streamline future service provision. By incorporating this land within city
limits, San Luis aims to simplify boundaries, improve development planning, and boost the efficiency
and cost-effectiveness of municipal services such as roads and parks.

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9-471. Annexation of territory; procedures; notice; petitions; access to information; pre-annexation agreements;
restrictions

A. The following procedures are required to extend and increase the corporate limits of a city or town by
annexation:

1. A city or town shall file in the office of the county recorder of the county in which the annexation is proposed
a blank petition required by paragraph 4 of this subsection setting forth a description and an accurate map of all
the exterior boundaries of the territory contiguous to the city or town proposed to be annexed, except that a city
or town shall not file an annexation petition that includes any territory for which an unsuccessful annexation was
attempted by the same city or town until at least forty-five days after completion of the unsuccessful attempt. A
property owner may waive the forty-five-day waiting period for the owner's property that was part of the original
unsuccessful annexation. Notice and a copy of the filing shall be given to the clerk of the board of supervisors
and to the county assessor. The accurate map shall include all county rights-of-way and roadways that are within
or contiguous to the exterior boundaries of the area of the proposed annexation. If state land, other than state
land used as state rights-of-way or land held by the state by tax deed, is included in the territory, written approval
of the state land commissioner and the selection board established by section 37-202 shall also be filed. The
description shall identify the entity, if any, that will be responsible for maintaining the existing rights-of-way and
roadways that are within or contiguous to the exterior boundaries of the area of the proposed annexation. For the
purposes of this paragraph, "unsuccessful annexation" means an annexation attempt that was withdrawn or that
was not completed pursuant to this section.

2. Signatures on petitions filed for annexation shall not be obtained for a waiting period of thirty days after filing
the blank petition.

3. After filing the blank petition pursuant to paragraph 1 of this subsection, the governing body of the city or
town shall hold a public hearing within the last ten days of the thirty-day waiting period to discuss the
annexation proposal. The public hearing shall be held in accordance with title 38, chapter 3, article 3.1, except
that, notwithstanding section 38-431.02, subsections C and D, the following notices of the public hearing to
discuss the annexation proposal shall be given at least six days before the hearing:

(a) Publication at least once in a newspaper of general circulation, which is published or circulated in the city or
town and the territory proposed to be annexed, at least fifteen days before the end of the waiting period.

(b) Posting in at least three conspicuous public places in the territory proposed to be annexed.

(c) Notice by first class mail sent to the chairperson of the board of supervisors of the county in which the
territory proposed to be annexed is located.

(d) Notice by first class mail with an accurate map of the territory proposed to be annexed sent to each owner of
the real and personal property as shown on the statement furnished pursuant to subsection G of this section that
would be subject to taxation by the city or town in the event of annexation in the territory proposed to be
annexed. For the purposes of this subdivision, "real and personal property" includes mobile, modular and
manufactured homes and trailers only if the owner also owns the underlying real property.

4. Within one year after the last day of the thirty-day waiting period, a petition in writing signed by the owners of
one-half or more in value of the real and personal property and more than one-half of the persons owning real
and personal property that would be subject to taxation by the city or town in the event of annexation, as shown
by the last assessment of the property, may be circulated and filed in the office of the county recorder. For the
purposes of this paragraph, "real and personal property" includes mobile, modular and manufactured homes and
trailers only if the owner also owns the underlying real property.

5. Alterations increasing or reducing the territory sought to be annexed shall not be made after a petition has
been signed by a property owner.
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6. The petitioner shall determine and submit a sworn affidavit verifying that no part of the territory for which the
filing is made is already subject to an earlier filing for annexation. The county recorder shall not accept a filing
for annexation without the sworn affidavit.

B. All information contained in the filings, the notices, the petition, the tax and property rolls and other matters
regarding a proposed or final annexation shall be made available by the appropriate official for public inspection
during regular office hours.

C. Any city or town, the attorney general, the county attorney or any other interested party within the territory to
be annexed may on verified petition move to question the validity of the annexation for failure to comply with
this section. The petition shall set forth the manner in which it is alleged the annexation procedure was not in
compliance with this section and shall be filed within thirty days after adoption of the ordinance annexing the
territory by the governing body of the city or town and not otherwise. The burden of proof shall be on the
petitioner to prove the material allegations of the verified petition. An action shall not be brought to question the
validity of an annexation ordinance unless brought within the time and for the reasons provided in this
subsection. All hearings provided by this section and all appeals therefrom shall be preferred and heard and
determined in preference to all other civil matters, except election actions. If more than one petition questioning
the validity of an annexation ordinance is filed, all such petitions shall be consolidated for hearing. If two or
more cities or towns show the court that they have demonstrated an active interest in annexing any or all of the
area proposed for annexation, the court shall consider any oral or written agreements or understandings between
or among the cities and towns in making its determination pursuant to this subsection.

D. The annexation shall become final after the expiration of thirty days after the adoption of the ordinance
annexing the territory by the city or town governing body, provided the annexation ordinance has been finally
adopted in accordance with procedures established by statute, charter provisions or local ordinances, whichever
is applicable, subject to the review of the court to determine the validity of the annexation ordinance if petitions
in objection have been filed. After adoption of the annexation ordinance, the clerk of the city or town shall
provide a copy of the adopted annexation ordinance to the clerk of the board of supervisors of each county that
has jurisdiction over the annexed area within sixty days after the annexation becomes final.

E. For the purpose of determining the sufficiency of the percentage of the value of property under this section,
the values of property shall be determined as follows:

1. In the case of property assessed by the county assessor, values shall be the same as shown by the last
assessment of the property.

2. In the case of property valued by the department of revenue, values shall be appraised by the department in
the manner provided by law for municipal assessment purposes.

F. For the purpose of determining the sufficiency of the percentage of persons owning property under this
section, the number of persons owning property shall be determined as follows:

1. In the case of property assessed by the county assessor, the number of persons owning property shall be as
shown on the last assessment of the property.

2. In the case of property valued by the department of revenue, the number of persons owning property shall be
as shown on the last valuation of the property.

3. If an undivided parcel of property is owned by multiple owners, those owners are deemed one owner for the
purposes of this section.

4. If a person owns multiple parcels of property, that owner is deemed one owner for the purposes of this section.

G. The county assessor and the department of revenue, respectively, shall furnish to the city or town proposing
an annexation, within thirty days after a request, a statement in writing showing the owner, the address of each
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owner and the appraisal and assessment of all such property.

H. Territory is not contiguous for the purposes of subsection A, paragraph 1 of this section unless:

1. It adjoins the exterior boundary of the annexing city or town for at least three hundred feet.

2. It is, at all points, at least two hundred feet in width, excluding rights-of-way and roadways.

3. The distance from the existing boundary of the annexing city or town where it adjoins the annexed territory to
the furthest point of the annexed territory from that boundary is not more than twice the maximum width of the
annexed territory.

I. A city or town shall not annex territory if, as a result of that annexation, unincorporated territory is completely
surrounded by the annexing city or town or a combination of the annexing city or town and other cities or towns.

J. Notwithstanding any provisions of this article to the contrary, any town incorporated before 1950 that had a
population of less than two thousand persons by the 1970 census and that is bordered on at least three sides by
Indian lands may annex by ordinance territory owned by the state within the same county for a new townsite that
is not contiguous to the existing boundaries of the town.

K. Subsections H and I of this section do not apply to territory that at the time of the annexation was already
completely surrounded by the same city or town or a combination of cities and towns.

L. Subsection I of this section does not apply to annexations that were approved by the selection board
established in section 37-202 before August 25, 2020.

M. A city or town annexing an area shall adopt zoning classifications that permit densities and uses not greater
than those permitted by the county immediately before annexation. Subsequent changes in zoning of the annexed
territory shall be made according to existing procedures established by the city or town for the rezoning of land.

N. The annexation of territory within six miles of territory included in a pending incorporation petition filed with
the county recorder pursuant to section 9-101.01, subsection D shall not cause an urbanized area to exist
pursuant to section 9-101.01 that did not exist before the annexation.

O. As an alternative to the procedures established in this section, a county right-of-way or roadway may be
transferred to an adjacent city or town by mutual consent of the governing bodies of the county and city or town
if the property transferred is adjacent to the receiving city or town and if the city or town and county each
approve the proposed transfer as a published agenda item at a regular public meeting of their governing bodies.
A transfer of property made pursuant to this subsection shall be treated by the receiving city or town as if the
transferred property was newly annexed territory.

P. On or before the date the governing body adopts the ordinance annexing territory, the governing body shall
have approved a plan, policy or procedure to provide the annexed territory with appropriate levels of
infrastructure and services to serve anticipated new development within ten years after the date the annexation
becomes final pursuant to subsection D of this section.

Q. If a property owner prevails in any action to challenge the annexation of the property owner's property, the
court shall allow the property owner reasonable attorney fees and costs relating to the action from the annexing
municipality.

R. A city or town may annex territory that is a county-owned park or a park operated on public lands by a county
as part of a management agreement if otherwise agreed to by the board of supervisors. If the board of
supervisors does not agree to the annexation, the county-owned park or park operated on public lands by a
county as part of a management agreement shall be excluded from the annexation area, notwithstanding
subsections H and I of this section. A county-owned park or park operated on public lands by a county as part of
a management agreement that is excluded from the annexation area pursuant to this subsection may subsequently
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be annexed with the permission of the board of supervisors notwithstanding any other provision of this section.
For the purposes of this subsection, "public lands":

1. Has the same meaning prescribed in section 37-901.

2. Does not include lands owned by a flood control district.

S. Notwithstanding subsection H of this section, territory is considered contiguous for the purposes of subsection
A, paragraph 1 of this section if all of the real property in the territory is owned by one person, the city or town
and the owner of the real property agree to the annexation and the territory adjoins the exterior boundary of the
annexing city or town for at least three hundred feet.

T. A city, town or developer may enter into a pre-annexation agreement with a property owner in which the
property owner agrees to future annexation of an area that includes the property owner's property.  A property
owner who has entered into a pre-annexation agreement is not required to sign the petition pursuant to
subsection A, paragraph 4 of this section. Whether or not the property owner signs the petition, the property and
property owner are included for purposes of calculating the one-half or more in value of the real and personal
property and more than one-half of the persons owning real and personal property that would be subject to
taxation by the city or town in the event of the annexation, as required pursuant to subsection A, paragraph 4 of
this section.

SUMMARY:
The City Council approved salary budgets for the City Attorney's Office to fund a full-time Assistant City
Attorney in the fiscal years 2023-2024 and 2024-2025. Despite its best efforts, the city could not recruit
a candidate for the position after more than a year. Due to the volume of projects needing legal work,
review, and input, staff sought alternative solutions to respond to the needs. It was determined that a
full-time paralegal and outsourcing some legal work to a law firm would address the needs.

Although the paralegal position is new to the civil side of the City Attorney's Office, the position has
existed for years for the Prosecutor's Office, a Division of the City Attorney's Office.

The paralegal position was posted, with the thought that recruitment would take a while and staff would
have time to take this item to the City Council. However, we were fortunate that a well-qualified
candidate was identified quickly. He accepted the position on August 13, 2024, and his start date is
September 9, 2024.

Any engagement of a law firm for outside counsel is pending the City Council's decision on this item.
