3.2. BACKGROUND INFORMATION

The City of San Luis, through its Economic Development Department and Economic Development Commission,
has undertaken a comprehensive effort to strengthen the community’s identity, economic vitality, and public
spaces through arts and culture initiatives. This work culminated in the development of the E/ Corazon de San
Luis: Historic Preservation and Public Art Plan, prepared in 2025-2026 in collaboration with community
stakeholders, City leadership, and planning consultants.

The Plan establishes a strategic framework for leveraging public art and placemaking as tools for economic
development, cultural preservation, and community engagement. Key goals include enhancing public spaces,
celebrating the City’s unique border identity and agricultural heritage, and creating a vibrant, welcoming
destination for residents and visitors alike.

This effort was informed by robust community engagement, including surveys, public events such as “Arte en
la Calle,” and stakeholder interviews. Feedback consistently emphasized a desire for public art that reflects
local culture, family, history, and the binational character of the San Luis community, while also improving
aesthetics and attracting visitors and investment.

In alignment with these findings, the City Council has supported the advancement of a formal Public Art
Program and the implementation of policies and procedures to guide the selection, funding, and management
of public art projects. The establishment of an Approved Artist List is a key implementation step identified to
ensure a transparent, efficient, and equitable process for engaging qualified artists in future projects.

Through this RFQ, the City seeks to proactively build a pool of qualified artists who can contribute to upcoming
public art opportunities funded and administered through the Economic Development Commission. This
approach allows the City to respond more effectively to funding opportunities, streamline procurement for
individual projects, and ensure that selected artists align with the City’s vision, standards, and community
values.

The City is committed to ensuring that all public art is appropriate for public spaces, culturally sensitive, and
reflective of the diverse community it serves, while supporting long-term economic development and
placemaking goals.

3.3. TERM OF SERVICES

A. ltis the City’s intent to select at least three or more qualified artists to provide professional services for
City of San Luis Approved Artist List - Public Art Program and other related services directly related to
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the activities identified under the Scope of Work on a contractual basis, as determined to best serve
the interest of the City.

B. All fee proposals will be negotiated within each individual project contract over a five (5) year period.

3.4. ASSIGNMENT/COMPENSATION

A. Upon City Council authorized resolution, the City will place the selected artist(s) on an approved list for

referral purposes that can be used by the City. Each project contract shall be negotiated with the

selected artist(s) on a per project basis, based on the contract unit rates and the associated number of

hours estimated to accomplish the scope of work, as applicable and as stated under each individual

project contract agreement.

B. All project contract above $45,000 will need approval by the City Council under the City’s Purchasing

Code. The City will not guarantee that each project contract will be any specific amount or that the

artist will receive maximum or minimum number of project contracts.

3.5. CITY'S RESPONSIBILITIES

A. Responsibilities of City of San Luis

1. General:

The City will make available all documents in the city’s possession on and individual
basis depending on the individual project contract.

City will provide facilities for all meetings during the course of the agreement.
City will create a review committee to evaluate the SOQ responses generated by this RFQ.

In the absence of any conflict of interest vis-a-vis a specific project, the City expects, but cannot
guarantee in every instance, that the selected artist(s) will be assigned to provide the requested
services.

3.6. PROTEST PROCEDURES

Notification of successful and non-successful firm(s). All respondents will receive official notification via email
regarding the award/non-award of proposed agreement(s). Respondents not selected have ten (10) business
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days from email delivery notification to initiate a written protest. Respondents may submit a protest
addressed to City of San Luis Procurement, P.O. Box 7740, San Luis, AZ 85349. Protests must contain at a
minimum, the name, address, email address and telephone number of the protester; the signature of the
protester or its representative and evidence of authority to sign; a detailed statement of the legal and factual
grounds of the protest including copies of relevant data and the form of relief requested.

3.7. SELECTION PROCESS AND SCHEDULE

A. Qualifications
The Artist(s) must show evidence of its technical capabilities in this work. Artist(s) shall be
knowledgeable of an of, and in accordance with all applicable federal, state and local government laws
and regulations governing in the scope of work.

B. Review Committee
The Economic Development Commission will serve as the review committee for this RFQ. City may use
city staff as member of the review committee and/or observers during the process of this RFQ.

Committee will be responsible to review and evaluate the SOQ.

C. Criteria for Selection
Selection among the SOQs received will be based upon the criteria listed in the EVALUATION CRITERIA

section.

D. Evaluation Procedures
The SOQ will be evaluated by each committee member and rank. Please review the SCHEDULE OF
