REPORTS

Police Chief Robert Burby gave a presentation on the 2009 Annual Crime Index & Activity Report.   Since 1930 the FBI Uniformed Crime Report has administered initialed period assessments of the nature and types of crimes in the nation.  The program’s primary objective is to generate a reliable set of criminal set of statistics for the use of law enforcement’s administration, operation and management.  This data has changed over the years; it has become one of the country’s leading social indicators.  There are seven main classifications of crimes that were chosen to gage the overall volume of crime rate in this country.  These seven 
classifications became known as the crime index, included in the volume of crimes are: murder, 
negligent manslaughter, forcible rape, robbery, aggravated assault, property crimes such as burglary, theft and motor vehicle theft and by congressional mandate arson has been added to these mandates as of 1979.  Over the years the City has received grant funding because we report these numbers.  It is not a mandatory thing, it is recommended.  About 94% of the agencies report in the country.  The chief gave a breakdown of the numbers and stated that we have done pretty good.  The chief reviewed each chart showing each classification of the crime index.   The chief reported that the average age of the officer is 39.4; the average years with the department are 11.5; and the average years of law enforcement experience to date is 13.4 years.  The chief said that he has also included the Code Enforcement Monthly Statistics for the whole year, which he coordinated with Corporal Grandstaff.   
Commissioner Johnson remarked that there seems to be a public perception that crime is out of control in Texas City; these numbers seem to show otherwise.  He asked how we could better educate the public.  Chief Burby responded that these numbers are placed on the web site every month; we put our monthly report on the City’s web site.  He added that these type of statistics don’t sell papers – good things don’t get the spin like sensationalized things.

Bruce Clawson, Emergency Management Coordinator, reported that items b. and c. go together. Commissioner Land clarified that we are passing this not because there is an issue but because it has to be a matter of record for this grant application.  Mr. Clawson said that was correct, he added that it should have passed four or five years ago, however, we couldn’t find any record of it passing.
