Purpose of Conveyance/Removal of Gravel Driveway:


The property being conveyed herein is to enable the Grantee to renovate and expand the existing Joe Vickery Animal Resource Center (Project) that is located on lands adjacent to the property being conveyed. Located upon the property being conveyed herein is a gravel driveway currently being used as an oil field road.  This driveway is shown on that one certain survey prepared by Ellis Surveying Services dated September 22, 2009 attached hereto as Exhibit “B”.  Grantor understands that the land upon which this driveway is located is required by Grantee for Project purposes and that the gravel driveway must be removed.  Grantor agrees that in order to enable the current users of the driveway to continue to have access to their oil field to construct a new driveway similar to the existing gravel driveway.  Grantor further agrees that the new driveway will be constructed on lands belonging to Grantor that are located westerly of the property being conveyed herein and that it will be constructed prior to commencement of the Project so as to enable Grantee to demolish the existing gravel driveway and fully use the property being conveyed herein for Project purposes.
