A Regular Called Meeting of the City Commission was held on Wednesday, February 3, 2010, at 5:00 P.M. in the Kenneth T. Nunn Council Room in City Hall, Texas City, Texas, with the following in attendance:  Mayor Matthew T. Doyle; Commissioners: Dee Ann Haney, Mike Land, Donald Singleton, Rick Wilkenfeld and John W. Wilson. Commissioner Dedrick Johnson was not able to attend.  
The Mayor called upon Reverend Walter Abernathy, Cathedral of Faith Church, to offer the Invocation. The Mayor thanked Reverend Abernathy for his attendance and for offering the invocation.  Commissioner Wilkenfeld led all present in the recitation of the Pledge of Allegiance.
PROCLAMATIONS AND PRESENTATIONS
Fire Chief Gorman presented Engineer Jonathan Lee with the Firefighter of the Year Award for Texas City Fire Department.  The Chief remarked that Engineer Jonathan Lee willingly accepted responsibility for the installation of the Opticon signal transmitters and all apparatus which enabled the City to equip more intersections with the Opticon receivers.  

Megan Menefee, representative of Texas-New Mexico Power Company, presented a check in the amount of $11,442.75 to the City of Texas City for its participation in the CitySmart Program.

Mayor Doyle reported that the City tore down the old fire station by Carver Park.  The Mayor said that he asked the Director of Community Development to meet with the Habitat of Humanity to see if they would be interested in buying those three lots. The Habitat of Humanity will start building very soon; there will be two new homes built on those three lots located by Carver Park.  Commissioner Singleton asked if properties could be donated to them.  The Mayor responded that he was sure that they would be interested in looking at what the Commission has.

Mayor Doyle reported that these properties are located east of Matthews’s tires and fueling station; the City has a program which enables the City to buy unsightly properties for a reasonable amount. Once purchased, the City cleans up those unsightly areas in Texas City.  Commissioner Wilkenfeld remarked that that property has been an eyesore for a long time; that will really clean up that corridor entrance to the city.
