Commissioner Haney made a MOTION to APPROVE CONSENT AGENDA; the motion was SECONDED by Commissioner Singleton.  All present voted AYE.  MOTION CARRIED.
REGULAR ITEMS

a. Consider approval of the first reading of Ordinance No. 10-05 amending the City of Texas City Code of Ordinances Chapter 50 Environment by adding a new article, Article V. Storm Water Provisions.  (Public Works Dept.)

Mayor Doyle reported that the TCEQ has mandated that the City add some things to storm water prevention.   Citizens are going to have to pay close attention. You probably should throw your blowers out because blowing leaves into the street is subject to a ticket because that ends 
up in the storm drain - over flowing dumpsters will be subject to a ticket anything that could wash into the storm drain system will be subject to a ticket.  These are big offenses by the TCEQ.  The City will have to enforce these new provisions; if the City does not enforce it the City will get fined.  The TCEQ is getting very serious about this.  
ORDINANCE NO. 10-05

AN ORDINANCE AMENDING THE CODE OF ORDINANCES OF THE CITY OF TEXAS CITY, CHAPTER 50 (ENVIRONMENT), BY ADDING ARTICLE V – STORM WATER; PROVIDING FOR THE REPEAL OF ALL ORDINANCES IN CONFLICT THEREWITH; PROVIDING A SEVERABILITY CLAUSE; PROVIDING FOR THE READING OF THIS ORDINANCE ON THREE (3) SEPARATE DAYS; AND PROVIDING THAT THIS ORDINANCE SHALL BECOME EFFECTIVE FROM AND AFTER ITS PASSAGE AND ADOPTION AND PUBLICATION BY CAPTION ONLY IN THE OFFICIAL NEWSPAPER OF THE CITY.

Commissioner Johnson made a MOTION to APPROVE the FIRST READING of Ordinance No. 10-05 amending the City of Texas City Code of Ordinances Chapter 50 Environment by adding a new article, Article V. Storm Water Provisions; the motion was SECONDED by Commissioner Haney.  All present voted AYE.  MOTION CARRIED.

COMMISSIONERS' COMMENTS
Commissioner Wilkenfeld asked Sheila Bowden to present the Community Development Activities Report.  Ms. Bowden reviewed the report which consisted of complaints regarding high grass, junk and debris, rodent harborage, and abandoned vehicles violations.  The report also included sub-standard properties, condemned houses, demolished houses and houses taken to Building and Standards Commission.  Mayor asked Ms. Bowden to add how many notices the Good Neighbor volunteers mail out during the month.  Ms. Bowden responded that she would add that. 
Having no further business, Commissioner Haney made a MOTION to ADJOURN at 5:20 p.m.; the motion was SECONDED by Commissioner Wilkenfeld. All present voted AYE.  MOTION CARRIED.
