
RESOLUTION NO. 10-026
A RESOLUTION AWARDING A BID FOR THE PURCHASE OF TWO (2) SETS OF HURST EXTRICATION TOOLS WITH PURCHASE PRICE PAID FROM FUNDS RECEIVED BY GALVESTON COUNTY FOR MUTUAL AID AND GRANT PROJECTS; AND PROVIDING THAT THIS RESOLUTION SHALL BECOME EFFECTIVE FROM AND AFTER ITS PASSAGE AND ADOPTION. 

WHEREAS, Texas City Fire Department uses Hurst Extrication tools exclusively allowing for the standardization for safety reasons which use is efficient and essential; and

WHEREAS, the Galveston County Commissioners Court allocates funds each year to county fire departments for mutual aid and grant projects; and

WHEREAS, the City of Texas City has been allocated $30,000.00 from grant projects and $7,600.00 from mutual aid for 2010, which will cover the costs of this equipment in its entirety, and allows for the placement of new extricating equipment on Engines 16 and 21; and

WHEREAS, the lowest bid received was from Municipal Emergency Services, Inc. in the amount of $37,548.00.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE CITY COMMISSION OF THE CITY OF TEXAS CITY, TEXAS:

SECTION 1: That the City Commission of the City of Texas City, Texas, hereby approves the purchase of two (2) sets of Hurst Extrication tools from Municipal Emergency Services, Inc. for the purchase price of $37,548.00, as set out on Exhibit “A”, attached hereto and made a part hereof for all intents and purposes.


SECTION 2:
That this Resolution shall be in full force and effect from and after its passage and adoption.
