A Regular Called Meeting of the City Commission was held on Wednesday, March 3, 2010, at 5:00 P.M. in the Kenneth T. Nunn Council Room in City Hall, Texas City, Texas, with the following in attendance:  Mayor Pro tem Mike Land; Commissioners: Dedrick Johnson, Donald Singleton, Rick Wilkenfeld and John W. Wilson.  Mayor Matthew T. Doyle and Commissioner Dee Ann Haney were not able to attend.
The Mayor Pro tem called upon Pastor Daniel Keur, Trinity Baptist Church, to offer the Invocation. The Mayor Pro tem thanked Pastor Daniel Keur for his attendance and for offering the invocation.  Commissioner Wilson led all present in the recitation of the Pledge of Allegiance.
REPORTS 
a. Presentation of the 2009 Texas City Police Department Annual Racial Profiling Report.
In compliance with Article 2.134 of the Texas Code of Criminal Procedure, Police Chief Robert Burby presented his 2009 Annual Racial Profiling Report to the City Commission.   Racial profiling in the Texas City Police Department is prohibited by State Law and by Departmental Policy.  After reviewing the data contained in this report, the Chief reported that he could find no evidence of racial profiling in this department and that it was his belief that the Texas City Police Department is in compliance with State requirement.

Commissioner Wilson made a MOTION to APPROVE CONSENT AGENDA items a., b., c., d., e., and g.; the motion was SECONDED by Commissioner Singleton.  All present voted AYE.  MOTION CARRIED.
f. Consider approval of Resolution No. 10-021 authorizing the Mayor to execute an Agreement with Texas City Municipal Police Association for tear down and build at 4000 Bay Street.  (Legal Dept.) 
Neal Mora, Landis reported its in bad shape it has been that way for a while; what we want to do is tear down the existing one and build a 4,000 square foot new club house it is a metal building and what we are going to do with the existing building structure now is make that actually a covered part of the new building and build from that part back it is going take the current building is 1800 feet it is going to take it to a total of 6200 feet; 4,000 covered space and 1800 of non-covered.  It is going to have a huge kitchen, proper bathroom facilities and basically a big open space that we can use not only for the Association but also for other events that the board chooses.  We are asking that the city allow us to build this facility there and we will be responsible for paying for the building.  This is for the member of the Texas City Police Municipal Police Association can use it we do not rent it out to the public.

A RESOLUTION APPROVING AN AGREEMENT WITH TEXAS CITY MUNICIPAL POLICE ASSOCIATION (TCMPA) FOR THE TEAR DOWN AND REBUILD OF A BUILDING AT 4000 BAY STREET; PROVIDING THAT THIS RESOLUTION SHALL BECOME EFFECTIVE FROM AND AFTER ITS PASSAGE AND ADOPTION.

Commissioner Johnson made a MOTION to APPROVE Resolution No. 10-021 authorizing the Mayor to execute an Agreement with Texas City Municipal Police Association for tear down and build at 4000 Bay Street; the motion was SECONDED by Commissioner Singleton.  All present voted AYE.  MOTION CARRIED.
REGULAR ITEMS

a. Consider approval of the second reading of Ordinance No. 10-05 amending the City of Texas City Code of Ordinances Chapter 50 Environment by adding a new article, Article V. Storm Water Provisions.  (Public Works Dept.)

Ron Dysart gave a slide presentation on Storm Water Management.   Storm Water Management is a program mandated by the federal government.  We are dealing with two separate drainage systems:  Household wastewater; Storm water.  Household wastewater (toilet, shower, washing machine) is treated; it goes through the sewer treatment plant.  Storm water (everything that goes down the storm drain) is not treated, storm water flows directly to bayous, rivers and Galveston Bay.  What we are dealing with is the storm water.  Under the program the City is required to get a permit in order to discharge rain water.  The City is considered a MS4 - Municipal Separate Storm Sewer System.  The City was issued a TCEQ General permit on June 6th 2009.  The permit is in force for a period of five years from the date of issuance and is then renewed.  Federal and State require compliance.  The permit has six Minimum Control Measures (MCM) that must be implemented: (1) Public Education and Outreach; (2) Public Involvement and Participation; (3) Illicit Discharge Detection and Elimination; (4) Control of Construction Site Runoff; (5) Post-construction Storm Water Management; (6) Pollution Prevention and Good Housekeeping.  Failure of the City to adopt and adequately implement such a program will expose the City to fines as much as $11,000.00 per day of non-compliance, plus the money the EPA and TCEQ thinks the City should have spent to properly implement the program, plus the cleanup cost of any damage the EPA and TCEQ thinks the City may have caused to the environment.  No person shall introduce or cause to be introduced into the Municipal Separate Storm Sewer System any discharge that is not composed entirely of Storm Water.  

Commissioner Wilkenfeld commented on education to the general public, he remarked the City is going to have to do that. Mr. Dysart clarified that the City must target specific groups that are named in the protocol - residents, visitors, hotels, commercial businesses.

AN ORDINANCE AMENDING THE CODE OF ORDINANCES OF THE CITY OF TEXAS CITY, CHAPTER 50 (ENVIRONMENT), BY ADDING ARTICLE V – STORM WATER; PROVIDING FOR THE REPEAL OF ALL ORDINANCES IN CONFLICT THEREWITH; PROVIDING A SEVERABILITY CLAUSE; PROVIDING FOR THE READING OF THIS ORDINANCE ON THREE (3) SEPARATE DAYS; AND PROVIDING THAT THIS ORDINANCE SHALL BECOME EFFECTIVE FROM AND AFTER ITS PASSAGE AND ADOPTION AND PUBLICATION BY CAPTION ONLY IN THE OFFICIAL NEWSPAPER OF THE CITY.

Commissioner Wilson made a MOTION to APPROVE the SECOND READING of Ordinance No. 10-05 amending the City of Texas City Code of Ordinances Chapter 50 Environment by adding a new article, Article V. Storm Water Provisions; the motion was SECONDED by Commissioner Johnson  All present voted AYE.  MOTION CARRIED.
b. Consider approval of Ordinance No. 10-06 amending the City of Texas City’s 2009/2010 fiscal year budget to accept grant funds from the Galveston County Firefighters’ Association.  (Finance Dept.)

A budget amendment is needed to accept funds in the amount of $41,000.00 from Galveston County Firefighters' Association for the purchase of fire and rescue tools for the Texas City Fire Department.

c. Consider approval of Ordinance No. 10-07 amending the City of Texas City’s 2009/2010 fiscal year budget to carry forward funding for the SCADA Upgrades-7 Pressure Reducing Station, which was originally funded in the 2008/2009 fiscal year budget.  (Finance Dept.)

A budget amendment is needed to carry forward funding for the SCADA Upgrades-7 Pressure Reducing Station, which was originally funded in the 2008/2009 adopted budgeted for a total budget of $116,500.

AN ORDINANCE AMENDING ORDINANCE NO. 09-31, ADOPTING THE 2009-2010 FISCAL YEAR BUDGET TO FUND SCADA UPGRADES; DIRECTING THE CHIEF EXECUTIVE OFFICER TO FILE OR CAUSE TO BE FILED A COPY OF THE AMENDED BUDGET IN THE OFFICE OF THE GALVESTON COUNTY CLERK AND THE STATE COMPTROLLER’S OFFICE; DISPENSING WITH THE REQUIREMENT FOR READING THIS ORDINANCE ON THREE (3) SEPARATE DAYS; AND PROVIDING THAT THIS ORDINANCE SHALL BECOME EFFECTIVE FROM AND AFTER ITS PASSAGE AND ADOPTION.

Commissioner Singleton made a MOTION to APPROVE Ordinance No. 10-07 amending the City of Texas City’s 2009/2010 fiscal year budget to carry forward funding for the SCADA Upgrades-7 Pressure Reducing Station, which was originally funded in the 2008/2009 fiscal year budget; the motion was SECONDED by Commissioner Wilson. All present voted AYE.  MOTION CARRIED.
d. Consider approval of Ordinance No. 10-08 amending the City of Texas City’s 2009/2010 fiscal year budget to provide additional funding for the TAAF Basketball Tournament.  (Finance Dept.)

A budget amendment is needed to provide additional funding for the TAAF Basketball Tournament being held in Texas City.  The opportunity for Texas City to host this tournament came about after the City's 2009/2010 budget was adopted.   These funds will come out of the Hotel/Motel Fund.
