A Regular Called Meeting of the City Commission was held on Wednesday, April 7, 2010, at 5:00 P.M. in the Kenneth T. Nunn Council Room in City Hall, Texas City, Texas, with the following in attendance:  Mayor Matthew T. Doyle; Commissioners: Dee Ann Haney, Dedrick Johnson, Mike Land, Donald Singleton, Rick Wilkenfeld, and John W. Wilson.  
The Mayor called upon Pastor Daniel Kuer, of the Trinity Baptist Church, to offer the Invocation. The Mayor thanked Pastor Kuer for his attendance and for offering the invocation.  Commissioner Johnson led all present in the recitation of the Pledge of Allegiance.
PROCLAMATIONS AND PRESENTATIONS
The Mayor presented a Crime Victim Rights Week proclamation to Ernest Matthews;  the proclamation read as follows:

Proclamation

I, Matthew T. Doyle, Mayor of the City of Texas City, am honored to hereby proclaim April 18-24, 2010 as:

j. Consider approval of Resolution No. 10-040 awarding the contract for the Dike Paving Improvements Project.
Mr. Kulumbi, representative of Claunch and Miller, reported that on March 18, 2010, the City received ten (10) bids for the above referenced project; each bid was checked for mathematical errors and/or bid irregularities.  Stewart Builders, Inc.'s bid was deemed irregular and was not considered. In addition, errors were discovered in Metro City Construction, L.P.'s and W.T. Byler Co., Inc.'s bid. The low, responsible bid was $4,093,310.00 submitted by SER Construction, Inc. The contractor has been researched and deemed qualified to perform the project. It was recommended that this project be awarded to SER Construction, Inc. for their total bid amount, and that the Mayor be authorized to execute a contract on behalf of the City Commission and that the Mayor be authorized to approve change orders, not to exceed 25% of the contract amount, without bringing the matter before the Commission.

The Mayor remarked the will not be any bigger, there will not be any extra amenities or those type of things.  One thing the Mayor said that he wanted to make sure everyone understands, there will be no power on the dike, there will not be lights on the dike as there use to be.  We will have to work off of solar powered lights around the docking and boat ramps especially to give light for the public and that will be at the City’s cost.

When asked what the time frame of construction would be, Mr. Kulumbi responded if all goes well construction will begin at the end of the month and then a six-month project duration.

REGULAR ITEMS

a. Consider approval of Ordinance No. 10-12 abandoning a 20’ street easement, utilities and drainage right-of-way being out of 10.4886 acre tract of land, Subdivision H, situated in the James Smith Survey, Abstract No. 176, Galveston County, Texas; located, west of Lowe’s and east of R.R. and pipeline easement and north of Emmett F. Lowry Expy., Texas City, Texas. 
Don Carroll, City Planner, introduced Chance Bennett, representative of Starship Texas City III, L.P., who was in attendance to answer any questions concerning this request.  Mr. Carroll reported that Scott Monroe, Starship Texas City III, L.P. requests to abandon a 20-foot easement for street, utilities and drainage right-of-way as follows : Being a 20' wide road easement, granted to the City of Texas City, as reflected by instrument recorded in Volume 2327, Page 86, in the Office of the Clerk of Galveston, Texas, being out of 10.4886 acre tract, of land, Subdivision H, situated in the James Smith Survey, Abstract No. 176, Galveston County, Texas, as shown on the topographic surveyor prepared by Billy L. Shanks, R.P.L.S. #1821, dated April 17, 2008; located west of Lowe's and east of rail road and pipeline easement and north of Emmett F. Lowry Expressway. This request for abandonment came before the Planning Board during its regularly scheduled meeting. This was a Planning Board Public Hearing where notice was given in order to notify all property owners that could be impacted. There were no controversial issues registered from the property owners within the abandonment limits. The applicant has presented his abandonment intent to Staff during several pre-development review meetings. All stipulations raised by Staff have been properly addressed and reconciled. Staff has no objections to the abandonment intent. The Planning Board members reviewed the information provided and after their review, the members present unanimously voted to recommend approval of this request.
