The Public Works Director, Michael Cox, reported on the Texas City Dike.  The Notice of Procedure was issued on April 19th.  The contractors start mobilizing early; to date they have hauled in over 20,000 tons of material, which is over 1,000 semi truck trailer loads that have come into the dike.  We have base material down on almost 3 ½ miles of roadway.  The vast majority of the beaches are cleaned up and graded.  The picnic shelters are in place for the most part.  The Mayor remarked that there is a lot more beach out there then there use to be.
