
RESOLUTION NO. 10-052
A RESOLUTION ACCEPTING A PROPOSAL AND AUTHORIZING THE MAYOR TO ENTER INTO AN AGREEMENT WITH TEXAS FIRST BANK FOR BANKING SERVICE CONTRACT FOR THE CITY OF TEXAS CITY, TEXAS; AND PROVIDING THAT THIS RESOLUTION SHALL BECOME EFFECTIVE FROM AND AFTER ITS PASSAGE AND ADOPTION.

WHEREAS, on February 24, 2010, bids were sent to area vendors for the Banking Service Contract, Bid No. 2010-219; and

WHEREAS, bids were opened on April 7, 2010, and both bids received were from banks fully meeting all of the minimum qualifications, as well as offering predominantly equal services with only a minimal fee difference existing between the two banks; and

WHEREAS, the Finance Department recommends the Banking Service Contract be awarded to Texas First Bank.
NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE CITY COMMISSION OF THE CITY OF TEXAS CITY, TEXAS:

SECTION 1:
That the City Commission hereby accepts the proposal submitted by Texas First Bank for the City’s Banking Service Contract.

SECTION 2:
That the Mayor is hereby authorized to enter into an agreement with Texas First Bank for the City’s Banking Service Contract.

SECTION 3:
That this Resolution shall be in full force and effect from and after its passage and adoption.
