WHEREAS, in an effort to assure that a quorum exists for voting items at the bi-annual meetings of the Houston Area Library System (HALS), the Texas State Library & Archives Commission is expected to issue new guidance/requirement for the mandatory library representative; 

WHEREAS, it is anticipated that the Library Director may become the primary library representative;

WHEREAS, an amendment is needed to the bylaws for the Governance of the Board of Library Trustees for Texas City to allow the Vice Chair to serve as an alternate to the Galveston County Library System advisory council and as alternative representative to the Houston Area Library System Advisor Council;

WHEREAS, this amendment will allow the Moore Memorial Public Library Board bylaws to be in compliance with anticipated directives from the Texas State Library & Archives Commission, enabling Moore Memorial Library to have full voting presence at regional and statewide library meetings; and

WHEREAS, the Library Board has unanimously recommended approval of the bylaw change.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE CITY COMMISSION OF THE CITY OF TEXAS CITY, TEXAS:

Section 1:  That the City Commission of the City of Texas City, Texas, approves the amendment to the Bylaws for the Governance of the Board of Library Trustees for Texas City as set out on  Exhibit “A,” attached hereto and made a part hereof for all purposes.  
SECTION 2:  That this Resolution shall be in full force and effect from and after its passage and adoption.
