NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE CITY COMMISSION OF THE CITY OF TEXAS CITY, TEXAS:
SECTION 1: 
That the City Commission of the City of Texas City, Texas, hereby approves an Interlocal Agreement between the City of Texas City, Texas, and Texas City Independent School District for the sharing of resources and the mutual use of public facilities. 

SECTION 2:  That the City Commission authorizes the Mayor to execute an Interlocal Agreement in substantially the same form as the agreement attached hereto as Exhibit “A” and made a part hereof for all intents and purposes.     

SECTION 3:  That this Resolution shall be in full force and effect from and after its passage and adoption.
