ORDINANCE NO. 10-14
AN ORDINANCE ALTERING THE PRIMA FACIE SPEED LIMITS ALONG SH 146 WITHIN THE BOUNDARIES OF TEXAS CITY; PROVIDING FOR A PENALTY CLAUSE; PROVIDING A SAVINGS CLAUSE; PROVIDING FOR THE READING OF THIS ORDINANCE ON THREE (3) SEPARATE DAYS; AND PROVIDING THAT THIS ORDINANCE SHALL BECOME EFFECTIVE FROM AND AFTER ITS PASSAGE AND ADOPTION.

WHEREAS, Section 545.356 Vernon’s Texas Civil Statutes, provides that whenever the governing body of the City shall determine, upon the basis of an engineering and traffic investigation, that any prima facie speed therein set forth is greater or less than is reasonable or safe under the conditions found to exist at any intersection or other place or upon any part of a street or highway within the City, taking into consideration the width and condition of the pavement and other circumstances on such portion of said street or highway, as well as the usual traffic thereon, said governing body may determine and declare a reasonable and safe prima facie speed limit thereat or thereon by the passage of an Ordinance, which shall be effective when appropriate signs giving notice thereof are erected at such intersection or other place or part of the street or highway; and 

WHEREAS, the Texas Department of Transportation conducted a speed zone study and recommends speed limits to be altered on SH 146 as outlined on Exhibit “A”, Speed Zone Map, attached hereto and made a part hereof for all intents and purposes; and

WHEREAS, the City Commission of the City of Texas City agrees it is in the best interest of the citizens of Texas City to determine and declare such designated areas as suggested by the Texas Department of Transportation as outlined in Exhibit A; 
          NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY COMMISSION OF THE CITY OF TEXAS CITY, TEXAS:

SECTION 1:  Upon the basis of the Texas Department of Transportation speed zone study made as authorized by the provisions of section 545.356 of the Texas Transportation Code, the following prima facie speed limits hereafter indicated for vehicles are hereby determined and declared to be reasonable and safe; and such speed limits are hereby fixed at the rate of speed indicated for vehicles traveling upon the named streets and highways, or parts thereof, described as follows:

(A)  Along SH 146 from the north City limit, City of Texas City to the intersection of FM 646/Grand Avenue, a distance of approximately 0.261 mile, the speed limit shall be 55MPH.

(B)  Along SH 146 from FM 646/Grand Avenue to the intersection of BAY/Skyline, a distance of approximately 3.180 miles, the speed limit shall be 60 MPH.

(C)  Along SH 146 from the point of 580 feet north of Moses Bayou to the point of 2175 feet south of Moses Bayou, a distance of approximately 0.522 mile, the speed limit shall be 60 MPH.

(D)  Along SH 146 Main Line, from the point of 2175 feet south of Moses Bayou to the intersection of 9th Ave N, a distance of approximately 1.778 miles, the speed limit shall be 55 MPH.

(E)  Along SH 146 Frontage Road, from the point of 2175 feet south of Moses Bayou to the intersection of 9th Ave N, a distance of approximately 1.778 miles, the speed limit shall be 50 MPH.

(F)  Along SH 146 from the intersection of 9th Ave N to the intersection of FM 1765, a distance of approximately 0.872 mile, the speed limit shall be 50 MPH.

(G)  Along SH 146 from the intersection of FM 1765 to the south city limit City of Texas City, a distance of approximately 2.158 miles, the speed limit shall be 55 MPH.

SECTION 2: Any person violating any of the provisions of this ordinance shall by deemed guilty of a misdemeanor and upon conviction thereof shall be fined in any sum not more than Two Hundred Dollars ($200).


SECTION 3:
That all ordinances or parts of ordinances in conflict with the provisions of this Ordinance are hereby repealed.  In the event any section, clause, sentence, paragraph, or part of this Ordinance shall be for any reason adjudged by any court of competent jurisdiction to be invalid, such invalidity shall not affect, invalidate, or impair the remainder of this Ordinance.


SECTION 4:
That this Ordinance shall be read on three (3) separate days and shall become effective upon its final reading, passage, and adoption.


SECTION 5:
That this Ordinance shall be finally passed upon the date of its introduction and shall become effective from and after its passage and adoption and publication by caption only in the official newspaper of the City.
