A Regular Called Meeting of the City Commission was held on Wednesday, May 5, 2010, at 5:00 P.M. in the Kenneth T. Nunn Council Room in City Hall, Texas City, Texas, with the following in attendance:  Mayor Matthew T. Doyle; Commissioners: Dee Ann Haney, Mike Land, Rick Wilkenfeld and John W. Wilson.  Commissioners Dedrick Johnson and Donald Singleton were not able to attend.
The Mayor called upon Pastor Johnny Angel, of the First Church of God, to offer the Invocation. The Mayor thanked Pastor Angel for his attendance and for offering the invocation.  Commissioner Haney led all present in the recitation of the Pledge of Allegiance.
PROCLAMATIONS AND PRESENTATIONS
The Mayor presented a Proclamation, declaring Thursday, May 6, 2010 as the National Day of Prayer in Texas City.  The Proclamation read as follows:  

Proclamation
Whereas, throughout our history, whether in times of great joy and thanksgiving or in times of great challenge an uncertainty, Americans have turned to prayer.  We ask Him to care for all those who suffer or feel helpless, knowing that God sees their needs and calls on us to meet them; and

Whereas, the many brave and courageous men and women of the United States armed forces who have been deployed in the Middle East and around the world to keep freedom and protect liberty now find themselves in harm's way and in need of our prayers and petitions to God on behalf of their safety and well being; and

Whereas, on Thursday, May 6, 2010, we are asked to join together as a State and a Nation in prayer on the 59th Annual National Day of Prayer.  The spirit of this year’s theme, “PRAYER FOR SUCH A TIME AS THIS”;

Whereas, it seems right and fitting that the people of Texas should join with the soldiers in their foxholes, the pilots in their planes, and the sailors on the seas and stand in solidarity with them through prayer for their safe return and the resumption of peace in the region and throughout the world; 

Now, Therefore, I, Matthew T. Doyle, Mayor of the City of Texas City, Texas do hereby proclaim, Thursday, May 6, 2010 as:
National Day of Prayer

And urge the citizens of this great City, regardless of faith and religion to offer prayers for peace and safety on behalf of our troops deployed around the world that they may return home safely to the care and comfort of their families.

Next the Mayor presented a Proclamation declaring May 5, 2010 Cinco de Mayo in Texas City.  Mrs. Hilda Torres and members of the Ballet Folklorico Fiesta Mexicana dance group accepted the proclamation. The Proclamation read as follows:

The Mayor also read and presented a Proclamation declaring May 10, 2010 as National Salvation Army Week.  Ms. Jan Porter accepted the proclamation.
PUBLIC HEARING

a. Public Hearing to review the Juvenile Curfew Ordinance Chapter 78 Article II, Division 2, Curfew Hour for Minors.  

Commissioner Land made a MOTION to address the public hearing after the Consent Agenda; the motion was seconded by Commissioner Wilson.  All present voted AYE.  MOTION CARRIED.

CONSENT AGENDA:  All of the following items on the Consent Agenda are considered to be routine by the City Commission and will be enacted by one motion.  There will not be separate discussion of these items unless a Commission Member or citizen so requests.  For a citizen to request removal of an item, a speaker card must be filled out and submitted to the City Secretary.
Mayor Doyle requested that items b. through h. be pulled for further discussion.  Commissioner Wilson requested that item i. be pulled for further discussion.    
a. Consider approval of the Minutes from the April 21, 2010 Regular Called City Commission Meeting.
Commissioner Land made a MOTION to APPROVE item a. of the CONSENT AGENDA; the motion was SECONDED by Commissioner Wilkenfeld.  All present voted AYE.  MOTION CARRIED.
b. Consider approval of Resolution No. 10-048 awarding the annual contract for Water & Sewer Line Repair Material. 
The Mayor requested that this item be tabled.
Commissioner Land made a MOTION to TABLE item b., Consider approval of Resolution No. 10-048 awarding the annual contract for Water & Sewer Line Repair Material; Commissioner Haney SECONDED the motion.  All present voted AYE.  MOTION CARRIED.
c. Consider approval of Resolution No. 10-049 accepting a donation of two Gastec handy compact test Pumps and six boxes of Gastec hydrogen fluoride (HF) acid tubes (10 per box) from Marathon Petroleum Company, LLC; authorizing the Mayor to executed Bill of Sale. 
Marathon Petroleum Company, LLC, a Delaware limited liability company, desires to donate to the Texas City Fire Department HF Acid Equipment.  The donated equipment includes two Gastec Handy Compact Test Pumps, Part No. GV100S and six boxes of Gastec Hydrogen Fluoride (HF) Acid Tubes #17 (ten per box).

A RESOLUTION APPROVING AND ACCEPTING A DONATION OF FIRE EQUIPMENT FROM MARATHON PETROLEUM COMPANY, LLC; PROVIDING THAT THIS RESOLUTION SHALL BECOME EFFECTIVE FROM AND AFTER ITS PASSAGE AND ADOPTION.

Commissioner Haney made a MOTION to APPROVE Resolution No. 10-049 accepting a donation of two Gastec handy compact test Pumps and six boxes of Gastec hydrogen fluoride (HF) acid tubes (10 per box) from Marathon Petroleum Company, LLC; authorizing the Mayor to executed Bill of Sale; Commissioner Wilkenfeld SECONDED that motion.  All present voted AYE.  MOTION CARRIED.

d. Consider approval of Resolution No. 10-051 approving the purchase of land located at 2930 25th Ave. North, Texas City, Texas; authorizing the Mayor to execute any and all documents concerning this transaction.

The City desires to purchase real property adjacent to the Texas City Memorial Cemetery, at 2930 25th Avenue North, Texas City, Galveston County, Texas, for a purchase price of $220,000.00.  The purchase of this property will allow the City to extend the Texas City Memorial Cemetery.

RESOLUTION NO. 10-051

A RESOLUTION APPROVING THE PURCHASE OF REAL PROPERTY LOCATED ADJACENT TO THE TEXAS CITY MEMORIAL CEMETERY, AT 2930 25TH AVENUE NORTH, KNOWN AS LOT TWO OF REPLAT OF WEEKLY SUBDIVISION; AND PROVIDING THAT THIS RESOLUTION SHALL BECOME EFFECTIVE FROM AND AFTER ITS PASSAGE AND ADOPTION. 

Commissioner Land made a MOTION to APPROVE Resolution No. 10-051 approving the purchase of land located at 2930 25th Ave. North, Texas City, Texas and authorizing the Mayor to execute any and all documents concerning this transaction; Commissioner Haney SECONDED the motion.  All present voted AYE.  MOTION CARRIED.

e. Consider approval of Resolution No. 10-050 approving the purchase and authorizing the Mayor to execute for 5.073 acres of land with improvements, located at 911 Hwy. 146 North, known as the Lincoln Dealership.

The City desires to purchase real property and improvements located at 911 Hwy. 146, Texas City, Galveston County, Texas, from Ford Leasing Development Company, LLC for a purchase price of $689,000.00.   This purchase will provide a new City Service Center.

A RESOLUTION APPROVING THE PURCHASE OF REAL PROPERTY AND IMPROVEMENTS LOCATED AT 911 HWY 146, TEXAS CITY, GALVESTON COUNTY, TEXAS; AND PROVIDING THAT THIS RESOLUTION SHALL BECOME EFFECTIVE FROM AND AFTER ITS PASSAGE AND ADOPTION. 

Commissioner Land made a MOTION to APPROVE Resolution No. 10-050 approving the purchase and authorizing the Mayor to execute for 5.073 acres of land with improvements, located at 911 Hwy. 146 North, known as the Lincoln Dealership; Commissioner Wilkenfeld SECONDED the motion.  All present voted AYE.  MOTION CARRIED.

f. Consider approval of Resolution No. 10-047 approving the purchase of land and improvements located at 313 4th Street North, Texas City; authorizing the Mayor to execute any and all documents concerning this transaction.

The City desires to purchase real property and improvements located at 313 4th Street North, Texas City, Galveston County, Texas, from Texas City Day Nursery for a purchase price of $100,000.00.  This purchase will enable the City to revitalize the area.
RESOLUTION NO. 10-047

A RESOLUTION APPROVING THE PURCHASE OF REAL PROPERTY AND IMPROVEMENTS LOCATED AT 313 4TH STREET NORTH, TEXAS CITY, GALVESTON COUNTY, TEXAS; AND PROVIDING THAT THIS RESOLUTION SHALL BECOME EFFECTIVE FROM AND AFTER ITS PASSAGE AND ADOPTION. 

Commissioner Haney made a MOTION to APPROVE Resolution No. 10-047 approving the purchase of land and improvements located at 313 4th Street North, Texas City and authorizing the Mayor to execute any and all documents concerning this transaction; Commissioner Land SECONDED the motion.  All present voted AYE.  MOTION CARRIED.

g. Consider approval of Resolution No. 10-052 awarding the contract for depository banking services.

Mayor Doyle and Commissioner Land declared a conflict of interest and abstained from discussion on this item.
	Proposals were received from Texas First Bank and Amegy Bank of Texas.  Both banks fully meet all minimum qualifications, as well as offered predominantly equal services.  Only a minimal fee difference exists between the two banks.  Due to Texas First Bank’s history as the City of Texas City’s depository institution, the fact that all services offered are both satisfactory and to the full requirements of the Request for Proposal, and the likelihood of a minimal fee difference between the two proposing banks, it is the opinion of the City of Texas City Finance Department that Texas First Bank be awarded the contract to continue providing the City’s depository services.  


RESOLUTION NO. 10-052

A RESOLUTION ACCEPTING A PROPOSAL AND AUTHORIZING THE MAYOR TO ENTER INTO AN AGREEMENT WITH TEXAS FIRST BANK FOR BANKING SERVICE CONTRACT FOR THE CITY OF TEXAS CITY, TEXAS; AND PROVIDING THAT THIS RESOLUTION SHALL BECOME EFFECTIVE FROM AND AFTER ITS PASSAGE AND ADOPTION.
Commissioner Wilkenfeld made a MOTION to APPROVE Resolution No. 10-052 awarding the contract for depository banking services; the motion was SECONDED by Commissioner Wilson.  Commissioners Haney, Wilkenfeld and Wilson voted AYE.  Mayor Doyle and Commissioner Land abstained.

h. Consider approval of Resolution No. 10-053 awarding the contract for Merchant Card Services.

 In response to Request for Proposals for Merchant Card Services (RFP #2010-222), the City of Texas City received four completed proposals.  All proposing companies meet qualifying criteria.  The fee schedules provided by each company vary widely and are therefore hard to compare directly.  Each proposal was analyzed. Chase Paymentech offers both highly competitive rates and sophisticated transaction reporting, which facilitates both the ease and speed of use. Chase has also demonstrated its capability for providing municipal credit and debit payment acceptance by serving the City of Houston. It is for these criteria that the City of Texas City Finance Department recommends Chase Paymentech as the City’s merchant card services provider.
RESOLUTION NO. 10-053

A RESOLUTION ACCEPTING A PROPOSAL AND AUTHORIZING THE MAYOR TO ENTER INTO AN AGREEMENT WITH CHASE PAYMENTECH FOR MERCHANT CARD SERVICES CONTRACT FOR THE CITY OF TEXAS CITY, TEXAS; AND PROVIDING THAT THIS RESOLUTION SHALL BECOME EFFECTIVE FROM AND AFTER ITS PASSAGE AND ADOPTION.

Commissioner Land made a MOTION to APPROVE Resolution No. 10-053 awarding the contract for Merchant Card Services; Commissioner Wilkenfeld SECONDED the motion.  All present voted AYE.  MOTION CARRIED.
i. Consider approval of Resolution No. 10-054 affirming the City’s support of Nustar’s Texas Enterprise Zone Project Application to the State of Texas.

This requests the City’s support of Nustar’s Texas Enterprise Zone Project Application.  The City has already used three of their available nominations and has three remaining through the end of this biennium (August 31, 2011). NuStar is requesting one nomination for their project, which would leave the City with two remaining nominations through the end of the biennium.  Valero has been approved by the City for a Super Jumbo project which is the equivalent of three projects.  No other industry or businesses have indicated they will be making a request this biennium.  This project does not affect local sales tax.
RESOLUTION NO. 10-054

A RESOLUTION AFFIRMING THE CITY’S SUPPORT OF NUSTAR’S TEXAS ENTERPRISE ZONE PROJECT APPLICATION TO THE STATE OF TEXAS; PROVIDING THAT THIS RESOLUTION SHALL BECOME EFFECTIVE FROM AND AFTER ITS PASSAGE AND ADOPTION.

Commissioner Land made a MOTION to APPROVE Resolution No. 10-054 affirming the City’s support of Nustar’s Texas Enterprise Zone Project Application to the State of Texas; the motion was SECONDED by Commissioner Haney.  All present voted AYE.  MOTION CARRIED.
PUBLIC HEARING

The City adopted a juvenile curfew in 1998.  State law requires that before the third anniversary of the date of adoption of the juvenile curfew ordinance, and every third year thereafter the City Commission review the ordinance’s effects on the community and on problems the ordinance was intended to remedy, conduct a public hearing on the need to continue the ordinance, and renew, abolish or modify the ordinance as necessary.   Chief Burby reported that there are no changes to the curfew ordinance.  Curfew for minors deters criminal conduct involving juveniles, reduces the number of juvenile crime victims, reduces injury from accidents involving juveniles and reduces the additional time police officers are required to be in the field due to juvenile crime.  It also provides additional and more effective means and options for dealing with gang-related violence and crime, reduces juvenile peer pressure to stay out late, reduces juvenile peer pressure to participate in violent or criminal activities, and assists parents in the control of their children.  The Chief recommended the continuation of the juvenile curfew regulations 
REGULAR ITEMS

a. Consider approval of Ordinance No. 10-13 amending the Code of Ordinances, City of Texas City, Chapter 78 Article II, Division 2, Curfew Hour for Minors, by renewing and updating.  

Commissioner Haney made a MOTION to APPROVE Ordinance No. 10-13 amending the Code of Ordinances, City of Texas City, Chapter 78 Article II, Division 2, Curfew Hour for Minors, by renewing the Curfew for Minors; Commissioner Wilson SECONDED the motion.  All present voted AYE.  MOTION CARRIED.

COMMENTS

The Public Works Director, Mike Cox, gave a slide presentation on the progress of the Texas City Dike Project.  The contractors started mobilizing early; to date they have hauled in over 20,000 tons of material, which is over 1,000 semi truck trailer loads that have come into the dike.  We have base material down on almost 3 ½ miles of roadway.  The vast majority of the beaches are cleaned up and graded.  The picnic shelters are in place for the most part.
