A Regular Called Meeting of the City Commission was held on Wednesday, June 2, 2010, at 5:00 P.M. in the Kenneth T. Nunn Council Room in City Hall, Texas City, Texas, with the following in attendance:  Mayor Matthew T. Doyle; Commissioners: Dee Ann Haney, Mike Land, Donald Singleton and Rick Wilkenfeld.  Commissioners Dedrick Johnson and John W. Wilson were not able to attend.
The Mayor called upon Pastor Daniel Keur, Trinity Baptist Church, to offer the Invocation.  The Mayor thanked Pastor Keur for his attendance and for offering the invocation.  Commissioner Land led all present in the recitation of the Pledge of Allegiance.
OATH OF OFFICE:  Oath of Office given to Dee Ann Haney, declared winner of the 2010 City of Texas City uncontested General Election.
Mayor Doyle announced that Commissioner Haney had taken the official Oath of Office before this meeting had begun; we are going to do the ceremonial piece of her swearing in.

Following tradition, the elected official, Dee Ann Haney, was administered the Oath of Office by her mother, Lois Ann Haney.  Commissioner Haney expressed her gratitude to the people of the community for their support and that she appreciated the opportunity to serve and looked forward to serving the next two years.  

PROCLAMATIONS AND PRESENTATIONS
Fire Chief Gorman presented the Texas City Fire Department Chief’s Medal to Engineer Corey Aiken for his courageous actions taken on May 1, 2010.  Engineer Aiken’s quick action, averted the collision of a life flight helicopter attempting to land and a vehicle that had driven into the landing zone.

The City Commission endorsed the reappointment of five members of the United Board of Health and approved the appointment of one new member (Mainland Medical Center).  New terms will expire April 30, 2012.  The appointed Directors to the United Board of Health are John Konikowski, MD, Medical Society; Steven Leach, CRNA, Municipality; Bernard Milstein, MD, Citizen at Large; Walter Treybig, III, Engineer; Bob Baylor, DVM, Veterinarian; Rob Hefner, Mainland Medical Center.

Commissioner Land made a MOTION to APPROVE the CONSENT AGENDA; the motion was SECONDED by Commissioner Haney.  All present voted AYE.  MOTION CARRIED.

REGULAR ITEMS

a. Consider approval of the second reading of Ordinance No. 10-14 altering the vehicle speed limits along the entire length of SH 146 in Texas City. 
Doug Kneupper, City Engineer, reported that there had been no changes since the first reading

AN ORDINANCE ALTERING THE PRIMA FACIE SPEED LIMITS ALONG SH 146 WITHIN THE BOUNDARIES OF TEXAS CITY; PROVIDING FOR A PENALTY CLAUSE; PROVIDING A SAVINGS CLAUSE; PROVIDING FOR THE READING OF THIS ORDINANCE ON THREE (3) SEPARATE DAYS; AND PROVIDING THAT THIS ORDINANCE SHALL BECOME EFFECTIVE FROM AND AFTER ITS PASSAGE AND ADOPTION.
Commissioner Singleton made a MOTION to APPROVE the SECOND READING of Ordinance No. 10-14 altering the vehicle speed limits along the entire length of SH 146 in Texas City; Commissioner Wilkenfeld SECONDED the motion.  All present voted AYE.  MOTION CARRIED.

b. Consider approval of the first reading of Ordinance No. 10-16 amending the Code of Ordinances, City of Texas City, Texas, Chapter 62 Health and Sanitation, Section 62-118, to include the provision to abate a code violation from a property and charge the expenses to the property owners’ city water bill.
George Fuller, Director of Community Development, explained that when there is a property violation such as, overgrown grass the current process involves filing a citation with the municipal court where a fine may be assessed.  However, it does not remove the violation and it may take up to 30 days before the court hearing.  With amending the ordinance to include this provision city staff can order the immediate removal of the violation and the abatement expenses can be charged to the property’s city water bill.  As this indicates, this would only apply when the property is occupied and has an active water account.  Even if the property owner lives in Texas City and has an active water account elsewhere, if there is no active water account for the property that has been remedied the cost of the remediation cannot be applied to a water bill.

AN ORDINANCE AMENDING THE CODE OF ORDINANCES OF THE CITY OF TEXAS CITY, CHAPTER 62 HEALTH AND SANITATION, ARTICLE III, BY AMENDING SECTION 62-118, “ABATEMENT BY CITY AUTHORIZED; PAYMENT OF EXPENSES”; PROVIDING FOR THE REPEAL OF ALL ORDINANCES IN CONFLICT THEREWITH; PROVIDING A SEVERABILITY CLAUSE; PROVIDING FOR THE READING OF THIS ORDINANCE ON THREE (3) SEPARATE DAYS; AND PROVIDING THAT THIS ORDINANCE SHALL BECOME EFFECTIVE FROM AND AFTER ITS PASSAGE AND ADOPTION AND PUBLICATION BY CAPTION ONLY IN THE OFFICIAL NEWSPAPER OF THE CITY.

Commissioner Land made a MOTION to APPROVE the FIRST READING of Ordinance No. 10-16 amending the Code of Ordinances, City of Texas City, Texas, Chapter 62 Health and Sanitation, Section 62-118, to include the provision to abate a code violation from a property and charge the expenses to the property owners’ city water bill; Commissioner Haney SECONDED the motion.  All present voted AYE.  MOTION CARRIED.

c. Consider approval of Ordinance No. 10-17 amending the City of Texas City’s 2009/2010 fiscal year budget to close the 2008/2009 fiscal year purchase orders.
Laura Boyd, Financial Director, reported that purchase orders that are outstanding at the end of the fiscal year are to be canceled and rolled into the current fiscal year 2009/2010.  Since encumbrances impact budgets, the current fiscal year’s budget must be increased to reflect outstanding encumbrances from the 2008/2009 fiscal year.
