RESOLUTION NO. 10-066
A RESOLUTION APPROVING MEMBERSHIP IN THE GALVESTON COUNTY-WIDE URBAN-RURAL  TRANSIT DISTRICT AND NOMINATING GOVERNING BOARD MEMBER; AND PROVIDING THAT THIS RESOLUTION SHALL BECOME EFFECTIVE FROM AND AFTER ITS PASSAGE AND ADOPTION.


WHEREAS, the City of Galveston’s Island Transit and the Gulf Coast Center’s Connect Transit are the existing transit providers within Galveston County; and

WHEREAS, the demand for public transportation services, both demand response and commuter, will continue to grow as Galveston County’s population increases, and as the average age of Galveston County residents is also expected to rise over the next decade; and

WHEREAS, under enabling state legislation, Chapter 458 of the Texas Transportation Code enables the creation of county-wide urban and rural transit districts; and

WHEREAS, on April 13, 2010, pursuant to Chapter 458 of the Texas Transportation Code, the Galveston County Commissioners’ Court formally called a Rural Public Transporation Conference (“Conference”), and invited all incorporated cities within Galveston County to discuss the potential benefits of a county-wide urban-rural transit district (“District”); and

WHEREAS, the Conference was attended by 12 of the 13 incorporated cities within Galveston County who voted unanimously to hold a Public Hearing to enable all members of the public to discuss the potential creation of a Galveston County Transit District; and

WHEREAS, the Public Hearing, held on June 3, 2010, at the Wayne Johnson Community Center in Carbide Park, LaMarque, Texas, to solicit input from the general public, resulted in the Conferees voting to create a consolidated Galveston County Transit District and to set the  boundaries as Galveston County; and

WHEREAS, the new County consolidated Transit District has no taxing power without further legislative action and voter approval; and

WHEREAS, each incorporated City, desiring to become a part of the new District, may do so through Resolution and appoint one (1) elected member of the Governing Board of such District; and

WHEREAS, by a similar Resolution, any City can “opt” out of the District at any time; and

WHEREAS, each member City must confirm, through Resolution, no later than August 1, 2010, its intention to become part of  the new District and appoint an elected member to the District Governing Board.

BE IT RESOLVED BY THE CITY COMMISSION OF THE CITY OF TEXAS CITY, TEXAS:
SECTION 1: That the City of Texas City hereby affirms its full membership in the Galveston County-Wide Urban-Rural Transit District (“District”).

SECTION 2:  That the City nominates Matthew T. Doyle to become a member of the Governing Board of the District.
SECTION 3:  That the Mayor of the City is hereby authorized to execute documents, if any, required to evidence the City’s membership and nomination.

SECTION 4:  That this Resolution shall be in full force and effect from and after its passage and adoption.
