ORDINANCE NO. 10-15
AN ORDINANCE AMENDING THE CODE OF ORDINANCES OF THE CITY OF TEXAS CITY, CHAPTER 82 PARKS AND RECREATION, BY AMENDING SECTION 82-2, “PARK HOURS”; PROVIDING FOR THE REPEAL OF ALL ORDINANCES IN CONFLICT THEREWITH; PROVIDING A SEVERABILITY CLAUSE; PROVIDING FOR THE READING OF THIS ORDINANCE ON THREE (3) SEPARATE DAYS; AND PROVIDING THAT THIS ORDINANCE SHALL BECOME EFFECTIVE FROM AND AFTER ITS PASSAGE AND ADOPTION AND PUBLICATION BY CAPTION ONLY IN THE OFFICIAL NEWSPAPER OF THE CITY.

WHEREAS, the City of Texas City, Texas, is a home-rule city; and,


WHEREAS, the City of Texas City, Texas, seeks to amend The Code of Ordinances of the City of Texas City, Chapter 82 Parks and Recreation, Section 82-2, “Park Hours”; and


WHEREAS, request to amend park hours has been presented and reviewed by the City Commission, Management Services Director, City Attorney, Police Department, Park Board Committee and recreation staff. 

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY COMMISSION OF THE CITY OF TEXAS CITY, TEXAS:

SECTION 1:
That The Code of Ordinances of the City of Texas City, Texas, Chapter 82 Parks and Recreation, Section 82-2, is amended as follows:

“Sec. 82-2.  Park hours.
Carver Center at 6415 Park Avenue and Playlot Park at 8524 Westland Ridge, both located in the city, shall be closed to the public from 9:00 p.m. to 6:00 a.m.  Park hours will be posted at each park in the City stating the hours that each park is open to the public.  In the event no signs are posted at a particular park, that park will be closed from 10:00 p.m. to 7:00 a.m. each day.  The only exception to the hours posted or stated herein is for activities that have been approved by the City Recreation and Tourism Director, or his agent.  

Any person entering a City park between prohibited hours will be in violation of this section, unless extended hours have been previously approved by the City Recreation and Tourism Director.

 (b)

Violation of any provision of this section shall be a misdemeanor, punishable as provided in section 1-7.”
SECTION 2: It is hereby declared to be the intention of the City Commission that the sections, paragraphs, sentences, clauses and phrases of this Ordinance are severable. 

SECTION 3: That it is further provided that, in the event any section, clause, sentence, paragraph or part of this Ordinance shall be for any reason adjudged by any court of competent jurisdiction to be invalid, such invalidity shall not affect, invalidate, or impair the remainder of this Ordinance.

SECTION 4: That all ordinances or parts of ordinances in conflict with the provisions of this Ordinance are hereby repealed.


SECTION 5:
That this Ordinance shall be read on three (3) separate days and shall become effective upon its final reading, passage, and adoption.


SECTION 6:
That the City Secretary is hereby directed, in accordance with Article III of the City Charter, to publish this ordinance, by caption only, in one issue of the official paper, and obtain proof of such publication made by the printer or publisher of such paper. An affidavit made by said printer or publisher before some officer authorized by law to administer oaths, and filed with the person performing the duties of city secretary shall be prima facie evidence of such publication and promulgation of such ordinance in courts of the state.  The ordinance so published shall take effect, and be in force, from and after ten days after publication thereof, unless otherwise expressly provided.
