
RESOLUTION NO. 10-070
A RESOLUTION AUTHORIZING THE MAYOR TO ENTER INTO A INTERLOCAL AGREEMENT WITH THE COUNTY OF GALVESTON, THE CITY OF GALVESTON AND THE CITY OF TEXAS CITY, REGARDING THE AWARD AND DISTRIBUTION OF THE 2010 BYRNE JUSTICE ASSISTANCE GRANT; AND PROVIDING THAT THIS RESOLUTION SHALL BECOME EFFECTIVE FROM AND AFTER ITS PASSAGE AND ADOPTION. 

WHEREAS, an Interlocal Governmental Agreement is requested between the County of Galveston, the City of  Texas City and the City of Galveston for the award and distribution of the 2009 Byrne Justice Assistance Grant (JAG) Program Award, in accordance with Chapter 791 of the Texas Government Code; 
WHEREAS, the County of Galveston, acting on behalf of itself and the other parties, has under joint application No. 2010-H8587-TX-DJ applied for and agreed to act as fiscal agent for the 2010 Justice Assistance Grant (JAG) in the amount of $101,450.00; 
WHEREAS, the parties have agreed to an equal split of the 2010 Byrne Justice Assistance Grant awarded of $101,450.00;
WHEREAS, the County, as fiscal agent, agrees, within 45 days of the date of receipt of the 2010 JAG funds in the amount of $101,450.00 to forward to the City of Texas City $33,816.00; the City of Galveston $33,816.00, with the County to retain the balance of the funds;

WHEREAS, the funds will be used to assist with purchase of tactical equipment and tactical patrol equipment including tactical patrol specialized uniforms, tactical “duty rigs”, duty weapons, rifles and attachments, tasers / non-lethal weapons and specialized tactical fire retardant clothing and helmets.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE CITY COMMISSION OF THE CITY OF TEXAS CITY, TEXAS:

SECTION 1: That the City Commission hereby approves an Interlocal Agreement between the County of Galveston, City of Texas City and the City of Galveston regarding the award and distribution of the 2010 Byrne Justice Assistance Grant (JAG) Program Award.

SECTION 2:
That the Mayor is authorized to execute the Agreement in substantially the same form as attached hereto as Exhibit “A” and made a part hereof for all intents and purposes.     

SECTION 3:  That this Resolution shall be in full force and effect from and after its passage and adoption.
