RESOLUTION NO. 10-078
A RESOLUTION AWARDING CONTRACT AND AUTHORIZING THE MAYOR TO ENTER INTO AN AGREEMENT WITH TYLER TECHNOLOGIES FOR MUNIS SOFTWARE AS THE CITY’S FINANCIAL SYSTEM SOFTWARE; AND PROVIDING THAT THIS RESOLUTION SHALL BECOME EFFECTIVE FROM AND AFTER ITS PASSAGE AND ADOPTION. 

WHEREAS, on March 12, 2010, request for proposals were mailed to vendors  for the City’s financial system software contract under Bid No. 2010-220; and

WHEREAS, funding for the financial system software contract was approved in fiscal year 2006-2007 budget and has been carried forward in each budget year since that time; and


WHEREAS, each vendor presented an overview of their system to an employee user focus group and proposals were evaluated by the user focus group from Munis Software, Incode, New World Systems and Cogsdale; the result of the review is attached hereto as Exhibit A, and incorporated herein; and


WHEREAS, the user focus group selected Munis and Incode as the top two preferences and Munis and Incode returned to give a more detailed presentation of their system at which time the group selected Munis Software; and

WHEREAS, the Finance Department recommends the selection of Munis Software for the new financial system for the price as set out on Exhibit B, attached hereto and made a part hereof.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE CITY COMMISSION OF THE CITY OF TEXAS CITY, TEXAS:

SECTION 1: That the contract for the City’s financial system software is awarded to Tyler Technologies for Munis Software.

SECTION 2: That the Mayor is hereby authorized to enter into a contract with Tyler Technologies for the purchase, installation and maintenance of Munis Software, for the price set forth in Exhibit B, attached hereto.

SECTION 3:  That the Mayor is hereby authorized to approve change orders, not to exceed 25% (twenty-five percent) of the contract amount, without bringing the matter before the Commission.
SECTION 4:
That this Resolution shall be in full force and effect from and after its passage and adoption.
