
RESOLUTION NO. 10-081
A RESOLUTION AWARDING AWARD CONTRACT FOR TEXAS CITY MUSEUM RENOVATIONS; AND PROVIDING THAT THIS RESOLUTION SHALL BECOME EFFECTIVE FROM AND AFTER ITS PASSAGE AND ADOPTION. 

WHEREAS, on June 30, 2010, proposal packets were mailed to area vendors and proposals were opened on July 7, 2010, for the project under RFP No. 2010-227 for the Texas City Museum Renovations; and


WHEREAS, the proposals were evaluated by a committee consisting of Joseph Hoover AIA and City personnel, using a point evaluation system outlined in the proposal;

WHEREAS, the lowest bid meeting specifications and all criteria of a responsible bidder, including Alternate #1 for the Children’s Activity Room was F. W. Walton, Inc.


WHEREAS, it is the recommendation of the committee to award the contract for construction of the Museum Renovations to F. W. Walton, Inc. 

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE CITY COMMISSION OF THE CITY OF TEXAS CITY, TEXAS:

SECTION 1: That the successful lowest responsible bidder for the Texas City Museum Renovations is F. W. Walton, Inc.

SECTION 2: That the Mayor is hereby authorized to enter into a contract with F. W. Walton, Inc. for the Texas City Museum Renovations, for the bid amount of $1,014,852.00, as shown on the attached Exhibit “A”.

SECTION 3:  That the Mayor is hereby authorized to approve change orders, not to exceed 25% (twenty-five percent) of the contract amount, without bringing the matter before the Commission.
SECTION 4:
That this Resolution shall be in full force and effect from and after its passage and adoption.
