RESOLUTION NO. 10-082
A RESOLUTION APPROVING CONSOLIDATION OF THE BIRTH, DEATH AND FETAL DEATH RECORDS OF THE CITY OF TEXAS CITY AND GALVESTON COUNTY, WITHIN THE GALVESTON COUNTY HEALTH DISTRICT; AND PROVIDING THAT THIS RESOLUTION SHALL BECOME EFFECTIVE FROM AND AFTER ITS PASSAGE AND ADOPTION.


WHEREAS, the City desires to consolidate the birth, death, and fetal death records of the City and Galveston County, within the Galveston County Health District, in accordance with Texas Health and Safety Code, Section 191.023; and  


WHEREAS, the citizens of Texas City would be better served by having all birth and death records in a central location and all current services would be maintained at the same or better service levels; and


WHEREAS, the services would still be provided in Texas City at the new Galveston County Mid-County Annex.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE CITY COMMISSION OF THE CITY OF TEXAS CITY, TEXAS:

SECTION 1:
That the City Commission of the City of Texas City hereby approves initiation of procedures to consolidate the City’s birth, death and fetal death records with Galveston County, within the Galveston County Health District.

SECTION 2:  That the Mayor is hereby authorized to initiate a request to both Galveston County and the Galveston County Health District to move forward with consolidation efforts and phasing, if necessary.

SECTION 3:  That this Resolution shall be in full force and effect from and after its passage and adoption.
