A Regular Called Meeting of the City Commission was held on Wednesday, July 28, 2010, at 5:00 P.M. in the Kenneth T. Nunn Council Room in City Hall, Texas City, Texas, with the following in attendance:  Mayor Matthew T. Doyle; Commissioners: Dee Ann Haney, Mike Land Donald Singleton, Rick Wilkenfeld and John W. Wilson.  Commissioner Dedrick Johnson was not able to attend.
The Mayor called upon Commissioner Singleton to offer the Invocation.  Commissioner Land led all present in the recitation of the Pledge of Allegiance.
REGULAR ITEMS

a. Consider approval of Resolution No. 10-083 denying the Cost of Service Adjustment Rate Application proposed by CenterPoint Gas. 
Mayor Doyle reported that the City is a member of the Gulf Coast Coalition of Cities and we all need to participate.  The coalition was formed to facilitate the review and response to natural gas issues affecting rates charged in the CenterPoint’s Texas Coast Division service area.  The City has been told that if we didn’t participate our citizens would be thrown into the rate adjustment.  Lloyd Gosselink are the people that represent the Coalition.  The City is going to protest the approval of the rate.  These cost adjustments are always way above - it is kind of like a negotiation and it has gotten ridiculous what they ask for.  Unless Cities deny the application by July 30, 2010, the rate increase requested by CenterPoint will become effective on August 1, 2010.
