A Regular Called Meeting of the City Commission was held on Wednesday, August 4, 2010, at 5:00 P.M. in the Kenneth T. Nunn Council Room in City Hall, Texas City, Texas, with the following in attendance:  Mayor Matthew T. Doyle; Commissioners: Dee Ann Haney, Dedrick Johnson, Mike Land, Donald Singleton, Rick Wilkenfeld and John W. Wilson.  
The Mayor called upon Pastor Daniel Keur, Trinity Baptist Church, to offer the Invocation. The Mayor thanked Pastor Keur for his attendance and for offering the invocation.  Mayor Doyle led all present in the recitation of the Pledge of Allegiance.

PUBLIC COMMENTS

Abigail Dickson, 1 18th Avenue North, Texas City, addressed the Commission.  Ms. Dickson stated that she recently visited the ‘Wings of Heritage’ on Bay Street and was so impressed by the role our community played in the establishment of the 1st Airborne Army Division that she felt compelled to speak with the City Commission.  The formation of that 1st Airborne Army Division happened in March of 1913, she asked that the Commission consider that we as a community come together in March of 2013 to celebrate or commemorate the 100th anniversary of that 1st Airborne Army Division, which, she noted, is the predecessor to the United States Air Force.  She said that she has some ideas written down that she would like to pass along to the Commission.
The Mayor commented that he was glad that she brought that to the City’s attention. Next year the City will celebrate its 100 Year Anniversary of the City.  The Mayor remarked that he really would like Ms. Dickson’s comments and reported that the City will work towards that.  The City is very proud of its history with the 1st Airborne Army Division and it will be talked about in the 100 Year Celebration.  The Mayor reiterated his appreciation in Ms. Dickson’s taking an interest in the City, coming here and showing what citizenship is all about and expressing her ideas to the Commission.  Ms. Dickson agreed to serve on the committee that commemorates the history of the 1st Airborne Army Division.
