PUBLIC HEARING

   Public hearing to hear citizens’ opinion in favor of or in opposition to the City of Texas         City’s proposed 2010-2011 Fiscal Budget

The Director of Finance reviewed the Budget of Revenues and Expenditures for the City of Texas City for the period of October 1, 2010 through September 30, 2011.  The budget is divided into several major funds, which reflect the varied activities and services provided by the City of Texas City to the citizens.  Major funds include the General Fund, which supports general governmental services, the Interest & Sinking Fund, to repay long-term debt, the Construction Fund, Water and Sewer Utility Fund, Special Revenue Fund, Internal Service Fund and the related Corporation Funds. Each fund is supported by revenues specific to its purpose.  For 2010-11, total budgeted expenditures of $78,763,363 exceed total budgeted revenues of $73,367,147 that is a difference of $5,396,216.  Of that $5,396,216 is in the General Fund.  
The General Fund is used to account for the revenues and expenditures necessary to carry out basic governmental activities of the City, such as general government, public safety, public works, recreation and tourism, and health.   The City’s current and proposed tax rate is $.4250 per hundred dollar valuation.   The expenditure consideration for the upcoming year is a 3% across the board salary increase for City employees.   Data Processing, Police, Fire, Rainwater Pump Station, Recreation and Tourism and the Library have approximately $624,000 of significant supplemental items that have been budgeted in the General Fund.  The Debt Service for the City’s outstanding principal at October 1, 2010 will be $39,108.900 and of the 42.5 cents per $100 valuation tax rate 17.85% is used to satisfy the City’s Debt Service requirements.  Significant budgeted supplemental items include:  the Water Revenue Fund - $965,000; the Sewer Revenue Fund - $337,000 and the Capital Equipment Fund - $1,192,320.
The Mayor remarked that the City will run at a deficit budget this year; the biggest part of that is a $500 million reduction, in just one year, of the City’s taxable values.  The City has $683 million worth of exempt pollution control with the plants; there have been a lot of reductions in pollution control items just in the past ten years.   The City is lucky enough to have a good fund balance, which means the City is not going to raise its tax rate this year. If the City cannot improve its revenues next year, the City will have to either cut costs or raise taxes.  
Commissioner Land made a MOTION to APPROVE the CONSENT AGENDA; the motion was SECONDED by Commissioner Haney.  All present voted AYE.  MOTION CARRIED.

The Mayor acknowledged the presence of Janice Hallisey, representative of Del Papa Distributing, Galveston County.   Ms. Hallisey informed the Commission and the audience that

AN ORDINANCE ADOPTING THE 2010-2011 FISCAL YEAR BUDGET; PROVIDING FOR THE REPEAL OF ALL ORDINANCES IN CONFLICT THEREWITH; PROVIDING A SEVERABILITY CLAUSE; DISPENSING WITH THE REQUIREMENT FOR READING THIS ORDINANCE ON THREE (3) SEPARATE DAYS; AND PROVIDING THAT THIS ORDINANCE SHALL BECOME EFFECTIVE FROM AND AFTER ITS PASSAGE AND ADOPTION AND PUBLICATION BY CAPTION ONLY IN THE OFFICIAL NEWSPAPER OF THE CITY.
Commissioner Land made a MOTION to APPROVE Ordinance No. 10-21 approving the adoption of the City’s 2010/2011 Fiscal Year Budget; the motion was SECONDED by Commissioner Haney.  All present voted AYE.  MOTION CARRIED.
b.   Consider approval of the first reading of Ordinance No. 10-20 amending the City of   Texas City Code of Ordinance, Chapter 86 Peddlers and Solicitors by amending places, hours and general information.
ORDINANCE NO. 10-20
AN ORDINANCE AMENDING THE CODE OF ORDINANCES OF THE CITY OF TEXAS CITY, CHAPTER 86 PEDDLERS AND SOLICITORS; PROVIDING FOR THE REPEAL OF ALL ORDINANCES IN CONFLICT THEREWITH; PROVIDING A SEVERABILITY CLAUSE; PROVIDING FOR THE READING OF THIS ORDINANCE ON THREE (3) SEPARATE DAYS; AND PROVIDING THAT THIS ORDINANCE SHALL BECOME EFFECTIVE FROM AND AFTER ITS PASSAGE AND ADOPTION AND PUBLICATION BY CAPTION ONLY IN THE OFFICIAL NEWSPAPER OF THE CITY.
The City Attorney reported that any individual selling items within the City limits will have to obtain a permit.  This ordinance also prohibits anyone from selling items on the Texas City Dike and/or Skyline Drive.   The hours for door to door solicitors shall take place between the hours of 10:00 a.m. and 6:00 p.m.  Basically, no one is to sell standing in the streets, or sell items out of their trucks.  

Commissioner Land made a MOTION to APPROVE the FIRST READING of Ordinance No. 10-20 amending the City of Texas City Code of Ordinance, Chapter 86 Peddlers and Solicitors by amending places, hours, and general information; the motion was SECONDED by Commissioner Haney.  All present voted AYE.  MOTION CARRIED.
