
ORDINANCE NO. 10-24
AN ORDINANCE AUTHORIZING THE MAYOR TO ENTER INTO AN INTERLOCAL AGREEMENT BY AND BETWEEN THE CITY OF TEXAS CITY AND THE COUNTY OF GALVESTON RELATING TO THE RECONSTRUCTION OF THE TEXAS CITY DIKE AND THE TEXAS CITY DIKE ROAD, THE REASSIGNMENT OF AN EASEMENT AND THE DESIGNATION OF THE TEXAS CITY DIKE AND THE TEXAS CITY DIKE ROAD AS A MUNICIPAL PUBLIC PARK IN ADDITION TO SERVING AS A BREAKWATER; DISPENSING WITH THE CHARTER REQUIREMENT FOR READING THIS ORDINANCE ON THREE (3) SEPARATE DAYS; AND PROVIDING THAT THIS ORDINANCE SHALL BECOME EFFECTIVE FROM AND AFTER ITS PASSAGE AND ADOPTION. 

WHEREAS, an Interlocal Governmental Agreement is requested between the City of Texas City and the County of Galveston for partial funding of recovery and repairs of what is commonly called the Texas City Dike and the Texas City Dike Road, the reassignment of an easement heretofore granted by the City to the County for the purposes of constructing, repairing, improving and maintaining of a seawall, dike and/or breakwater, and the designation of the Texas City Dike as a Municipal Park in addition to its serving as a breakwater; and


WHEREAS, on July 6, 1960, the City of Texas City granted an easement to the County giving it the authority to construct, repair, improve and maintain as a seawall, dike and/or breakwater on the 1000 feet wide strip known as the Dike, which was conveyed to the City by the State of Texas on August 20, 1931 (Exhibit “A”); and

WHEREAS, the County of Galveston, acting on behalf of itself and the other parties, has agreed to allocate $3,000,000 to be used by the City of Texas City for recovery and repair to the Texas City Dike and the Texas City Dike Road of damages caused by Hurricane Ike; and

WHEREAS, the County desires, through the Interlocal Governmental Agreement (Exhibit “B”), to reassign the easement dated July 6, 1960 back to the City and, subject to the approval of the Corps of Engineers, U.S. Army, Office of the District Engineer, Galveston Division, to assign and transfer Permit No. W-N-243-Permit 3696 dated January 18, 1957 that enabled the County to construct the Texas City Dike Road; and

WHEREAS, the City will assume responsibility for all construction, repair, improvements and maintenance to the property known as the Texas City Dike and the Texas City Dike Road; and
NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE CITY COMMISSION OF THE CITY OF TEXAS CITY, TEXAS:

SECTION 1: That the City Commission hereby approves the Interlocal Agreement between the County of Galveston and the City of Texas City regarding partial funding of reconstruction of the Texas City Dike and the Texas City Dike Road and acceptance of the reassignment of the 1960 easement previously conveyed to the County of Galveston.

SECTION 2:  That the City Commission, upon execution of the Interlocal Agreement, also designates the Texas City Dike and the Texas City Dike Road as a municipal public park that is solely owned, operated and managed by the City.
SECTION 3:
That the Mayor is authorized to execute the Agreement in substantially the same form as attached hereto as Exhibit “B” and made a part hereof for all intents and purposes.     

SECTION 4:  That the Charter requirement for reading this Ordinance on three (3) separate days has been dispensed by a majority vote of the City Commission.

SECTION 5:  That this Ordinance shall be passed and adopted on the date of its introduction and shall become effective from and after its passage and adoption.
