
RESOLUTION NO. 10-103
A RESOLUTION AUTHORIZING THE MAYOR TO ENTER INTO AN INTERLOCAL AGREEMENT WITH TEXAS CITY ECONOMIC DEVELOPMENT CORPORATION FOR CURING PROBLEM CONDITIONS FOR TAX FORECLOSED PROPERTIES; AND PROVIDING THAT THIS RESOLUTION SHALL BECOME EFFECTIVE FROM AND AFTER ITS PASSAGE AND ADOPTION. 

WHEREAS,  the City and Texas Economic Development Corporation (“TCEDC”) share a mutual need to facilitate economic development and enhance the quality of life for the citizens of Texas City; and

WHEREAS, there are certain properties over which the City is acting as Trustee due to nonpayment of taxes which have fallen into a state of disrepair and require action to cure health and safety violations, including but not limited to demolition of structures, clean up, removal of trash and debris, mowing, and removal of brush and vegetation to return it to its productive uses; and

WHEREAS, these conditions may sometimes be alleviated through the shared resources of the City and TCEDC and it is deemed to be in the public’s best interest to pursue these shared interests through an Interlocal Agreement allowing for curing problem conditions for tax foreclosed properties.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE CITY COMMISSION OF THE CITY OF TEXAS CITY, TEXAS:

SECTION 1: That the City Commission of the City of Texas City, Texas, hereby approves the Interlocal Agreement between the City and TCEDC, in the form attached hereto as Exhibit “A”, and made a part hereof for all intents and purposes.

SECTION 2:  That the Mayor is authorized to execute said agreement.

SECTION 3:
That this Resolution shall be in full force and effect from and after its passage and adoption.
