Executive Project Summary

The Williamson County Expo Center project is an expansion of the existing arena located at 210 Carlos G.
Parker Boulevard, NW in Taylor, Texas. The project will include various site improvements, upgrades to
the existing arena, a new expo facility, and a west concessions building.

The focal point of the project will be the new 48,267 sf. Expo building. The building is composed of a
23,742 sf. enclosed expo and 24,019 sf. covered expo facilities. These spaces combine to provide
administrative, food preparation, large group gathering, and exterior show spaces. This is
supplemented by an adjacent 506 sf. ticket building which frames a main entry for the facility with a
striking structural steel trellis canopy.

The project also includes a new 3,428 sf. west concessions building which provides space for restrooms,
concessions, and show offices. These independent spaces will feature a mixture of interior finishes to
support the operations planned for each.

The 61,587 sf. existing arena will also receive various upgrades including removal of column A-4,
freestanding wind/sun screens in the west elevation openings, power & lighting upgrades, public
address system upgrades, and enhancement of the arena footing mix.

The various portions of the project will be pulled together by a fairly expansive site with approximately
117 acres contained within the project boundary. Within this area, improvements will include
