Terms and Conditions

WHEREAS, Williamson County, TX (hereinafter, "CUSTOMER" and detailed in Exhibit 1) has purchased an INFAX
SYSTEM, consisting of hardware and software; and WHEREAS, CUSTOMER desires INFAX INCORPORATED
(hereinafter, "INFAX"), to provide system support (hereinafter, "SSA"); NOW, THEREFORE, in consideration of the
following mutual promises, covenants, and conditions, the parties do hereby agree as follows:

1.SCOPE: INFAX will provide telephone and electronic assistance to help diagnose software and hardware
problems with the system components covered by this SSA with a two-hour response time. Covered equipment
includes INFAX provided equipment in service as of the date of this agreement. CUSTOMER will provide technical
description of problem by telephone or electronic mail.

If the force majeure continues for a period of more than 90 days, both TWR and the Buyer are authorized to
rescind the non-feasible parts of the agreement by a written declaration, without prejudice to the provisions of Clause 12. Where TWR has already executed part of an agreement, the Buyer
shall pay the purchase price for any Goods that have been delivered.

8. ACCEPTANCE, INSPECTION

8.1 The Buyer shall be bound to lend its cooperation, without delay, to any inspection or test agreed. If the Buyer fails to lend its cooperation to an inspection or testing in a timely manner or at
the time agreed, the Goods shall be deemed to have been approved.
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8.2 The Buyer is obligated to take discharge and acceptance at the moment that the Goods delivered are ready for transport or ready to be dispatched.

8.3 If the Buyer does not or does not timely lend its cooperation to inspection, testing or acceptance of the Goods, the Goods shall be deemed as having been delivered, in deviation from the
provision of Clause 5, at the time that inspection, testing or acceptance could have been expected or desired by TWR.

8.4 With respect to the Buyer, TWR has a right to compensation for damage and costs which are the result of the refusal to effect or the delay in the inspection, testing or acceptance of the
Goods.

8.5 Before Goods can be rejected in connection with defects found during inspection or testing, TWR shall be given the opportunity to repair such defects. If the Buyer makes no use of a
possibility for inspection or testing, then the Goods shall be deemed to have been approved.

9. GUARANTEE
9.1 TWR refers to the separate TWR Warranty Notice for a description of the warranty terms. The warranty terms mentioned in the TWR Warranty Notice are applicable.

10. LIABILITY AND INDEMNIFICATION

10.1 The liability of TWR in connection with any defects in the Goods it has delivered is limited to the fulfillment of the guarantee described in the previous Clause.

10.2 TWR shall never be obligated to pay any substitute or additional compensation for damage, except if and in so far as the damage suffered was inflicted intentionally or gross negligence of
TWR or its own employees. TWR'’ liability for loss of profits, consequential or indirect damages is, however, at all times excluded, except in the case of willful misconduct on the part of TWR
itself.

10.3 In all cases in which TWR is obligated to pay compensation for damage, this shall never exceed, at its discretion, the invoice value of the Goods in connection with which the damage was
caused.

10.4 Each claim against TWR, except those acknowledged by TWR, shall lapse on account of the mere expiration of a period of twelve (12) months after the claim arose.

10.5 Conditions which limit, exclude or establish liability, which can be invoked against TWR by suppliers or subcontractors of TWR in connection with the Goods delivered, can also be invoked
by TWR against the Buyer.

10.6 The employees of TWR or independent contractor brought in by TWR for the implementation of the agreement, can, with respect to the Buyer, invoke all defenses to be derived from the
agreement as though they themselves were party to that agreement.

10.7 The Buyer shall hold harmless and indemnify TWR, its employees and independent contractors brought in by it for the implementation of the agreement against each claim by third parties
in connection with the implementation of the agreement by TWR, in so far as these claims are greater than or different from those to which the Buyer is entitled with respect to TWR.

10.8 With respect to the Goods to be delivered, the Buyer shall strictly observe national and international governmental export, import and user restrictions. It will hold TWR harmless with
respect to damage suffered by TWR as a result of any violation of these restrictions.

11. PAYMENT AND SECURITY

11.1 COVERED IN TEXAS PROMPT PAYMENT ACT COMPLIANCE BELOW Unless expressly agreed otherwise, payment shall be made within thirty (30) days after the invoice date. TWR, however,
shall at all times have the right to demand full or partial payment in advance and/or otherwise obtain security for payment. Refusal by the Buyer to provide the required security gives TWR the
right to suspend its obligations and ultimately, without any notice of default or legal intervention, the right to dissolve the agreement wholly or partially, without prejudice to his right to
compensation for any damages suffered by him.

11.2 In the event of payments by bank transfer the Buyer must at all times mention the respective invoice numbers. Payments by bank transfer which are not (completely) specified in this
manner are first applied against the oldest invoices as well as against the interest due in relation thereto.

11.3 The moment of payment shall be the moment at which the amount due has been fully and irrevocably credited to the account of TWR.

11.4 The Buyer relinquishes any right to set off amounts charged by and between parties. Guarantee claims do not suspend the payment obligations of the Buyer.

11.5 If the Buyer fails to pay any amount due in the manner described above, he shall be in default without prior notice of default. If the Buyer remains in default with any payment, all other
claims from TWR on the Buyer shall be immediately and totally due and the default becomes effective also with respect to those other claims, and without notice of default. The following
including 11.6 is COVERED IN TEXAS PROMPT PAYMENT ACT COMPLIANCE BELOW As from the day the Buyer is in default, overdue payment interest at 2% per month shall be due for any part of
a month during which the default continues.

11.6 All judicial and extrajudicial costs incurred by TWR because payment was not made (in good time), shall be paid by the Buyer. The extrajudicial costs are deemed to amount to at least 15%
of the amount which is claimed.

12. RESCISSION

12.1 In the event the Buyer fails altogether to perform one or more of its obligations, or fails to do so in a timely or proper manner, is declared bankrupt, requests (temporary) suspension of
payments, proceeds to liquidate its company, as well as if its capital is seized in part or in its entirety, TWR shall, without being held liable for any compensation, be entitled to suspend the
implementation of the agreement or to rescind the agreement in part or in its entirety by means of a written statement without prior notice of default or legal intervention, such at its own
discretion and always without prejudice to any rights to which it is entitled to compensation of costs, damages and interest.

12.2 The Buyer shall only be entitled to rescind the agreement in the events described in Clauses 5.3 and 7.2 of these Terms and in such cases only after payment of all amounts owed to TWR
at that time, whether or not due.

13. DISPUTES AND APPLICABLE LAW

13.1 All disputes existing between parties shall be heard exclusively by the United States District Court located in Harris County, Texas, unless TWR prefers another competent forum.
13.2 The provisions of Clause 13.1 leave intact the right of TWR to obtain a settlement by means of arbitration pursuant to the Commercial Arbitration Rules of the American Arbitration
Association. The place of arbitration will be Houston, Texas. The arbitral procedure shall be conducted in the English language.

13.3 All agreements between TWR and the Buyer are subject to United States law and the laws of the State of Texas.

WARRANTY POLICY

THE FOLLOWING IS THE STANDARD LIMITED WARRANTY FOR THE TWR LIGHTING, INC. SYSTEMS AND PRODUCTS (“PRODUCTS”) SUPPLIED BY TWR LIGHTING, INC., HOUSTON, TX, HEREINAFTER:
“TWR". THIS WARRANTY APPLIES UNLESS A DIFFERENT WARRANTY HAS BEEN SPECIFICALLY AGREED TO AND SIGNED BY A TWR AUTHORIZED REPRESENTATIVE.

LIMITED WARRANTY

(a) TWR warrants, subject to the following limitations, that at time of delivery to Buyer, its Products will conform to applicable TWR drawings and Product specifications and will be free from
defects in workmanship and material. If applicable, TWR warrants that at the time of delivery Products are compliant to applicable national and/or international rules and regulations. However,
unauthorized alteration, maintenance or repair could invalidate compliance with such rules and regulations.

(b) The Products are not in conformity as meant under (a) in the case of a defect in workmanship or material becoming apparent under normal authorized use consistent with TWR Product
instructions and specifications. Normal wear and tear (including but not limited to lamp failure) or problems with electrical power, relatively minor anomalies which are customary and/or
technically unavoidable, or the need for periodic maintenance shall not constitute non-conformity.

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1. Any maintenance or lack of maintenance, unauthorized repair, improper installation, mishandling, and transportation, improper storage, improper operation, intentional or accidental
mistreatment, failure to observe the instructions for use or use which is improper, excessive or otherwise is not in compliance with TWR'’s instructions; or

2. Any direct intervention, alteration, modification, transformation or repair by anyone other than TWR or those specifically authorized in writing by TWR, without prior written permission from
TWR; or

3. Any accident, contamination, foreign object damage, abuse, misuse, neglect, negligence or any other circumstances after delivery to Buyer; or

This Contract is entered into by and between Williamson County, Texas a political
subdivision of the State of Texas, hereinafter referred to as “County”, and Williamson County
Economic Development Partnership, Inc., hereinafter referred to as “EDP”.

WITNESSETH

WHEREAS, County is authorized pursuant to Section 381.004 of the Texas Local
Government Code to develop and administer a program for local economic development, to
stimulate, encourage, and develop business location and commercial activity in its jurisdiction;
and

WHEREAS, County is authorized to contract with EDP to provide economic development
services in relation to a program for local economic development and to use county funds for such
program; and

WHEREAS, in 2014, County; the municipalities of Cedar Park, Leander, Hutto, Taylor,
Georgetown and Jarrell; and the Round Rock Chamber of Commerce, Inc. created the EDP to
collectively work together in cooperation as member governments to support and develop
aggressive economic development efforts that would benefit Williamson County, Texas; and

WHEREAS, County and the EDP desire to set forth services to be provided by EDP and
the funding that County will assist and aid EDP in performing such services; and

WHEREAS, County believes that it is in the public interest to enter into this Contract with
EDP and that the services to be provided by the EDP will serve a public purpose; and

NOW, THEREFORE, THE PARTIES agree as follows:

1. Public Purpose and Public Benefit. EDP shall use the funding paid by County
hereunder to perform the services and achieve the broad goals outlined in this Contract. EDP will
undertake to administer and continually assist in developing an aggressive economic development
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program for the entities of the Williamson County Economic Development Partnership, Inc. In
order to do so and in consideration of the County’s funding hereunder, EDP agrees to provide
services to include, but not be limited to the following:

a.

b.

EDP shall encourage and assist expansion by manufacturers currently located in
Williamson County, Texas;

EDP shall make reasonable efforts necessary to develop and recruit new businesses to
be located in Williamson County, Texas;

EDP shall host economic development prospects that visit Williamson County, Texas,
as well as travel outside the region to visit such prospects who are interested in locating
in the county;

EDP shall market Williamson County, Texas to targeted industries such as the
technology-based or medical industries;

EDP shall take actions necessary to make Williamson County, Texas more competitive
by creating incentives for companies to do business in the area;

EDP shall maintain an on-line marketing presence on behalf of the County and its
partners through the EDP’s website;

EDP shall host an annual Site Selector Event and a Williamson County Economic
Summit in Williamson County, Texas;

EDP shall maintain a comprehensive database of available economic development sites
and facilities in Williamson County, Texas;

EDP shall develop communication among all necessary parties related to economic
prospects and projects;

EDP shall seek other funding sources in addition to the funding provided herein;

EDP shall provide consulting services related to economic development to County and
the partners of the EDP as necessary;

EDP shall employ dedicated, qualified and competent staff, who shall report to and be
under supervision of the EDP Board, that shall administer, manage and provide the
services set out herein;

EDP’s staff shall update the Williamson County Commissioners Court quarterly or as
needed in executive session regarding specific economic development projects
affecting the County;

EDP shall provide all administrative resources, offices, and office supplies necessary
to carry out the services and obligations set out hereunder; and

The EDP shall promote and market the County fairly and equally with other partners
of the EDP (NOTE: such marketing information will be accomplished in good faith
and in coordination with the County’s Public Affairs Office).

2. Reports. EDP shall make at least one annual presentation to the Commissioners Court
pertaining to activities, accomplished goals, and those pending projects which may be
appropriately mentioned during a public sessions of the Commissioners Court. The purpose of
such presentation will be to both update the full Commissioners Court, as well as highlight efforts
and achievements to the public.

3. Fee and Payment Terms. County agrees to provide funding to EDP in the amount of
$500,000.00. County shall pay an initial installment of $83,333.32 on or before November 4,
2022. Following the initial installment, all other installments will be paid by County in the amount
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of $41,666.66 each during the first week of each month until the last monthly installment is paid
during the first week of September 2023.

4. EDP Board Representation. The County shall have the right to appoint and, thereafter,
at all times, maintain three (3) voting members on the EDP’s Board of Directors, which currently
amounts to Twenty Percent (20%) of the entire voting membership on the EDP’s Board of
Directors. The EDP agrees that the County's right to appoint Twenty Percent (20%) of the voting
members of the EDP’s Board of Directors shall be preserved if the EDP’s voting membership on
the Board of Directors is enlarged following execution of this Contract. Failure of the County to
appoint persons to the EDP’s Board of Directors shall not be deemed a waiver of the County's
right to make an appointment at a later date. The County shall receive advance written notice of
all meetings of the EDP’s Board of Directors and copies of all actions by the EDP’s Board of

Directors.

S. Reimbursement of Funds. Despite the agreed upon payment terms set forth above,
EDP agrees to reimburse County for funds distributed to EDP if (a.) EDP's uses the funding for
inappropriate purposes that do not directly relate to the public purpose goals, intent and services
set out herein; (b.) EDP's uses the funding for purposes and expenditures that a Texas political
subdivision would not be authorized to expend taxpayer funds on (c.) EDP changes its operations
in such a way that, in County’s opinion, the EDP no longer serves a public purpose; (d.) the breach
by EDP of any of the terms of this Contract and the continuation of such breach for a period of ten
(10) days after written notice is given by County to EDP of such breach; or (e.) EDP assigns or
otherwise transfers its interest in its operations to another entity without the prior written consent
of County. Any reimbursement of funds under this provision shall be prorated based on those
portions that were reasonably used in accordance with the terms hereof and for the intended
purposes set out herein.

6. Records. EDP shall keep sufficient records of all of its expenditures in connection with
services rendered pursuant to this Contract. EDP agrees that the Williams County Auditor shall
have the right to audit such EDP records on an annual basis along with their regular review of
records in a manner and form to be agreed upon by County and EDP. EDP further agrees that
County, Williams County Auditor or their duly authorized representatives shall, until the
expiration of three (3) years after final payment under this Agreement, have access to and the right
to examine and photocopy any and all books, documents, papers and records of EDP which are
directly pertinent to the services to be performed under this Agreement for the purposes of making
audits, examinations, excerpts, and transcriptions. EDP expressly agrees that County shall have
access during normal working hours to all necessary EDP facilities and shall be provided adequate
and appropriate workspace in order to conduct audits in compliance with the provisions of this
section. Additionally, County shall give EDP reasonable advance notice of intended audits.

7. Independent Contractor/Indemnity. It is understood and agreed that EDP is not and
shall not in any sense be considered an employee, partner or joint venturer with County,
additionally neither shall EDP be considered or in any manner hold itself out as an agent or official
representative of County. EDP shall be considered an independent contractor for purposes of this
Contract and shall in no manner incur any expenses or liability on behalf of County.



EDP FURTHER AGREES TO HOLD COUNTY HARMLESS FOR ANY AND ALL CLAIMS BY
THIRD PARTIES FOR ANY INJURIES, DAMAGES, OR LIABILITY OF ANY KIND ARISING UNDER THIS
CONTRACT OR OCCASIONED BY EDP.

8. Compliance with All Laws. EDP and County each agree, in connection with the
services or any related items to the subject matter of this Contract, to comply with any and all
local, state or federal requirements.

9. Notice. Any notice required to be given under the terms of this Contract shall be
effective if and when given in writing and mailed by certified mail to the addresses listed below
or subsequently provided in writing:

10. No Assignment. This Contract may not be assigned without the consent of the non-
assigning party.

11. Termination. Notwithstanding the agreed upon term, this Contract may be terminated
upon the occurrence of any of the following:

a. the termination of the corporate or business existence of EDP;

b. the insolvency of EDP, the filing of a petition in bankruptcy either by or against
EDP, or an assignment by EDP for the benefit of creditors;

c. the breach by EDP of any of the terms of this Contract and the continuation of such
breach for a period of ten (10) days after written notice is given by County to EDP
of such breach.

d. upon County’s sole discretion with or without cause by providing thirty (30) days
written notice.

12. Term. This Contract shall commence as of the date of the last party’s execution
herein-below and continue thereafter until September 30, 2023, but with on-going contractual
obligations relating to audits and record keeping by EDP extending beyond the termination date

and the payment of funds by County.

13. Employees. The parties covenant and agree that each party will pay its own salaries,
and all Social Security taxes, Federal and State Unemployment Insurance, Worker’s Compensation
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Insurance and any similar taxes or expenses related to its own employees, including, but not limited
to, license fees, insurance premiums and outfitting expenses. The Parties shall be responsible for
complying with all Federal, State and Local laws, ordinances and regulations regarding its own

employees.

14. Venue & Applicable Law. Venue of this Contract shall be County, Texas, and the
laws of the State of Texas shall govern all terms and conditions.

15. Severability. In case any one or more of the provisions contained in this Contract

MEMORANDUM FOR LAW ENFORCEMENT SUPPORT OFFICE (LESO) PROGRAM
PARTICIPATING LAW ENFORCEMENT AGENCY (LEA)

SUBJECT: Addendum to LESO Program State Plan of Operation (SPO)

This addendum amends the existing State Plan of Operation (dated February 2021) between the
State and Law Enforcement Agency (LEA) and is herein referred to as the SPO Addendum. The SPO
Addendum implements requirements found within Presidential Executive Order (EO) 14074 (Section 12),
signed on May 25, 2022. In accordance with current SPO-Paragraph 17, notice is being provided of a
unilateral change to the SPO. Unless an LEA takes immediate action to terminate the current SPO, the
modifications or amendments will become binding,

1) ROLES AND RESPONSIBILITIES The State Shall:

a) Ensure each LESO Program participating Law Enforcement Agency (LEA) has signed the LESO-
approved SPO Addendum no later than January 1, 2023. The SPO Addendum will be signed by the
Chief Law Enforcement Official (CLEO) (or assigned designee), the Civilian Governing Body (CGB),
and the current State Coordinator (SC) (or authorized State Point of Contact [SPOC]).

b) Provide LESO with a comprehensive list of LEAs who do not sign the SPO Addendum by January
1,2023. LESO will restrict the LEA to ensure LEA may not request or receive “controlled” property
as defined within this addendum.

2) MODIFICATION TO DEFINITION OF “CONTROLLED” PROPERTY This SPO Addendum
adds the below items to the “controlled” property definitions currently found in the 2021 SPO. These items
are added pursuant to EO 14074 which reestablishes EO 13688. In 2017, the Law Enforcement Equipment
Working Group (established by EO 13688), further added, deleted and refined the definitions of
“controlled” items in their annual equipment list review. Provisions within the 2021 MOA applicable to
“controlled” property apply to the items listed below (regardless of DEMIL and/or DEMIL Integrity Code).
Title and ownership of the “controlled” property listed below remains with the DoD in perpetuity and will
not be relinquished to the LEA (regardless of DEMIL and/or Integrity Code). The LESO retains final
authority to determine what items qualify as “controlled” property. The below items listed in Section 1.2
of Law Enforcement Equipment Working Group (LEEWG) Recommendations (as modified in 2017), will
be managed and issued as controlled property unless other restrictions or conditions are noted:

a) Manned Aircraft, Fixed Wing: Powered aircraft with a crew aboard, such as airplanes, that use a
fixed wing for lift. (Note: These items were previously listed as controlled in LESO Program. Any
aircraft without commercial application are prohibited).

b) Manned Aircraft Rotary Wing: Powered aircraft with a crew aboard, such as helicopters, that use a
rotary wing for lift. (Note: These items were previously listed as controlled in LESO Program. Any
aircraft without commercial application are prohibited).
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c) Unmanned Aerial Vehicles: A remotely piloted powered aircraft without a crew onboard.
(Note: These items are not currently issued in the LESO Program).

d) Armored Vehicles, Wheeled: Any wheeled vehicle either purpose-built or modified to provide
ballistic protection to its occupants, such as a Mine-Resistant Ambush Protected (MRAP) vehicle or an
Armored Personnel Carrier (APC). These vehicles are sometimes used by law enforcement personnel
involved in dangerous operating conditions, including active shooter or similar high-threat situations.
These vehicles often have weapon-firing ports. (Note: These vehicles were previously considered
controlled due to DEMIL code and are now prohibited unless certification requirements in Section 3
are met).

e) Tactical Vehicles, Wheeled: A vehicle purpose-built to operate on- and off- road in support of
military operations, such as a High Mobility Multi-purpose Wheeled Vehicle HMMWYV), 2.5-ton truck,
S-ton truck, or a vehicle with a breaching or entry apparatus attached. These vehicles are sometimes
used by law enforcement in rough terrain or inclement weather for search and rescue operations, as
well as other law enforcement functions. This excludes commercially available vehicles not tactical in
nature, such as pick-up trucks or SUVs. (Note 1: This is LEEWG modified definition from 2017. Note
2: All tactical vehicles will now be considered controlled, and title will not pass. Note 3: Armored
vehicles in this category will be considered prohibited unless certification requirements in Section 3
are met).

) Command and Control Vehicles: Any wheeled vehicle either purpose-built or modified to facilitate
the operational control and direction of public safety units responding to an incident. Command and
control vehicles provide a vatiety of capabilities to incident Commander, including, but not limited to,
the provision for enhanced communications and other situational awareness capabilities. Command
and Control Vehicles are similar to a recreational vehicle and can accommodate multiple people at
multiple workstations in the command center. This category does not include SUVs and is not intended
for other types of vehicles that could serve as a command-and-control center. (Note 1: This is the
LEEWG modified definition from 2017. Note 2: Armored vehicles in this category will be considered
prohibited unless certification requirements in Section 3 are met).

g) Specialized Firearms and Ammunition Under .50-Caliber (excludes firearms and ammunition
designed for regularly assigned duties) and less lethal launchers: Weapons and corresponding
ammunition for specialized operations or assignment. This includes launchers specifically designed
and built to launch less lethal projectiles. This excludes weapons such as service issued handguns,
rifles or shotguns that are issued or approved by the agency to be used by all sworn officers/deputies
during the course of regularly assigned duties. (Note 1: This is the LEEWG modified definition from
2017. Note 2: The LESO Program only issues weapons under .50 caliber that are designed for regularly
assigned duties).

h) Explosives and Pyrotechnics: Includes “flash bangs” as well as explosive breaching tools often used
by special operations units. (Note: These items were previously prohibited in the LESO Program and
are now specifically prohibited in EO 14074).

i) Breaching Apparatus: Tools designed to provide rapid entry into a building or through a secured
doorway. These tools may be mechanical in nature (a battering ram connected to a vehicle or a
propellant), ballistic (slugs), or explosive. This category does not include dual purpose tools such as a
sledgehammer or bolt cutter. (Note: This is the LEEWG modified definition from 2017).

j) Riot/Crowd Control Batons: Non-expandable of greater length (more than 24 inches) than service-
issued types and are intended to protect its wielder during crowd control situations by providing
distance from assailants. This category includes all batons with advanced features such as tear gas
discharge, electronic or “stun” capabilities. (Note: This is the LEEWG modified definition from 2017).
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k) Riot Helmets: Helmets designed to protect the wearer’s face and head from injury during melees
from projectiles including rocks, bricks, liquids, etc. Riot helmets include a visor which protects the
face. (Note 1: The LEEWG removed these items from the controlled list in 2017. Note 2: LESO does
not issue Kevlar helmets based on DoD policy).

1) Riot/Crowd Control Shields: Shields intended to protect wielders from their head to their knees in
crowd control situations. Most are designed for the protection of the user from projectiles including
rocks, bricks, and liquids. Some afford limited ballistic protection as well. (Note: This is the LEEWG
modified definition from 2017).

3) PROHIBITED ITEMS THAT MAY BE ISSUED FOR LIMITED PURPOSES EO 14074 lists the
below items as “prohibited” for issue under the LESO Program; however identifies specific authorized uses
for these “prohibited” items if requested, utilized and annually certified as being used only in authorized
manners. When utilized in an authorized manner (as indicated in the below example descriptions), the
items are categorized as “controlled” property.

a) Long Range Acoustic Devices (LRAD) that do not have commercial application- Participating LEAs
in the State of Texas, are not authorized to acquire LRAD devices. All requests for these devices, will
be denied.

b) Vehicles that do not have commercial application- This includes all tracked and armored vehicles,
such as a Mine-Resistant Ambush Protected (MRAP), Armored Personnel Carrier (APC), or Armored
HMMWYV. (Note: This category excludes vehicles with commercial application, such as pick-up
trucks, non-armored HMMWVs, 2.5-ton trucks, 5-ton trucks, or SUVs. The LESO Program
identifies/defines vehicles with “commercial application” as items with a DEMIL Code of “A” or
DEMIL “Q” (with an Integrity Code of 6) that may be sold to the general public under DoD sales
programs).

i) Authorized uses- EO 14074 allows limited transfer of vehicles that do not have commercial
application if the LEA certifies that the vehicle will be used exclusively for disaster-related
emergencies; active shooter scenarios; hostage or other search and rescue operations; or anti-
terrorism preparedness, protection, prevention, response, recovery, or relief. Any other use of
these vehicles is not authorized.

ii) Annual Certification Requirements- During the LESO Program annual inventory, LEAs with
these vehicles must certify that the vehicle(s) is utilized exclusively for disaster-related
emergencies; active shooter scenarios; hostage or other search and rescue operations; or anti-
terrorism preparedness, protection, prevention, response, recovery, or relief. An LEAs signature
on the SPO Addendum agreeing to these new terms will serve as initial certification.

iif) LEAs that do not have a cutrent SPO Addendum on file by January 1, 2023 or who fail to
annually certify that the vehicle(s) use is exclusively for disaster-related emergencies; active
shooter scenarios; hostage or other search and rescue operations; or anti-terrorism preparedness,
protection, prevention, response, recovery, or relief must return vehicle(s) to DLA Disposition
Services.

4) ACQUIRING (OR RETAINING) CONTROLLED PROPERTY The State shall:

a) Review, verify and only submit to LESO for approval, requests for controlled property by LEAs
who have current SPO and SPO Addendum on file with the state.

b) Ensure LEAs return controlled property to DLA Disposition Services if the Department of Justice
(DOJ) determines or a Federal, State, Tribal, local, or territorial court enters a final judgment finding
that the LEA has engaged in a pattern or practice of civil rights violations.
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¢) Ensure that prior to requesting/acquiring any controlled property, the LEAs:

i) Provide written or electronic notification to the local community of its intent to request
controlled property. The notification must be translated into appropriate languages to inform
individuals with limited English proficiency. The LESO Program would recommend that LEAs
provide a notice of intent to request controlled property to the local community on or before
January 1, 2023 and at the beginning of each fiscal year (October 1st) thereafter. This notification
should include a comprehensive list of any controlled property that may be requested throughout
the year. If this notice of intent does not include a specific controlled property item, such item
may not be requested in the LESO Program until 30-days after an updated notice is published.

ii) Provide written or electronic notification to the city council or appropriate local Civilian
Governing Body (CGB) of its intent to request controlled property and allow “reasonable
opportunity to review” (normally 30-days). The LESO Program would recommend that LEAs
provide a notice of intent to the CGB on or before January 1, 2023 and at the beginning of each
fiscal year (October 1st) thereafter. This notification should include a comprehensive list of any
controlled property that may be requested throughout the year. If this notice of intent does not
include a specific controlled property item, such item may not be requested in the LESO Program
until 30-days after an updated notice is published. Requests for controlled property must comport
with all applicable approval requirements of the CGB.

(1) The above requirement includes elected Sheriff’s who also shall notify their CGB or
city or county government within their jurisdiction.

(2) In cases of disagreement between requesting LEAs and CGB, the Governor appointed
LESO Program State Coordinator (SC) will obtain an advisory opinion from the States
Attorney General’s Office on whether CGBs are authorized by state law to deny the
request.

iii) Campus LEAs operating in Institutions of Higher Education (IHE)- LEAs operating in IHEs
otherwise referred to as “Campus Police” or “Campus LEAs” must also adhere to the
requirements identified below:

(1) Obtain the IHE Board of Governors (or an equivalent body) explicit approval for the
acquisition of controlled property. Such approval must be evidenced in the Campus LEAs
request submitted to the LESO Program. Silence or inaction by the Campus LEAs Board
of Governors does not constitute evidence of approval, and the “reasonable opportunity to
review” (normally 30-days) standard does not apply to Campus LEA applications.

(2) Certify that their policies and training include specific provisions on using controlled
property in a way that does not chill speech, is not disruptive to the educational
environment, and does not foster a hostile climate among students.

(3) Campus LEAs who receive controlled vehicles are required to remove the militaristic
appearance (i.e., painting the vehicle a different colot).

5) REGIONAL SHARING AGREEMENTS LESO Program participants who are part of a regional
sharing agreement must also adhere to the following requirements.

a) Participating LEAs in the State of Texas, are not authorized to share or loan any assigned LESO

program property to any other LEA, regardless of if they are part of an internal regional sharing
agreement with the participating LEA.
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6) POLICIES/PROCEDURES LEAs must establish policies/procedures that are consistent with the
standards listed below, in order to request or maintain controlled property. LEAs must:

a) Adopt and comply with general policing standards.

i) Community Policing- LEA policies/procedures should reflect the concept that trust and mutual
respect between police and the communities they serve are critical to public safety. Community
policing fosters relationships between law enforcement and the local community which promotes
public confidence in LEAs therefore increasing LEA ability to investigate crimes and keep the
peace.

ii) Constitutional Policing- LEA policies/procedures must emphasize that all police work should
be carried out in a manner consistent with the requirements of the U.S. Constitution and federal
law. Policies/procedures must include First, Fourth, and Fourteenth Amendment principles in
law enforcement activity, as well as compliance with Federal and State civil rights laws. LEA
certified law enforcement officers receive training on the rights embodied by such Constitutional
Amendments and how these amendments inform policing policies/procedures.

iii) Community Input and Impact- LEA policies/procedures must identify mechanisms that LEAs
will use to engage the communities they serve to inform them and seek their input about LEAs
actions, role in, and relationships with the community. LEAs should make particular efforts to
seek the input of communities where controlled property is likely to be used so as to mitigate the
effect that such use may have on public confidence in the police. This could be achieved through
the LEAs regular interactions with the public through community forums, town halls, or meetings
with the Chief, or community outreach divisions.

b) Adopt and comply with controlled property standards.

i) Appropriate Use of Controlled Property- LEA policies/procedures must define appropriate
use of controlled property; officers who are authorized to use controlled property must be trained
on these policies/procedures. LEAs should examine scenarios in which controlled property will
likely be deployed, the decision-making processes that will determine whether controlled
property is used, and the potential that both use and misuse of controlled property could create
fear and distrust in the community. Policies/procedures should consider whether measures can
be taken to mitigate that effect (i.e., keep armored vehicles at a staging area until needed) and
any alternatives to the use of such property and tactics to minimize negative effects on the
community, while preserving officer safety.

ii) Supervision of Use- LEA policies/procedures must specify appropriate supervision of
personnel operating or utilizing controlled property. Supervision must be tailored to the type of
controlled property being used and the nature of the engagement or operation during which the
property will be used. Policies/procedures must describe when a supervisor of appropriate
authority is required to be present and actively overseeing the property being used.

iii) Effectiveness Evaluation- LEA policies/procedures must articulate that the LEA will
regularly monitor and evaluate the effectiveness and value of controlled property to determine
whether continued deployment and use is warranted on operational, tactical, and technical
grounds. LEAs should routinely review after-action reports and analyze any data on, for
example, how often controlled property is used or whether controlled property is used more
frequently in certain law enforcement operations or in particular locations or neighborhoods.
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iv) Auditing and Accountability- LEA must establish policies/procedures that are designed to
prevent misuse, unauthorized use and/or loss of controlled property. LEA will hold personnel
accountable to agree and comply with State, local, Tribal and Federal controlled property use
policies/procedures.

v) Transparency and Notice- LEA policies/procedures must articulate that LEA will engage the
community regarding controlled property, policies/procedures governing its use, and review of
“significant incidents™ (as defined in Section 8), with the understanding that there are reasonable
limitations on disclosutes of certain information and law enforcement sensitive operations and
procedures.

¢) Must adopt and comply with record-keeping requirements for controlled property.

i) Upon LESO request, LEAs must provide a copy of the general policing standards and specific
controlled property standards that were adopted, to include any related policies/procedures.

ii) Record-Keeping Requirement- LEAs must retain comprehensive training records, either in
the personnel file of the officer who was trained or by the LEAs training division or equivalent
entity, for a period of at least three (3) years, and must provide a copy of these records, upon
LESO request.

7) TRAINING LEAs that request or have acquired controlled property via the LESO Program must
establish written policies/procedures for controlled property use, and all personnel who are authorized to
use the controlled property will be trained on these policies/procedures. LEAs must:

a) Provide annual training on general policing standards to personnel who may use the controlled
property.

b) Provide annual training on property standards to personnel who may use the controlled property.

¢) Provide controlled property operational and technical training to personnel and ensure personnel are
proficient prior to using controlled property.

d) Provide scenario-based training to personnel that combines constitutional and community policing
principles with controlled property specific training. LEA personnel authorizing or directing the use
of controlled property should have enhanced scenario-based training to examine, deliberate, and review
the circumstances in which controlled property should or should not be used.

8) DOCUMENTATION REQUIRED FOR “SIGNIFICANT INCIDENTS” LEAs must collect and
retain the information (described below) when any law enforcement activity involves a “Significant
Incident” which requires (or results in) the use of controlled property on the LEAs inventory. A “Significant
Incident” is defined as any law enforcement operation or action that involves: 1) a violent encounter among
civilians or between civilians and the police, 2) a use-of-force that causes death or serious bodily injury, 3)
a demonstration or other public exercise of First Amendment rights, or 4) an event that draws, or could be
reasonably expected to draw, a large number of attendees or participants, such as those where advanced
planning is needed. LEAs must:

a) Collect and retain documentation for controlled property used in a “Significant Incident” for a
minimum of three (3) years after the incident has occurred. The LEA must provide documentation to
LESO upon request.

i) Documentation should also be made available to the community the LEA serves in accordance
with applicable policies/procedures with exemptions made concerning the disclosure of any
sensitive information.,

b) No new report or format is required for “Significant Incident” reports so long as information is easily
accessible and organized. The required information may already exist in a police report, operations
plan, officer daily log, incident report, after-action report or described in a use-of-force report. If
required information (annotated below) is contained in a pre-existing reports, the LEA must simply
ensure that the report includes information that controlled property was used. Required information is
listed below:

i) Name and quantity of controlled property used, including relevant details such as
make/model/serial number of controlled property used.

if) Description of the LEA action/operation involving the controlled property.
iii) Identification of LEA personnel who used and directed the use of the controlled property.

iv) Identify or describe civilians who were the subject or target of LEA action/operation. For
large crowds or multiple persons, the LEA must provide general description of the civilians (i.e.,
a crowd of approximately 250 people).

v) Result of the action/operation in which controlled property was used (i.e., arrests, citations,
injuries or fatalities, use-of-force, victim extraction, or property damage).

9) ANNUAL CERTIFICATIONS By signing the SPO Addendum, the LEA agrees to the below
certification statements. In addition, the LEA must annually certify compliance with the below certification
statements during the Annual LESO Program Inventory. LEAs must:

a) Certify they have authorization from their CGB to participate in the LESO Program.

b) Certify they have provided their CGB and local community a comprehensive list of controlled
property that may be requested through the LESO Program.

i) Notification may be made electronically or in writing and must be translated into appropriate
languages to inform individuals with limited English proficiency. It is recommended this
notification be done on an annual basis.

ii) If controlled property is not identified in the comprehensive list provided to the CGB and local
community, an updated notification to CGB and local community must be made. The CGB and
local community will be afforded 30-days to review what additional items are being requested.

¢) Certify the request for controlled property comports/complies with all applicable approval
requirements of the CGB.

d) Certify they have adopted and comply with controlled property standards (i.e., appropriate use,
supervision of use, effectiveness evaluation, auditing/accountability of use, transparency/notice of use,
and record-keeping requirements,

e) Certify they have provided annual training to personnel on the maintenance, sustainment, and
appropriate use of controlled property, including respect for the rights of citizens under the Constitution
of the United States and de-escalation of force.

f) Certify that LRAD devices are not authorized to be acquired by any participating LEAs in the State

of Texas.
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g) Certify that controlled property vehicle(s) are utilized exclusively for disaster-related emergencies;
active shooter scenarios; hostage or other search and rescue operations; or anti-terrorism preparedness,
protection, prevention, response, recovety, or relief.

h) Certify that controlled property requiring a license (or other authorization), is only utilized by
personnel who hold license (or other authorization) to operate such property.

i) Certify that controlled property will be returned to DLA Disposition Services when no longer needed.

j) Certify that they are abiding by the current LESO Program SPO and SPO Addendum, and maintain
a signed copy of these documents on file.

k) Certify the Application for Participation on-file with LESO Program is current and accurately
reflects the number of officers in the agency when fully staffed. (Note: If Application for Participation
is not accurate, LEA must provide an updated Application for Participation to State Coordinators
Office). :

1) Certify they are compliant with LESO Program allocation limits. (Note: Property allocation limits
are based on the number of officers at an LEA when fully staffed).

m) Certify that they agree to return the controlled property if the Department of Justice (DOJ)
determines or a Federal, State, Tribal, local, or tetritorial court enters a final judgment finding that the
LEA has engaged in a pattern or practice of civil rights violations.

n) Campus LEAs (as described in Section 4) must also certify that their policies and training include
specific provisions on using controlled property in a way that does not chill speech, is not disruptive to
the educational environment, and does not foster a hostile climate among students.

0) Program participants who are part of a regional sharing agreement (as described in Section 5),
must also certify that the State of Texas does not authorize participating LEAS to share or loan any
LESO assigned property to any other LEA, regardless of if they are part of an internal regional sharing
agreement with the participating LEA.

10) SAVINGS CLAUSE/INTERPRETATION Nothing in this SPO Addendum shall be construed to
impair or otherwise affect the requirements under the existing SPO between the State and LEA (dated
February 2021), unless expressly amended herein. To the extent there is a disagreement concerning the
interpretation of this SPO Addendum or the extent this SPO Addendum affects requirements under the
existing SPO, the disagreement shall be resolved at the exclusive discretion of the LESO Program.
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11) AGREEMENTS OF PARTIES By signing this SPO Addendum, the State and LEA acknowledges
and accepts these changes. The SPO Addendum must be signed by LEAs no later than January 1, 2023 to
remain eligible for LESO Program participation. The changes contained in this SPO Addendum are
acknowledged and accepted by the following:

4.3  If Customer purchases from Motorola additional equipment that becomes part of the same system as the initial Equipment, the additional equipment
may be added to this Agreement and will be billed at the applicable rates after the warranty for that additional equipment expires.

POLICY

This policy is applicable to all County departments regardless of funding source. Note:
Exceptions may only be made with Court approval.

The CFC shall be comprised of representatives from the Fleet Department, Human
Resources, Risk Management, Constable Office Pct. 1, Constable Office Pct. 2,
Constable Office Pct. 3, Constable Office Pct. 4, Sheriff's Office, Infrastructure,
Emergency Services, Purchasing Department, and the Budget Office. The Auditor's
Office will be a non-voting member of the Committee.

All fleet management practices will be conducted between user departments and fleet
services in accordance with pre-established operational procedures.

FUNCTIONAL RESPONSIBILITIES

Fleet Services shall be responsible for centralized vehicle and equipment management
to include administration, servicing, operations facilities, acquisition, replacement,
utilization, cost, and management information.

User departments are responsible for ensuring assigned equipment is maintained in a
safe and efficient manner at all times; in accordance with County Asset Policy.

Fleet Services will assist in obtaining quotes or proposals for approved vehicles and
handle the disposition of vehicles and associated equipment in accordance with the
direction of the Commissioners Court. Purchasing will be responsible for processing
Oracle requisitions for purchases and obtaining approval from Commissioners Court
for disposal of surplus equipment in accordance with State law and County Asset
Policy.

DEFINITIONS

Rolling Stock / Heavy Equipment — Equipment with engines over 20 HP that are self-
propelled, self-powered, or pull-type equipment, including farm equipment or a diesel
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engine with a replacement value exceeding $5,000 and trailers with a gross load
capacity exceeding 1500 pounds. Rolling equipment that does not have a license plate
and is intended to be used for agricultural, construction, or industrial tasks (not including
motor vehicles).

Unit of equipment — equipment assigned a Six position alpha numeric Fleet Services
control number and listed on the county’s equipment inventory listing, the maintenance
of which is principally performed by Fleet Services.

User department — a County department which utilizes and has responsibility for
managing rolling stock assets and certain other equipment for which maintenance and
repairs are performed by Fleet Service.

Under Utilized — As a general guideline, any vehicle that is driven less than 7,000
miles/year. Exceptions to this guideline include specially equipped vehicles that serve a
vital function but are used more for accomplishing an assigned task rather than for
transportation needs and vehicles located at remote locations.

County-Owned Vehicle (used throughout this policy as “vehicle”) shall mean any motor-
driven vehicle which: 1) Either has or, in accordance with County Policies, Procedures,
and Regulations, should have its title registered in the name of Williamson County and is
licensed for use on public roads and 2) Is designed primarily to transport people, rather
than to transport cargo or to perform some mechanical function, such as excavation or
road grading. Pick-up trucks shall be presumed to be designed primarily to transport
people. Such vehicles will be defined in the following categories:
1. Primary Vehicles —Vehicles that are frontline units approved in Commissioners Court
to perform necessary duties by a department. These vehicles are replaceable
vehicles.

2. Back-Up Vehicles — Primary vehicles that have already been replaced but Fleet
Services has determined it still has a useful life. The unit will next transition to
auction as determined by the replacement schedule.

3. Auxiliary Vehicles — Vehicles that have been donated, surplus, grant or other
unique purchases. These vehicles are not replaceable vehicles.

4. Turn-In Vehicle — Vehicle that has been replaced or is no longer needed by the
department shall be turned in to Fleet Services. At this point the vehicle may be
appropriated or disposed of in accordance with county policy under the guidance of
the Purchasing Department.
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SECTION Il FLEET MANAGEMENT PROCEDURES

BUDGET

Fleet Services shall operate as a cost center utilizing Internal Service Funds which
account for the maintenance services provided to other departments or agencies of
the government, or to other governments, on a cost reimbursement basis.

EQUIPMENT USE PARAMETERS:

The useful life for each class of equipment will be recommended by the CFC and
Fleet Services. The Commissioners Court will have final authority.

Units meeting pre-established replacement criteria will be evaluated by Fleet Services
in partnership with the user department to determine if replacement is necessary or if
life extension, i.e. rebuild, would be more cost effective.

EQUIPMENT UTILIZATION:

The Budget Office will annually review a listing of vehicles and equipment
classified as being underutilized. The Budget Office will make recommendations
regarding retention status, i.e. retain in assigned department, reassign to another
department, or use for some other organizational purpose. Commissioners Court
will have final approval.

EQUIPMENT STANDARDIZATION:

To facilitate standardization of Fleet composition for cost savings and overall
maintenance; each fiscal year the CFC will submit recommendations for what will
constitute a primary vehicle and/or auxiliary vehicle as applicable. Recommendations
should include but are not limited to: standard equipment, specifications, and any
reasonable additional costs the county can expect to incur for the purchase and make
ready of requested equipment prior to be being placed into service. The CFC will
review recommendations during the budget process to assess the most reasonable
and cost-effective options for the county.

EQUIPMENT REPLACEMENT:

Fleet Services shall provide the Budget Office and user departments with a list of
vehicles/equipment in the month of April to review in preparation for annual budget
recommendations.
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Vehicle and heavy equipment replacement funding will be allocated to each
department when necessary in accordance with the Fleet Management Replacement
Program. Vehicle and heavy equipment replacement recommendations will be
reviewed, as applicable, for the following:

1. Miles or hours

2. Maintenance

3. Type of Vehicle / Equipment Requested

4. Fuel Efficiency

5. Age of Vehicle

6. Vehicle / Equipment Utilization

Departments desiring deviations to the recommended replacement listing or
suggested replacement standard shall submit a written request to the CFC office
through Fleet Services. The request shall include specific, detailed analysis
supporting the requested change. CFC will review the overall list and any non-
concurrence issues.

Requests for replacements not recommended by the Budget Office must be reviewed
for justification and approved by the Commissioners Court.

Vehicle/Equipment replacement will be based on the referenced vehicle/equipment
depreciation replacement schedule; as determined by CFC . The finalized
recommendations will be submitted to the Commissioners Court for approval.

Request for adding additional vehicles/equipment to the fleet should be submitted via
budget software with adequate justification. . Wherever possible, a loaner/auxiliary
vehicle will be utilized to address immediate needs until a more permanent budget
solution can be reached. Funds for any differences (i.e. increase) in cost attributable
to replacement of a unit with an upgraded unit, as requested by user department —
should come from departmental operating budgets.

Request for rolling stock equipment occurring outside of the budget process, such as
a replacement for a total loss accident, must be requested by the Department Head or
Elected official and submitted for approval to the Budget Office.

PURCHASING PROCEDURES
Acquisition of equipment should be obtained by direct purchase. Any other method

of acquisition (i.e. lease/purchase) must be reviewed and
approved by the Budget Office, Auditor’s Office, Purchasing, and Commissioners Court.

Departments shall complete a requisition in Oracle for each new rolling stock item the
department was authorized to purchase.
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P. Fleet Services, in partnership with the CFC shall be responsible for developing
specifications for all new or replacement type equipment.

1. Specifications for cars, pickups, and other light/medium duty trucks shall be in
accordance with the standard requirements as established by the State of Texas or
another federal agency.

2. Specifications for large trucks and specialized equipment will be developed by
Fleet Management in partnership with the CFC

3. Specifications will include requirements relating to prototypes, Inspection,
training, testing, warranty, etc.

4. The Purchasing Department will match all recommendations and approved
specifications against submitted requisitions and purchase orders.

Q. Fleet Services in partnership with user departments shall be responsible for reviewing
guotes from Purchasing Cooperatives or bids received through formal solicitation.

e If purchasing from a cooperative:
Quote for selected vehicle must include a valid cooperative contract number. The
guote along with any other necessary documentation for this purchase must be
emailed to purchasingbackup@wilco.org. Purchasing will verify the Co-op contract is
legal and valid, that items quoted are covered by the Co-op and prepare the item for
award by the Commissioners Court. Once approved by Court, Purchasing will issue a
Purchase Order to the vendor. Fleet Services and the User Department will be copied
on the email.

e If purchasing from a formal solicitation:
Fleet Services will work with user departments and Purchasing to create the bid
package. Purchasing will facilitate the entire bid process and the public bid opening.
After the bid opening, Purchasing will share responses with both Fleet Services and
the department for evaluation purposes. Fleet Services and the department will
evaluate all bid responses and will recommend the lowest and best bidder.
Purchasing will prepare the agenda item for award by Commissioners Court. Once
approved by Court, Purchasing will issue a Purchase Order to the vendor. Fleet
Services and the user department will be copied on the email.

R. All new equipment, along with accompanying documentation, shall be delivered to
Fleet Services for acceptance inspection, assignment of Six position alpha numeric
Fleet Service Control number, and made ready for service. Equipment shall not be
removed by or released to the departments prior to completion of these services.

ANNUAL BUDGET

S. Operating budgets are to include funds for requested additions and replacements to the
fleet.
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Request to replace equipment which occur outside of the budget process, i.e. total loss
due to accident will follow standard purchasing procedures as explained in paragraph L
above.

Cost attributable to upgrading equipment shall be included in departmental Budgets.
REPLACED EQUIPMENT

Departments receiving new vehicle/equipment replacements shall, upon placing the
new unit into service, submit the completed and signed Vehicle Status Change form
and return or offline the retiring/transitioning unit to Fleet Services within 30 days. In
the event a department is unable to comply with the 30-day policy, the department
may request a waiver from the CFC, stating the justification for the delay. The unit
being turned in shall be cleaned, detailed and made ready for immediate sale.

SECTION Il POLICIES & PROCEDURES

A.

User Department shall be defined by Department Number and Name
Example #0405 Veteran Services

Each Department shall designate an employee as a Fleet point of contact:

1. Contact name, phone number and e-mail shall be sent to the Fleet Services Director.

2. Contact person shall receive and respond to all fleet issues concerning their
department.

Preventive Maintenance Program
1. Preventive Maintenance shall be performed as required by the Manufacturer.
2. Weekly notices of units requiring service shall be sent to the contact person.

Fueling of vehicles and equipment

1. Itis strongly encouraged for County vehicles to be fueled from County-Owned pumps
and Fuelman stations when available.

2. The fuel fobs and/or fuel cards shall be issued to the vehicle. The employee shall enter
their PIN # and the correct mileage. This mileage entry is the basis of the utilization
and replacement reports as well as the Preventive Maintenance Schedule.

3. The department fleet point of contact shall supply Fleet Services with the new
employee information so the PIN# can be put into the system.
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4. When an employee separates from County employment, the fleet point of contact for
the corresponding department shall inform Fleet Services so that the employee and
PIN# can be removed.

Accident reports on vehicles and equipment:

Damage to a vehicle or piece of equipment that is not part of the normal wear and tear
shall be reported by the corresponding department, via the electronic incident report
located on Wilco 365, within 48 hours.

Monthly billing reports to each user Department
Each user department receiving services and or fuel from Fleet Services will be billed for
those cost on the first week of each month.

K. Retirement of vehicles and equipment

A Vehicle Status Change Form (VSC) must be filled out on any unit that will be leaving the
users department.

The VSC form must be approved by the Department Authorized Signer. After submission,
the VSC form will be reviewed by Fleet Services, Human Resources, Budget Office and
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Auditor’s Office as necessary. Once those approvals have been obtained, the VSC form
will advance to Purchasing for placement on the next Commissioners Court agenda. After
Court approval for disposition, the owning department has (30) days to turn in the vehicle
and all keys to Fleet Services or request a waiver as per Item V in Section Il of this
document. Salvage parts will not be removed from any vehicle/equipment once it is posted
for auction unless authorized by Commissioners Court. At the Fleet Manager’s discretion
parts may be used from auction make-ready vehicles/equipment as long as it does not
significantly affect the sale of the vehicle/equipment. When the vehicles/equipment has
been traded or sold these units will be again listed with their recovered dollar amounts on
the court agenda for the Record.

SECTION IV

Vehicle and Equipment Idling Policy

No employee shall cause or allow a motor vehicle engine or other engine within his or her custody or
control to idle for more than five consecutive minutes when the motor vehicle is not in motion or when
the other engine is not being used for its primary function.

No employee shall switch the motor vehicle or other engine off and back on in a manner that would
serve to satisfy the five-minute limitation, but defeat the intent of this policy, which is to reduce
emissions, fuel consumption, and vehicle motor and other engine wear caused by engine idling.

Additional Suggested Ways to Reduce NOX Emissions

o Keep your vehicle well-tuned and tires inflated properly
e Fuel vehicles early morning/late in day when temperatures are cooler
¢ Fuel when half tank empty to minimize evaporation

DEFINITIONS

Idle — The operation of an engine in the operating mode where the engine is not engaged in gear,
where the engine operates at a speed at the revolutions per minute specified by the engine or vehicle
manufacturer for when the accelerator is fully released, and there is no load on the engine.

Motor vehicle — Any self-propelled device powered by an internal combustion engine and designed to
operate with four or more wheels in contact with the ground, in or by which a person or property is or
may be transported.

Other engine — A gasoline, diesel, propane, CNG, or other petroleum-fuel based vehicle with an
internal combustion engine, that is not a motor vehicle as defined above, but which is mobile and is
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utilized in construction, earth-moving, materials management, transportation or grounds-keeping type
operations.

Exceptions:

1. The motor vehicle is prohibited from movement due to traffic conditions over which the
operator has no control.

2. The motor vehicle or other engine is being used in an emergency or law enforcement
capacity.

. The engine is being operated solely to defrost a windshield.

. The motor vehicle or other engine being used as a primary power source for another device
such as a power take-off (PTO) unit.

. The motor vehicle or other engine is being operated for maintenance or diagnostic purposes.

. The motor vehicle is idling to operate the air conditioning or heating system for employee
health or safety.

THIS INTERLOCAL AGREEMENT REGARDING RELOCATION OF WATER
SYSTEM IMPROVEMENTS (“Agreement”) is entered into between the City of Georgetown,
Texas, a Texas municipal corporation (the “City”’) and Williamson County, a political subdivision
of the State of Texas (the “County”). In this Agreement, the City and the County are sometimes
individually referred to as “a Party” and collectively referred to as “the Parties”.

WHEREAS, the County is and has been in the process of making road improvements to
County Road 258 between US 183 to 5001t east of Sunset Ridge (the “County Project”); and

WHEREAS, the proposed CR 258 roadway improvements include the widening of the
right-of-way into an easement in which the City’s water system improvements (the “Waterline”)
are located; and

WHEREAS, in connection with the construction of the roadway improvements, the
County desires to relocate a portion of the Waterline (the “City Project”); and

WHEREAS, the City desires to cooperate with the County to facilitate the construction of
the roadway improvements and the Waterline Relocation; and

NOW, THEREFORE, in consideration of the foregoing premises and the mutual
promises and agreements of the Parties contained in this Agreement, the Parties agree as follows:

I
PURPOSE

1.01 General. The purpose of this Agreement is to provide for the County’s relocation
and construction of the Waterline required by the County Project, based on the terms and
conditions as stated herein.

1.02 Relocation of Waterline. The County will relocate the Waterline based on the
terms and conditions stated herein.

1.03 Continuation of Service. The County agrees that the County Project shall be
undertaken so as to minimize any disruption of water service to existing City customers and will
not result in the permanent loss of water service to any such customers.

II.
CONSTRUCTION OF CITY PROJECT

2.01 General. The Parties mutually acknowledge and agree that the County shall, at its
own expense, construct all physical improvements that constitute the City Project.

2.02 County Obligations. The County shall be responsible for all costs associated with
the preliminary and final design, construction bidding, project management and all other costs
related to the City Project. The City Project will be bid and constructed concurrently with the
County Project.

2.03 Construction Plans The County has submitted the plans and specifications related
to the City Project to the City. A copy of the plans are attached hereto as Exhibit “A.” Any
changes or modifications to the plans will be submitted to the City for review and approval prior
to commencing construction.

2.04 Inspection and Maintenance. County shall notify the City in writing five days
prior to commencement of construction of the Waterline. The City may inspect the Waterline
during construction. Upon receipt of notification from the City that the City’s inspectors determine
the construction by the County is not in accordance with the approved project plans, the County
shall cease construction until the deficiency can be identified and a corrective plan of construction
implemented with the agreement of the City. After acceptance, the City shall own and operate the
waterline.

2.05 Permits. The County shall be responsible for obtaining permits, if any, required
for the construction of the Project.

2.06 Insurance, Bonds and Warranties. The County shall require the contractor for
the Project to name the City as an additional insured on any policies related to the City Project.
The County shall require the contractor to provide performance bonds, payment bonds and
maintenance bonds in favor of the City for the City Project in amounts satisfactory to the City.
The County shall transfer any warranties for the City Project to the City upon final completion and
acceptance of the project.

2.07 Prior Rights. The City’s Waterline will be relocated from its current alignment
within the existing City easements to a new location within the CR 258 right-of-way. Concurrent
with this Agreement, both parties shall execute an amendment to the easement(s) as identified in
Exhibit “B” (Effected Easement(s)), in a form substantially similar to Exhibit “C”, which shall
amend the easement area(s) of the Effective Easement(s) to correspond with location of the line
location as approved per section 2.03. The City shall retain all of the same rights in the area within
the right of way limits as the City had in the easement prior to the relocation of Waterline.



III.
DISPUTES

3.01 Material Breach; Notice and Opportunity to Cure.

(a) In the event that one Party believes that another Party has materially breached one
of the provisions of this Agreement, the non-defaulting Party will make written demand to cure
and give the defaulting Party up to 30 days to cure such material breach or, if the curative action
cannot reasonably be completed within 30 days, the defaulting Party will commence the curative
action within 30 days and thereafter diligently pursue the curative action to completion.
Notwithstanding the foregoing, any matters specified in the default notice which may be cured
solely by the payment of money must be cured within 10 days after receipt of the notice. This
applicable time period must pass before the non-defaulting Party may initiate any remedies
available to the non-defaulting party due to such breach.

(b) Any non-defaulting Party will mitigate direct or consequential damage arising from
any breach or default to the extent reasonably possible under the circumstances.

(c) The Parties agree that they will negotiate in good faith to resolve any disputes and
may engage in non-binding mediation, arbitration or other alternative dispute resolution methods
as recommended by the laws of the State of Texas.

3.02 Equitable Relief. In recognition that failure in the performance of the Parties’
respective obligations could not be adequately compensated in money damages alone, the Parties
agrees that after providing notice and an opportunity to cure in accordance with Section 4.01
above, the Parties shall have the right to request any court, agency or other governmental authority
of appropriate jurisdiction to grant any and all remedies which are appropriate to assure
conformance to the provisions of this Agreement. The defaulting Party shall be liable to the other
for all costs actually incurred in pursuing such remedies, including reasonable attorney's fees, and
for any penalties or fines as a result of the failure to comply with the terms including, without
limitation, the right to obtain a writ of mandamus or an injunction requiring the governing body of
the defaulting party to levy and collect rates and charges or other revenues sufficient to pay the
amounts owed under this Agreement.

3.03 Agreement’s Remedies Not Exclusive. The provisions of this Agreement
providing remedies in the event of a Party’s breach are not intended to be exclusive remedies. The
Parties retain, except to the extent released or waived by the express terms of this Agreement, all
rights at law and in equity to enforce the terms of this Agreement.

Iv.
GENERAL PROVISIONS

4.01 Authority. This Agreement is made in part under the authority conferred in
Chapter 791, Texas Government Code.



4.02 NO LIABILITY OR WARRANTY OF SERVICES. GEORGETOWN
AGREES AND ACKNOWLEDGES THAT WILLIAMSON COUNTY DOES NOT
ASSUME ANY LIABILITY FOR, OR WARRANT THE SERVICES THAT A THIRD
PARTY PROVIDES PURSUANT TO THIS AGREEMENT OR CONSTRUCTION
AGREEMENT. GEORGETOWN AGREES AND ACKNOWLEDGES THAT
WILLIAMSON COUNTY SHALL NOT BE LIABLE FOR ANY CLAIM OR CAUSE OF
ACTION THAT GEORGETOWN MAY HAVE NOW OR IN THE FUTURE AGAINST
AN ENGINEER OR THIRD PARTY OR ANY DAMAGES OF ANY NATURE
WHATSOEVER ALLEGEDLY SUSTAINED BY GEORGETOWN, OR ANYONE
HAVING A CLAIM BY, THROUGH OR UNDER GEORGETOWN RELATED IN ANY
WAY, DIRECTLY OR INDIRECTLY, WITH THE SERVICES PROVIDED BY A THIRD
PARTY PURSUANT THIS AGREEMENT.

4.03 Term. This Agreement shall commence upon execution of this Agreement and
shall end upon the completion of the City Project and acceptance of the public improvements by
Georgetown.

4.04 Severability. The provisions of this Agreement are severable and, if any provision
of this Agreement is held to be invalid for any reason by a court or agency of competent
jurisdiction, the remainder of this Agreement will not be affected and this Agreement will be
construed as if the invalid portion had never been contained herein.

4.05 Payments from Current Revenues. Any payments required to be made by a Party
under this Agreement will be paid from current revenues or other funds lawfully available to the
Party for such purpose.

4.06 Cooperation. The Parties agree to cooperate at all times in good faith to effectuate
the purposes and intent of this Agreement.

4.07 Entire Agreement. This Agreement contains the entire agreement of the Parties
regarding the subject matter hereof and supersedes all prior or contemporaneous understandings
or representations, whether oral or written, regarding the subject matter.

4.08 Amendments. Any amendment of this Agreement must be in writing and will be
effective if signed by the authorized representatives of the Parties.

4.09 Applicable Law; Venue. This Agreement will be construed in accordance with
Texas law. Venue for any action arising hereunder will be in Williamson County, Texas.

4.10 Notices. Any notices given under this Agreement will be effective if (i) forwarded
to a Party by hand-delivery; (ii) transmitted to a Party by confirmed telecopy; or (iii) deposited
with the U.S. Postal Service, postage prepaid, certified, to the address of the Party indicated below:

WHEREAS, on December 28, 1984, Natalieville, Ltd., a limited partnership
(“Natalieville”), granted Chisholm Trail Special Utility District (“CTSUD”) the Right-of-Way
Easement recorded in Volume 1122, Page 934 of the Official Records of Williamson County,
Texas (the “Original Easement”) for the purposes of constructing, operating, and maintaining
one or more potable waterlines across Natalieville’s 413.01-acre property (the ‘“Natalieville
Property”); and,

WHEREAS, the Original Easement encumbered the entire Natalieville Property but was
limited to a strip of land 15 feet in width, the center line thereof being the pipe line as installed;
and

WHEREAS, on September 12, 2014, the Original Easement was assigned to the City of
Georgetown, Texas (“City”) according to Document No. 2014076202 of the Official Public
Records of Williamson County, Texas, pursuant to the acquisition of CTSUD by City; and,

WHEREAS, Williamson County (“County”) is in the process of realigning County Road
258 (the “Project”); said Project will overtake and encroach into the Original Easement and
involve installation of roadway improvements that will conflict with the existing location of
City’s waterline within the Original Easement; and,

WHEREAS, on July 6, 2022, in furtherance of the Project, County acquired a 4.391-acre
portion of the Natalieville Property from MACNAK, LLC, said 4.391 acres being more
particularly described in a Deed recorded in Document No. 2022086632 of the Official Public
Records of Williamson County, Texas (the “MACNAK Property”); and

WHEREAS, on July 6, 2022, in furtherance of the Project, County acquired a 2.053-acre
portion of the Natalieville Property from Bruce E. Nakfoor, Trustee, said 2.053 acres being more
particularly described in a Deed recorded in Document No. 2022086618 of the Official Public
Records of Williamson County, Texas (the “Nakfoor Property”)(together, the MACNAK
Property and the Nakfoor Property shall hereinafter be referred to as the “County Property”); and

WHEREAS, County and City wish to cooperate in the relocation of a portion of the
Original Easement and corresponding infrastructure within the County Property in order to allow
the Project to move forward and protect City’s water system with minimal impact to County,
City, the Project, and area property owners; and,

WHEREAS, City and County have entered into an Interlocal Agreement dated ,
2022, outlining the terms of the relocation of City’s infrastructure (the “ILA”);

NOW THEREFORE, in consideration of the completion of the construction of City’s
relocated infrastructure, City and County agree to the following:

1. The facts and recitals set forth above are hereby found and declared to be true and correct
and are incorporated by reference herein and expressly made a part hereof, as if copied
verbatim.

2. City, as successor to CTSUD, and County, as a successor-in-interest to Natalieville,
hereby agree to amend the easement area of the Original Easement within the boundaries
of the County Property. From hereon and henceforth, the rights and interests of City to
the Original Easement shall apply over, under, across, and through the entire 6.444 acres
of the County Property; provided, however, the easement shall not exceed fifteen (15)
feet in width, and the course and location of the easement shall be fixed and limited to a
strip of land fifteen (15) feet in width, the centerline thereof being the new pipe line
installed in accordance with the ILA, the water line relocation design plan sheet
specifications prepared by CobbFendley Inc. dated August 26, 2021 attached thereto, and
otherwise generally in the location as shown in Exhibit “A” attached hereto..

3. County shall be responsible for relocation of City’s waterline from its current position to
a new location in accordance with the ILA, the water line relocation design plan sheet
specifications prepared by CobbFendley Inc. dated August 26, 2021 attached thereto, and
otherwise generally in the location as shown in Exhibit “A” attached hereto.

4. Nothing herein shall operate to release the perpetual easement granted to City by the
Original Easement, and said perpetual easement shall remain in full force and effect.

5. Nothing herein shall operate to amend any description of the easement area of the
Original Easement across property that is not owned by County, and said perpetual
easement shall remain in full force and effect and unamended as to properties that are not
the County Property.
