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INTRODUCTION 

Welcome to the JPMorgan Chase Bank Procurement Card Program. This program is designed to help 
better manage low-dollar purchases and brings many benefits to Williamson County and our suppliers. 

 
The success of the Procurement Card Program and its continuing use depends on your participation and 
cooperation. Please be sure to read and follow the program guidelines as specified within this manual. 

 
 

PURPOSE 
 

The purpose of Procurement Card Program rules and procedures is to accomplish the following: 
 

✓ Reduce the cost of high volume, low dollar transactions. This program also helps reduce the use 
of check requests, and small dollar purchase orders. 

 
✓ Provide an efficient method of purchasing and paying for commodities and services not exceeding 

an approved single purchase limit. The Procurement Card shall ONLY be used for County 
business related purchases. 

 
✓ Reduce travel time and paperwork involving purchases. 

 
✓ Develop reasonable and enforceable rules, procedures, and audit controls. The program is NOT 

intended to avoid or bypass appropriate purchasing or payment procedures, but to complement 
the existing processes. 

 
✓ Enable the purchase of non-restricted commodities, by telephone, on the internet, or in person, 

directly from approved suppliers. The card is intended to be used for: 
 

▪ Emergency and Small Dollar purchases (any purchases under $5,000 not requiring 
approval of County Judge and as approved by the department head or elected Official) 

▪ Registration fees 
▪ Business travel 
▪ Training 

 
✓ Increase the number of suppliers immediately accessible to Williamson County. 

 
✓ Improve management reporting on low dollar transactions. 

 
✓ Provide for disciplinary action if the Procurement Card is misused. 

 
✓ Provide training on an ongoing basis for the use, reporting, and market updates of the 

Procurement Card. 
 

✓ Ensure Williamson County bears no legal liability for inappropriate use of the Procurement Card. 
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In addition to the procurement cards issued in the cardholder’s name, the County also allows Department 
Cards to be issued in a Department’s name. The purpose of the Williamson County Purchasing 
Department Card is to provide a tool for departments to utilize the benefits of a procurement card while 
keeping the number of cards in the department to a minimum. Rather than assigning a procurement card 
to specific employees, the Department Card is issued in the name of the department responsible. One 
person, generally the department coordinator, is responsible for tracking all transactions on a department 
card log and obtaining all receipts and documentation from the employees using the card to submit them 
with the statement for payment. The department coordinator, who signs the cardholder agreement at the 
time the card is issued, is responsible for informing employees about all rules and procedures as set forth 
in the procurement card manual prior to entrusting them with the card. Each individual employee 
entrusted with the department card is responsible for tracking all receipts for the transactions made by 
them and providing said receipts and any additional supporting documentation required to the Department 
Coordinator. Failure to follow procedures as set forth in the procurement card manual may lead to 
disciplinary actions of the trustee. This card will reside under the responsibility of the Department 
Coordinator or designated person: 

 
 

 
THE PROCUREMENT CARD PROGRAM 

BRINGS MANY BENEFITS TO… 

Cardholders - Ability to register for training/seminars, obtain supplies directly from your suppliers without 
using a purchase order. This streamlines the procurement process and can help improve turnaround time 
on receipt of order. It significantly reduces the workload and processing costs related to the purchase 
and payment of supplies. 

 
Williamson County - Provides a cost-efficient, alternative method for procurement of low-dollar supplies. 
Built-in card features make the program easy to control and manage and reduces processing costs at all 
levels by reducing the number of requisitions, purchase orders, invoices, and checks. The Procurement 
Card enables all departments to focus on higher value-added activities. 

 
Suppliers - The Procurement Card is welcomed by suppliers who accept MASTERCARD. When they 
accept the card for business purchases, suppliers need not send invoices to Williamson County, and they 
will receive payment directly from JPMorgan Chase Bank within 48 hours. Example: Williamson County

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SUMMARY OF PROGRAM 

Williamson County, Texas has contracted with JPMorgan Chase Bank for a Procurement Card Program. 
All cards are issued at the request of the department. Card usage is monitored, and cards may be 
suspended or rescinded at any time. 

 
Cardholder is responsible for reading all instructions, rules, and procedures carefully. The signature on 
the Cardholder Agreement indicates understanding the intent of the program and agrees to adhere to the 
established rules and procedures. The Program Administrator will issue the Procurement Card after 
receipt of the signed agreement provided. The cardholder may begin using the card immediately and will 
be required to attend training provided by Purchasing before receiving the card. 

 
Record keeping is essential to ensure the success of the program. Standard payment policies require 
retention of receipts and other documentation. As with any card, the cardholder must retain sales 
slips, cash register receipts, invoices, order forms and receiving documents. 

 
Individual transactions, including shipping and handling, may not exceed the approved single 
purchase limit. Each Procurement Card has also been assigned a monthly total dollar limit, a single 
daily transaction limit, and a Merchant Category Code (MCC) Buying Group which will include or exclude 
designated merchant types specifically customized for each cardholder according to buying requirements 
needed by their department. 

 
Purchases must be for the use and benefit of Williamson County. NO PERSONAL PURCHASES 
ARE ALLOWED. In the event inadvertent, incidental personal charges appear on a County 
Procurement Card due to travel, the expense must be reimbursed to the County immediately. 
Refer to Williamson County Travel Policy as reflected in the Williamson County Employee Policy 
Manual for detailed instructions regarding reimbursement of such expenses. 
 
Because Procurement Card purchases cannot be reviewed and vetted by the IT Department, and to align 
with the IT Department security policies and guidelines it is expressly prohibited to purchase any IT 
related goods and services. Any such purchases shall route through the Origination, Oracle Requisition 
and Purchase Order process.  These types of purchases include but are not limited to smart TVs, tablets, 
mini-computers, network devices and software subscriptions. 
Office supplies and furniture may be ordered through the Williamson County Amazon Business account 
(purchases via personal Amazon account are not allowed) with the Procurement Card. Cardholders must 
ensure they follow the Amazon Business Account policy which is located here: Purchasing Portal - 
Amazon Business Account Policy (sharepoint.com) 
Suppliers are usually paid by JPMorgan Chase Bank within three (3) business days of the transaction. 
Please indicate to suppliers that they must not invoice Williamson County because it might result 
in a duplicate payment. REMIND SUPPLIERS OF WILLIAMSON COUNTY TAX EXEMPT STATUS 
before making the purchase. The cardholder may provide the supplier with a copy of the Texas Sales 
and Use Tax Exemption Certification that has the Williamson County Tax ID number listed. Cardholders 
are responsible for the security of the Procurement Card and the transactions made against it. The card 
is issued in the Cardholder’s personal name and under the corporate name of Williamson County. 

 
The Procurement Card is a county asset and is required to be tracked in Service Now. It is also a 
form of payment and therefore subject to the guidelines set by Law, and other County purchasing 
policies and requirements. 

 
✓ Payments using a Procurement Card are to be made at time of purchase and NOT after 

receipt of products and/or services. If an invoice arrives after the product/services have 
already been received, then the invoice must be sent to the County Judge for approval 
and then the invoice will be forwarded to Accounts Payable for payment.

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✓ Procurement Cards cannot be used for purchases where any County commodity has 
already reached the $50,000 fiscal year purchase limit through a combination of 
Purchase Orders AND Procurement Card purchases. 

 
✓ Any County commodity over the $50,000 fiscal year limit must be competitively bid or 

found on a Purchasing Co-op or inter local agreement where a competitive bid has 
already taken place. Please contact the Program Administrator with any questions before the 
purchase is made. 
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DIFFERENCES BETWEEN THE PROCUREMENT CARD & 
A PERSONAL CREDIT CARD 

 

The Procurement Card is used like a personal credit card but for county business transactions. 
However, as for the County Procurement Card, there are differences to be aware of: 

 
✓ The County departments are responsible for all charges made on the Procurement Card. 

Unlike personal credit cards, which have limited liability if lost or stolen, unless the proper 
procedures in reporting lost or stolen cards are followed, the County may be liable for all 
purchases made with a Procurement Card. 

 
✓ There is no personal liability on the card unless the cardholder violates the terms of 

the card use set forth herein or as specified in the Cardholder’s Agreement. 
 

✓ The transactions charged to a cardholder Procurement Card are billed directly to Williamson 
County by JPMorgan Chase Bank, even though the name of the cardholder is on the card. 
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PROCUREMENT CARD RESPONSIBILITY SUMMARY 
 

General Responsibilities 
The following are general guidelines applying to any County Employee or Official handling the 
County Procurement Card or associated data: 

 
✓ The Procurement Card must be treated with extra care because it is a Williamson County 

Asset and the Cardholder or anyone who is part of the procurement card process is 
responsible for its security. The Procurement card, the associated card number and the 
expense report must be kept in a secure location. 

 
✓ Only the employee whose name is embossed on the card may use the Procurement Card. 

No other individual is authorized to use the card or the card account number. 
 

✓ ALL PERSONAL CHARGES TO THE COUNTY PROCUREMENT CARD MUST BE AVOIDED. 
If personal transactions have been found, the Cardholder’s Department Head must be 
informed. Personal items are defined as anything that is not purchased for use and ownership 
by the County. It is a violation of this policy to use the Procurement Card for any personal purchase 
or personal transaction. Should this policy be violated, the transaction may be investigated, the 
Procurement Card may be removed from the violator, and the action could result in permanent 
revocation of the card, termination of employment, and possible criminal prosecution. In the event 
inadvertent, incidental personal charges appear on a County Procurement Card due to 
travel, the expense must be reimbursed to the County immediately. The Williamson County 
Travel Policy as reflected in the Williamson County Employee Policy Manual located on 
the Human Resources SharePoint site includes detailed instructions regarding 
reimbursement of such expenses. 

 
✓ No cash advances, cash refunds - defined as cash, cash in addition to purchase, and cash in lieu 

of credit for the return or exchange of a purchase. Violation of this policy shall result in revocation 
of the Procurement Card from the user with investigation that could result in termination and/or 
criminal prosecution. 

 
✓ Any product or service normally considered to be an inappropriate use of County funds must not 

be purchased. 
 

✓ NO Sales Tax can be charged to a County Procurement Card. In any case where sales tax 
has been incorrectly charged, credit needs to immediately be obtained from the vendor, or 
it must be reimbursed to the County by the Cardholder. 

 
✓ Split purchases on a Procurement Card to avoid the existing procurement process (i.e. 

multiple transactions to the same vendor on the same day when the combined total of the 
orders exceed the Procurement Card transaction limit) are against State Law and County 
Procurement Card Policy. Multiple items may be purchased, but the invoice cannot exceed the 
cardholder’s single purchase limit. Deliberately splitting a purchase to circumvent these 
procedures may result in suspension or revocation of the Procurement Card. 

 
✓ Monthly Expense Reports must be processed timely
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✓ Expense Reports are monthly billing statements that are downloaded from the 
JPMorgan Chase website, by the Department Coordinator. An annual schedule 
providing all monthly dates on which Expense Reports must be downloaded, 
printed, and reconciled. The schedule can be found on the Purchasing Portal 
SharePoint site in the Procurement Card section under Forms and Tools. It is highly 
recommended that this schedulebe entered into the Department Coordinator’s 
Outlook Calendar to provide monthly reminders of these key dates. 

✓ Unauthorized or fraudulent transactions charged to the County must be immediately reported to 
the Procurement Card Administrator and the Cardholder’s Department Head. 

 
✓ Procurement Card training required by the Purchasing Department must be attended for new and 

renewal cards. 
 

✓ Each county employee and official must comply with all Purchasing Laws, Procurement Card 
policies and procedures, and Williamson County Employee policies and procedures. 

 
✓ Lost or stolen cards must be reported to JPMorgan Chase Bank immediately by calling 1-800- 

890-0669 and contacting Program Administrator (Purchasing) immediately: 
 

▪ Kim Chappius: 512-943-1478 
▪ Andy Portillo: 512-943-3860 
 

o Lost or stolen cards must also be reported by selecting the Lost/Stolen option on the 
Purchasing Card Request form in Service Now. Disabling the card in Service Now is 
incorrect and would prompt having to request a brand-new card in Service Now with a 
new application that is set up for first time cardholders only.  

Cardholder 
 
An employee of Williamson County who is approved by his/her Department Head to use the Procurement 
Card to execute purchase transactions on behalf of Williamson County. 

 
✓ Makes certain accounts to be charged have sufficient funds to cover the charges. 

 
✓ Orders/receives materials and services. 

 
✓ Obtains three (3) quotes for purchases exceeding $4,999. 
 

✓ Obtains County Judge’s approval for purchases exceeding $4,999. 
 

✓ Makes certain sales tax is NOT charged or that is credited back, if it occurs. 
 

✓  Reports fixed assets $500 and greater to the Auditor's Office. 
 

✓ Reviews card activity frequently. 
 

✓ Retains all Procurement Card receipts, cash register receipts, packing slips, etc. for monthly 
statement reconciliation or provides signed affidavit with the purpose of the transaction and 
reason why a receipt could not be obtained. 

 
✓ Secures a safe place to organize and keep all receipts. 

 
✓ Informs Department Coordinator of location where receipts are kept. 



Procurement Card User Manual

✓ TIP: When making a purchase via the internet, the supplier will provide a confirmation or email 

with details of the order. If not provided by the supplier via email or fax, the confirmation of the 
purchase can be screen printed and used as a receipt.  

✓ Reports unrecognized transactions to JPMorgan Chase and the Program Administrator 
immediately. 

 
✓ Handles disputed items by calling the supplier immediately to receive a credit back to the 

Procurement Card. 
 

✓ Calls the 800 number on back of Procurement Card when having problems using the card or the 
transaction is denied. 

 
Procurement card pick-up for a new card or replacement card: 

 
✓ After a card has been issued by JPMorgan Chase it will be sent to the Purchasing 

Department. The cardholder will be notified by email and asked to attend a 5 to 10-minute 
orientation. If the cardholder fails to pick up the card within two weeks following the 
notification email, a second reminder will be sent out. The card will be destroyed, and the 
card account will be canceled if the card has not been obtained within 30 days of the 
second reminder. 

 
✓ The Procurement Card expires after three years. Approximately one month before the 

expiration of the card JPMorgan Chase will automatically send a new card to the Purchasing 
Department. The card holder will be notified by email and will have to return the old card to 
the Purchasing Department before the new card can be issued. If the cardholder fails to 
pick up the card within two weeks following the notification email, a second reminder will be 
sent out. The card will be destroyed, and the card account will be canceled if the card 
has not been obtained within 30 days of the second reminder. 

 
Cardholder infractions are a serious issue and may result in disciplinary action including: 

▪ Retraining 
▪ Reduction of credit limits 
▪ Suspension of account 
▪ Theft, fraud, or intentional policy violations may result in permanent 

closure of account or termination of employment, based on severity of  
 

 
❖ Suspended or cancelled Procurement Cards must be returned to Purchasing within 24 

hours after receiving a notice. 
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PROCUREMENT CARD RESPONSIBILITY SUMMARY 
 
Department Coordinator 

 

An employee in each department designated by the Department Head to be responsible for reviewing 
transactions of individual Cardholders to make sure the transactions are legitimate business expenses 
and are classified appropriately. The Department Coordinator: 

 
 

✓ Ensures that all receipts or invoices documenting the detail of items purchased are attached to 
the Expense Report. 

 
✓ Ensures that all original receipts are reviewed on each transaction and charged to the appropriate 

account codes. 
 

✓ Determines that amounts are reasonable for items purchased. 
 

✓ Ensures that errors and disputes from the prior month have been corrected and included on the 
monthly Expense Report. 

 
NOTE: If a cardholder has a receipt, invoice or credit that does not appear on the monthly Expense 
Report, the receipt must be held until the next monthly Expense Reporting period to allow for the 
transaction to appear due to the fact that the supplier may process the transaction several days 
after the actual purchase. The Purchasing Program Administrator must be notified if the charge 
is not recorded on the following month for proper investigation by the Bank. 

 
✓ Verifies appropriateness of account codes. 

 
✓ Verifies w that the Expense Report is completed with all receipts, signed with a department 

approved signature and delivered to the Accounts Payable Division of the Auditor’s Office 
within 5 days from the date that Expense Reports are available to be printed. 

 
✓ Handles disputed items that cardholder is unable to resolve. 

 
✓ Informs department cardholders of any changes or updates to the Procurement Card User 

Manual, or other communications from the Program Administrator. 
 

✓ Annually reviews all cardholder accounts to determine if card limits are appropriate and if any 
other changes are needed. 

 
✓ Participates in Procurement Card department audits as administered by the Auditor’s Office. 

 
✓ Monitors declined authorizations for signs of merchant fraud. 

 
✓ Monitors disputed transactions. 
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✓ Monitors credit limits based on spending needs. 
 

✓ Monitors trailing activity on closed accounts. 
 

✓ Notifies the Program Administrators/Purchasing of lost or stolen cards:

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PROCUREMENT CARD RESPONSIBILITY  

Department Head/Designated Manager 
 
The Department Head or their designated Manager is responsible for approving Procurement Card 
applications for their employees, assigning a Department Coordinator, and submitting applications to 
the Procurement Card Program Administrator. The Department Head or designated Manager’s 
approval delegates transaction authority to the Cardholder. 

 
 

✓ Requests Procurement Cards for designated employees that are permanent employees of 
Williamson County as verified by the County’s Human Resources Department and generates 
appropriate request to the Procurement Card Program Administrator utilizing the Purchasing 
Card Request located in the Employee Asset Management Section in Service Now. The 
Service Now Request includes a link to the Purchasing Card Application which needs to be 
completed by the Department Head or designated Manager. Once the Application is completed 
and approved by the Procurement Card Program Administrator the card order is placed with JP 
Morgan Chase.  
 

✓ Recommends Departmental spending limits, make any subsequent changes in spending limits 
and all information needed within established guidelines. Limit changes must also be 
requested through the Purchasing Card Request form in Service Now.  

 
✓ Cancels all Procurement Cards of terminated or transferred employees: 

 
▪ Requests cancellation of card in the Purchasing Card Request Form in Service 

Now before Termination is entered. 
▪ Returns card to the Program Administrator for immediate cancellation. 

 
✓ Reviews or delegates review of each cardholder’s monthly transactions charged to appropriate 

account code. 
 

✓ Signs Cardholder’s Expense Report and forwards to Department Coordinator. 
 

✓ Advises the Program Administrator by email when a cardholder is transferring to a new 
department. Procurement Cards will be cancelled upon the transfer of a cardholder to a new 
department and a new card may be issued at the discretion of the new department by submitting 
a Purchasing Card Request in Service now for a new card. Follow request to cancel procedures 
as shown above. 
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PROCUREMENT CARD RESPONSIBILITY SUMMARY 
 
 Accounts Payable (Auditor’s Office) 

 

The Accounts Payable Department audits and verifies monthly Procurement Card transactions for 
appropriate usage and pays the County Procurement Card bill. Accounts Payable also communicates 
closely with the Procurement Card Administrator about cardholder infractions and issues. 

 
✓ Receives monthly billing statement from JPMorgan Chase Bank. 

 
✓ Receives monthly Expense Reports with attached receipts from all Cardholders. 

 
✓ Notifies the Program Administrator of any discrepancies or concerns from JPMorgan Chase Bank 

or Cardholders. 
 

✓ Processes monthly payment to JPMorgan Chase Bank by invoice due date. 
 

✓ Notifies Purchasing Director and Procurement Card Administrator of any late payments to 
JPMorgan Chase Bank. 

 
✓ Notifies Purchasing Director and Procurement Card Administrator of all rebate funds received 

from JPMorgan Chase Bank. 
 

✓ Monitors / audits all Procurement Card transactions each month to include the following: 
▪ Sales tax included on purchases. 
▪ Detailed invoices or receipts are not included for each purchase. 
▪ Back-up documentation lacking or not included. 
▪ Personal purchases made on the County Procurement Card. 

 
✓ Provides written documentation with a recommendation to the Program Administrator of any 

Cardholder infractions, suspensions, or cancellations to be implemented. 
 
JPMorgan Chase Bank 

 

JPMorgan Chase Bank is the issuer of the Williamson County Procurement Card Program. Their 
responsibilities will include all activities related to the underwriting, promotion, and issuance and servicing 
of the card: 

 
✓ JPMorgan Chase Bank utilizes Smart Data Online web-based reporting system for posting all 

transactions to the County’s Procurement Card account and includes all cardholder accounts for 
review. 

 
✓ JPMorgan Chase Bank processes reported lost, stolen, canceled or reassigned cards as reported 

to them by the Program Administrator for Williamson County. The Bank will assist in processing 
errors and disputes with suppliers as necessary.

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PROCUREMENT CARD RESPONSIBILITY SUMMARY 
 
Program Administrator (Purchasing Department) 

 

The Program Administrator serves as the primary contact for the Williamson County Procurement Card 
Program. The Program Administrator acts as the intermediary for establishing and maintaining all 
management reports, procedures, training, card maintenance and monitors the overall performance of 
the Program. 

 
✓ Coordinates the Procurement Card Program procedures and maintains Procurement Card 

Program User Manual. 
 

✓ Processes properly authorized card requests, card changes, card limits and card cancellations, 
as approved by Department Heads. 

 
✓ Assigns merchant codes to particular card types and groups and blocks merchant category codes 

when appropriate. 
 

✓ Administers Procurement Card training programs for all county departments and stakeholders. 
 

✓ Administers web based Smart Data Online (SDOL) applications internally and externally. 
 

✓ Evaluates Procurement Card feedback from suppliers and departments. 
 

✓ Reports non-received cards to JPMorgan Chase immediately. 
 

✓ Alerts all cardholders immediately, if merchant fraud is detected or suspected. 
 

✓ Works with Accounts Payable on any Cardholder infractions, suspensions, or cancellations to 
be implemented. 

 
✓ Reports employee fraud to Department Head, Human Resources, and proper law enforcement. 

 
✓ Coordinates and maintains internal controls. 

 
✓ Assists in resolving billing disputes. 

 
✓ Participates in ongoing program reviews, upgrades, and corporate level training offered. 

 
✓ Attends industry driven seminars and conferences to stay current with market trends. 

 
✓ Tracks monthly Procurement Card spend, trends and issues. 

 
✓ Tracks monthly Procurement Card rebate and ensures timely receipt from the bank. 
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PROCUREMENT CARD ESSENTIALS 
 

REQUESTING A PROCUREMENT CARD 
 

Department Head: 
Authorizes permanent employees of Williamson County to purchase goods, materials and services on 
behalf of the County. Only the Department Head can authorize this responsibility. 

✓ All card requests must be entered into Service Now by Department Head or designated 
manager. The Department Head or designated manager will recommend the dollar amount for 
limits that will be authorized to purchase by the cardholder and sign the application. The 
Procurement Card Request Form in Service Now must be utilized for this request. The Purchasing 
Program Administrator will place the order with JP Morgan Chase and notify cardholder when 
card arrives. The Procurement Card Request Form must be utilized for new cards, changes, and 
cancellations.  

 
Applicant: 

✓ Completes the application for a Procurement Card. Upon receipt of the card from the bank, the 
cardholder will sign the cardholder agreement and be scheduled for training. 

✓ Form can be located on the Purchasing Portal SharePoint site in the Procurement Card section 
under Forms and Tools. 

 
 

EXCLUSIONS BY MERCHANT CATEGORY CODE (MCC) 
 

MCC is a numeric 4-digit code MasterCard assigns to each supplier to identify the supplier’s primary 
product or service. Specific MCC’s are excluded or included according to use on all Williamson 
County Procurement Cards. These exclusions or inclusions will cause a transaction to be 
declined at suppliers registered with these codes, i.e. (1) access to cash such as banks, ATM’s, 
casinos and lotteries; (2) personal service providers such as barbers and beauty studios, health 
spas, and carpet cleaners; and (3) amusement and entertainment suppliers, such as theaters, 
bowling alleys and arcades. NOTE: If a supplier accepts MasterCard but the transaction is rejected, 
and the belief is that the purchase should be allowed, call the Program Administrator to determine the 
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cause. Some suppliers have codes that do not necessarily make sense, e.g. plumbing parts and supply 
wholesale/retail supplier may register as a “contractor”. 

 
RETURNS, CREDITS & REJECTED MERCHANDISE 

 
 

The cardholder is responsible for making all arrangements associated with Procurement Card returns. 
Cardholders are expected to follow up until the appropriate credit is issued against their Procurement 
Card. 

 
To arrange a return cardholder: 

 
✓ Notifies supplier of items to be returned. (Many suppliers will not accept returns without 

prior return authorization). 
 

✓ Asks the supplier to credit the Procurement Card for the return. 
 

✓ Should under no circumstances accept cash or store credit in lieu of a credit to the 
Procurement Card account. 

 
✓ Follows supplier’s packaging and labeling instructions. 

 
✓ Completes appropriate documentation of shipment. 
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RECEIVING MATERIALS 
 
 

 
✓ Every purchase must be documented with a receipt which will typically be a standard store receipt. 

 
✓ If the purchase is shipped, an invoice must be requested (marked paid) in addition to the packing slip 

in order to have an adequate receipt that includes total costs. Under certain circumstances, such 
as magazine subscriptions, membership applications and conference registrations, copies of the 
order forms will be acceptable as receipts. If ordering on the internet, a copy of the final bill can 
be printed before leaving the website. This can serve as the receipt. 

 
✓ The charge slip should be attached to the receipt for each transaction. All receipts must be kept 

for use in reconciliation of Expense Reports. 
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TAX EXEMPT INFORMATION 
 
 

Purchases made with the Procurement Card are Sales Tax Exempt. 
 

✓ The county Sales Tax Exemption Form can be located on the Purchasing Portal SharePoint site, 
in the Forms and Tools section under Sales Tax. It can be downloaded and either emailed or 
faxed to any requesting supplier. 

 
✓ Cardholders must inform suppliers that the County is tax exempt before any order is purchased 

or processes. 
 

✓ The County is not tax exempt from hotel and airline excise taxes, these taxes ONLY are 
permitted for purchases using the procurement card. 

 
✓ Users must be careful not to make purchases on the Web from Texas based suppliers that will 

not honor the tax exemption. Users should contact the online supplier to make certain that 
tax will not be charged before the purchase is made. 

 
✓ The County will require the user to obtain a reversal or credit back to the Procurement 

Card for errors in charging tax on any and all purchases using the Procurement Card. A 
receipt for the credit issued to the Procurement Card is required for reporting. 

 
✓ Under no circumstances will cardholder accept cash or store credit in lieu of a credit to 

the Procurement Card account. 
 

✓ Some suppliers may require that sales tax exempt purchases be processed at their customer 
service desks. Before leaving the store cardholders should review the receipt to verify they 
have been changed the correct prices and that sales tax was not charged. If the receipt is 
not correct, the cardholder is responsible for immediately correcting the transaction 
including the recovery of overcharges and incorrectly charged sales tax. 
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FREQUENTLY ASKED QUESTIONS 
 

 
Q: Can I send someone in my place to pick up my new or replacement Procurement Card? 

A: No. All cards must be picked up by the Cardholder for whom the card was requested. Forms 
must be signed, and instructions given to the Cardholder at the time the card is picked up. 

 
Q: I have requested a new card. What do I do with the old card? 

A: The old card must be turned in to the Program Administrator at the time the new card is picked 
up. 

 
Q: How can I check the balance of my card to ensure I am not over the monthly spending limits? 

A: Call the phone number on the back of the card for customer service and they can provide you 
with your available balance. If you have additional issues or problems, please contact the Program 
Administrator. 

 
Q: My card is about to expire. What happens and when? 

A: The card is good until the end of the month in which it expires. A new card will automatically 
be sent to the Program Administrator, and you will be notified when the card arrives so that you 
can pick it up and sign any needed documents. 

 
Q: How do I report a lost or stolen card? 

A: IMMEDIATELY REPORT LOST OR STOLEN CARDS: 
 

✓ Call JPMorgan Chase Bank at 1-800-890-0669 to report a lost or stolen card. 
 

✓ Record the name of the person at JPMorgan Chase Bank that took the call of the reported 
lost or stolen card. 

 
✓ Notify the Program Administrators/Purchasing: 

 
▪ Kim Chappius:  512-943-1478 
▪ Andy Portillo:            512-943-3860 

 
✓ Do not request or accept a new replacement card directly from JPMorgan Chase Bank. 

 
✓ Purchasing will request a new card if applicable and follow up with distribution of the new card. 

 
✓ A new Cardholder agreement must be signed in order to receive a new card. 
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Q: How do I make changes to my information or card limits? 
A: Your Department Coordinator and/or Department Head must advise the Program Administrator 
by submitting a completed Procurement Card Request Form in Service Now of any name and/or 
limit changes of cardholders. The Program Administrator will make the appropriate changes to the 
cardholder’s account. 

 
Q: How do I use the card to place an order? 

A: You should be prepared to provide name, card number, and expiration date when placing an 
order. Cardholders are not provided with PIN numbers. Be sure to inform the supplier that the 
County is tax-exempt before the order is processed. All receipts must be checked before 
leaving the supplier’s place of business to ensure tax has not been added to the purchase. 
Ask the supplier to provide a detailed receipt/packing list that includes product description, price, 
and freight/delivery charges. ALL charge slips and receipts are required for monthly Expense 
Report reconciliation. 

 
Q: What do I do when there is an error while using my Procurement Card? 

A: Errors and disputes occur when charges on the monthly Expense Report appear to be incorrect: 
 

✓ Immediately try to resolve the dispute with the supplier. Disputed items must be resolved 
and should appear on the next billing cycle report. 

 
✓ If you are unable to resolve the dispute with the supplier, you should immediately notify your 

Department Coordinator or Department Head. Provide names and dates of persons contacted, 
copies of correspondence, and other documentation associated with any attempts to resolve the 
dispute. 

 
✓ Do not delay turning in Expense Reports to the Department Coordinator due to a dispute 

with a supplier. 
 

✓ Expense Reports must be turned in with all receipts and documentation. 
 

✓ You should keep a copy of all documents to continue disputing transaction until resolved or if the 
determination is made to formally dispute the transaction with the Bank. 

 
✓ The Procurement Card Administrator should be informed of all possible disputes. 

 
✓ Allocate the transaction to the proper account code and allocate any credit for the resolution of 

the disputed charge to the same account code when it appears on the following monthly Expense.

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TIPS FOR PURCHASING ON THE INTERNET 

 
When purchasing a service or product online, the following should occur: 

 
✓ Cardholder should 

✓  Be fully informed as to all charges associated with making a particular online purchase. 
Shipping and handling, plus other special or hidden fees can greatly increase the cost of the 
purchase. 

 
✓ Note the expected delivery time and determine whether or not the supplier’s delivery schedule 

fits the need for the purchase. 
 

✓ Read the online supplier’s refund/return and customer privacy policies. Learn the terms of 
business practiced by a particular online supplier. Beware of online merchants who do not 
prominently display refund/return or privacy policies. 

 
✓ Look for addresses that start with “https:” Never enter a Procurement Card account number on 

a web page that does not display “https:” at the beginning of the web page address. The “https:” 
in the URL (web address) means that information provided on an ordering form will be 
transmitted over an encrypted, secure connection to the supplier. 

 
✓ Look for the security alert and the lock icon when making online purchases. The security alert 

and the lock icon are signs that the connection to the website using an encrypted secure 
connection has been accomplished. 

 
✓ Guard personal information.  
✓ Find out where a company is physically located to check on reliability through other verifying 

sources, such as the Better Business Bureau. Most reputable companies will offer an alternate 
means (retail outlets, mail orders, phone orders, etc.) of purchasing their products or services. 
Beware of online retailers that fail to list detailed contact information. 

 
✓ Never reuse the same passwords for multiple e-commerce accounts. If a web browser asks to 

“remember or save” the password, decline the offer. 
✓ Not respond to unsolicited emails. JPMorgan Chase Bank does not send emails to ask for 

verification of account information. Any questions regarding unsolicited emails contact the 
Program Administrator. 

 
✓ Look for seals or other symbols that identify a particular supplier as being a member of an 

online reliability, privacy, or secure site protection group. Organizations that sponsor these 
types of seals include Versign, TRUSTe, and Secure Assure. Verify that the supplier is in fact 
a member of the seal program by visiting the site that issues the seal and looking up the 
supplier’s name and/or Web address.

Acceptable Use Policy - Technology 
Sensitivity: None 
Criticality: High 
Primary Type: Policy 

Summary 
Purpose 
The purpose of this policy is to establish acceptable parameters for use of all information systems 
authorized for deployment to provide public services and conduct county business and/or connected to 
Williamson County technology infrastructure. 

Scope 
This policy applies to all users as defined in this document. It is platform and technology neutral. This 
policy applies to all information and information systems used by Williamson County for conducting 
county business. 

Definitions 
Department 
Unless specifically noted otherwise, the use of the word “department” or related forms of that word 
includes both Commissioners Court departments and all elected offices that utilize the Williamson 
County technology infrastructure. 

Honeypot 
A specially configured server, also known as a decoy server, designed to attract and monitor intruders in 
a manner such that their actions do not affect production systems. 

Information System 
Any technology used to collect, process, store, transmit, or display data in support of county department 
business objectives. 

ITS Managed Information System 
An information system that is managed or administered by Williamson County ITS (e.g., Kronos, 
Telestaff, Oracle, Microsoft 365, Agenda Quick, Performance Center). 

Technology Asset 
Any technology device or software/software license/software subscription used in the performance of 
assigned duties or connected to any network paid for by Williamson County or maintained by 
Williamson County Information and Technology Services (ITS). 

User 
Any employee, elected official, volunteer, intern, external agency employee, vendor, contractor, or 3rd-
party that accesses Williamson County information system(s) or technology asset(s). 
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Workstation (Endpoint) 
Refers to computers used by employees for business purposes.  Typically, these will be Dell or Panasonic 
PC devices running Windows. Workstation and endpoint are used interchangeably. 

Roles and Responsibilities 
• Users are required to adhere to this policy while using any county information system.  
• Users shall conduct themselves in a professional, responsible, and courteous manner at all times. 
• Managers are required to inform all employees of this policy and ensure each employee 

understands and undertakes to comply with this policy. 

Policy 
This policy shall be referenced during Microsoft Windows log in to any county-managed computer. All 
County information systems are County property provided for the conducting of County business.  Users 
shall be aware that communications, logs, data, or records collected, stored, or transmitted by 
information systems are subject to routine operational review, data breach investigations, or legal review 
as required by law. 

A. Information Sharing and Confidentiality 
Those within the scope of this policy shall: 

1. Ensure release of county-related information to the public is in accordance with the Data 
Management Policy. 

2. Comply with the Williamson County Access Control Policy and Data Management Policy. 

3. Not read, view, or listen to other employees’ electronic communications without a legitimate 
business need and appropriate permissions. 

4. Be prudent and cautious when introducing audio, video, or software medium to an information 
system or device. 

5. Be prudent and cautious when opening attachments or accessing links from within emails; and 

6. Maintain current training in accordance with the Cybersecurity Awareness Training Policy. 

B. Use of Internet 
1. Except where expressly prohibited by a supervisor, limited personal use of county workstations is 

allowed when such activity does not impact either the user’s assigned function or the security or 
privacy of the County’s data. Users are expected to promote efficient use of information 
resources, consistent with County business objectives. 

2. Users assume risks associated with accessing their personal accounts and information using 
county devices. ITS strongly recommends not saving personal information (bookmarks, 
passwords, etc..) on county-managed devices. 

3. Williamson County reserves the right to restrict access to certain web locations. 

4. Based on the business need to communicate with all County employees, only certain users have 
the authority to send electronic communications to all users.

5. Any elected official or department head may designate one or more individuals within their own 
department to send electronic communications to all employees within their own department 
even if the number of employees in that department exceeds the limit set by technical controls. 

C. Security Controls 
1. Passwords 

a. Passwords shall be created and maintained in accordance with Access Controls Standards 
and Procedures. 

b. Access to County systems and software is limited to authorized personnel with 
appropriate credentials.  ITS requires security controls for user access to systems. 

c. Users shall not share work-related password information with anyone for any reason 
unless failure to do so presents a clear threat to life or property. 

2. Hardware and Software 
a. Users shall immediately report loss, theft, destruction, or unauthorized use of County 

information systems or restricted / confidential information or potential compromise of 
information systems to their immediate supervisor or ITS in accordance with the Data 
Management Policy. 

b. ALL hardware connected to the County network or to a County computer (wired or 
wireless) must adhere to minimum security standards for Access Control and applicable 
policies and shall be assessed and validated by ITS for use. For security reasons, some of 
these standards are Internal Use Only, and published to restricted audiences. Contact the 
ITS Service Desk for assistance with hardware evaluation and deployment. 

c. ALL software introduced to county information systems including county mobile devices 
shall be centrally catalogued, even if the software is not maintained by ITS, to allow for 
audit against current threats / CVEs (Common Vulnerabilities and Exposures), and 
mitigation of threats reported by The MITRE Corporation, U.S. Department of Homeland 
Security, and / or the Cybersecurity and Infrastructure Security Agency (CISA). 

d. Workstations shall not be used to copy non-work-related software from one storage 
medium to another. 

e. Technical security controls for any peripheral connected to the county network or a 
county workstation shall be applied in accordance with currently adopted Standards and 
Procedures associated with County Access Controls and Data Management policies. 

3. Training, Education, and Remediation 
a. ITS is responsible for ensuring compliance with mandates for annual cybersecurity 

awareness training in accordance with Texas state law. 

b. Cybersecurity Awareness Training is governed by the current County Cybersecurity 
Awareness Training Policy. 

c. Users are responsible for timely completion of required training related to information 
security in the performance of duties as a condition of continued access to county 
information systems. 

d. Users shall be accountable for activities and habits resulting in potential compromise of 
County information systems and shall be expected to remediate known behavioral errors 
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by education targeted to correct those errors (e.g., as result of controlled phishing tests / 
scenarios) as a condition of continued access to ITS managed information systems. 

e. Elected officials and department heads (or their designees) are responsible for ensuring 
compliance with job-specific training requirements that may include content not present 
in annual cybersecurity awareness training (e.g., CJIS, FERPA, HIPAA, etc.). 

D. Endpoint Management 
1. ITS shall be responsible for making software security patches / updates available to users. 
2. Users shall be responsible for allowing the installation of security and feature patches. 
3. Critical software operating system patches shall be subject to requirement of installation within 

one (1) business day of being made available to end users. 
4. Under no circumstances shall unauthorized software be installed on or introduced to County 

information systems. 

E. Hostile Workplace 
1. Abusive, harassing, bigoted, demeaning, obscene, and profane activities using any county-

managed information system or device are strictly prohibited.  These activities can result in 
criminal and/or civil liability or other penalties for the individual and the County. 

2. Users or witnesses shall report any incidents of the sort listed in Section E, paragraph 1 of this 
policy immediately.  Incidents should be reported to a supervisor or Human Resources. 

3. Reports involving hostility in the workplace shall be referred to Human Resources with the full 
cooperation of ITS. 

F. Violation Examples 
Below are examples that are provided for context and understanding of this policy. This section is 
not meant to provide a comprehensive list of all possible unacceptable use. 

1. Examples of General Violations 
a. Communications that violate the provisions of this policy 

b. Use of County resources for personal monetary gain 

c. Engaging in or enabling illegal activity using any County technology, including access to 
unlicensed copyrighted, pirated, or otherwise illicit materials  

d. Accessing, viewing, downloading, uploading, transmitting, printing, copying, posting, or 
sharing any racist, sexist, threatening, sexually explicit, obscene, or otherwise objectionable 
material (i.e., visual, textual, or auditory entity) is strictly prohibited. 

e. Unauthorized use of, access to, or disclosure of Confidential Information, as defined in federal 
or state law, or by the Data Management Policy 

f. Using County technology to create or contribute to an unsafe or hostile workplace 

g. Unauthorized provision of lists of or information about County employees or customers to 
parties outside of the County 

h. Introduction or injection or assisting in the introduction of malicious code or technology into 
the County network by negligence, malfeasance, or wonton disregard of County policy 
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i. Repurposing or disposal of a county device without appropriate sanitization of associated 
storage media, in accordance with County Data Management Policy and associated asset 
transfer standards 

j. Careless positioning of display monitors in view of publicly accessible areas 

k. Posting or disclosure of sensitive or confidential information on social media. For further 
clarification, please refer to Williamson County Data Management Policy for guidance on 
information release.  

2. Examples of System and Applications Use Violations 
a. The posting of passwords in an area visible to those other than the user 
b. Introduction of any software to any county device without explicit consent by documented 

exception by ITS 

c. Circumvention of any authentication or security system 

d. Executing an undocumented change to a County information system outside of published 
change management standards or the technology trouble reporting system 

e. Performing break/fix troubleshooting of County information systems without appropriate 
documentation and communication to ITS management 

3. Examples of Network Use Violations 
a. Connection of unauthorized devices to the County network, wired or wireless 
b. Conducting any unauthorized network communication activity, including: 

i. Use of accounts that are not the user’s account 

ii. Installation of honeypots, honeynets, or similar tools unless those activities are defined 
within the user’s job description and duties 

iii. Interference with or denial of service to any County information system management 
tools, unless those activities are defined within the user’s job description and duties 

iv. Port or security scanning without direct and documented approval of the Chief Information 
Officer for Williamson County Information Technology (CIO) or designee. 

4. Examples of Email Misuse 
a. Intentionally distributing spam, solicitations, or advertising material to individuals who did 

not request it  

b. Harassment of any kind 

c. Harvesting or attempting to harvest user credentials or protected information, unless as 
part of an ITS-sanctioned security assessment 

d. Misrepresentation of the County using County information systems 

Exceptions 
Exceptions to technology-related policies, standards, and procedures must be documented via the Policy 
Exception Procedure and approved by the department head of the department requesting the 
exception, and by Williamson County ITS. Certain exceptions may require authorization by or 
consultation with Williamson County Human Resources, Purchasing, Facilities, Legal Counsel, Risk 
Management, Auditor’s Office, Budget Office, or Commissioner’s Court.

Violations 
Violations of this policy are subject to immediate remediation in the interest of the security of County 
assets and resources. Immediate remediation may involve quarantine of hardware, software, and/or the 
user account from connection to Williamson County Information Systems or data. Misuse or abuse, 
intentional or unintentional, malicious, or benign, of electronic systems and services may result in the 
temporary suspension or permanent revocation of user credentials and disciplinary action, up to and 
including termination of employment.  

Malicious and egregious violations will result in immediate suspension of County IT assets and resources 
(step #3 below). Other types of violations will have the following progressive consequences based on a 
rolling 24-month time period. 

1. First violation: The user must take an educational session in cooperation with Technology 
Services within two weeks. The educational session will be up to one hour in duration. 

2. Second violation: The user will have their access to Williamson County IT assets and systems 
revoked until they have taken an in-depth education and remediation session in cooperation 
with Technology Services within two weeks. The session will be up to 8 hours in length.  If the 
user cannot perform essential functions of their job without IT access, they may be required to 
utilize PTO or go on unpaid administrative leave until the successful completion of the education 
and remediation session. 

3. Third violation: The user will have their access to Williamson County IT assets and systems 
revoked permanently unless an exception is granted by the County’s Chief Information Officer.  
If an exception is requested and the user cannot perform essential functions of their job without 
IT access, they may be required to utilize PTO or go on unpaid administrative leave until the final 
determination of the exception request.

Summary 
Purpose 
Properly educating users about information security, best practices and risks serves to help reduce overall 
information security risks and probability of incidents. All users are required to complete Security 
Awareness Training to standards set by the State on an annual basis (in accordance with HB 3834). Some 
users are required to complete additional training, per Texas CJIS and the Department of State Health 
Services. That additional training is not under the purview of Williamson County IT. 

Scope 
This policy applies to all users of Williamson County Information Systems, as defined in this document. 

Definitions 
Department 
Unless specifically noted otherwise, the use of the word “department” or related forms includes both 
Commissioners Court departments and all other elected offices that utilize the Williamson County 
technology infrastructure.  

Department Head 
A user or employee responsible for fiscal activities under the budget cost center(s) for which they have 
signature approval authority (or) the chief official responsible for the activities within the domain of 
their primary jurisdiction and charter. 

Information System 
Any technology used to collect, process, store, transmit, or display data in support of county department 
business objectives. 

ITS-Managed Information System 
An information system that is managed or administered by Williamson County ITS. (e.g., Kronos, 
Telestaff, Oracle, Microsoft 365, Agenda Quick, Performance Center) 

User 
Any employee, elected official, volunteer, intern, external agency employee, vendor, contractor, or 3rd-
party that accesses Williamson County information, information system(s) or technology asset(s)

Policy 
Roles and Responsibilities 

• Williamson County is required to administer cybersecurity awareness training in accordance 
with state law. 

• Users are responsible for completion of requisite training prior to the deadline.  
• Department management is responsible for ensuring that users under their supervision have 

access to resources required to complete training.  
• Departmental leaders or elected officials are responsible for ensuring compliance. 

 
A. Regulatory Requirements 

1. Texas HB 3834 requires all Williamson County information systems users to complete cyber 
security awareness training on an annual basis.  

2. For Williamson County, the training requirement extends to vendors, contract and temp labor, 
and other applicable persons that access County data and the County computer network. 

3. ADDITIONALLY, Texas Department of Public Safety (DPS) requires that all employees, 
contractors, and others with access to Texas Criminal Justice Information System (CJIS) data 
complete cyber security awareness at intervals defined by current CJIS Policy.  

4. ADDITIONALLY, Texas Department of State Health Services (DSHS) requires that all employees 
and contractors with access to DSHS-regulated data take approved cyber security awareness 
training on an annual basis. 

5. Reporting 

i. Williamson County IT shall report compliance to the Texas Department of Information 
Resources (DIR) annually. 

ii. Certification is required for certain grants. A current certificate of compliance shall be posted 
at a location accessible to employees from the County Employee 365 / SharePoint Portal 

B. Annual Cybersecurity Awareness Training 
1. Training in information security practices in use at Williamson County shall be provided by the 

county on an annual basis for all users.  

2. Annual training shall be conducted online and in accordance with Texas HB 3834.  

3. Users that do not complete required training by published deadlines (see below) shall be 
subject to suspension of network and ITS-managed information system access. 

C. Periodic Assessment of Applied Knowledge 
1. Ongoing training throughout the year shall include tactical attempts by authorized resources to 

assess practical compliance with training content (e.g., through authorized phishing scenarios, 
physical site visits, and controlled campaigns). 

2. Remedial training will be required for those who do not pass sanctioned phishing assessments. 
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D. Timeframes and Deadlines 
1. The deadline completion of ANNUAL cybersecurity awareness training shall be May 31st each 

year due to the effective date of Texas HB 3834. This accommodates legally required state 
reporting constraints. 

2. New employees are required to complete the training within 30 days of hire date. 

E. Employee Communication 
Aspects of communication with users includes: 
1. Posting links to cybersecurity material on the Employee Portal  
2. Bi-annual email reminders to all employees  

F. Security Audits 
Williamson County IT encourages all departments and users to audit their respective offices and 
work areas for application of acceptable security practices and compliance with county policies and 
standards. IT is available to consult or provide for any security audit services and report on the 
findings; as well as provide guidance for securing offices and workspaces. 

Exceptions 
Any exception must be documented, submitted to, and approved by the Williamson County CIO. 
Training requirements do not apply to employees and officials who, while the below conditions are 
applicable, have been: 

1. Granted military leave 
2. Granted leave under the Family and Medical Leave Act of 1993 (29 USC Section 2601 et seq) 
3. Granted leave related to a sickness or disability covered by workers’ compensation benefits, if 

that employee no longer has access to Williamson County Information Technology resources 
4. Granted any other type of extended leave 
5. Granted authorization to work from an alternative location if that employee no longer has 

access to Williamson County IT resources 
6. Denied access to Williamson County’s computer system or databases by the Williamson County 

Commissioners Court 

Violations 
Failure to complete required annual cybersecurity awareness training by the deadline shall result in 
limited access to the Williamson County network environment. These resources will only be fully 
restored when required training has been completed. 

Violations of this policy may result in violation of the Williamson County Acceptable Use Policy, and 
result in escalating disciplinary actions up to and including termination of employment. 

Consequences for failure of sanctioned phishing exercises shall be based on a rolling 24-month cycle and 
be handled in this manner: 

1. First failure:  Immediate feedback by means of a user-accessed landing page with descriptions 
of what a user may have not noticed to better identify a malicious email. 

2. Second failure: Up to thirty-minute training session or repeat of Annual Cybersecurity 
Awareness Training. 
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3. Third failure: A third failure within the rolling 24-month period constitute a First Violation of the 
Williamson County Acceptable Use Policy. 

Non-compliance with the legislation responsible for this policy (Texas HB 3834 and its amendments) 
may result in loss of grant funding from state resources and penalties to the county.

Access Control Policy 
Sensitivity: None 
Criticality: High 
Primary Type: Policy 

Summary 
Purpose 
The purpose of this policy is to establish access controls to be applied to information systems in the 
interest of  

A. Protecting data, information, and information systems integrity 
B. Preserving restricted access to sensitive and confidential information, and 
C. Ensuring availability of information and information systems to those permitted to access and 

use them in performance of assigned or assumed duties 

The primary objective for implementing access controls is to ensure that users accessing information 
systems are doing so within the scope and authority of their functions. This is a necessary safeguard 
against unintended or unwarranted modification of data and information contained within those systems. 
It is also a safeguard against unauthorized disclosure of information protected by law. This policy provides 
guidance for the management and use of access controls regulating access to Williamson County 
information systems.  

Scope 
This policy is platform and technology neutral and applies to all information systems used by Williamson 
County for conducting county business. It applies to all users as defined in this document below.  

Disambiguation: Except for below headings addressing physical access to server rooms, this policy does 
not apply to physical or perimeter access to county-managed facilities. Physical access policy direction and 
documentation shall be provided and managed by Williamson County Facilities. 

Definitions 
Access Controls 
The processes, rules and deployment mechanisms that control access to information systems, 
resources, and physical access to premises 

Administrative Controls 
Documented and adopted policy, standards, procedure, processes put in place to help uniformly 
regulate operations and controls that are not implemented by technology 

Application Owner 
Employee(s) that have been designated the primary manager(s) of an information system 
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Asset and Service Management System / ITIL System 
ServiceNow 

Authentication 
The act of verifying the identity of a user and/or the user’s eligibility to access information systems 

Business Associate 
A non-county-employed individual or organization performing functions, activities, or services on behalf 
of Williamson County 

Department  
Unless specifically noted otherwise, the use of the word “department” or related forms of that word 
includes both Commissioners Court departments and all elected offices that utilize the Williamson 
County technology infrastructure. 

Department Head 
A user or employee responsible for fiscal activities under the budget cost center(s) for which they have 
signature approval authority (or) the chief official responsible for the activities within the domain of 
their primary jurisdiction and charter 

Department Liaison to ITS 
A non-ITS user or employee who is not a department head, but is delegated the authority to 
make decisions regarding identity assignment, system configuration, or administration of non-
ITS-managed information systems 

Employee Asset / Hiring Manager 
A department level employee responsible for ServiceNow asset management requests, asset 
assignments, and termination of asset access. 

ITS-Managed Information System 
An information system that is managed or administered by Williamson County ITS (e.g., Kronos, 
Telestaff, Oracle, Microsoft 365, Agenda Quick, Performance Center). 

Identifier/Identity 
A unique username or other mechanism assigned to an individual person for use in gaining user-level 
access to information systems or information 

Information System 
Any technology used to collect, process, store, transmit, or display data in support of county department 
business objectives 

Least Privilege 
A risk management concept wherein only the least amount of access needed to accomplish a business 
objective is enabled by default or subsequent authorization. The practice of least privilege is 
incorporated to ensure certain information or system functionality is not exposed to risk of compromise 
or misuse 

Mobile Device 
Any portable information system used in support of county business objectives.  Examples include, but 
are not limited to, smart phones and tablets, but do not include laptop computers 
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Multi-Factor Authentication 
A combination of more than one authentication method, such as token and password (or personal 
identification number [PIN] or token and biometric device) 

Non- ITS Managed Information System 
An information system that is NOT managed or administered by Williamson County ITS 

Password 
A protected, generally computer-encrypted string of characters that authenticate a computer user for 
access to a computer or information system 

Peripheral Hardware Device 
An auxiliary device that connects to and works with a computer to (A) put information into it or (B) get 
information out of it for purposes of enhancement of desired function or result. May include data 
storage device (USB), audio, video, networking, or communications device connected to a computer 
wirelessly or by physical connection 

Privileged Account 
A user account that enables an individual to establish or modify identification or authority credentials, 
access rules, production applications, application feature sets, operating system functions or network 
parameters and rules 

Restricted/Confidential Information 
Information or data classified as Confidential by Williamson County Data Management Policy 

Service Account 
A user account that is created explicitly to run a particular function or service on an operating system for 
an application 

Service Management System / ITIL System 
ServiceNow 

Single Sign On (SSO) 
An authentication scheme that allows a user to log in with a single ID and password to any of several 
related, yet independent, information systems. True single sign-on allows the user to log in once and 
access services without re-entering authentication factors 

System Administrator 
A user(s) who manage(s) the operation of an information system or particular electronic communication 
service 

Technical Controls 
The policies, procedures, organizational structure, and electronic access controls put in place to help 
ensure security (confidentiality, integrity, and availability) of information systems 

Technology Asset 
Any technology device or software/software license/software subscription used in the performance of 
assigned duties or connected to any network paid for by Williamson County or maintained by 
Williamson County Information Technology Services (ITS) 
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Termination Request 
A request to cancel all user access to information systems due to departure of the individual from 
Williamson County 

User 
Any employee, elected official, volunteer, intern, external agency employee, vendor, contractor, or 3rd-
party that accesses Williamson County information, information system(s) or devices(s) 

User-Level Access 
Any attempt to access an information system or obtain information initiated by an individual person 

Roles and Responsibilities 
• Users are required to adhere to this policy while using any county information system.  
• Elected Officials and Department Heads are required to ensure all employees are informed of this 

policy and that each employee fully understands and undertakes to comply with this policy. 

Policy 
For both ITS-managed and non-ITS-managed information systems, administrative and technical controls 
shall be adopted to ensure the security of information systems in the interest of preserving the integrity, 
confidentiality, and availability of the data within those systems. This policy and supporting standards and 
procedures define minimally necessary parameters for managing access control. 

Supporting department level standards and procedures may build upon these minimum parameters but 
must not conflict with this policy and associated standards. 

A. Access Control 
1. General Principles 

a. User Identity 
i. All users shall be assigned a unique username (identity) by Williamson County ITS. 
ii. A unique email address shall be associated with each user identity assigned to 

employees by Williamson County ITS on or shortly after their date of hire and 
communicated to the employee via Williamson County Human Resources. 

iii. The identity assigned by ITS shall be the representation of a user for purposes of 
regulating access and permissions as well as for tracking cyberactivity. 

b. User Password(s) 
i. Temporary passwords shall be changed after one use.  
ii. Passwords shall be managed in accordance with Williamson County Access Controls 

Standard and Procedures 
iii. Passwords for any information systems shall be reset if there is reason to believe that a 

user’s account has been compromised. 
c. Least Privilege and Role Based Access, Temporary Elevation of Privilege 

i. Employees shall be granted the lowest level of permissions necessary to accomplish 
assigned duties efficiently 

ii. Temporary elevation of privilege may be extended for higher-level administrative or 
temporary duty assignments 
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iii. Such temporary changes in permission shall define an explicit and reasonable time 
constraint, and shall be documented: 
1. By electronic logging within the information system(s) or 
2. Within the ITS Service Management System (i.e., as an asset assigned to the 

employee by the Employee Asset / Hiring Manager) 

2. Hardware Access to Information Systems 
a. ALL hardware devices not obtained from ITS, including hardware drivers, connected to 

Williamson County information systems shall be authorized formally by ITS in writing. 

b. Hardware that is capable of being monitored for security purposes shall be monitored by 
security monitoring information systems deployed by ITS. 

c. TRUST CERTIFICATES: Computers normally able to access the Williamson County network 
shall be isolated from access to the network if not logged in to the network for a time 
period defined in Access Controls Standard and Procedures. Following the defined period of 
inactivity, users of these devices shall not be able to use the devices without ITS 
intervention. 

d. Hardware that is discovered to be deployed without the documentation required by this 
policy shall  

i. If there is apparent threat to the cyber environment: be subject to being disabled by ITS 
and quarantined until the hardware can be deemed secure for use within the 
Williamson County environment.  

Affected department head(s), elected official(s), and/or department liaisons to ITS 
shall be immediately notified by a member of ITS management of any unauthorized 
device upon disabling and quarantine. 

OR 

ii. If there is no apparent threat to the cyber environment: ITS shall notify the affected 
department prior to disabling. The department may request an exception for continued 
use while the device is assessed for security approval. 

e. Security assessments shall be conducted and dispositioned in cooperation among 
departments and ITS.  

3. Physical Access to Server Rooms and Data Centers 
a. Physical access to rooms containing servers shall be restricted to authorized personnel. 
b. No equipment other than approved equipment or devices shall be introduced to, removed 

from, or modified within the Williamson County network environment, including server 
racks or connections within server rooms, without consent in writing from Williamson 
County ITS. 

4. Shared Devices Caution 
a. Shared devices may incorporate the use of Single Sign On (SSO) for employee access to 

certain Information Systems (e.g., Office 365, Oracle). To avoid inadvertent unauthorized 
access using identities of others, users shall ensure that they are authorized to use the 
account to which they have access.  
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5. Management and Inventory of User Access 
a. Granting and Revocation of Access to Information Systems shall be in accordance with the 

Williamson County Access Controls Standard and Procedures.  
b. Permission to access ITS-managed information systems shall be recorded in the employee’s 

list of assigned assets in the Asset and Service Management System / ITIL System 
 

6. Foreign Travel Notification shall be made for users working or accessing work-related content 
from locations outside of the United States. 

B. Authorized Identity 
1. Individual User Accounts 

a. Shall be used for specific information system access and record creation or modification 
b. The use of technology access controls shall be applied where possible (e.g., session idle 

timers, IP access restrictions, password complexity rules, multi-factor authentication, Single 
Sign On) 
 

2. Multiple Factor Authentication (MFA) 
a. Only approved methods of MFA will be accepted as defined in the Access Control Standards 

and Procedures. 
b. User accounts with access to information systems containing Confidential data as defined in 

the Williamson County Data Management Policy from outside of the county-managed 
network shall be subject to ITS-approved multiple-factor authentication and comply with 
the Access Controls Standard and Procedures, and current CJIS Policy. 

 
3. Generic User Accounts 

a. Are strongly discouraged, AND 
b. Shall be inventoried and maintained by ITS within Active Directory, AND 
c. Be assigned a documented owner with an individual user identity 
d. Shall comply with the Access Controls Standard and Procedures  
e. May be subject to compensating security controls (e.g., limitation of permissions) 

 
4. Service Accounts 

a. Shall be associated with application owners or a system administrator 
b. Shall be audited at least annually by ITS or at the direction of ITS 
c. Shall comply with the Access Control Standards and Procedures 

 
5. System Administrator, Auditor, and Privileged Accounts 

a. System administrator(s) shall be documented in the approved ITS software asset inventory 
b. Administrator accounts shall be associated with active users.  

i. Credentials used to access information systems or network components shall not be 
defaults established by the manufacturer. 

ii. Default credentials from the manufacturer shall be changed, deleted, or otherwise 
disabled upon receipt and installation of the information system. 

c. Administrator accounts shall use multi-factor authentication where available 
d. System Administrators are responsible for the management of Privileged Accounts.  
e. User Access and Least Privilege Audits 
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i. Williamson County ITS shall ensure a review of users with administrative privilege on all 
ITS-managed information systems is conducted at least annually 

ii. For non-ITS-managed information systems, department heads are responsible for 
annual review of users with administrative privilege to ensure compliance with least 
privilege. 

Exceptions 
Exceptions to technology-related policies, standards, and procedures must be documented via the Policy 
Exception Procedure and approved by the department head of the department requesting the exception, 
and by Williamson County ITS. Certain exception may require authorization by or consultation with 
Williamson County Human Resources, Purchasing, Facilities, Legal Counsel, Risk Management, Auditor’s 
Office, Budget Office, or Commissioner’s Court. 

Violations 
Violations of this policy are subject to immediate remediation in the interest of the security of county 
assets and resources. Immediate remediation may involve quarantine of hardware from connection to 
Williamson County Information Systems.  

Violations of this policy may constitute concurrent violation of the Williamson County Acceptable Use 
Policy, and result in escalating disciplinary actions up to and including termination of employment. 

Misuse or abuse, intentional or unintentional, malicious, or benign, of electronic systems and services 
may result in the temporary suspension or permanent revocation of user credentials and disciplinary 
action, up to and including termination of employment.

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DATA SHARING AGREEMENT 
 
This Data Sharing Agreement (the “Agreement”), is entered into by and between Virgin Pulse, Inc., a Delaware 
corporation having its principal place of business located at 75 Fountain Street, Suite 310, Providence, Rhode Island

NOW THEREFORE, for good and valuable consideration, the receipt and sufficiency of which is hereby 
acknowledged, and intending to be legally bound, the Parties agree to the following Terms and Conditions: 

TERMS AND CONDITIONS 
 
1. Covered Data. Subject to the terms and conditions of this Agreement, Discloser hereby agrees to disclose to 
Recipient the Covered Data, solely to effectuate the Purpose set forth herein. Recipient hereby acknowledges and 
agrees that Discloser and those individual Members that are the subject of the Covered Data, retain all right, title and 
interest in and to the Covered Data in its identifiable form. Recipient will not use, process, or disclose any Covered 
Data except as expressly permitted by this Agreement. Nothing in this Agreement shall prevent the Recipient from 
completely de-identifying the data in the normal course of business and use such anonymous data for internal service 
improvement purposes.  This Agreement shall not supersede, modify or negate any Business Associate Agreement. 
services agreement or any other agreement between the Parties and Client. Any such Business Associate Agreement, 
services agreement or any other agreement with Client shall continue in full force and effect. 

2. Term and Termination. The term of this Agreement shall commence as of the Effective Date and shall expire 
upon the termination of either Party’s relationship with Client of which the other Party shall be duly notified of.

Without limiting the generality of the foregoing, except as expressly required in furtherance of the 
Purpose, (a) Recipient will not disclose or provide the Covered Data to any employer, health plan, consultant, 
contractor or subcontractor, unless required to do so by its obligations to Client, without Discloser’s express prior 
written consent; (b) Recipient will not create any derivative of Covered Data; (c) if the Covered Data is de-identified, 
Recipient shall not attempt to re-identify the Covered Data (i.e., to return the Covered Data to personally identifiable 
form) or enable any third party to do so and shall take all precautions reasonably necessary to prevent any re-
identification of the Covered Data; and (d) in no event will Recipient publicly disclose any Covered Data. Recipient 
will make only the minimum number of copies of the Covered Data necessary to effectuate the Purposes.  Recipient 
will not use the Covered Data to create a list or otherwise use the Covered Data to mail, telemarket, or otherwise 
develop or apply a marketing model to Covered Data. Recipient shall not use the Covered Data for commercial 
purposes, including, but not limited to, making the Covered Data available for sale, rental or lease. Recipient shall 
issue appropriate instruction to each employee given access to the Covered Data regarding the restrictions set forth in 
this Agreement and shall provide physical security of the Covered Data to the same or greater degree that Recipient 
protects its own most sensitive data, but no less than reasonable care. Recipient shall not process any Covered Data 
for the purpose of determining credit worthiness or insurability.  Recipient will not use, disclose, or process any 
Covered Data in a way or for a purpose that violates applicable law or any person’s rights.  If at any time Discloser 
reasonably requests that any Covered Data be returned or destroyed, and such request does not conflict with 
Recipient’s obligations to Client, Recipient will return or destroy the designated Covered Data. Should a request 
conflict with Recipient’s obligations to Client, Recipient shall notify Client of the request and the Parties and Client 
shall cooperate to resolve the issue. If Recipient reasonably believes that any Covered Data was provided to Recipient 
in error, Recipient will promptly inform Discloser or such potential error. Recipient will require any third party to 
which it discloses any Covered Data, to agree to equally restrictive covenants related to Covered Data as those in 
present in this Agreement.   
 
4. Breach of Covered Data. As soon as practicable, and in no event later than five (5) business days, unless otherwise 
required by applicable law, upon becoming aware of any compromise of Covered Data Recipient shall notify Discloser 
in writing of such compromise. Recipient shall investigate such compromise and remediate the effects of such 
compromise, including providing notice to impacted individuals and/or governmental authorities. If Discloser incurs 
any direct or indirect costs and expenses as a result of such compromise, including to investigate, remediate, and 
mitigate the impact of such compromise, Recipient agrees to reimburse Discloser for such costs and expenses. Upon 
satisfactory redress of any compromise, Recipient agrees to undertake such actions as reasonably necessary to prevent 
the recurrence of such incident and provide written assurances to Discloser that appropriate measures have been taken 
to protect Recipient against the threat of a similar compromise occurring.

THIS SERVICES CONTRACT (hereinafter “Contract”) is made and entered into by and 

between Williamson County, Texas (“County”), a political subdivision of the State of Texas, acting 

herein by and through its governing body, and The F.A. Bartlett Tree Expert Company (hereinafter 

“Service Provider”), both of which are referred to herein as the parties. The County agrees to engage 

Service Provider as an independent contractor, to provide certain services pursuant to the following 

terms, conditions, and restrictions: 

I. 

Services: Service Provider shall provide services as an independent contractor pursuant 

to terms and policies of the Williamson County Commissioners Court. Service Provider expressly 

acknowledges that he, she or it is not an employee of the County. The services include, but are not 

limited to the services and work described in the attached Quote(s)/Proposal(s) being marked as 

Exhibit “A,” which is incorporated herein to the extent the Quote(s)/Proposal(s) meets or exceeds 

the requirements of County’s solicitation, if applicable. 

Should the County choose to add services in addition to those described in Exhibit “A”, 

such additional services shall be described in a separate written amendment to this Contract wherein 

the additional services shall be described and the parties shall set forth the amount of compensation 

to be paid by the County for the additional services.  Service Provider shall not begin any additional 

services and the County shall not be obligated to pay for any additional services unless a written 

amendment to this Contract has been signed by both parties. 

Service Provider represents that Service Provider (including Service Provider’s agents, employees, 

volunteers, and subcontractors, as applicable) possess all certifications, licenses, inspections, and 

permits required by law to carry out the services and work described in Exhibit "A.” The Service 

Provider shall, upon written (including electronic) request, provide proof of valid licensure.  

II. 

Effective Date and Term: This Contract shall be in full force and effect as of the date 
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of the last party’s execution below and shall continue until the Project Completion Date set out on 

the signature page hereinbelow or when terminated pursuant to this Contract, whichever event 

occurs first. 

 

III. 

 

Consideration and Compensation: Service Provider will be compensated based on a 

fixed sum for the specific project herein. The amount of compensation paid to Service Provider for 

the services shall be capped and paid in the amount set out in Exhibit “A” upon final completion 

of the services as determined by County.  Payment for goods and services shall be governed by 

Chapter 2251 of the Texas Government Code. An invoice shall be deemed overdue the 31st day 

after the later of (1) the date the County receives the goods under the contract; (2) the date the 

performance of the service under the contract is completed; or (3) the date the Williamson County 

Auditor receives an invoice for the goods or services. Interest charges for any overdue payments 

shall be paid by the County in accordance with Texas Government Code Section 2251.025. More 

specifically, the rate of interest that shall accrue on a late payment is the rate in effect on September 

1 of the County’s fiscal year in which the payment becomes due. The said rate in effect on 

September 1 shall be equal to the sum of one percent (1%); and (2) the prime rate published in the 

Wall Street Journal on the first day of July of the preceding fiscal year that does not fall on a 

Saturday or Sunday.

i. Section 889(b) of the John S. McCain National Defense Authorization 

Act for Fiscal Year 2019, Pub. L. No. 115-232, and 2 C.F.R. §200.216 

prohibit the head of an executive agency on or after Aug. 13, 2020, 

from obligating or expending grant, cooperative agreement, loan, or 

loan guarantee funds on certain telecommunications products or from 

certain entities for national security reasons.  

ii. Unless an exception in paragraph (c) of this clause applies, the 

contractor and its subcontractors may not use grant, cooperative 

agreement, loan, or loan agreement from the Federal Emergency 

Management Agency to:  

1. Procure or obtain any equipment, system, or service that uses 

covered telecommunications equipment or services as a 

substantial or essential component of any system, or as critical 

technology of any system, or as critical technology of any 

system;

The 

agreed upon “Work” has been expressed in a separate Client Agreement between Bartlett Tree Experts and the Client, and is identified within the portion 

of the Client Agreement communicating the Scope of Work, the Goals, the Specifications, the Schedule for the Work, and the Payment Terms.  These 

general terms combine with the approved Client Agreement and form the complete agreement between the parties. 

Article 1 

TREE RISK 

1.1 Tree Risk 

(a) The Client acknowledges that having trees on one’s 

property involves risk, including the risk that a tree or tree 
limb might fall. As part of the Work, Bartlett Tree Experts 

may recognize the risk posed by failure of trees within the 

scope of the Work and recommend to the Client ways to 
reduce that risk, but the Client acknowledges that Bartlett 

Tree Experts cannot detect all defects and other conditions 

that present the risk of tree failure and cannot predict how 
all trees will respond to future events and circumstances. 

Trees can fail unpredictably, even if no defects or other 

conditions are apparent. Bartlett Tree Experts will not be 
responsible for damages caused by subsequent failure of a 

tree, or tree part, within or around the scope of the Work 

due to defects or other preexisting structural or health 

conditions. 

(b) Unless the Work includes having Bartlett Tree Experts 

perform a tree risk assessment for designated trees, the 

Client acknowledges that in performing the Work Bartlett 
Tree Experts is not required to inspect and report to the 

Client on risks to, and risks posed by, trees on or near the 

Client’s property. 

(c)  The Client also acknowledges that because trees are    living 
organisms that change over time, the best protection against 

the risk associated with having trees on the Client’s 

property is for the Client to   arrange to have them inspected 
by a qualified arborist annually and after each major 

weather event to identify any defects or other conditions 

that present the risk of tree failure.  Then, once inspected, 
the Client should review any possible defects or conditions 

that present the risk of failure and request recommendations 

for, and implement, remedial actions to mitigate the risks. 

Article 2 

THE WORK 

2.1 Ownership 

The Client states that all trees and other vegetation within 

the scope of the Work are owned by the Client or that the 
owner has authorized the Client to include them within the 

scope of the Work. 

2.2 Insurance 

(a) Bartlett Tree Experts states that it is insured for liability 

resulting from injury to persons or damage to property 
while performing the Work and that its employees are 

covered under workers’ compensation laws.   

(b) The scope of ongoing operations of the Work shall be 

defined as beginning when the performance on the site 

begins and ending when the performance on the site 

concludes. 

2.3 Compliance 

(a) Bartlett Tree Experts shall perform the Work competently 

and in compliance with the law and industry standards, 
including the American National Standards Institute’s A-

300 Standards for tree care. 

(b) The Client is responsible for obtaining and paying for all 

required local permits. 

2.4 Access over Roads, Driveways, and Walkways 

(a) The Client shall arrange for Bartlett Tree Experts’ 
representatives, vehicles, and equipment to have access 

during work hours to areas where the Work is to be 

performed. The Client shall keep roads, driveways, and 
walkways in those areas clear during work hours for the 

passage and parking of vehicles and equipment. Unless the 

Client Agreement states otherwise, Bartlett Tree Experts is 

not required to keep gates closed for animals or children. 

(b) The Client acknowledges that Bartlett Tree Experts is not 

responsible for damage to driveways, walkways, septic 

tanks, wells, underground irrigation, and other human-
made surface or subsurface features caused by Bartlett Tree 

Experts trucks and equipment accessing, and being present 

in, areas where the Work is performed. 

2.5 Access through a Dwelling or Building 

If the Work requires access through the interior of the 
Client’s dwelling or the common interior areas of a multi 

residence or commercial building, the Client states that they 

have the authority to allow this access, or the owner has 

authorized the Client to allow this access in order for the 

Work to be completed as stated on the Client Agreement. 

 

2.6 Concealed Features 

(a) The Client acknowledges that the Work could be delayed 

or made more expensive by the presence of features that are 

not apparent to Bartlett representatives (“Concealed 

Features”). Concealed Features could be above ground or 

underground and could be human-made (including 
irrigation systems, underground lighting, septic systems, 

pipes, oil tanks, utility lines, masonry, or concrete) or 

natural (including rocks and insect nests). The Client states 
that it has notified Bartlett Tree Experts of all Concealed 

Features that it is aware of in those areas where the Work is 

to be performed. 

(b) Bartlett Tree Experts will not be liable for damage to 
Concealed Features that the Client does not notify Bartlett 

of in writing. 
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(c) If Concealed Features prevent the Work from continuing, 
the Client agrees to pay Bartlett Tree Experts for the all

portions of the Work completed up until the time the 

concealed features became apparent and delayed or
prevented the Work from continuing.  The Client also 

agrees that in the event that the Concealed Features prevent

any further Work from proceeding, or significantly alter the 
costs of the remainder of the Work within the Agreement,

then the remainder of the Agreement between the Client and 

Bartlett Tree Experts will be considered nullified, with 
neither party having any further obligations to the other, and 

a new written agreement will be formed prior to any further 

Work being performed.

2.7 Potential Harm to Animals 

The Client acknowledges that pets and other animals might 
be harmed if they swallow tree debris, such as sawdust, 

leaves, or branches, created during performance of the 

Work. Bartlett Tree Experts cleans up sawdust and other 
debris it creates in working on a tree, but it is unrealistic to 

expect that it will dispose of every piece of sawdust or 

debris. The client is responsible for ensuring that pets and 
other animals are kept from any area where debris created 

during the Work is present until such time as exposure of 

any remaining debris to the elements has sufficiently 

reduced the risk of harm to animals. 

2.8 Weather-Event Damage 

The Client acknowledges that because remediating 

weather-event damage might result in further damage to a 
structure, property, or landscaping feature already damaged 

in that weather event regardless of the care taken, Bartlett 

Tree Experts will not be responsible for any such further 
damage to any structure, property or landscaping feature 

when remediating or removing trees or tree parts that have 

fallen on structures, patios, decks, fences, driveways, or 

hardscapes are part of the Work. 

2.9 Cables, Braces and Tree-Support Systems 

(a) The Client acknowledges that cables, braces or tree support 

systems are intended to reduce the risk associated with tree

part breakage by providing supplemental support to certain 
areas within trees and in some cases by limiting the 

movement of leaders, limbs, or entire trees, and are 

intended to mitigate the potential damage associated with 
tree part breakage; but that such supplemental support 

systems cannot eliminate the risk of breakage or failure to 

trees or tree parts entirely, and future breakage and damage 

is still possible.

(b) The Client acknowledges that for cables, braces or tree-

support systems to function optimally, the Client must 

arrange for them to be inspected and maintained by a 
qualified arborist periodically and after each major weather 

event. 

2.10 Lightning Protection Systems 

(a) The Client acknowledges that lightning protection systems

are intended to direct a portion of the electricity from a 
lightning strike down through the system into the ground, 

and mitigate the potential damage to the tree from a 

lightning strike, but that such systems cannot prevent 
damage to structures, nor can such systems prevent damage 

to trees caused by lightning entirely.    

(b) The Client acknowledges that for lightning protection 

systems to function optimally, the Client must arrange for 
them to be inspected and maintained by a qualified arborist 

periodically and after each major weather event.

2.11 Recreational Features 

(a) The Client acknowledges that Bartlett Tree Experts

recommends stopping the use of, and removing, any tree
house, ropes course, swing, or other recreational feature 

attached to a tree. Regardless of the health or condition of 

the tree, such features might be unsuited for the intended 
use or might place unpredictable forces on the feature or the 

tree, resulting in failure of the feature or the tree and injury 

to persons or damage to property. Bartlett Tree Experts is 
not responsible for the consequences of use of any such 

feature.

(b) The Client acknowledges that if a recommendation is made 

to mitigate an observed and immediate safety issue on a tree 
with any such device or feature attached, such as the 

removal of a dead, dying, or broken limb that could fall and 

injure a person or damage property, the Client should not 

infer that following the recommendation and mitigating the 

immediate safety issue makes the tree in question safe for 

the use of the attached device or feature.

2.12 Tree Removal and Pruning 

(a) The Client acknowledges that in removing or cutting down

a tree as part of the Work, Bartlett Tree Experts will cut the 

tree approximately 12 inches from the ground.   The Client 
understands that any remaining stump may present a 

tripping hazard, and the Client should mark the area if 

necessary.  Removing or grinding stumps is not included as 

part of tree removal unless stated in the Client Agreement.

(b) If pruning tree limbs or shrubs is part of the Work, Bartlett 

Tree Experts will develop specifications to help meet the 

present goals of the Client, in accordance with industry 
standards.  Trees and shrubs will typically require follow up 

pruning at various intervals to maintain a Client’s goals. 

Based on those goals; and the species, size, location, health, 
and growth pattern of the tree(s) or shrub(s) which are 

pruned, the Client should conduct routine monitoring of 

each tree or shrub and communicate the need for future 
pruning to a qualified arborist in order to maintain the 

established or desired plant form or objectives.

2.13 Trees Infested with Emerald Ash Borer 

(a) The Client acknowledges that Ash trees or other trees

infested with emerald ash borer can become extremely 
brittle and dangerous within a short period of the 

infestation, and the conditions of such trees could adversely 

change between the time a proposal to work on such a tree
was written, and the time that the work is scheduled for 

completion. 

(b) The Client understands that if any tree or trees infested with 

emerald ash borer have become too dangerous to access, 
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climb, prune, or rig from without risking injury or damage 
to the Client’s property, then that portion of the proposal 

will be considered nullified, with neither Bartlett Tree 

Experts nor the Client owing anything to the other for that 
portion of the Work, and a new proposal will need to be 

written and agreed upon before any work can proceed on 

any such infested tree.  

2.14 Tree Care Maintenance or Recurring Programs 

(a) If the Client Agreement is for ongoing tree care or 

landscape maintenance or for a recurring maintenance or 

plant health care program for trees, plants or turf areas, the 

Client acknowledges that the purpose of this type of
agreement is to maintain tree, shrub, or turf health and 

beauty.

(b) The Client understands that any inspections that may be 

conducted during any such ongoing tree care, landscape 
maintenance, or recurring maintenance or plant health care 

type contracts are for the purpose of evaluating plant health, 

and determining any appropriate treatment 
recommendations according to the client’s tree, shrub or 

turf health needs, and are not meant to be a safety 

inspections, or tree risk assessments. 

(c) The Client also understands that in no way does Bartlett

Tree Experts imply nor should the Client infer that Bartlett 

Tree Experts assumes the responsibility for inspecting, 
identifying, or correcting  hazards or safety issues on or near 

the Client’s property, or conducting tree risk assessments 

during the course of any of its ongoing tree care, landscape 

maintenance, or reoccurring maintenance contracts.

2.15 Stump Grinding 

(a) If the Work includes stump-grinding services, the Client 

acknowledges that grinding will take place well below 

ground level, and the Client understands that the stump 
grinding area might present a tripping hazard, and the Client 

should mark the area if necessary until the Client removes

the stump grinding debris and fills the stump grinding holes

with soil to grade.

(b) Unless the Client Agreement states otherwise, Bartlett Tree

Experts is not required to remove stump-grinding debris 

filling stump-grinding holes, or fill stump grinding holes to 

grade with soil. 

(c) If tree grates or metal grates or other man made protective 

features existed prior to the stump removal, it is the Client’s 

responsibility to ensure that the grates or manmade features
are re-installed correctly after the stump removal and do not 

pose a tripping hazard. 

2.16 Root Pruning 

In the right circumstances, root pruning is a valuable and 

necessary service, but it might pose a risk to the health and 

structural integrity of trees. To limit that risk, Bartlett Tree 

Experts performs root pruning to industry standards, but the 

Client acknowledges that the health and structural integrity 
of trees within the scope of the Work might nevertheless be 

adversely affected by any root pruning performed as part of 

the Work. Bartlett Tree Experts shall assist the Client in 

understanding the risks involved before opting for root 
pruning, but the Client will be responsible for deciding to 

proceed with root pruning. 

2.17 Tree Risk Assessments and Inventories 

(a) If the Client Agreement is specifically for Bartlett Tree

Experts to provide a level I, II, or III Tree Risk Assessment
for any tree or group of trees to the Client in accordance 

with industry standards, the Client understands that any risk 

ratings and recommendations for mitigating such risks will

be based on the observed defects, conditions, and factors at 

the time of the tree risk assessment or inventory,

(b) The Client acknowledges that any recommendations made 

to mitigate risk factors or manage tree populations will be 
made in accordance with industry best practices and 

standards, but that the decision to implement the 

recommended mitigation practices, remove the risk factors, 

or manage the trees rests solely with the client.

(c) The Client understands that all risk ratings used are 

intended to assist the Client with understanding the 

potential for tree or tree part failure, and are not meant to be 
used to declare any tree or tree part to be safe or free from

any defect.  As such, the Client should not infer that any 

tree or trees not having a condition class of poor or dead, or 

not showing a potential failure to be likely or imminent, are 

“safe” or will not fail in any manner.

(d) The Client understands that it is the Client’s responsibility 
to ensure that the assessed tree or trees are continually 

inspected and reassessed periodically, or after any major 

weather event, in order to ensure that risk rating information 
or any other information is kept current, and to enter any 

changes to risk ratings or mitigation measures to the 

inventory or tracking system used by the Client.

2.18 Client Trees in Hazardous Condition 

If the Client Agreement specifies that one or more trees 
within the scope of the Work are in hazardous condition, 

are high or moderate risk, or should be removed for safety 

reasons, the Client acknowledges that removing those trees 
would prevent future damage from trees or tree limbs 

falling. If the Client requests that one or more of those trees 

be pruned instead of removed, the Client acknowledges that 
although pruning might reduce the immediate risk of limbs 

falling, it does not preclude the possibility of future limb, 

stem, or root failure. Bartlett Tree Experts is not responsible 

for any such future failure. 

2.19 Plant Health Care or Soil Care and Fertilization 

Treatments  

(a) Bartlett Tree Experts states that plant health care and/or soil 

care and fertilization treatments will be conducted in 

accordance with industry standards for such services.

(b) The Client acknowledges that if the Client Agreement

requires markers or notification signs to be left on the 

property, then the signs must be left in place for twenty-four
hours or however long is stated on the Client Agreement, 

whichever is longer.  At the end of the prescribed period, it 
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will be the Client’s responsibility to remove and dispose of 

the signs. 

(c) Bartlett Tree Experts will provide the Client with copies of 

all pertinent product label or safety data sheet information 

upon request. 

(d) The Client acknowledges that plant health care treatments 
are intended to mitigate pest levels to an acceptable degree,

and are not intended to eradicate or eliminate any insect, 

disease, or other pest entirely.

(e) The Client acknowledges that soil care and fertilization 
treatments may not have the intended effect if drought 

conditions or lack of irrigation prevent the tree, shrub, or 

turf area from receiving adequate water throughout the 

growing season. 

2.20 Schedule of Plant Health Care or Soil Care and 

Fertilization Treatments 

(a) Bartlett Tree Experts will schedule all treatments for the 

appropriate period, given the type of plant, pest, infestation 
levels, weather patterns, the objectives, and other 

environmental considerations. 

(b) If the Client has requested a specific date within that period 

for the Client’s plant health care treatment, the date will be
placed on the agreement.  If Bartlett Tree Experts is unable 

to perform the services on the agreed upon date, due to 

weather conditions, or other unforeseeable delays, Bartlett 
Tree Experts will reschedule the treatment for a date 

agreeable to the Client. 

(c) If weather conditions or other unforeseen conditions 
prevent or delay treatment during periods specified in the 

Client Agreement, and the Client has not requested a 

specific date, then Bartlett Tree Experts will automatically 
reschedule the treatments for the next most appropriate 

period and notify the Client. 

2.21 Integrated Pest Management 

(a) If the Work includes integrated pest management services, 

the Client understands that this service will involve plant 
health care treatments which will be tailored to meet the 

Client’s needs for specific trees, shrubs, turf areas, or plants. 

In delivering this service, Bartlett Tree Experts will
consider the Client’s objectives, priorities, budgetary 

concerns, plant materials, site conditions, pest and disease 

infestation levels and the expectations of those levels, and 

timing issues. 

(b) The Client acknowledges that this service may involve one 

or more inspections of specific plants to help determine 

insect and disease concerns, the sampling of specific plant 
materials or soil areas, an understanding of the cultural 

needs of certain plants, consideration of biological control 

concepts and limitations (natural and/or introduced 

predators), recommended improvements to physical site 

conditions, or the use of pesticide treatments.  The 

integrated pest management service does not combine all
possible controls and concepts for every tree, shrub, turf 

area, or plant, but rather it considers the most reasonable 

option or options for control of and mitigation of insect and 

disease damages to the specific trees, shrubs, turf areas or 

plants as designated by the Client to meet the Client’s goals. 

(c) The Client also understands and acknowledges that during 

the course of an integrated pest management program, as 

inspections are taking place, and  treatments or other 
services are being performed to certain trees or shrubs, not 

every tree or shrub inspected will require a specific 

treatment or other service, and in fact, some trees or shrubs 
may not require any specific treatment or other service 

throughout the course of a season to maintain health and 

vigor if the inspections show insignificant pest thresholds, 

and sound environmental and cultural conditions.

(d) The Client also understands that tree, shrub, plant and turf 

inspections conducted during the integrated pest 

management program are for the purpose of determining 
plant health issues and, insect and disease thresholds; and 

are not conducted for the purposes of determining tree,

shrub, plant, or turf safety.

2.22 Trees in Poor Health or a Severe State of Decline 

The Client acknowledges that if a tree is in poor health or 
in a severe state of decline, Bartlett Tree Experts cannot 

predict how that tree will respond to any recommended 

plant health care or soil care and fertilization treatment and 

might not be able to prevent that tree from getting worse or 

dying. 

2.23 Fruit-Reduction Treatment 

If fruit-reduction (including olive-reduction) treatment 
forms part of the Work, the Client acknowledges that 

although Bartlett Tree Experts will take steps to minimize 

the extent to which the pesticide used in in this treatment 
comes into contact with plants under or near the treated 

trees or shrubs, it is likely that some contact will occur and 

might damage or kill understory plants. Bartlett Tree 

Experts will not be liable for any such damage. 

2.24 Fruit Tree or Crop Treatment 

If the Work includes plant health care treatments to mitigate 

pest damage to fruit trees or other crops, the Client will be 

responsible for instructing Bartlett Tree Experts which fruit 
trees or other crops to treat. The Client acknowledges that 

no such treatments can eliminate pests entirely and such 

treatments might not increase crop yield or value and might 

not prevent the plants in question from dying. 

2.25 Tick, Mosquito, or Biting Fly Treatment 

The Client acknowledges that if the Client Agreement 

specifies a treatment program to mitigate the presence of 

ticks, mosquitos, or biting flies, such treatment can only 
lower pest thresholds, and cannot eliminate the pests or 

prevent such pests from biting, stinging, or entering the 

treated area. 

2.26 Termite or Wood Destroying Organism Treatment 

(a) The Client acknowledges that if the Client Agreement

specifies a treatment program to mitigate Formosan 

termites or any other wood destroying organism from any 
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tree or trees, that the treatment cannot provide protection 
against any present or future damage to any structure or 

structures on the property, nor can it reverse any damage 

already caused to any such structure or structures on the 

property.   

(b) If Formosan termites or other wood destroying organisms 

are present on the property, Bartlett Tree Experts

recommends that the Client has a qualified structural home 
inspector inspect the structure or structures for the presence 

of any termites or wood decaying organisms, as well as any 

damage, and provide the Client with an appropriate 
recommendation and report to treat, mitigate or repair the 

damage.

2.27 Plant Nursery Services 

If the Work includes treatment to mitigate pest damage to 

nursery trees or plants, the Client will be responsible for 
instructing Bartlett Tree Experts which trees or plants to 

treat.   The Client acknowledges that no such treatments can 

eliminate pests entirely and such treatments might not 
increase the value of nursery plants and might not prevent 

the trees or plants in question from dying. 

2.28 Trees Planted and Maintained by Other Contractors 

The Client acknowledges that if trees within the scope of 

the Work were recently planted or are being maintained by 
one or more other contractors or if one or more other 

contractors will be watering and providing services with 
respect to trees within the scope of the Work, how those 

trees respond to treatment in the course of the Work might 

be unpredictable, and Bartlett Tree Experts cannot be 

responsible for the health of such trees or plants. 

2.29 Trees with Cones and Large Seed Pods 

The Client acknowledges that large tree cones or seedpods 

on some trees can become dislodged and fall without notice, 

creating a hazard to persons or property.  If the Client  has 
the type of tree on their property that produces large, heavy 

cones or seedpods, and the Client does not wish to remove 

the tree, Bartlett Tree Experts recommends that the Client 
marks off and restricts the area under and near the tree from 

pedestrian and vehicle traffic whenever possible, places a 

warning sign near the tree, remains aware of the hazardous 
conditions the falling cones can create, and inspects the tree 

annually and removes any observable cones if possible in 

order to mitigate the potential for damage from falling 

cones.     

2.30 Snow Removal 

(a) If snow removal forms part of the Work, the Client 

acknowledges that the condition of snow and ice on a roof 

or other structure will vary based on the rate at which snow 
accumulates, how it is distributed, and the weather it has 

been exposed to.  In removing snow, Bartlett Tree Experts

aims to reduce the weight of snow and ice, not remove it 
entirely. The Client acknowledges that in most cases, 

existing snow will only be removed down to within a few 

inches of the roof surface or the ice covering the roof 
surface, as the case may be, and that any remaining snow 

and ice might still cause damage.

(b) Bartlett Tree Experts will not be responsible for damage 
done during snow removal as a result of Concealed Features

that the Client does not notify Bartlett of.

(c) The Client acknowledges that because removing snow from

a structure or landscaping feature that has already been 
damaged might result in further damage regardless of the 

care taken by Bartlett Tree Experts, Bartlett will not be 

responsible for any further damage to a previously-
damaged structure or landscaping feature from which 

Bartlett Tree Experts removes snow as part of the Work.

2.31 Installing Lights 

If installing lights and other lighting equipment forms part 

of the Work, the Client is responsible for providing the 
lighting equipment and instructing Bartlett Tree Experts 

where to install it. Bartlett Tree Experts is not responsible 

for performance and safety of the lighting equipment. The 
Client is responsible for retaining a licensed electrician to 

inspect the lighting equipment to check that it is in working 

order, is safe, and complies with the relevant codes. Bartlett 
Tree Experts is not responsible for damage done during 

installation and removal of lighting equipment to any 

structures (including gutters, decking, and patios), 

landscaping features (including trees and plants). 

2.32 Tarpaulins 

The Client acknowledges that if as part of the Work Bartlett 

Tree Experts places a tarpaulin, or touches a tarpaulin, over 
a damaged structure, that might not prevent further damage 

to the structure and its contents, and the tarpaulin might not 

stay secure during subsequent weather events, even if it is 
competently secured. Bartlett Tree Experts is not 

responsible for damage to a structure and its contents that 

occurs after Bartlett Tree Experts places or adjusts a 
tarpaulin over the structure. The Client acknowledges that 

if a structure experiences damage that requires placement 

of a tarpaulin, the Client should promptly contact an 
appropriate roofing or water-restoration contractor to assess 

any damage and conduct any needed repairs. 

2.33 Fire Damage 

(a) Regardless of the species, trees exposed to fire can suffer 

structural damage that goes beyond whatever external
damage might be visible. Fire can cause cracking and 

brittleness in tree structure and integrity; it can make 

preexisting defects worse; it can make roots less stable; and 
it can weaken the overall health of the tree, making it 

susceptible to disease and pest infestations. The effects of 

fire damage are unpredictable and difficult to determine. 
Bartlett Tree Experts is not responsible for any injury to 

persons or damage to property resulting from services

performed on fire-damaged trees as part of the Work.

(b) The Client acknowledges that if trees and shrubs on the 
Client’s property have been exposed to fire, the Client 

should have qualified arborist periodically inspect trees and 

shrubs on the property for fire damage.
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2.34 

2.35 

Cancellation 

If the Client cancels or reduces the Work after the Work has 

started, the Client shall pay Bartlett for all the items of the 

Work that have been completed and all reasonable costs 

Bartlett has incurred in preparing to perform the remainder 

of the Work. 

Payment 

The Client shall pay for the Work when the Client receives 

Bartlett Tree Experts’ invoice for the Work. If any amount 

remains unpaid 30 days after the date of the invoice or any 

period stated in the Client Agreement, whichever is longer, 

as a service charge the unpaid amount will accrue interest 

at the rate of 1.5% per month (or 18% per year) 

or the maximum rate permitted by law, whichever is 

lower. The Client shall reimburse Bartlett for any 

expenses (including attorneys’ fees and court costs) it 

incurs in collecting amounts that the Client owes under 

the Client Agreement. 

Article 3 

DISPUTE RESOLUTION 

3.1 Arbitration 

(a) As the exclusive means of initiating adversarial 
proceedings to resolve any dispute arising out of or related

to the Client Agreement or Bartlett Tree Experts’ 

performance of the Work, a party may demand that the 
dispute be resolved by arbitration administered by the 

American Arbitration Association in accordance with its 
commercial arbitration rules, and each party hereby 

consents to any such dispute being so resolved. Any 

arbitration commenced in accordance with this section must 
be conducted by one arbitrator. Judgment on any award 

rendered in any such arbitration may be entered in any court 

having jurisdiction.  The parties also agree that the issue of 
whether any such dispute is arbitrable will be decided by an 

arbitrator, not a court. 

(b) The arbitrator must not award punitive damages in excess

of compensatory damages. Each party hereby waives any 

right to recover any such damages in any arbitration.

3.2 Limitation of Liability 

The maximum liability of Bartlett for any losses incurred 

by the Client arising out of the Client Agreement or 

Bartlett’s performance of the Work will be the amount paid 
by the Client for the Work, except in the case of negligence 

or intentional misconduct by Bartlett. 

Article 4 

MISCELLANEOUS 

4.1 Client Responsibilities 

(a) The Client is responsible for the maintenance of the client’s 

trees, shrubs, and turf and for all decisions as to whether or 

not to prune, remove, or conduct other types of tree work
on each respective tree, or when to prune, remove, or

conduct other tree work on any respective tree, and all 

decisions related to the safety of each respective tree, shrub, 

and turf area.    

(b) Nothing in this Agreement creates an ongoing duty of care 

for Bartlett Tree Experts to provide safety maintenance or 

safety inspections in and around the client’s property.  It is 
the responsibility of the client to ensure the safety of its

trees and landscape, and to take appropriate actions to 

prevent any future tree or tree part breakage or failures, or 
otherwise remove any hazardous conditions which may be 

present or may develop in the future. 

4.2 Unrelated Court Proceedings 

The Client acknowledges that Bartlett Tree Experts has 

prepared the Client Agreement solely to help the Client 
understand the scope of the Work and the related costs. If a 

court subpoenas Bartlett Tree Experts’ records regarding, 

or requires that a Bartlett representative testify about, the 
Client Agreement or the Work in connection with any 

Proceeding to which Bartlett Tree Experts is not a party or 

in connection with which Bartlett Tree Experts has not 
agreed to provide expert testimony, the Client shall pay 

Bartlett Tree Experts Two Hundred dollars ($200.00) per 

hour for time spent by Bartlett representatives in collecting 
and submitting documents for those Proceedings and 

attending depositions or testifying as part of those 

Proceedings. 

4.3 Notices 

For a notice or other communication under the Client 

Agreement to be valid, it must be in writing and delivered 

(1) by hand, (2) by a national transportation company (with 
all fees prepaid), or (3) by email.  If a notice or other 

communication addressed to a party is received after 

5:00 p.m. on a business day at the location specified for that 
party, or on a day that is not a business day, then the notice 

will be deemed received at 9:00 a.m. on the next business

day.

4.4  Amendment; Waiver 

No amendment of the Client Agreement will be effective 
unless it is in writing and signed by the parties. No waiver 

under the Client Agreement will be effective unless it is in 

writing and signed by the party granting the waiver. A 
waiver granted on one occasion will not operate as a waiver 

on other occasions. 

4.5 Conflicting Terms 

If these terms conflict with the rest of the Client Agreement, 

the rest of the Client Agreement will prevail.  If these terms

NOW, THEREFORE, County and A/E, in consideration of the mutual covenants and agreements 
herein contained, do mutually agree as follows: 
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ARTICLE 1 
SCOPE OF AGREEMENT 

 
A/E agrees to perform professional services in connection with the Project as stated herein, and 
for having rendered such services, County agrees to pay to A/E compensation as stated in the 
articles to follow. 

 
 

ARTICLE 2 
CONTRACT DOCUMENTS AND APPLICABLE PROJECT DOCUMENTS 

 
2.1 Contract Documents.   
Contract Documents consist of this Agreement, any exhibits attached hereto (which exhibits are 
hereby incorporated into and made a part of this Agreement), and all fully executed 
Supplemental Agreements which are subsequently issued.  These form the entire Agreement, and 
all are as fully a part of this Agreement as if attached to this Agreement or repeated herein.

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ARTICLE 3 
NON-COLLUSION; DEBARMENT; AND FINANCIAL INTEREST PROHIBITED 

 
3.1 Non-collusion.   
A/E warrants that it has not employed or retained any company or persons, other than a bona 
fide employee working solely for A/E, to solicit or secure this Agreement, and that it has not paid 
or agreed to pay any company or subconsultant any fee, commission, percentage, brokerage fee, 
gifts, or any other consideration, contingent upon or resulting from the award or making of this 
Agreement. For breach or violation of this warranty, County reserves and shall have the right to 
annul this Agreement without liability or, in its discretion and at its sole election, to deduct from 
the Agreement price or compensation, or to otherwise recover, the full amount of such fee, 
commission, percentage, brokerage fee, gift or contingent fee. 
 
3.2 Debarment Certification.  
A/E must sign the Debarment Certification enclosed herewith as Exhibit E. 

 
3.3 Financial Interest Prohibited.   
A/E covenants and represents that A/E, its officers, employees, agents, consultants, and 
subcontractors will have no financial interest, direct or indirect, in the purchase or sale of any 
product, materials, or equipment that will be recommended or required for the construction of 
the Project. 
 
 

ARTICLE 4 
CHARACTER AND SCOPE OF SERVICES 

 
4.1 
In consideration of the compensation herein provided, A/E shall perform professional design and 
engineering services for the Project, which are acceptable to County, based on standard 
architectural and engineering practices and the scope of work described on the Exhibits attached 
to this Agreement.  A/E shall also serve as County's professional architect and engineer in those 
phases of the Project to which this Agreement applies and will consult with and give advice to 
County during the performance of A/E's services. 

 
4.2 
A/E shall perform the following Basic Scope of Services (sometimes referred to herein as the 
“Basic Scope of Services”, “Basic Services” or the “Scope of Services”):

The Basic Scope of Services shall generally consist of all elements of work, meetings, 
materials, and equipment required for the development of the Project in accordance with 
the requirements, policies, and general practices of Williamson County.

ARTICLE 5 
TIME FOR PERFORMANCE 

 
5.1 Commencement. 
A/E shall not commence work until A/E has been thoroughly briefed on the scope of the Project 
and has been notified in writing to proceed, as evidenced by a Notice to Proceed. 
 
5.2 Duration. 
A/E agrees to complete the Basic Services within the time period set forth in Exhibit C.  The time 
limits set out therein may, for good cause, be extended, in writing, by County as the Project 
proceeds.  
 
 

ARTICLE 6 
COMPENSATION AND EXPENSES 

 
6.1  Basic Fee.   
For and in consideration of the Basic Services rendered by A/E, County shall pay to A/E up to 
Fifty-One Thousand, Eight Hundred Ninety-Five Dollars ($ 51,895). hereinafter called the "Basic 
Fee".   
 
The Basic Fee is based upon all estimated labor costs required in the performance of all items and 
phases of the Basic Services set forth in Exhibit A.  Compensation for Basic Services will be paid 
by County by monthly invoices of percentage completion of fees by phase of the Basic Fee as set 
forth in Exhibit B – Fee Schedule.  County will only be obligated to pay A/E for the performance of 
items and phases of the Basic Services actually rendered and incurred, which may be less than 
the above stated Basic Fee. 
 
6.2  Expenses.   
A/E shall be reimbursed for actual non-labor and subcontract expenses incurred in the 
performance of the services under this Agreement in accordance with the Williamson County 
Vendor Reimbursement Policy set forth under Exhibit D.  Invoices requesting reimbursement for 
costs and expenditures related to the Project (reimbursables) must be accompanied by copies of 
the provider’s invoice and must strictly comply with the Williamson County Vendor 
Reimbursement Policy.  The copies of the provider’s invoice must evidence the actual costs billed 
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to A/E without markup.  Reimbursable Expenses are in addition to compensation for Basic and 
Additional Services and must not exceed Five Hundred Nineteen Dollars ($ 519 ). 
 

 
ARTICLE 7 

ADDITIONAL SERVICES AND CHARGES 
 

For the performance of services not specifically described as Basic Services under Article 4 above 
(sometimes referred to herein as “Additional Services”), County shall pay and A/E shall receive, 
under a negotiated, written Supplemental Agreement, Additional Services compensation based 
upon invoices of percentage completion. 
 
A/E shall not, however, be compensated for work made necessary by A/E’s negligent errors or 
omissions.  In the event of any dispute over the classification of A/E’s services as Basic or 
Additional Services under this Agreement, the decision of County shall be final and binding on 
A/E. 

 
It is expressly understood and agreed that A/E shall not furnish any Additional Services without 
the prior written authorization of County by a negotiated Supplemental Agreement.

8.1  Time of Payment.

On or about the last day of each calendar month during the performance of the Basic Services to 
be provided under this Agreement, A/E shall submit to County working documents in any stage 
of completion to demonstrate incremental progress of Basic Services and the compensation which 
is due for percentage completion of Basic Services. 
 
On or about the last day of each calendar month during the performance of the Additional 
Services to be provided under Article 7, A/E shall submit to County working documents in any 
stage of completion to demonstrate incremental progress of Additional Services under an 
applicable Supplemental Agreement related thereto, and the compensation which is due for 
percentage completion of particular Additional Services. 
 
 
County shall review the documentation and shall pay each statement as set forth in this Article 
8, however, the approval or payment of any statement shall not be considered evidence of

resolve the situation, if any; and 

 
11.2 
Favorable developments or events which enable meeting goals sooner than anticipated in 
relation to this Agreement or any applicable Supplemental Agreement. 
 
 

ARTICLE 12 
CHANGES IN COMPLETED BASIC SERVICES 

 
If County deems it necessary to request changes to previously satisfactorily completed Basic 
Services or parts thereof which involve changes to the original Basic Services or character of Basic 
Services under this Agreement, then A/E shall make such revisions as requested and as directed 
by County.  Such revisions shall be considered as Additional Services and paid for as specified 
under Article 7 and Article 8.  A/E shall make revisions to Basic Services authorized hereunder 
as are necessary to correct errors appearing therein, when required to do so by County.  No 
additional compensation shall be due for such Basic Services. 
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ARTICLE 13 
REVIEW PROCESS AND REVISIONS TO A/E WORK PRODUCT 

 
13.1 Review Process.  
A/E's Work Product will be reviewed by County under its applicable technical requirements and 
procedures, as follows: 
   
13.1.1 Submittal.   

Reports, plans, surveys, field notes, original drawings, computer tapes, graphic files, 
tracings, calculations, analyses, reports, specifications, data, sketches and/or schematics 
prepared by A/E and supporting documents (collectively referred to hereinabove and 
hereinafter as the "A/E Work Product(s)"), shall be submitted by A/E on or before the dates 
specified for completion, as set out in the Production Schedule set forth in Exhibit C. 

 
13.1.2 Completion.   

Reports, plans, specifications, and supporting documents shall be submitted by A/E on or 
before the dates specified in Exhibit C.  Upon receipt of same, the submission shall be 
checked for completion. "Completion" or “Complete” shall be defined as all of the 
required items, as set out in Exhibit A, have been included in compliance with the 
requirements of this Agreement.  The completeness of any Basic Services submitted to 
County shall be determined by County within thirty (30) days of such submittal and 
County shall notify A/E in writing within such thirty (30) day period if such Basic Services 
have been found to be incomplete.  If the submission is Complete, County will notify A/E 
and County’s technical review process will begin. 

 
If the submission is not Complete, County will notify A/E, who shall perform such 
professional services as are required to complete the Basic Services and resubmit it to 
County. This process shall be repeated until a submission is Complete. 

 
13.1.3 Acceptance.   

County will review the completed Basic Services for compliance with this Agreement.  If 
necessary, the completed Basic Services will be returned to A/E, who shall perform any 
required Basic Services and resubmit to County. Should this process need to be repeated 
due to lack of quality assurance coordination between the components of A/E Work 
Product, County shall deduct One Thousand Dollars ($ 1,000) from the A/E ‘s Basic Fee 
for each occurrence until the Basic Services are Accepted. "Acceptance" or “Accepted” 
shall mean that in County’s reasonable opinion, substantial compliance with the 
requirements of this Agreement has been achieved. 

 
13.1.4 Final Approval.   
After Acceptance, A/E shall perform any required modifications, changes, alterations, 
corrections, redesigns, and additional work necessary to receive Final Approval by 
County.  "Final Approval" in this sense shall mean formal recognition that the Basic 
Services have been fully carried out. 
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13.2  Revision to A/E Work Product.   
A/E shall make, without expense to County, such revisions to A/E Work Product as may be 
required to correct negligent errors or omissions so A/E Work Product meets the needs of County, 
but after the approval of A/E Work Product any revisions, additions, or other modifications made 
at County's request which involve extra services and expenses to A/E shall entitle A/E to 
additional compensation for such extra services and expenses; provided, however, A/E hereby 
agrees to perform any necessary corrections to A/E Work Products which are found to be in 
negligent error or omission as a result of A/E’s development of A/E Work Product, at any time, 
without additional compensation.  If it is necessary, due to such error or omission by A/E, to 
revise any A/E Work Product in order to make the Project constructible, A/E shall do so without 
additional compensation.  In the event of any dispute over the classification of A/E’s Work 
Products as Complete, Accepted, or Approved under this Agreement, the decision of County 
shall be final and binding on A/E, subject to any civil remedy or determination otherwise 
available to the parties and deemed appropriate by the parties. 
 
13.3  Days.   
All references to a “day” in this Agreement shall mean a calendar day unless otherwise specified. 
 
13.4  County’s Reliance on A/E.   
A/E’s duties as set forth herein shall at no time be in any way diminished by reason of any 
review, evaluation, or approval by County nor shall A/E be released from any liability by 
reason of such review, evaluation or approval by County, it being understood that County, at 
all times, is ultimately relying upon A/E’s skill, ability, and knowledge in performing the Basic 
Services required hereunder. 

 
 

ARTICLE 14 
SUSPENSION 

 
Should County desire to suspend the Basic Services, but not to terminate this Agreement, then 
such suspension may be effected by County giving A/E thirty (30) calendar days’ verbal 
notification followed by written confirmation to that effect.  Such thirty (30)-day notice may be 
waived in writing by agreement and signature of both parties.  The Basic Services may be 
reinstated and resumed in full force and effect within sixty (60) days of receipt of written notice 
from County to resume the Basic Services.  Such sixty (60)-day notice may be waived in writing 
by agreement and signature of both parties.  If this Agreement is suspended for more than thirty 
(30) days, A/E shall have the option of terminating this Agreement and, in the event, A/E shall be 
compensated for all Basic Services performed and reimbursable expenses incurred, provided 
such Basic Services and reimbursable expenses have been previously authorized and approved 
by County, to the effective date of suspension. 
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County assumes no liability for Basic Services performed or costs incurred prior to the date 
authorized by County for A/E to begin Basic Services, and/or during periods when Basic Services 
are suspended, and/or subsequent to the completion date. 
 
 

ARTICLE 15 
VIOLATION OF CONTRACT TERMS/ BREACH OF CONTRACT 

 
Violation of contract terms or breach of contract by A/E shall be grounds for termination of this 
Agreement, and any increased costs arising from A/E’s default, breach of contract, or violation of 
contract terms shall be paid by A/E. 
 
 

ARTICLE 16 
TERMINATION 

 
This Agreement may be terminated as set forth below. 
 
16.1 
By mutual agreement and consent, in writing, of both parties. 

 
16.2 
By County, by notice in writing to A/E, as a consequence of failure by A/E to perform the Basic 
Services set forth herein in a satisfactory manner. 

 
16.3 
By either party, upon the failure of the other party to fulfill its obligations as set forth herein. 

 
16.4 
By County, for reasons of its own and not subject to the mutual consent of A/E, upon not less than 
thirty (30) days written notice to A/E. 

 
16.5 
By satisfactory completion of all Basic Services and obligations described herein. 
 
Should County terminate this Agreement as herein provided, no fees other than fees due and 
payable at the time of termination plus reimbursable expenses incurred shall thereafter be paid 
to A/E.  In determining the value of the Basic Services performed by A/E prior to termination, 
County shall be the sole judge.  Compensation for Basic Services at termination will be based on 
a percentage of the Basic Services completed at that time.  Should County terminate this 
Agreement under Section 16.4 above, then the amount charged during the thirty (30)-day notice 
period shall not exceed the amount charged during the preceding thirty (30) days. 
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If A/E defaults in the performance of this Agreement or if County terminates this Agreement for 
fault on the part of A/E, then County shall give consideration to the actual costs incurred by A/E 
in performing the Basic Services to the date of default, the amount of Basic Services required 
which was satisfactorily completed to date of default, the value of the Basic Services which are 
usable to County, the cost to County of employing another firm to complete the Basic Services 
required and the time required to do so, and other factors which affect the value to County of the 
Basic Services performed at the time of default. 
 
The termination of this Agreement and payment of an amount in settlement as prescribed above 
shall extinguish all rights, duties, and obligations of County under this Agreement. If the 
termination of this Agreement is due to the failure of A/E to fulfill its contractual obligations, then 
County may take over the Project and prosecute the Basic Services to completion.  In such case, 
A/E shall be liable to County for any additional and reasonable costs incurred by County. 
 
A/E shall be responsible for the settlement of all contractual and administrative issues arising out 
of any procurements made by A/E in support of the Basic Services under this Agreement. 
 
 

ARTICLE 17 
USE OF DOCUMENTS 

 
All documents, including but not limited to drawings, specifications, and data or programs stored 
electronically, (hereinafter referred to as “A/E Work Products”) prepared by A/E and its 
subcontractors/ subconsultants are related exclusively to the services described in this Agreement 
and are intended to be used with respect to this Project.  However, it is expressly understood and 
agreed by and between the parties hereto that all of A/E’s designs under this Agreement 
(including but not limited to tracings, drawings, estimates, specifications, investigations, studies 
and other documents, completed or partially completed), shall be the property of County to be 
thereafter used in any lawful manner as County elects.  Any such subsequent use made of 
documents by County shall be at County’s sole risk and without liability to A/E. 

 
By execution of this Agreement and in confirmation of the fee for services to be paid under this 
Agreement, A/E hereby conveys, transfers, and assigns to County all rights under the Federal 
Copyright Act of 1976 (or any successor copyright statute), as amended, all common law 
copyrights and all other intellectual property rights acknowledged by law in the Project Designs 
and Work Product developed under this Agreement.  Copies may be retained by A/E.  A/E shall 
be liable to County for any loss or damage to any such documents while they are in the possession 
of or while being worked upon by A/E or anyone connected with A/E, including agents, 
employees, Engineers or subcontractors/ subconsultants.  All documents so lost or damaged shall 
be replaced or restored by A/E without cost to County. 
 
Upon execution of this Agreement, A/E grants to County permission to reproduce A/E’s work 
and documents for purposes of constructing, using, and maintaining the Project, provided that

County will comply with its obligations, including prompt payment of all sums when due, under 
this Agreement. A/E shall obtain similar permission from A/E’s subcontractors/ subconsultants 
consistent with this Agreement.  If and upon the date A/E is adjudged in default of this 
Agreement, County is permitted to authorize other similarly credentialed design professionals to 
reproduce and, where permitted by law, to make changes, corrections, or additions to the work 
and documents for the purposes of completing, using, and maintaining the Project. 

 
County shall not assign, delegate, sublicense, pledge, or otherwise transfer any permission 
granted herein to another party without the prior written consent of A/E.  However, County shall 
be permitted to authorize the contractor, subcontractors, and material or equipment suppliers to 
reproduce applicable portions of A/E Work Products appropriate to and for use in the execution 
of the Work.  Submission or distribution of A/E Work Products to meet official regulatory 
requirements or for similar purposes in connection with the Project is permitted.  Any 
unauthorized use of A/E Work Products shall be at County's sole risk and without liability to A/E 
and its subconsultants. 

 
Prior to A/E providing to County any A/E Work Products in electronic form or County providing 
to A/E any electronic data for incorporation into A/E Work Products, County and A/E shall, by 
separate written agreement, set forth the specific conditions governing the format of such A/E 
Work Products or electronic data, including any special limitations not otherwise provided in this 
Agreement.  Any electronic files are provided by A/E for the convenience of County and use of 
them is at County’s sole risk.  In the case of any defects in electronic files or any discrepancies 
between them and any hardcopy of the same documents prepared by A/E, the hardcopy shall 
prevail.  Only printed copies of documents conveyed by A/E shall be relied upon.   

 
A/E shall have no liability for changes made to the drawings by other consultants subsequent to 
the completion of the Project.  Any such change shall be sealed by A/E making that change and 
shall be appropriately marked to reflect what was changed or modified. 
 
 

ARTICLE 18 
PERSONNEL, EQUIPMENT, AND MATERIAL 

 
A/E shall furnish and maintain, at its own expense, quarters for the performance of all Basic 
Services, and adequate and sufficient personnel and equipment to perform the Basic Services as 
required.  All employees of A/E shall have such knowledge and experience as will enable them 
to perform the duties assigned to them.  Any employee of A/E who, in the reasonable opinion of 
County, is incompetent or whose conduct becomes detrimental to the Basic Services shall 
immediately be removed from association with the Project when so instructed by County.  A/E 
certifies that it presently has adequate qualified personnel in its employment for performance of 
the Basic Services required under this Agreement, or will obtain such personnel from sources 
other than County.  A/E may not change the Project Manager without prior written consent of 
County. 
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ARTICLE 19 
SUBCONTRACTING 

 
A/E shall not assign, subcontract, or transfer any portion of the Basic Services under this 
Agreement without prior written approval from County.  All subcontracts shall include the 
provisions required in this Agreement.  No subcontract shall relieve A/E of any responsibilities 
under this Agreement. 
 
 

ARTICLE 20 
MODIFICATIONS 

 
This instrument contains the entire Agreement between the parties relating to the right herein 
granted and obligations herein assumed.  Any oral or written representations or modifications 
concerning this instrument shall be of no force and effect excepting a subsequent written 
modification signed by both parties hereto. 
 
 

ARTICLE 21 
COMPLIANCE WITH LAWS 

 
21.1  Compliance.   
A/E shall render the services hereunder in accordance with generally accepted standards 
applicable thereto and shall use that degree of care and skill commensurate with the architecture 
and engineering professions, and in recognition of such standards, A/E shall comply with all 
applicable federal, state, and local laws, statutes, codes, ordinances, rules and regulations, and 
the orders and decrees of any court, or administrative bodies or tribunals in any manner affecting 
the performance of this Agreement, including, without limitation, minimum/ maximum salary 
and wage statutes and regulations, and licensing laws and regulations.  A/E shall furnish County 
with satisfactory proof of its compliance. 
 
A/E shall further obtain all permits and licenses required in the performance of the Basic Services 
contracted for herein. 

 
21.2  Taxes.   
A/E shall pay all taxes, if any, required by law arising by virtue of the Basic Services performed 
hereunder.  County is qualified for exemption pursuant to the provisions of Section 151.309 of 
the Texas Limited Sales, Excise, and Use Tax Act. 
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ARTICLE 22 
INDEMNIFICATION 

 
A/E AGREES, TO THE FULLEST EXTENT PERMITTED BY LAW, TO INDEMNIFY AND HOLD COUNTY 
HARMLESS FROM AND AGAINST ANY AND ALL LIABILITIES, LOSSES, PENALTIES, JUDGMENTS, CLAIMS, 
LAWSUITS, DAMAGES, COSTS AND EXPENSES, INCLUDING, BUT NOT LIMITED TO, REASONABLE 
ATTORNEYS’ FEES, (“LOSSES”) TO THE EXTENT SUCH LOSSES ARE CAUSED BY OR RESULTS FROM A 
NEGLIGENT ACT OR OMISSION, NEGLIGENCE, OR INTENTIONAL TORT COMMITTED BY A/E, A/E’S 
EMPLOYEES, AGENTS, OR ANY OTHER PERSON OR ENTITY UNDER CONTRACT WITH A/E INCLUDING, 
WITHOUT LIMITATION, A/E’S SUBCONSULTANTS, OR ANY OTHER ENTITY OVER WHICH A/E EXERCISES 
CONTROL.   
 
A/E FURTHER AGREES, TO THE FULLEST EXTENT PERMITTED BY LAW, TO INDEMNIFY AND HOLD 
COUNTY HARMLESS FROM ANY AND ALL LIABILITIES, LOSSES, PENALTIES, JUDGMENTS, CLAIMS, 
LAWSUITS, DAMAGES, COSTS AND EXPENSES, INCLUDING, BUT NOT LIMITED TO, REASONABLE 
ATTORNEYS’ FEES, (“LOSSES”) TO THE EXTENT SUCH LOSSES ARE CAUSED BY OR RESULTS FROM A/E’S 
FAILURE TO PAY A/E’S EMPLOYEES, SUBCONTRACTORS, SUBCONSULTANTS, OR SUPPLIERS, IN 
CONNECTION WITH ANY OF THE WORK PERFORMED OR TO BE PERFORMED UNDER THIS AGREEMENT 
BY A/E.   
 
A/E FURTHER AGREES TO INDEMNIFY AND HOLD COUNTY HARMLESS FROM ANY AND ALL LIABILITIES, 
LOSSES, PENALTIES, CLAIMS, LAWSUITS, DAMAGES, COSTS AND EXPENSES, INCLUDING, BUT NOT 
LIMITED TO, REASONABLE ATTORNEYS’ FEES, (“LOSSES”) TO THE EXTENT SUCH LOSSES ARE CAUSED BY 
OR RESULTS FROM THE INFRINGEMENT OF ANY INTELLECTUAL PROPERTY ARISING OUT OF THE USE OF 
ANY PLANS, DESIGN, DRAWINGS, OR SPECIFICATIONS FURNISHED BY A/E IN THE PERFORMANCE OF 
THIS AGREEMENT. 
 
THE LIMITS OF INSURANCE REQUIRED IN THIS AGREEMENT AND/OR THE CONTRACT DOCUMENTS 
SHALL NOT LIMIT A/E’S OBLIGATIONS UNDER THIS ARTICLE 22.  THE TERMS AND CONDITIONS 
CONTAINED IN THIS ARTICLE 22 SHALL SURVIVE THE TERMINATION OF THIS AGREEMENT AND/OR 
CONTRACT DOCUMENTS OR THE SUSPENSION OF THE WORK HEREUNDER.  TO THE EXTENT THAT ANY 
LIABILITIES, PENALTIES, DEMANDS, CLAIMS, LAWSUITS, LOSSES, DAMAGES, COSTS AND EXPENSES ARE 
CAUSED IN PART BY THE ACTS OF COUNTY OR THIRD PARTIES FOR WHOM A/E IS NOT LEGALLY 
LIABLE, A/E’S OBLIGATIONS SHALL BE IN PROPORTION TO A/E’S FAULT.  THE OBLIGATIONS HEREIN 
SHALL ALSO EXTEND TO ANY ACTIONS BY COUNTY TO ENFORCE THIS INDEMNITY OBLIGATION. 
 
IN THE EVENT THAT CONTRACTORS INITIATE LITIGATION AGAINST COUNTY IN WHICH CONTRACTOR 
ALLEGES DAMAGES AS A RESULT OF ANY ACTS, ERRORS OR OMISSIONS OF A/E OR ANY OF ITS 
EMPLOYEES OR ANY PERSON, FIRM OR CORPORATION DIRECTLY OR INDIRECTLY EMPLOYED BY A/E, 
INCLUDING, BUT NOT LIMITED TO, DEFECTS, ERRORS, OR OMISSIONS IN THE CONSTRUCTION 
DOCUMENTS OR IN THE ADMINISTRATION OF THIS AGREEMENT BY A/E OR ANY OF ITS EMPLOYEES 
OR ANY PERSON, FIRM OR CORPORATION DIRECTLY OR INDIRECTLY EMPLOYED BY A/E, AND/OR 
INADEQUATE SERVICES PURSUANT TO THE CONSTRUCTION PHASE-ADMINISTRATION OF THE 
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CONSTRUCTION CONTRACT AS DEFINED AND REQUIRED BY THIS AGREEMENT, AGREEMENT 
EXHIBITS AND THE CONSTRUCTION CONTRACT DOCUMENTS, THEN COUNTY SHALL HAVE THE 
RIGHT TO JOIN A/E AT COUNTY’S COST.  A/E SHALL ALSO HOLD COUNTY HARMLESS AND INDEMNIFY 
COUNTY TO THE EXTENT THAT A/E, ANY OF ITS EMPLOYEES, AGENTS, SUBCONTRACTORS, 
SUBCONSULTANTS, OR SUPPLIERS, OR OTHER ENTITIES OVER WHICH A/E EXERCISES CONTROL, 
CAUSED SUCH DAMAGES TO CONTRACTOR, INCLUDING ANY AND ALL COSTS AND ATTORNEYS’ FEES 
INCURRED BY COUNTY IN CONNECTION WITH THE DEFENSE OF ANY CLAIMS WHERE A/E, ITS 
EMPLOYEES, AGENTS, SUBCONTRACTORS, SUBCONSULTANTS, OR SUPPLIERS, OR OTHER ENTITIES 
OVER WHICH A/E EXERCISES CONTROL, ARE ADJUDICATED AT FAULT. 
 
 

ARTICLE 23 
PROFESSIONAL’S RESPONSIBILITIES 

 
A/E shall be responsible for the accuracy of its Professional Services and shall promptly make 
necessary revisions or corrections to its Work Product resulting from errors, omissions, or 
negligent acts, and same shall be done without compensation.  County shall determine A/E’s 
responsibilities for all questions arising from design errors and/or omissions, subject to the 
dispute resolution provisions of Article 31.  A/E shall not be relieved of responsibility for 
subsequent correction of any such errors or omissions in its work product, or for clarification of 
any ambiguities until after the construction phase of the Project has been completed. 
 
 

ARTICLE 24 
PROFESSIONAL’S SEAL 

 
The responsible architect and engineer shall sign, seal, and date all appropriate submissions to 
County in accordance with Texas laws and the rules of the State Boards of Registration for 
Professionals. 

 
 

ARTICLE 25 
INSURANCE 

 
A/E shall comply with the following insurance requirements, at all times, during this Agreement: 
 
25.1  Coverage Limits.   
A/E, at A/E’s sole cost, shall purchase and maintain, during the entire term while this Agreement 
is in effect, the following insurance: 

 
 25.1.1 

Worker's Compensation in accordance with statutory requirements. 
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 25.1.2 
Commercial General Liability Insurance with a combined minimum Bodily Injury and 
Property Damage limits of $1,000,000 per occurrence and $2,000,000 in the aggregate. 

 
 25.1.3 

Automobile Liability Insurance for all owned, non-owned, and hired vehicles with 
combined minimum limits for Bodily Injury and Property Damage limits of $500,000 per 
occurrence and $1,000,000 in the aggregate. 

 
 25.1.4 

Professional Liability Errors and Omissions Insurance in the amount of $[1,000,000 per 
claim. 

 
25.2 Additional Insureds; Waiver of Subrogation.   
County, its directors, officers and employees shall be added as additional insureds under policies 
listed under (2) and (3) above, and on those policies where County, its directors, officers and 
employees are additional insureds, such insurance shall be primary; and, any insurance 
maintained by County shall be excess and not contribute with it.  Such policies shall also include 
waivers of subrogation in favor of County. 
 
25.3 Premiums and Deductible.   
A/E shall be responsible for payment of premiums for all insurance coverages required under this 
Article 25.  A/E further agrees that for each claim, suit, or action made against insurance provided 
hereunder, with respect to all matters for which A/E is responsible hereunder, A/E shall be solely 
responsible for all deductibles and self-insured retentions.  Any deductibles or self-insured 
retentions over $50,000 in A/E’s insurance must be declared and approved in writing by County 
in advance. 
 
25.4 Commencement of Work.   
A/E shall not commence any work under this Agreement until it has obtained all required 
insurance and such insurance has been approved by County.  As further set out below, A/E shall 
not allow any subcontractor/ subconsultant(s) to commence work to be performed in connection 
with this Agreement until all required insurance has been obtained and approved; and, such 
approval shall not be unreasonably withheld.  Approval of the insurance by County shall not 
relieve or decrease the liability of A/E hereunder. 
 
25.5 Insurance Company Rating.   
Required insurance must be written by a company approved to do business in the State or Texas 
with a financial standing of at least an A-rating, as reflected in Best’s insurance ratings or by a 
similar rating system recognized within the insurance industry at the time the policy is issued. 

 
25.6 Certification of Coverage.   
A/E shall furnish County with a certification of coverage issued by the insurer.  A/E shall not 
cause any insurance to be canceled nor permit any insurance to lapse.  In addition to any other 
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notification requirements set forth hereunder, A/E shall also notify County, within twenty-
four (24) hours of receipt, of any notices of expiration, cancellation, non-renewal, or material 
change in coverage it receives from its insurer. 

 
25.7 No Arbitration.   
It is the intention of County and agreed to and hereby acknowledged by A/E, that no provision 
of this Agreement shall be construed to require County to submit to mandatory arbitration in the 
settlement of any claim, cause of action or dispute, except as specifically required in direct 
connection with an insurance claim or threat of claim under an insurance policy required 
hereunder or as may be required by law or a court of law with jurisdiction over the provisions of 
this Agreement. 

 
25.8 Subcontractor/ Subconsultant’s Insurance.   
Without limiting any of the other obligations or liabilities of A/E, A/E shall require each 
subcontractor/ subconsultant performing work under this Agreement (to the extent a 
subcontractor/ subconsultant is allowed by County) to maintain during the term of this 
Agreement, at the subcontractor/ subconsultant’s own expense, the same stipulated minimum 
insurance required in this Article 25 above, including the required provisions and additional 
policy conditions as shown below in this Article 25. 

 
A/E shall obtain and monitor the certificates of insurance from each subcontractor/ subconsultant 
in order to assure compliance with the insurance requirements.  A/E must retain the certificates 
of insurance for the duration of this Agreement and shall have the responsibility of enforcing 
these insurance requirements among its subcontractor/ subconsultants.  County shall be entitled, 
upon request and without expense, to receive copies of these certificates of insurance. 

 
25.9 Insurance Policy Endorsements.   
Each insurance policy shall include the following conditions by endorsement to the policy:

The cost of all insurance required herein to be secured and maintained by A/E shall be borne 
solely by A/E, with certificates of insurance evidencing such minimum coverage in force to be 
filed with County.  Such certificates of insurance are evidenced as Exhibit F. 

 
 

ARTICLE 26 
SUCCESSORS AND ASSIGNS 

 
This Agreement shall be binding upon and inure to the benefit of the parties hereto, their 
successors, lawful assigns, and legal representatives.  A/E may not assign, sublet, or transfer any 
interest in this Agreement, in whole or in part, by operation of law or otherwise, without 
obtaining the prior written consent of County. 

 
 

ARTICLE 27 
SEVERABILITY 

 
In the event any one or more of the provisions contained in this Agreement shall for any reason 
be held to be invalid, illegal or unenforceable in any respect, then such invalidity, illegality or 
unenforceability shall not affect any other provision thereof and this Agreement shall be 
construed as if such invalid, illegal or unenforceable provision had never been contained herein. 

 
 

ARTICLE 28 
PRIOR AGREEMENTS SUPERSEDED 

 
This Agreement constitutes the sole agreement of the parties hereto and supersedes any prior 
understandings or written or oral agreements between the parties respecting the subject matter 
defined herein.  This Agreement may only be amended or supplemented by mutual agreement 
of the parties hereto in writing. 

 
 

ARTICLE 29 
A/E’S ACCOUNTING RECORDS 

 
A/E agrees to maintain, for a period of three (3) years after final payment under this Agreement, 
detailed records, books, documents, and papers which are directly pertinent to the services to be 
performed under this Agreement and records of reimbursable costs and expenses of other 
providers and provide such other details as may be requested by the County Auditor for the 
purposes of making audits, examinations, excerpts and transcriptions.  A/E agrees that County 
or its duly authorized representatives shall, until the expiration of three (3) years after final 
payment under this Agreement, have access to and the right to examine and photocopy any and 
all detailed records, books, documents, and papers which are directly pertinent to the services to 
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be performed under this Agreement and records of reimbursable costs and expenses of other 
providers for the purposes of making audits, examinations, excerpts, and transcriptions.  A/E 
further agrees that County shall have access during normal working hours to all necessary A/E 
facilities and shall be provided adequate and appropriate workspace in order to conduct audits 
in compliance with the provisions of this Article 29.  County shall give A/E reasonable advance 
notice of intended audits. 
 

 
ARTICLE 30 

GENERAL PROVISIONS 
 
30.1 Time is of the Essence.   
A/E understands and agrees that time is of the essence and that any failure of A/E to complete 
the Basic Services within the agreed Production Schedule set out in Exhibit C may constitute a 
material breach of this Agreement.  A/E shall be fully responsible for its delays or for failures to 
use its reasonable efforts in accordance with the terms of this Agreement and A/E’s standard of 
performance as defined herein.  Where damage is caused to County due to A/E’s negligent failure 
to perform, County may accordingly withhold, to the extent of such damage, A/E’s payments 
hereunder without waiver of any of County’s additional legal rights or remedies. 
 
30.2 Force Majeure.   
Neither County nor A/E shall be deemed in violation of this Agreement if prevented from 
performing any of their obligations hereunder by reasons for which they are not responsible or 
circumstances beyond their control.  However, notice of such impediment or delay in 
performance must be timely given, and all reasonable efforts undertaken to mitigate its effects. 

 
30.3 Enforcement and Venue.   
This Agreement shall be enforceable in Georgetown, Williamson County, Texas, and if legal 
action is necessary by either party with respect to the enforcement of any or all of the terms or 
conditions herein, exclusive venue for same shall lie in Williamson County, Texas.  This 
Agreement shall be governed by and construed in accordance with the laws and court decisions 
of the State of Texas excluding, however, its choice of law rules. 

 
30.4 Standard of Performance.   
The standard of care for all professional architecture, engineering, consulting and related services 
performed or furnished by A/E and its employees under this Agreement will be the care and skill 
ordinarily used by members of A/E’s profession, practicing under the same or similar 
circumstances at the same time and in the same locality. 

 
30.5 Opinion of Probable Cost.   
Any opinions of probable Project cost or probable construction cost provided by A/E are made 
on the basis of information available to A/E and on the basis of A/E’s experience and qualifications 
and represents its judgment as an experienced and qualified professional.  However, since A/E 
has no control over the cost of labor, materials, equipment, or services furnished by others, or 
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over the contractor(s’) methods of determining prices, or over competitive bidding or market 
conditions, A/E does not guarantee that proposals, bids or actual Project or construction cost will 
not vary from opinions of probable cost A/E prepares. 

 
30.6 Opinions and Determinations.   
Where the terms of this Agreement provide for action to be based upon opinion, judgment, 
approval, review, or determination of either party hereto, such terms are not intended to be and 
shall never be construed as permitting such opinion, judgment, approval, review, or 
determination to be arbitrary, capricious, or unreasonable. 

 
30.7 Reports of Accidents.   
Within twenty-four (24) hours after A/E becomes aware of the occurrence of any accident or other 
event which results in, or might result in, injury to the person or property of any third person 
(other than an employee of A/E), whether or not it results from, or involves, any action or failure 
to act by A/E or any employee or agent of A/E and which arises in any manner from the 
performance of this Agreement, A/E shall send a written report of such accident or other event to 
County, setting forth a full and concise statement of the facts pertaining thereto.  A/E shall also 
immediately send to County a copy of any summons, subpoena, notice, or other documents 
served upon A/E, its agents, employees, or representatives, or received by it or them, in 
connection with any matter before any court arising in any manner from A/E’s performance of 
work under this Agreement. 

 
30.8 Gender, Number, and Headings.   
Words of any gender used in this Agreement shall be held and construed to include any other 
gender, and words in the singular number shall be held to include the plural, unless the context 
otherwise requires.  The headings and section numbers are for convenience only and shall not be 
considered in interpreting or construing this Agreement. 

 
30.9 Construction.  
Each party hereto acknowledges that it and its counsel have reviewed this Agreement and that 
the normal rules of construction are not applicable and there will be no presumption that any 
ambiguities will be resolved against the drafting party in the interpretation of this Agreement. 
 
30.10 Independent Contractor Relationship.   
Both parties hereto, in the performance of this Agreement, shall act in an individual capacity and 
not as agents, employees, partners, joint ventures or associates of one another.  The employees or 
agents of one party shall not be deemed or construed to be the employees or agents of the other 
party for any purposes whatsoever. 

 
30.11 No Waiver of Immunities.   
Nothing in this Agreement shall be deemed to waive, modify, or amend any legal defense 
available at law or in equity to County, its past or present officers, employees, or agents, nor to 
create any legal rights or claim on behalf of any third party.  County does not waive, modify, or 
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alter, to any extent whatsoever, the availability of the defense of governmental immunity under 
the laws of the State of Texas and of the United States. 

 
30.12 Texas Public Information Act.   
To the extent, if any, that any provision in this Agreement is in conflict with Texas Government 
Code 552.001 et seq., as amended (the “Public Information Act”), the same shall be of no force or 
effect.  Furthermore, it is expressly understood and agreed that County, its officers and employees 
may request advice, decisions and opinions of the Attorney General of the State of Texas in regard 
to the application of the Public Information Act to any items or data furnished to County as to 
whether or not the same are available to the public.  It is further understood that County’s officers 
and employees shall have the right to rely on the advice, decisions and opinions of the Attorney 
General, and that County, its officers and employees shall have no liability or obligation to any 
party hereto for the disclosure to the public, or to any person or persons, of any items or data 
furnished to County by a party hereto, in reliance of any advice, decision or opinion of the 
Attorney General of the State of Texas. 

 
30.13 Governing Terms and Conditions.   
If there is an irreconcilable conflict between the terms and conditions set forth in this Agreement 
or any Supplemental Agreement and the terms and conditions set forth in any Exhibit, Appendix 
to this Agreement, the terms and conditions set forth in this Agreement or any Supplemental 
Agreement shall control over the terms and conditions set forth in any Exhibit, Appendix this 
Agreement. 

 
30.14 Appropriation of Funds by County.   
County believes it has sufficient funds currently available and authorized for expenditure to 
finance the costs of this Agreement. A/E understands and agrees that County’s payment of 
amounts under this Agreement is contingent on the County receiving appropriations or other 
expenditure authority sufficient to allow the County, in the exercise of reasonable administrative 
discretion, to continue to make payments under this Agreement. It is further understood and 
agreed by A/E that County shall have the right to terminate this Agreement at the end of any 
County fiscal year if the governing body of County does not appropriate sufficient funds as 
determined by County’s budget for the fiscal year in question.  County may affect such 
termination by giving written notice of termination to A/E. 
 
 

ARTICLE 31 
DISPUTE RESOLUTION 

 
Except as otherwise specifically set forth herein, County and A/E shall work together in good 
faith to resolve any controversy, dispute, or claim between them which arises out of or relates to 
this Agreement, whether stated in tort, contract, statute, claim for benefits, bad faith, professional 
liability or otherwise ("Claim").  If the parties are unable to resolve the Claim within thirty (30) 
days following the date in which one party sent written notice of the Claim to the other party, 
and if a party wishes to pursue the Claim, such Claim shall be addressed through non-binding 
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mediation.  A single mediator engaged in the practice of law, who is knowledgeable about subject 
matter of this Agreement, shall be selected by agreement of the parties and serve as the mediator.  
Any mediation under this Agreement shall be conducted in Williamson County, Texas.  The 
mediator’s fees shall be borne equally between the parties.  Such non-binding mediation is a 
condition precedent to seeking redress in a court of competent jurisdiction, but this provision 
shall not preclude either party from filing a lawsuit in a court of competent jurisdiction prior to 
completing a mediation, if necessary to preserve the statute of limitations, in which case such 
lawsuit shall be stayed pending completion of the mediation process contemplated herein.  This 
provision shall survive the termination of this Agreement. 
 

ARTICLE 32 
EQUAL OPPORTUNITY IN EMPLOYMENT 

 
The parties to this Agreement agree that during the performance of the services under this 
Agreement they will not discriminate against any employee or applicant for employment because 
of race, color, religion, sex, or national origin.  The parties to this Agreement will take affirmative 
action to ensure that applicants are employed, and that employees are treated during 
employment, without regard to their race, color, religion, sex, or national origin.  Such action shall 
include, but not be limited to the following: employment, upgrading, demotion, or transfer; 
termination; rates of pay or other forms of compensation, and selection for training, including 
apprenticeship.  

 
 

ARTICLE 33 
MERGER 

 
The Parties agree that this Agreement contains all of the terms and conditions of the 
understanding of the parties relating to the subject matter hereof.  All prior negotiations, 
discussions, correspondence and preliminary understandings between the parties and others 
relating hereto are superseded by this Agreement. 
 
 

ARTICLE 34 
PUBLIC CONTACT 

 
Contact with the news media, citizens of Williamson County or governmental agencies shall be 
the responsibility of County.  Under no circumstances shall A/E release any material or 
information developed in the performance of its services hereunder without the express written 
permission of County. 
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ARTICLE 35 
A/E’s REPRESENTATIONS 

 
A/E represents that it is financially solvent, able to pay its debts as they become due, and 
possesses sufficient working capital to complete the services and perform its obligation under 
this Agreement and under the Contract Documents.  A/E further represents and acknowledges 
that: (a) it is a sophisticated business entity that possesses the required level of experience and 
expertise in business administration, construction, and contract administration of projects of 
similar or like size, complexity, and nature as the Project and (b) the fee stated in this Agreement 
is adequate compensation for the timely completion of the Basic Services. 
 
 

ARTICLE 36 
SIGNATORY WARRANTY 

 
The undersigned signatory for A/E hereby represents and warrants that the signatory is an officer 
of the organization for which he/she has executed this Agreement and that he/she has full and 
complete authority to enter into this Agreement on behalf of the firm. The above-stated 
representations and warranties are made for the purpose of inducing County to enter into this 
Agreement. 
 
IN WITNESS WHEREOF, County has caused this Agreement to be signed in its name by its duly 
authorized County Judge, thereby binding the parties hereto, their successors, assigns and 
representatives for the faithful and full performance of the terms and provisions hereof. NO

SCOPE OF BASIC SERVICES 

THE FOLLOWING SCOPE OF SERVICES IS INTENDED TO BE CONSISTENT WITH THE 
AGREEMENT.  TO THE EXTENT THIS SCOPE OF SERVICES IS INCONSISTENT WITH THE 
AGREEMENT, THE AGREEMENT WILL SUPERSEDE THE SCOPE OF SERVICES AND WILL 
BE CONTROLLING. 

In consideration of the Basic Fee provided in the Agreement, A/E shall perform the following 
Basic Services, based on standard architectural and engineering practices: 

These services may include, but are not limited to as-built drawings, programming, architectural, 
structural, civil, mechanical, plumbing, electrical, hazardous materials, IT and security, landscape 
and irrigation, cost estimates and construction administration, master planning, facility condition 
assessment, forensic investigations, real estate evaluations, and specialized studies and analyses 
as agreed to by County and A/E. 

GENERAL REQUIREMENTS 

Design Criteria.  A/E shall prepare all work in accordance with the latest version of applicable 
County’s procedures, specifications, manuals, guidelines, standard drawings, and standard 
specifications. A/E shall prepare each Plans, Specifications, and Estimates (PS&E) package in a 
form suitable for letting through County’s construction contract bidding and awarding process. 

Right-of-Entry and Coordination.  A/E shall notify County and secure permission to enter 
private property to perform any surveying, environmental, engineering or geotechnical activities 
needed off County property.  In pursuance of County’s policy with the general public, A/E shall 
not commit acts which would result in damages to private property, and A/E shall make every 
effort to comply with the wishes and address the concerns of affected private property owners.  
A/E shall contact each property owner prior to any entry onto the owner’s property and shall 
request concurrence from County prior to each entry. 

A/E shall notify County and coordinate with adjacent A/Es on all controls at project interfaces.  

A/E shall prepare each exhibit necessary for approval by each utility, and other governmental or 
regulatory agency in compliance with the applicable format and guidelines required by each 
entity and as approved by County. A/E shall notify County in writing prior to beginning any 
services on any outside agency’s exhibit. 

Progress Reporting.  A/E shall submit monthly (at a minimum) a progress status e-mail to 
County’s Project Manager (PM) regardless of whether A/E is invoicing for that month. 
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A/E shall prepare and maintain a design and estimated construction schedule in a format 
reasonably acceptable to County during project phases prior to the Construction Administration 
Phase.  A/E shall schedule milestone submittals per Exhibit C – Production Schedule.  Contractor 
shall prepare and maintain a construction schedule in Gantt chart format during the project 
Construction Administration Phase through the Close-out Phase.   

Within thirty (30) days of completion of construction of the project, A/E shall deliver all electronic 
files in formats reasonably acceptable to County. 

Final payment is contingent upon County’s receipt and confirmation by County’s PM that the 
electronic files function and are formatted in accordance with the Agreement and all review 
comments are addressed. 

A/E shall prepare a letter of transmittal to accompany each document submittal to County. At a 
minimum, the letter of transmittal must include County’s project name, Agreement and Work 
Authorization numbers, as well as facility name and address. 

Coordination.  A/E shall coordinate issues through County’s PM.  County will communicate, in 
writing, resolution of issues and provide A/E direction through County’s PM. 

Level of Effort.  A/E shall base the level of effort at each phase on the prior work developed in 
earlier phases without unnecessary repetition or re-study. 

Quality Assurance (QA) and Quality Control (QC).  A/E shall provide peer review at all levels.  
For each deliverable, A/E shall maintain evidence of A/E’s internal review and mark-up of that 
deliverable as preparation for submittal.  When internal mark-ups are requested by County in 
advance, County, at its sole discretion, may reject the deliverable should A/E fail to provide the 
evidence of internal mark-ups.  A/E shall clearly label each document submitted for quality 
assurance as an internal mark-up document. 

A/E shall perform QA and QC on all consultant products (when applicable to the project) prior 
to delivery to County.  If, during the course of reviewing a submittal, it becomes apparent to 
County that the submittal contains unreasonable errors, omissions, or inconsistencies, County 
may cease its review and immediately return the submittal for appropriate action by A/E. 

A submittal returned to A/E for this reason is not a submittal for purposes of the submission 
schedule.  Rejected submittals shall neither impact the overall deadline of the Project nor the 
review period allotted to County officials.  A/E shall provide an updated schedule showing 
interim submission date changes to make-up for any lost time.  A/E shall not submit an invoice 
until County accepts the submittal as reasonably complete. 

Organization of Plan Sheets.  The PS&E package shall be complete and organized in a manner 
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that is suitable for the bidding and awarding of a construction contract. 

Naming of Electronic Project Files and Organization of Design Project Folders.  A/E shall use 
succinct and understandable file names including project name, document content, and date 
created (i.e. “Project_DOCUMENT_yyyy.mm.dd”).  A/E shall maintain files in an organized folder 
structure that is readily understandable to outside users to facilitate communication and 
minimize complications in project close-out.

WILLIAMSON COUNTY VENDOR REIMBURSEMENT POLICY 

The purpose of this Williamson County Vendor Reimbursement Policy (“Policy”) is to provide 
clear guidelines to vendors on Williamson County’s expectations and requirements regarding 
allowable reimbursable expenditures and required backup. The Policy will also minimize 
conflicts related to invoice payments and define non-reimbursable items. This Policy is 
considered a guideline and is not a contract. 

This Policy may be altered, deleted, or amended at any time and without prior notice to vendors, 
by action of the Williamson County Commissioners Court. Unenforceable provisions of this 
Policy, as imposed by applicable law, regulations, or judicial decisions, shall be deemed to be 
deleted. Any revisions to this Policy will be distributed to all current vendors doing business with 
County. 

1. Invoices and Affidavits 

1.1 Invoices must adequately describe the goods or services provided to County and 
include all required backup (i.e. reimbursable expenses, mileage log, timesheets, 
receipts detailing expenses incurred etc.) that is in a form acceptable to the Williamson 
County Auditor. Invoices that do not adequately describe the goods or services 
provided to County or contain backup that is not satisfactory to the Williamson 
County Auditor will be returned to vendor for revisions and the provision above 
relating to invoice errors resolved in favor of County shall control as to the required 
actions of vendor and when such invoice must be paid by County. 

1.2 In the event an invoice includes charges based upon hourly billing rates for services 
or any other rates based upon the amount of time worked by an individual or 
individuals in performing services, whether the charges are being billed directly to 
County or whether they are the basis of invoices from subcontractors for which the 
vendor seeks reimbursement from County, the charges shall be accompanied by an 
affidavit signed by an officer or principal of the vendor certifying that the work was 
performed, it was authorized by County and that all information contained in the 
invoice that is being submitted is true and correct. 

1.3 Upon County’s request, vendor must submit all bills paid affidavits wherein vendor 
must swear and affirm that vendor has paid each of its subcontractors, laborers, 
suppliers and material in full for all labor and materials provided to vendor for or in 
connection with services and work performed for County and, further, vendor must 
swear and affirm that vendor is not aware of any unpaid bills, claims, demands, or 
causes of action by any of its subcontractors, laborers, suppliers, or material for or in 
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connection with the furnishing of labor or materials, or both, for services and work 
performed for County. 

2. Travel Reimbursement 

2.1 County will only cover costs associated with travel on vendors outside a 50-mile 
radius from Williamson County, Texas. 

2.2 County will only cover costs associated with travel as documented work for County. 
If a vendor is also doing business for another client, the travel costs must be split in 
proportion to the amount of work actually performed for County and the other client. 
The only allowable travel expense will be for the specific days worked for Williamson 
County. 

2.3 No advance payments will be made to vendor for travel expenditures. The travel 
expenditure may only be reimbursed after the expenditure/trip has already occurred 
and vendor has provided the Williamson County Auditor with all necessary and 
required backup. 

2.4 Vendors must submit all travel reimbursement requests on each employee in full. 
Specifically, a travel reimbursement request must include all related travel 
reimbursement expenses relating to a particular trip for which vendor seeks 
reimbursement. Partial travel reimbursement requests will not be accepted (i.e. 
vendor shall not submit hotel and mileage one month then the next month submit 
rental car and airfare). If the travel reimbursement appears incomplete, the invoice 
will be sent back to the vendor to be submitted when all information is ready to submit 
in full. 

2.5 Reimbursement for transportation costs will be at the most reasonable means of 
transportation (i.e.: airline costs will be reimbursed for coach rate, rental car costs will 
only be reimbursed if rental car travel was most reasonable means of travel as 
compared to travel by air). 

2.6 County will not be responsible for, nor will County reimburse additional charges due 
to personal preference or personal convenience of individual traveling. 

2.7 County will not reimburse airfare costs if airfare costs were higher than costs of 
mileage reimbursement. 

2.8 Additional expenses associated with travel that is extended to save costs (i.e. Saturday 
night stay) may be reimbursed if costs of airfare would be less than the cost of 
additional expenses (lodging, meals, car rental, mileage) if the trip had not been 
extended.  Documentation satisfactory to the Williamson County Auditor will be 
required to justify expenditure. 
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2.9 County will only reimburse travel expense to necessary personnel of the vendor (i.e. 
no spouse, friends, or family members). 

2.10 Except as otherwise set forth herein, a vendor must provide a paid receipt for all 
expenses. If a receipt cannot be obtained, a written sworn statement of the expense 
from the vendor may be substituted for the receipt. 

2.11 Sales tax for meals and hotel stays are the only sales taxes that will be reimbursed. 
Sales tax on goods purchased will not be reimbursed. A sales tax exemption form is 
available from the Williamson County Auditor’s Office upon request. 

2.12 County will not pay for any late charges on reimbursable items. It is the responsibility 
of the vendor to pay the invoice first and seek reimbursement from County. 

3. Meals 

3.1 Meal reimbursements are limited to a maximum of $50.00 per day on overnight travel. 
On day travel (travel that does not require an overnight stay), meal reimbursements 
are limited to a maximum of $20.00 per day. The travel must be outside the Williamson 
County, Texas line by a 50-mile radius. 

3.2 Receipts are required on meal reimbursement amounts up to the maximum per day 
amount stated for overnight or day travel. If receipts are not presented, the vendor 
can request per diem (per diem limits refer to 3.2). However, a vendor cannot combine 
per diem and meal receipts. Only one method shall be allowed. 

3.3 Meals are reimbursable only for vendors who do not have the necessary personnel 
located within a 50-mile radius of Williamson County, Texas that are capable of 
carrying the vendor’s obligations to County. Meals will not be reimbursed to vendors 
who are located within a 50-mile radius of Williamson County, Texas. 

3.4 County will not reimburse for alcoholic beverages. 

3.5 Tips are reimbursable but must be reasonable to limitation of meal allowance 

3.6 No meals purchased for entertainment purposes will be allowed. 

3.7 Meal reimbursement must be substantiated with a hotel receipt. 

4. Lodging 

4.1 Hotel accommodations require an itemized hotel folio as a receipt. The lodging receipt 
shall include name of the motel/hotel, number of occupant(s), goods or services for 
each individual charge (room rental, food, tax, etc.) and the name of the occupant(s). 
Credit card receipts or any other form of receipt are not acceptable. 
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4.2 Vendors will be reimbursed for a single room rate charge plus any applicable tax. If a 
single room is not available, the vendor must provide documentation to prove that a 
single room was not available in order to justify the expense over and above the single 
room rate. A vendor may also be required to provide additional documentation if a 
particular room rate appears to be excessive. 

4.3 Personal telephone charges, whether local or long distance, will not be reimbursed. 

5. Airfare 

5.1 County will only reimburse up to a coach price fare for air travel. 

5.2 County will exclude any additional charges due to personal preference or personal 
convenience of the individual traveling (i.e. early bird check in, seat preference 
charges, airline upgrades, etc. will not be an allowable reimbursement) 

5.3 Air travel expenses must be supported with receipt copy of an airline ticket or an 
itinerary with actual ticket price paid. If tickets are purchased through a website, 
vendor must submit a copy of the webpage showing the ticket price if no paper ticket 
was issued. 

5.4 Cancellation and/or change flight fees may be reimbursed by County but vendor must 
provide the Williamson County Auditor with documentation in writing from a 
County department head providing authorization for the change. 

5.5 County will not reimburse vendor for tickets purchased with frequent flyer miles. 

6. Car Rental 

6.1 Vendors that must travel may rent a car at their destination when it is less expensive 
than other transportation such as taxis, airport shuttles or public transportation such 
as buses or subways. 

6.2 Cars rented must be economy or mid-size. Luxury vehicle rentals will not be 
reimbursed. Any rental costs over and above the cost of a mid-size rental will be 
adjusted. 

6.3 Vendors will be reimbursed for rental cars if the rental car cost would have been less 
than the mileage reimbursement cost (based on the distance from vendor’s point of 
origin to Williamson County, Texas) had the vendor driven vendor’s car. 

6.4 Vendors must return a car rental with appropriate fuel levels as required by rental 
agreement to avoid the car rental company from adding fuel charges. 

6.5 Rental agreement and credit card receipt must be provided to County as back up for 
the request for reimbursement. 
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6.6 Insurance purchased when renting vehicle may also be reimbursed. 

6.7 Car Rental optional extras such as GPS, roadside assistance, and administrative fees 
on Tolls will not be reimbursed. 

7. Personal Car Usage 

7.1 Personal vehicle usage will be reimbursed in an amount equal to the standard mileage 
rate allowed by the IRS. 

7.2 Per code of Federal Regulations, Title 26, Subtitle A, Chapter 1, Subchapter B, Part 
IX, Section 274(d), all expense reimbursement requests must include the following: 

7.2.1 Date 

7.2.2 Destination 

7.2.3 Purpose 

7.2.4 Name of traveler(s) 

7.2.5 Correspondence that verifies business purpose of the expense 

7.3 The mileage for a personal vehicle must document the date, location of travel to/from, 
number of miles traveled and purpose of trip. 

7.4 Mileage will be reimbursed on the basis of the most commonly used route. 

7.5 Reimbursement for mileage shall not exceed the cost of a round trip coach airfare. 

7.6 Reimbursement for mileage shall be prohibited between place of residence and usual 
place of work. 

7.7 Mileage shall be calculated from employee’s regular place of work or their residence, 
whichever is the shorter distance when traveling to a meeting or traveling to 
Williamson County, Texas for vendors who are located outside of Williamson County, 
Texas by at least a 50-mile radius. 

7.8 When more than one person travels in same vehicle, only one person may claim 
mileage reimbursement. 

7.9 Tolls, if reasonable, are reimbursable. Receipts are required for reimbursement.  If a 
receipt is not obtainable, then written documentation of expense must be submitted 
for reimbursement (administrative fees on Tolls will not be reimbursed). 

7.10 Parking fees, if reasonable are reimbursable for meetings and hotel stays. For vendors 
who contract with a third party for visitor parking at vendor’s place of business, 
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Williamson County will not reimburse a vendor based on a percentage of its 
contracted visitor parking fees. Rather, Williamson County will reimburse Vendor for 
visitor parking on an individual basis for each time a visitor uses Vendor’s visitor 
parking. Receipts are required for reimbursement. If a receipt is not obtainable, then 
written documentation of expense must be submitted for reimbursement. 

7.11 Operating and maintenance expenses as well as other personal expenses, such as 
parking tickets, traffic violations, and car repairs and collision damage are not 
reimbursable. 

8. Other Expenses 

8.1 Taxi fare, bus tickets, conference registrations, parking, etc. must have a proper 
original receipt. 

9. Repayment of Non-reimbursable Expenses 

Vendors must, upon demand, immediately repay County for all inappropriately reimbursed 
expenses whenever an audit or subsequent review of any expense reimbursement 
documentation finds that such expense was reimbursed contrary to these guidelines and this 
Policy. Williamson County reserves the right to retain any amounts that are due or that 
become due to a vendor in order to collect any inappropriately reimbursed expenses that a 
vendor was paid. 

10. Non-Reimbursable Expenses 

In addition to the non-reimbursable items set forth above in this Policy, the following is a non-
exhaustive list of expenses that will not be reimbursed by Williamson County: 

10.1 Alcoholic beverages/tobacco products 

10.2 Personal phone calls 

10.3 Laundry service 

10.4 Valet service (excludes hotel valet) 

10.5 Movie rentals 

10.6 Damage to personal items 

10.7 Flowers/plants 

10.8 Greeting cards 

10.9 Fines and/or penalties 
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10.10 Entertainment, personal clothing, personal sundries, and service 

10.11 Transportation/mileage to places of entertainment or similar personal activities 

10.12 Upgrades to airfare, hotel and/or car rental 

10.13 Airport parking above the most affordable rate available 

10.14 Excessive weight baggage fees or cost associated with more than two airline bags 

10.15 Auto repairs 

10.16 Babysitter fees, kennel costs, pet, or house-sitting fees 

10.17 Saunas, massages, or exercise facilities 

10.18 Credit card delinquency fees or service fees 

10.19 Doctor bills, prescription and other medical services 

10.20 Hand tools 

10.21 Safety Equipment (hard hats, safety vests, etc.) 

10.22 Office Supplies 

10.23 Lifetime memberships to any association 

10.24 Donations to other entities 

10.25 Any items that could be construed as campaigning 

10.26 Community outreach items exceeding $2 per item 

10.27 Technology Fees 

10.28 Sales tax on goods purchased 

Any other expenses which Williamson County deems, in its sole discretion, to be inappropriate 
or unnecessary expenditures.

Evaluation Factors: 
 
Operation Liberty Hill (OLH) was created in 2011 and received their 501c3 nonprofit status in 
2012. The organization’s first physical location was located in a 800 square foot house on 
Fellowship Church’s property located at 3600 RR 1869 in Liberty Hill. Our lease was a verbal 
agreement with no rent charged to Operation Liberty Hill and we resided there from 2011 to 
2013. The little house is no longer there. Pastor Tim McIlhaney was present at Fellowship 
Church at that time and is the pastor there now. He can be reached at 512-259-8872.  
 
Operation Liberty Hill’s second leased location was at 15100 Hwy 29 in Liberty Hill. This 
property is owned by Chris Winkley and he can be reached at 512-515-7733. We leased this 
property from 2013 to 2015. 
 
Our third lease was through Williamson County for the property at 1401 Hwy 183, Leander. The 
lease was a five-year lease with a five-year option which began in November 2015. In 
November of 2020 the five-year option began and expires October 31, 2025. 
 
Operation Liberty Hill has never been late paying rent or missed a payment. OLH has invested 
thousands of dollars on improvements and maintenance to the property we currently lease 
from Williamson County. OLH will continue to improve the parking area with road base, keep 
the grounds groomed and trash free and make any necessary or cosmetic repairs. Attractive 
portable buildings have been acquired to provide much needed space for storage and donation 
processing for the thrift store. The signage is kept up to date and legible. Raised bed gardens 
provide produce for the food pantry and a playscape area next to the gardens provide a fun 
place for kids to play. 
 
Operation Liberty Hill will use the property to continue to serve our community with a food 
pantry, clothes, basic necessities, financial assistance and other resources at no cost to promote 
financial stability and overall well-being to those in need. Our mission is to not only provide for 
the basic needs of our clients but to show them they are loved and valued, treating them with 
dignity and respect. Nonprofessional counseling and a listening ear let them know we care and 
are sincere in our quest to reduce the stress associated with navigating the social services 
available to them.  
 
The OLH thrift store serves not only our clients but also the public and those looking for a 
special treasure. All proceeds go to support the food pantry and other programs at OLH. The 
food pantry hours are Tuesday from 9:00 – 4:45, Thursday 12:00 – 5:45 and Fridays from noon 
till the perishable food items are gone. The thrift store is open from 10:00 – 6:00 Tuesday, 
Wednesday, and Thursday, and 10:00 – 3:00 on Friday and Saturday. The thrift store donation 
drop off is open during the stores business hours. 
 
The second story over the food pantry is a public usage space which houses Capstone Baptist 
Church, hosts several girl scout troop meetings and is an awesome space for training and other 



events. Currently, OLH is providing a 5-week Basic Money Management Course which is open to 
the public. We encourage our clients who are seeking financial assistance to enroll in this 
course. 
 
Operation Liberty Hill proposes to pay $100.00 plus the current property tax amount on a 
monthly basis to lease this property. 
 
Operation Liberty Hill has developed relationships with other local nonprofits enabling our 
organization to better serve those in our community living below poverty level as well as those 
who do not qualify for social services due to income but are in a crisis situation.

And at said meeting, among other business, the Court considered the following 

RESOLUTION 

WHEREAS, Williamson County, Texas was formed on March 13, 1848, out of Milam County and was named after 
Robert McAlpin Williamson and will be celebrating its demisemiseptcentennial in 2023; and 

WHEREAS, Williamson County is one of the fastest-growing counties in the country and home to nearly 700,000 people 
according to the US Census, with more people moving to the area daily; and  

WHEREAS, Williamson County has a rich history in its 175 years including being a prominent location on the Chisholm 
Trail cattle drive which took cattle to market in the late nineteenth century; and  

WHEREAS, Williamson County was home to Jessie Daniel Ames, a suffragette who registered over 3,000 first-time 
women voters in just 17 days for the 1918 election; and   

WHEREAS, Williamson County is known for the historic Dan Moody Trial from 1923 to 1924 when Dan Moody served 
as district attorney of the 26th Judicial District. During his term, Dan Moody became the first prosecuting attorney in the 
United States to win a legal battle against members of the Ku Klux Klan resulting in jail time. Dan Moody went on to 
become one of the youngest governors in Texas history; and 

WHEREAS, Dr. James Lee Dickey, a civil rights advocate and doctor, had a profound impact on Williamson County and 
his hometown of Taylor by improving the local water supply and leading vaccine clinics that stopped a typhoid epidemic 
in 1932-1933; and  

WHEREAS, Williamson County is home to several international companies including Dell, Apple, and the new Samsung 
semiconductor manufacturing facility which is the largest economic development project in US history with foreign 
investment; and  

WHEREAS, Williamson County started celebrating its 175th birthday on March 10 and 11 with activities in downtown 
Georgetown and will continue to celebrate its history and future participating in special events, festivals, and parades 
throughout 2023 ending at the Williamson County Fair and Rodeo in October 2023; and 

WHEREAS, the theme for Williamson County’s 175th birthday celebration is Still Making History, acknowledging the 
county’s rich history and promising future. 

NOW THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED, the Williamson County Commissioners Court encourages residents to learn 
more about Williamson County’s history and participate its 175th birthday celebration.

WHEREAS, the Commissioners Court of Williamson County, Texas (the "County") based 

on the recommendation of the County Auditor, deems it advisable and in the best interest of the 

County that the Notes, defined below, be issued; and 

 

WHEREAS, the Notes hereinafter authorized and designated are to be issued and delivered 

pursuant to Chapters 1371 and 1431, Texas Government Code, as amended; and 

 

WHEREAS, the County has no present intention to refund the Notes; and 

 

WHEREAS, it is hereby officially found and determined that the meeting at which this 

Order was passed was open to the public, and public notice of the time, place and purpose of said 

meeting was given, all as required by Chapter 551, Texas Government Code. 

 

BE IT ORDERED BY THE COMMISSIONERS COURT OF WILLIAMSON 

COUNTY, TEXAS: 

 

Section 1. RECITALS, AMOUNT AND PURPOSE OF THE NOTES.  Recitals and 

Purpose.  The recitals set forth in the preamble hereof are incorporated by reference herein and shall 

have the same force and effect as if set forth in this Section.  The Notes of the County are hereby 

authorized to be issued and delivered in one or more series the aggregate principal amount not to 

exceed $150,000,000 (the "Notes") for the purpose of:  (1) paying contractual obligations incurred or 

to be incurred for the construction of  public works and the purchasing of materials, supplies, 

equipment, machinery, buildings, lands and rights-of-way for the County's authorized needs and 

purposes including purchasing rights-of-way for road projects and constructing, renovating, 

expanding and equipping the County’s existing Juvenile Justice Center and (2) paying professional 

services including tax appraisal engineer, engineer, architect, attorney, mapmaker, auditor, financial 

adviser or fiscal agent and services in connection with issuing the Notes. 

 

Section 2. DEFINITIONS.  When used in this Order, except in Section 5, and in any 

resolution or order amendatory or supplemental hereto, the terms listed below shall have the 

meanings specified below, unless it is otherwise expressly provided or unless the context otherwise 

requires:

 "Business Day" means any day which is not a Saturday, Sunday or a day on which the 

Paying Agent/Registrar is authorized by law or executive order to remain closed. 

 

 "Commissioners Court" means the governing body of the County. 

 "County" means Williamson County, Texas and any other public agency succeeding to the 

powers, rights, privileges, and functions of the County and, when appropriate, the Commissioners 

Court of the County. 

 

 "Defeasance Securities" means (i) Federal Securities, (ii) noncallable obligations of an 

agency or instrumentality of the United States of America, including obligations that are 

unconditionally guaranteed or insured by the agency or instrumentality and that, on the date the 

Commissioners Court adopts or approves proceedings authorizing the issuance of refunding notes or 

otherwise provide for the funding of an escrow to effect the defeasance of the Notes are rated as to 

investment quality by a nationally recognized investment rating firm not less than "AAA" or its 

equivalent, (iii) noncallable obligations of a state or an agency or a county, municipality, or other 

political subdivision of a state that have been refunded and that, on the date the Commissioners 

Court adopts or approves proceedings authorizing the issuance of refunding notes or otherwise 

provide for the funding of an escrow to effect the defeasance of the Notes, are rated as to investment 

quality by a nationally recognized investment rating firm no less than "AAA" or its equivalent and 

(iv) any other then authorized securities or obligations under applicable State law that may be used 

to defease obligations such as the Notes.     

 

 "Federal Securities" means direct, noncallable obligations of the United States of America, 

including obligations that are unconditionally guaranteed by the United States of America. 

 

 "Fiscal Year" means the twelve-month accounting period for the County, which presently is 

the twelve-month period beginning on October 1 of each year and ending on September 30 of the 

following year, but which may be changed from time to time by the Commissioners Court. 

 

 "Initial Note(s)" means the Note(s) authorized, issued, and initially delivered as provided in 

Section 3 of this Order. 

 

 "Interest Payment Date" means a date on which interest on the Notes is due and payable as 

set forth in the Pricing Certificate. 

 

 "Issuance Date" means the date of delivery of a Series of the Notes. 

 

"Notes" means the Notes initially issued and delivered for each Series pursuant to this Order 

and the Pricing Certificate for the Notes and all substitute Notes exchanged therefor, as well as all 

other substitute notes and replacement notes issued pursuant hereto, and the term "Note" shall mean 

any of the Notes. 

 

 "Order" means this order of the Commissioners Court authorizing the issuance of one or 

more Series of the Notes. 

 

 "Outstanding" when used with reference to obligations, means, as of a particular date, all 

obligations theretofore and thereupon delivered except; (a) any obligation canceled by or on behalf 
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of the County at or before said date, (b) any obligation defeased or no longer considered Outstanding 

pursuant to the provisions of this Order or otherwise defeased as permitted by applicable law and (c) 

any such obligation in lieu of or in substitution for which another obligation shall have been 

delivered pursuant to this Order. 

 

 "Pricing Certificate" means the Pricing Certificate of the County's Pricing Officer to be 

executed and delivered pursuant to Section 3 hereof in connection with the issuance of one or more 

series of the Notes. 

 

 "Pricing Officer" means the County Auditor, acting as the designated pricing officer of the 

County to execute the Pricing Certificate.  In the absence of the County Auditor, the County Judge 

may act as the designated pricing officer of the County to execute the Pricing Certificate.  

   

 "Record Date" means, with respect to an Interest Payment Date, those dates set forth in the 

Pricing Certificate. 

 

 "Redemption Date" means a date fixed for redemption of any Note pursuant to the terms of 

this Order and the Pricing Certificate. 

 

 "Register" means the registry system maintained on behalf of the County by the Registrar in 

which are listed the names and addresses of the Registered Owners and the principal amount of 

Notes registered in the name of each Registered Owner. 

 

 "Registered Owner" means any person or entity in whose name a Note is registered. 

 

 "Registrar" or "Paying Agent/Registrar" means BOKF, NA, or such other bank, trust 

company, financial institution, or other entity as may hereafter be designated by the County to act as 

paying agent and registrar for the Notes in accordance with the terms of this Order. 

 

 "Replacement Notes" means the Notes authorized by the County to be issued in substitution 

for lost, apparently destroyed, or wrongfully taken Notes as provided in Section 9 of this Order. 

 

 "Series" means any designated series of Notes issued pursuant to this Order. 

 

 "Tax Exempt Notes" means each Series of Notes bearing interest which is excludable from 

gross income for federal taxation purposes pursuant to Section 103 of the IRS Code. 

 

 "Taxable Series" means each Series of Notes bearing interest at a taxable rate. 

 

 "Tax Exempt Series" means each Series of Tax Exempt Notes. 

 

 "Underwriter" means the senior managing underwriter as selected by the Pricing Officer for 

each series of the Notes issued pursuant to this Order and the other co-managers for each Series of 

Notes as the Pricing Officer deems appropriate. 

 

Section 3. DESIGNATION, DATE, DENOMINATIONS, NUMBERS AND 

DELEGATION TO PRICING OFFICER.  (a) Each note issued pursuant to this Order shall be 
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designated:  "WILLIAMSON COUNTY, TEXAS LIMITED TAX NOTE" and initially there 

shall be issued, sold, and delivered hereunder one or more Series of fully registered Notes, without 

interest coupons, numbered consecutively from R-1 upward  (except the Initial Note delivered to the 

Attorney General of the State of Texas which shall be numbered T-1) payable to the respective 

initial Registered Owners thereof, or to the registered assignee or assignees of said Notes or any 

portion or portions thereof, in Authorized Denominations, with each Series of Notes maturing not 

later than seven (7) years from the date of each series of the Notes, serially or otherwise on the dates, 

in the years and in the principal amounts, respectively, and dated, all as set forth in the Pricing 

Certificate to be executed and delivered by the Pricing Officer pursuant to subsection (b) of this 

section.  The Pricing Certificate is hereby incorporated in and made a part of this Order.  The title of 

each Series of the Notes shall be designated by the year in which it is awarded pursuant to Section 

3(b) below.  The authority for the Pricing Officer to execute and deliver a Pricing Certificate for a 

Series of Notes shall expire at 5:00 p.m. C.S.T. on March 21, 2024.  A Series of Notes priced on or 

before March 21, 2024 may be delivered to the Underwriter or purchasers, as applicable, after such 

date. 

 

 (b) As authorized by Section 1371.053, Texas Government Code, as amended, the 

Pricing Officer is hereby authorized to act on behalf of the County in selling and delivering one or 

more Series of the Notes, determining if a Series of Notes is a Tax Exempt Series or a Taxable 

Series and carrying out the other procedures specified in this Order, including determining the date 

of the Notes, any additional or different designation or title by which the Notes shall be known, the 

price at which the Notes will be sold, the years in which the Notes will mature, the principal amount 

to mature in each of such years, the aggregate principal amount of the Notes, the rate or rates of 

interest to be borne by each such maturity, the interest payment periods, the dates, price, and terms 

upon and at which the Notes shall be subject to redemption prior to maturity at the option of the 

County, as well as any mandatory sinking fund redemption provisions, finalizing the definition of 

Defeasance Securities and all other matters relating to the issuance, sale, and delivery of the Notes, 

all of which shall be specified in the Pricing Certificate; provided that (i) the price to be paid for a 

Series of the Notes shall not be less than 90% of the aggregate original principal amount thereof plus 

accrued interest, if any, thereon from its date to its delivery and (ii) the net effective interest rate of 

the Notes, or yield in the case of Premium Compound Interest Notes, shall not be greater than the 

maximum rate allowed by law.  In establishing the aggregate principal amount of the Notes, the 

Pricing Officer shall establish an amount not to exceed the amount authorized in Section 1, which 

shall be sufficient to provide for the purposes for which the Notes are authorized and to pay the costs 

of issuing the Notes. 

 

 (c) To achieve advantageous borrowing costs for the County, the Notes shall be sold on a 

negotiated, placement or competitive basis as determined by the Pricing Officer in the Pricing 

Certificate.  In determining whether to sell the Notes by negotiated, placement or competitive sale, 

the Pricing Officer shall take into account any material disclosure issues which might exist at the 

time, the market conditions expected at the time of the sale and any other matters which, in the 

judgment of the Pricing Officer, might affect the net borrowing costs on a Series of the Notes. 

 

 If the Pricing Officer determines that the Notes should be sold at a competitive sale, the 

Pricing Officer shall cause to be prepared a notice of sale and official statement in such manner as 

the Pricing Officer deems appropriate, to make the notice of sale and official statement available to 

those institutions and firms wishing to submit a bid for the Notes, to receive such bids, and to award 
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the sale of the Notes to the bidder submitting the best bid in accordance with the provisions of the 

notice of sale. 

 If the Pricing Officer determines that the Notes should be sold by a negotiated sale or 

placement, the Pricing Officer shall designate the placement purchaser or the Underwriter for the 

Notes and such additional investment banking firms as the Pricing Officer deems appropriate to 

assure that the Notes are sold on the most advantageous terms to the County.  The Pricing Officer, 

acting for and on behalf of the County, is authorized to enter into and carry out a Purchase 

Agreement or other agreement for a Series of the Notes to be sold by negotiated sale or placement, 

with the Underwriter or placement purchaser respectively, at such price, with and subject to such 

terms as determined by the Pricing Officer pursuant to Section 3(b) above.  Each Purchase 

Agreement or other agreement shall be substantially in the form and substance previously approved 

by the County in connection with the previously issued ad valorem tax debt with such changes as are 

acceptable to the Pricing Officer. 

 

 (d) The Notes shall bear interest calculated on the basis of a 360-day year composed of 

twelve 30-day months from the dates specified in the FORM OF NOTES set forth in this Order to 

their respective dates of maturity or redemption at the rates per annum set forth in the Pricing 

Certificate. 

 

 Section 4. CHARACTERISTICS OF THE NOTES.  (a)  Registration, Transfer, 

Conversion and Exchange; Authentication.  The County shall keep or cause to be kept at BOKF, 

NA, (the "Paying Agent/Registrar") books or records for the registration of the transfer, conversion 

and exchange of the Notes (the "Registration Books"), and the County hereby appoints the Paying 

Agent/Registrar as its registrar and transfer agent to keep such books or records and make such 

registrations of transfers, conversions and exchanges under such reasonable regulations as the 

County and Paying Agent/Registrar may prescribe; and the Paying Agent/Registrar shall make such 

registrations, transfers, conversions and exchanges as herein provided.  The Paying Agent/Registrar 

shall obtain and record in the Registration Books the address of the Registered Owner of each Note 

to which payments with respect to the Notes shall be mailed, as herein provided; but it shall be the 

duty of each Registered Owner to notify the Paying Agent/Registrar in writing of the address to 

which payments shall be mailed, and such interest payments shall not be mailed unless such notice 

has been given.  The County shall have the right to inspect the Registration Books during regular 

business hours of the Paying Agent/Registrar, but otherwise the Paying Agent/Registrar shall keep 

the Registration Books confidential and, unless otherwise required by law, shall not permit their 

inspection by any other entity.  The Paying Agent/Registrar shall make the Registration Books 

available within the State of Texas.  The County shall pay the Paying Agent/Registrar's standard or 

customary fees and charges for making such registration, transfer, conversion, exchange and delivery 

of a substitute Note or Notes.  Registration of assignments, transfers, conversions and exchanges of 

Notes shall be made in the manner provided and with the effect stated in the FORM OF NOTE set 

forth in this Order.  Each substitute Note shall bear a letter and/or number to distinguish it from each 

other Note. 

 

Except as provided in Section 4(c) of this Order, an authorized representative of the Paying 

Agent/Registrar shall, before the delivery of any such Note, date and manually sign said Note, and 

no such Note shall be deemed to be issued or outstanding unless such Note is so executed.  The 

Paying Agent/Registrar promptly shall cancel all paid Notes and Notes surrendered for conversion 

and exchange.  No additional orders or resolutions need be passed or adopted by the governing body 
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of the County or any other body or person so as to accomplish the foregoing conversion and 

exchange of any Note or portion thereof, and the Paying Agent/Registrar shall provide for the 

printing, execution, and delivery of the substitute Notes in the manner prescribed herein and said 

Notes shall be printed or typed on paper of customary weight and strength.  Pursuant to Chapter 

1201, Texas Government Code, as amended, and particularly Subchapter D thereof, the duty of 

conversion and exchange of Notes as aforesaid is hereby imposed upon the Paying Agent/Registrar, 

and, upon the execution of said Note, the converted and exchanged Note shall be valid, 

incontestable, and enforceable in the same manner and with the same effect as the Notes which 

initially were issued and delivered pursuant to this Order, approved by the Attorney General and 

registered by the Comptroller of Public Accounts. 

 

(b) Payment of Notes and Interest.  The County hereby further appoints the Paying 

Agent/Registrar to act as the paying agent for paying the principal of and interest on the Notes, all as 

provided in this Order.  The Paying Agent/Registrar shall keep proper records of all payments made 

by the County and the Paying Agent/Registrar with respect to the Notes, and of all conversions and 

exchanges of Notes, and all replacements of Notes, as provided in this Order.  However, in the event 

of a nonpayment of interest on a scheduled payment date, and for thirty (30) days thereafter, a new 

record date for such interest payment (a "Special Record Date") will be established by the Paying 

Agent/Registrar, if and when funds for the payment of such interest have been received from the 

County.  Notice of the past due interest shall be sent at least five (5) business days prior to the 

Special Record Date by United States mail, first-class postage prepaid, to the address of each 

Registered Owner appearing on the Registration Books at the close of business on the last business 

day next preceding the date of mailing of such notice. 

 

(c) In General.  The Notes (i) shall be issued in fully registered form, without interest 

coupons, with the principal of and interest on such Notes to be payable only to the Registered 

Owners thereof, (ii) may be converted and exchanged for other Notes, (iii) may be transferred and 

assigned, (iv) shall have the characteristics, (v) shall be signed, sealed, executed and authenticated, 

(vi) the principal of and interest on the Notes shall be payable, and (vii) shall be administered and the 

Paying Agent/Registrar and the County shall have certain duties and responsibilities with respect to 

the Notes, all as provided, and in the manner and to the effect as required or indicated, in the FORM 

OF NOTE set forth in this Order.  The Notes initially issued and delivered pursuant to this Order are 

not required to be, and shall not be, authenticated by the Paying Agent/Registrar, but on each 

substitute Note issued in conversion of and exchange for any Note or Notes issued under this Order 

the Paying Agent/Registrar shall execute the PAYING AGENT/REGISTRAR'S 

AUTHENTICATION NOTE, in the form set forth in the FORM OF NOTE. 

 

(d) Substitute Paying Agent/Registrar.  The County covenants with the Registered 

Owners of the Notes that at all times while the Notes are outstanding the County will provide a 

competent and legally qualified bank, trust company, financial institution, or other agency to act as 

and perform the services of Paying Agent/Registrar for the Notes under this Order, and that the 

Paying Agent/Registrar will be one entity.  The County reserves the right to, and may, at its option, 

change the Paying Agent/Registrar upon not less than 30 days written notice to the Paying 

Agent/Registrar, to be effective at such time which will not disrupt or delay payment on the next 

principal or interest payment date after such notice.  In the event that the entity at any time acting as 

Paying Agent/Registrar (or its successor by merger, acquisition, or other method) should resign or 

otherwise cease to act as such, the County covenants that promptly it will appoint a competent and 
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legally qualified bank, trust company, financial institution, or other agency to act as Paying 

Agent/Registrar under this Order.  Upon any change in the Paying Agent/Registrar, the previous 

Paying Agent/Registrar promptly shall transfer and deliver the Registration Books (or a copy 

thereof), along with all other pertinent books and records relating to the Notes, to the new Paying 

Agent/Registrar designated and appointed by the County.  Upon any change in the Paying 

Agent/Registrar, the County promptly will cause a written notice thereof to be sent by the new 

Paying Agent/Registrar to each Registered Owner of the Notes, by United States mail, first-class 

postage prepaid, which notice also shall give the address of the new Paying Agent/Registrar.  By 

accepting the position and performing as such, each Paying Agent/Registrar shall be deemed to have 

agreed to the provisions of this Order, and a certified copy of this Order shall be delivered to each 

Paying Agent/Registrar.

payment date next preceding the date of authentication, unless such date of authentication is after 

any Record Date but on or before the next following interest payment date, in which case such 

principal amount shall bear interest from such next following interest payment date; provided, 

however, that if on the date of authentication hereof the interest on the Note or Notes, if any, for 

which this Note is being exchanged is due but has not been paid, then this Note shall bear interest 

from the date to which such interest has been paid in full." 
 

C. The initial Note shall be numbered "T-1." 
 

Section 6. INTEREST AND SINKING FUND.  A special "Interest and Sinking Fund" 
is hereby created and shall be established and maintained by the County at an official depository 
bank of the County.  Said Interest and Sinking Fund shall be kept separate and apart from all other 
funds and accounts of the County and shall be used only for paying the interest on and principal of 
said Notes.  All ad valorem taxes levied and collected for and on account of the Notes shall be 
deposited, as collected, to the credit of the Interest and Sinking Fund.  During each year while any of 
the Notes are outstanding and unpaid, the governing body of the County shall compute and ascertain 
a rate and amount of ad valorem tax which will be sufficient to raise and produce the money required 
to pay the interest on the Notes as such interest comes due, and to provide and maintain a sinking 
fund adequate to pay the principal of the Notes as such principal matures (but never less than 2% of 
the original principal amount of the Notes as a sinking fund each year); and the tax shall be based on 
the latest approved tax rolls of the County, with full allowances being made for tax delinquencies 
and the cost of tax collection.  Said rate and amount of ad valorem tax is hereby levied, and is hereby 
ordered to be levied, against all taxable property in said County, for each year while any of the Notes 
are outstanding and unpaid, and said tax shall be assessed and collected each such year and deposited 
to the credit of the aforesaid Interest and Sinking Fund.  Said ad valorem taxes sufficient to provide 
for the payment of the interest on and principal of said Notes, as such interest comes due and such 
principal matures, are hereby pledged for such payment, within the limit prescribed by law. Any  
accrued interest on the Notes shall be deposited in the Interest and Sinking Fund and used to pay 
interest on the Notes. 
 

Section 7. DISPOSITION OF PROCEEDS.  Proceeds from the sale of the Notes shall, 

promptly upon receipt thereof, be applied by the Pricing Officer as follows: 

 

  (i) any underwriting discount or fees for the Notes may be retained by and/or 

wired directly to such parties; 

 

  (ii) any accrued interest shall be deposited into the Interest and Sinking Fund; and 

 

 
*As provided in the Pricing Certificate.  To the extent that the Pricing Certificate relating to the Notes is inconsistent 

with any provisions in this Form of Note or contains information to complete missing information in this Form of Note, 

the language in the Pricing Certificate shall be used in the executed Notes. 
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  (iii) an amount sufficient to pay the remaining costs of issuance of the Notes and 

the cost of the projects authorized in Section 1 of this Order. 

 

 Any sale proceeds of the Notes remaining after making all deposits and payments provided 

for above shall be deposited into the Interest and Sinking Account and applied to the payment of and 

interest on the Notes. 

 

 Accrued Interest and Premium.  Any accrued interest on the Notes shall be deposited in the 

Interest and Sinking Fund.  Any premium on the Notes shall be deposited as provided in the Pricing 

Certificate. 

 

 Interest Earnings.  Interest earnings derived from the investment of proceeds from the sale of 

the Notes shall be used along with the Note proceeds for the purpose for which the Notes are issued 

as set forth in Section 1 hereof or to pay principal or interest payments on the Notes; provided that 

after completion of such purpose, if any of such interest earnings remain on hand, such interest 

earnings shall be deposited in the Interest and Sinking Fund.  It is further provided, however, that 

any interest earnings on note proceeds which are required to be rebated to the United States of 

America pursuant to Section 11 hereof in order to prevent the Notes from being arbitrage notes shall 

be so rebated and not considered as interest earnings for the purposes of this Section. 

 

 Investment of Funds.  The County hereby covenants that the proceeds of the sale of the Notes 

will be used as soon as practicable for the purposes for which the Notes are issued.  Obligations 

purchased as an investment of money in any fund shall be deemed to be a part of such fund.  Any 

money in any fund created by this Order may be invested as permitted by the Public Funds 

Investment Act, as amended. 

 

 Security for Funds.  All funds created by this Order shall be secured in the manner and to the 

fullest extent required by law for the security of funds of the County. 

 

 Maintenance of Funds.  Any funds created pursuant to this Order may be created as separate 

funds or accounts or as subaccounts of the County's General Fund held by the County's depository, 

and, as such, not held in separate bank accounts, such treatment shall not constitute a commingling 

of the monies in such funds or of such funds and the County shall keep full and complete records 

indicating the monies and investments credited to each such fund. 

 

 Appropriation of Available Funds. There is hereby appropriated from funds of the County 

lawfully available for such purpose a sum sufficient to pay the interest and/or principal to become 

due on the Notes prior to receipt of applicable tax receipts. 

 
Section 8. DEFEASANCE OF NOTES.  (a) Any Note and the interest thereon shall be 

deemed to be paid, retired and no longer outstanding (a "Defeased Note") within the meaning of this 
Order, except to the extent provided in subsections (c) and (e) of this Section, when payment of the 
principal of such Note, plus interest thereon to the due date or dates (whether such due date or dates 
be by reason of maturity or otherwise) either (i) shall have been made or caused to be made in 
accordance with the terms thereof or (ii) shall have been provided for on or before such due date by 
irrevocably depositing with or making available to the Paying Agent/Registrar or a commercial bank 
or trust company for such payment (1) lawful money of the United States of America sufficient to 
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make such payment, (2) Defeasance Securities, certified by an independent public accounting firm of 
national reputation to mature as to principal and interest in such amounts and at such times as will 
ensure the availability, without reinvestment, of sufficient money to provide for such payment and 
when proper arrangements have been made by the County with the Paying Agent/Registrar or a 
commercial bank or trust company for the payment of its services until all Defeased Notes shall have 
become due and payable or (3) any combination of (1) and (2).  At such time as a Note shall be 
deemed to be a Defeased Note hereunder, as aforesaid, such Note and the interest thereon shall no 
longer be secured by, payable from, or entitled to the benefits of, the ad valorem taxes herein levied 
as provided in this Order, and such principal and interest shall be payable solely from such money or 
Defeasance Securities. 

 
(b) The deposit under clause (ii) of subsection (a) shall be deemed a payment of a Note as 

aforesaid when proper notice of redemption of such Notes shall have been given, in accordance with 
this Order. Any money so deposited with the Paying Agent/Registrar or a commercial bank or trust 
company as provided in this Section may at the discretion of the Commissioners Court also be 
invested in Defeasance Securities, maturing in the amounts and at the times as hereinbefore set forth, 
and all income from all Defeasance Securities in possession of the Paying Agent/Registrar or a 
commercial bank or trust company pursuant to this Section which is not required for the payment of 
such Note and premium, if any, and interest thereon with respect to which such money has been so 
deposited, shall be remitted to the Commissioners Court. 
 

(c) Notwithstanding any provision of any other Section of this Order which may be 
contrary to the provisions of this Section, all money or Defeasance Securities set aside and held in 
trust pursuant to the provisions of this Section for the payment of principal of the Notes and 
premium, if any, and interest thereon, shall be applied to and used solely for the payment of the 
particular Notes and premium, if any, and interest thereon, with respect to which such money or 
Defeasance Securities have been so set aside in trust.  Until all Defeased Notes shall have become 
due and payable, the Paying Agent/Registrar shall perform the services of Paying Agent/Registrar 
for such Defeased Notes the same as if they had not been defeased, and the County shall make 
proper arrangements to provide and pay for such services as required by this Order. 
 

(d) Notwithstanding anything elsewhere in this Order, if money or Defeasance Securities 
have been deposited or set aside with the Paying Agent/Registrar or a commercial bank or trust 
company pursuant to this Section for the payment of Notes and such Notes shall not have in fact 
been actually paid in full, no amendment of the provisions of this Section shall be made without the 
consent of the registered owner of each Note affected thereby. 
 

(e) Notwithstanding the provisions of subsection (a) immediately above, to the extent 
that, upon the defeasance of any Defeased Note to be paid at its maturity, the County retains the right 
under Texas law to later call that Defeased Note for redemption in accordance with the provisions of 
the Order authorizing its issuance, the County may call such Defeased Note for redemption upon 
complying with the provisions of Texas law and upon the satisfaction of the provisions of subsection 
(a) immediately above with respect to such Defeased Note as though it was being defeased at the 
time of the exercise of the option to redeem the Defeased Note and the effect of the redemption is 
taken into account in determining the sufficiency of the provisions made for the payment of the 
Defeased Note. 
 

Section 9. DAMAGED, MUTILATED, LOST, STOLEN, OR DESTROYED 
NOTES.  (a)  Replacement Notes.  In the event any outstanding Note is damaged, mutilated, lost, 
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stolen or destroyed, the Paying Agent/Registrar shall cause to be printed, executed and delivered, a 
new Note of the same principal amount, maturity and interest rate, as the damaged, mutilated, lost, 
stolen or destroyed Note, in replacement for such Note in the manner hereinafter provided. 
 

(b) Application for Replacement Notes.  Application for replacement of damaged, 
mutilated, lost, stolen or destroyed Notes shall be made by the Registered Owner thereof to the 
Paying Agent/Registrar.  In every case of loss, theft or destruction of a Note, the Registered Owner 
applying for a replacement Note shall furnish to the County and to the Paying Agent/Registrar such 
security or indemnity as may be required by them to save each of them harmless from any loss or 
damage with respect thereto.  Also, in every case of loss, theft or destruction of a Note, the 
Registered Owner shall furnish to the County and to the Paying Agent/Registrar evidence to their 
satisfaction of the loss, theft or destruction of such Note, as the case may be.  In every case of 
damage or mutilation of a Note, the Registered Owner shall surrender to the Paying Agent/Registrar 
for cancellation the Note so damaged or mutilated. 
 

(c) No Default Occurred.  Notwithstanding the foregoing provisions of this Section, in 
the event any such Note shall have matured, and no default has occurred which is then continuing in 
the payment of the principal of, redemption premium, if any, or interest on the Note, the County may 
authorize the payment of the same (without surrender thereof except in the case of a damaged or 
mutilated Note) instead of issuing a replacement Note, provided security or indemnity is furnished as 
above provided in this Section. 
 

(d) Charge for Issuing Replacement Notes.  Prior to the issuance of any replacement 
Note, the Paying Agent/Registrar shall charge the Registered Owner of such Note with all legal, 
printing, and other expenses in connection therewith.  Every replacement Note issued pursuant to the 
provisions of this Section by virtue of the fact that any Note is lost, stolen or destroyed shall 
constitute a contractual obligation of the County whether or not the lost, stolen or destroyed Note 
shall be found at any time, or be enforceable by anyone, and shall be entitled to all the benefits of 
this Order equally and proportionately with any and all other Notes duly issued under this Order. 
 

(e) Authority for Issuing Replacement Notes.  In accordance with Subchapter D of 
Chapter 1201, Texas Government Code, this Section 9 of this Order shall constitute authority for the 
issuance of any such replacement Note without necessity of further action by the governing body of 
the County or any other body or person, and the duty of the replacement of such Notes is hereby 
authorized and imposed upon the Paying Agent/Registrar, and the Paying Agent/Registrar shall 
authenticate and deliver such Notes in the form and manner and with the effect, as provided in 
Section 4(a) of this Order for Notes issued in conversion and exchange for other Notes. 

 
Section 10. CUSTODY, APPROVAL  AND REGISTRATION OF NOTES; BOND 

COUNSEL'S OPINION; CUSIP NUMBERS AND CONTINGENT INSURANCE 
PROVISION, IF OBTAINED.  The County Judge is hereby authorized to have control of the 
Notes initially issued and delivered hereunder and all necessary records and proceedings pertaining 
to the Notes pending their delivery and their investigation, examination, and approval by the 
Attorney General of the State of Texas, and their registration by the Comptroller of Public Accounts 
of the State of Texas.  Upon registration of the Notes said Comptroller of Public Accounts (or a 
deputy designated in writing to act for said Comptroller) shall manually sign the Comptroller's 
Registration Note attached to such Notes, and the seal of said Comptroller shall be impressed, or 
placed in facsimile, on such Note.  The approving legal opinion of the County's Bond Counsel and 
the assigned CUSIP numbers may, at the option of the County, be printed on the Notes issued and 
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delivered under this Order, but neither shall have any legal effect, and shall be solely for the 
convenience and information of the Registered Owners of the Notes.  In addition, if bond insurance 
is obtained, the Notes may bear an appropriate legend as provided by the insurer. 
 

Section 11. COVENANTS REGARDING TAX EXEMPTION OF INTEREST ON 

TAX EXEMPT NOTES.  (a)  Covenants.  The County covenants to take any action necessary 

to assure, or refrain from any action which would adversely affect, the treatment of the Tax Exempt 

Notes as obligations described in section 103 of the Internal Revenue Code of 1986, as amended (the 

"Code"), the interest on which is not includable in the "gross income" of the holder for purposes of 

federal income taxation.  In furtherance thereof, the County covenants as follows: 

 

(1)  to take any action to assure that no more than 10 percent of the proceeds of the 

Tax Exempt Notes or the projects financed therewith (less amounts deposited to a reserve 

fund, if any) are used for any "private business use," as defined in section 141(b)(6) of the 

Code or, if more than 10 percent of the proceeds or the projects financed therewith are so 

used, such amounts, whether or not received by the County, with respect to such private 

business use, do not, under the terms of this Order or any underlying arrangement, directly or 

indirectly, secure or provide for the payment of more than 10 percent of the debt service on 

the Tax Exempt Notes, in contravention of section 141(b)(2) of the Code; 

 

(2)  to take any action to assure that in the event that the "private business use" 

described in subsection (1) hereof exceeds 5 percent of the proceeds of the Tax Exempt 

Notes or the projects financed therewith (less amounts deposited into a reserve fund, if any) 

then the amount in excess of 5 percent is used for a "private business use" which is "related" 

and not "disproportionate," within the meaning of section 141(b)(3) of the Code, to the 

governmental use; 

 

(3)  to take any action to assure that no amount which is greater than the lesser of 

$5,000,000, or 5 percent of the proceeds of the Tax Exempt Notes (less amounts deposited 

into a reserve fund, if any) is directly or indirectly used to finance loans to persons, other 

than state or local governmental units, in contravention of section 141(c) of the Code; 

 

(4)  to refrain from taking any action which would otherwise result in the Tax 

Exempt Notes being treated as "private activity bonds" within the meaning of section 141(b) 

of the Code; 

 

(5)  to refrain from taking any action that would result in the Tax Exempt Notes being 

"federally guaranteed" within the meaning of section 149(b) of the Code; 

 

(6)  to refrain from using any portion of the proceeds of the Tax Exempt Notes, 

directly or indirectly, to acquire or to replace funds which were used, directly or indirectly, to 

acquire investment property (as defined in section 148(b)(2) of the Code) which produces a 

materially higher yield over the term of the Tax Exempt Notes, other than investment 

property acquired with -- 

 

(A)  proceeds of the Tax Exempt Notes invested for a reasonable temporary 

period of 3 years or less or, in the case of a refunding bond, for a period of 90 days or 
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less until such proceeds are needed for the purpose for which the Tax Exempt Notes 

are issued, 

 

(B)  amounts invested in a bona fide debt service fund, within the meaning of 

section l.148-1(b) of the Treasury Regulations, and 

 

(C)  amounts deposited in any reasonably required reserve or replacement 

fund to the extent such amounts do not exceed 10 percent of the proceeds of the Tax 

Exempt Notes; 

 

(7)  to otherwise restrict the use of the proceeds of the Tax Exempt Notes or amounts 

treated as proceeds of the Tax Exempt Notes, as may be necessary, so that the Tax Exempt 

Notes do not otherwise contravene the requirements of section 148 of the Code (relating to 

arbitrage); 

 

(8) to refrain from using the proceeds of the Tax Exempt Notes or proceeds of any 

prior Tax Exempt Notes to pay debt service on another issue more than 90 days after the date 

of issue of the Tax Exempt Notes in contravention of the requirements of section 149(d) of 

the Code (relating to advance refundings); and 

 

(9)  to pay to the United States of America at least once during each five-year period 

(beginning on the date of delivery of the Tax Exempt Notes) an amount that is at least equal 

to 90 percent of the "Excess Earnings," within the meaning of section 148(f) of the Code and 

to pay to the United States of America, not later than 60 days after the Tax Exempt Notes 

have been paid in full, 100 percent of the amount then required to be paid as a result of 

Excess Earnings under section 148(f) of the Code. 

 

(b)  Rebate Fund.  In order to facilitate compliance with the above covenant (8), a "Rebate 

Fund" is hereby established by the County for the sole benefit of the United States of America, and 

such fund shall not be subject to the claim of any other person, including without limitation the 

Noteholders.  The Rebate Fund is established for the additional purpose of compliance with section 

148 of the Code. 

 

(c)  Proceeds.  The County understands that the term "proceeds" includes "disposition 

proceeds" as defined in the Treasury Regulations and, in the case of refunding Tax Exempt Notes, 

transferred proceeds (if any) and proceeds of the refunded Tax Exempt Notes expended prior to the 

date of issuance of the Tax Exempt Notes.  It is the understanding of the County that the covenants 

contained herein are intended to assure compliance with the Code and any regulations or rulings 

promulgated by the U.S. Department of the Treasury pursuant thereto.  In the event that regulations 

or rulings are hereafter promulgated which modify or expand provisions of the Code, as applicable 

to the Tax Exempt Notes, the County will not be required to comply with any covenant contained 

herein to the extent that such failure to comply, in the opinion of nationally recognized bond counsel, 

will not adversely affect the exemption from federal income taxation of interest on the Tax Exempt 

Notes under section 103 of the Code.  In the event that regulations or rulings are hereafter 

promulgated which impose additional requirements which are applicable to the Tax Exempt Notes, 

the County agrees to comply with the additional requirements to the extent necessary, in the opinion 

of nationally recognized bond counsel, to preserve the exemption from federal income taxation of 
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interest on the Tax Exempt Notes under section 103 of the Code.  In furtherance of such intention, 

the County hereby authorizes and directs the County Auditor to execute any documents, Notes or 

reports required by the Code and to make such elections, on behalf of the County, which may be 

permitted by the Code as are consistent with the purpose for the issuance of the Tax Exempt Notes. 

 

(d)  Allocation Of, and Limitation On, Expenditures for the Project.  The County 

covenants to account for the expenditure of sale proceeds and investment earnings to be used for the 

purposes described in Section 1 of this Order (the "Project") on its books and records in accordance 

with the requirements of the Internal Revenue Code.  The County recognizes that in order for the 

proceeds to be considered used for the reimbursement of costs, the proceeds must be allocated to 

expenditures within 18 months of the later of the date that (1) the expenditure is made, or (2) the 

Project is completed; but in no event later than three years after the date on which the original 

expenditure is paid.  The foregoing notwithstanding, the County recognizes that in order for 

proceeds to be expended under the Internal Revenue Code, the sale proceeds or investment earnings 

must be expended no more than 60 days after the earlier of (1) the fifth anniversary of the delivery of 

the Tax Exempt Notes, or (2) the date the Tax Exempt Notes are retired. The County agrees to obtain 

the advice of nationally recognized bond counsel if such expenditure fails to comply with the 

foregoing to assure that such expenditure will not adversely affect the tax-exempt status of the Tax 

Exempt Notes.  For purposes hereof, the County shall not be obligated to comply with this covenant 

if it obtains an opinion that such failure to comply will not adversely affect the excludability for 

federal income tax purposes from gross income of the interest. 

 

(e) Disposition of Project.  The County covenants that the property constituting the 

Project will not be sold or otherwise disposed in a transaction resulting in the receipt by the County 

of cash or other compensation, unless any action taken in connection with such disposition will not 

adversely affect the tax exempt status of the Tax Exempt Notes.  For purpose of the foregoing, the 

County may rely on an opinion of nationally recognized bond counsel that the action taken in 

connection with such sale or other disposition will not adversely affect the tax exempt status of the 

Tax Exempt Notes.  For purposes of the foregoing, the portion of the property comprising personal 

property and disposed in the ordinary course shall not be treated as a transaction resulting in the 

receipt of cash or other compensation.  For purposes hereof, the County shall not be obligated to 

comply with this covenant if it obtains an opinion that such failure to comply will not adversely 

affect the excludability for federal income tax purposes from gross income of the interest. 

 

(f) Reimbursement. This Order is intended to satisfy the official intent requirements set 

forth in section 1.150-2 of the Treasury Regulations.  

    

 Section 12. TAXABLE NOTES. (a)  To the extent required by the Code and the 

regulations, it shall be the duty of the Paying Agent/Registrar to report to the Owners of the Taxable 

Notes and the Internal Revenue Service (i) the amount of "reportable payments," if any, subject to 

back up withholding during each year and the amount of tax withheld, if any, with respect to the 

payments on the Taxable Notes and (ii) the amount of interest or amount treated as interest, such as 

original issue discount, on the Taxable Notes required to be included in the gross income of the 

owners thereof for federal income tax purposes. 

 

 (b) It is the intention of the Commissioner's Court that the Taxable Notes not be 

obligations described in section 103 of the Internal Revenue Code of 1986 interest on which is 
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excludable from the gross income of the holders and in that regard the Commissioner's Court agrees 

not to file a form 8038-G, or any comparable information return relating to tax exempt obligations, 

with the Internal Revenue Service. 
 
Section 13. DEFAULT AND REMEDIES.  (a)  Events of Default.  Each of the 

following occurrences or events for the purpose of this Order is hereby declared to be an Event of 
Default: 

(i) the failure to make payment of the principal of or interest on any of the Notes 
when the same becomes due and payable; or 

 
(ii) default in the performance or observance of any other covenant, agreement or 

obligation of the County, the failure to perform which materially, adversely affects the rights 
of the Registered Owners of the Notes, including, but not limited to, their prospect or ability 
to be repaid in accordance with this Order, and the continuation thereof for a period of 60 
days after notice of such default is given by any Registered Owner to the County. 

 
(b) Remedies for Default. 

 
(i) Upon the happening of any Event of Default, then and in every case, any 

Registered Owner or an authorized representative thereof, including, but not limited to, a 
trustee or trustees therefor, may proceed against the County, or any official, officer or 
employee of the County in their official capacity, for the purpose of protecting and enforcing 
the rights of the Registered Owners under this Order, by mandamus or other suit, action or 
special proceeding in equity or at law, in any court of competent jurisdiction, for any relief 
permitted by law, including the specific performance of any covenant or agreement 
contained herein, or thereby to enjoin any act or thing that may be unlawful or in violation of 
any right of the Registered Owners hereunder or any combination of such remedies. 

 
(ii) It is provided that all such proceedings shall be instituted and maintained for 

the equal benefit of all Registered Owners of Notes then outstanding. 
 

(c) Remedies Not Exclusive. 
 

(i) No remedy herein conferred or reserved is intended to be exclusive of any 
other available remedy or remedies, but each and every such remedy shall be cumulative and 
shall be in addition to every other remedy given hereunder or under the Notes or now or 
hereafter existing at law or in equity; provided, however, that notwithstanding any other 
provision of this Order, the right to accelerate the debt evidenced by the Notes shall not be 
available as a remedy under this Order. 

 
(ii) The exercise of any remedy herein conferred or reserved shall not be deemed 

a waiver of any other available remedy. 
 

(iii) By accepting the delivery of a Note authorized under this Order, such 
Registered Owner agrees that the certifications required to effectuate any covenants or 
representations contained in this Order do not and shall never constitute or give rise to a 
personal or pecuniary liability or charge against the officers, employees or trustees of the 
County or the Commissioners Court. 
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(iv) None of the members of the Commissioners Court, nor any other official or 
officer, agent, or employee of the County, shall be charged personally by the Registered 
Owners with any liability, or be held personally liable to the Registered Owners under any 
term or provision of this Order, or because of any Event of Default or alleged Event of 
Default under this Order. 

 
Section 14. INTEREST EARNINGS ON NOTE PROCEEDS.  Interest earnings 

derived from the investment of proceeds from the sale of the Notes shall be used along with other 
Note proceeds for the purpose for which the Notes are issued set forth in Section 1 hereof; provided 
that after completion of such purpose, if any of such interest earnings remain on hand, such interest 
earnings shall be deposited in the Interest and Sinking Fund.  It is further provided, however, that 
any interest earnings on Note proceeds which are required to be rebated to the United States of 
America pursuant to Section 11 hereof in order to prevent the Notes from being arbitrage Notes shall 
be so rebated and not considered as interest earnings for the purposes of this Section. 
 

Section 15. APPROVAL OF OFFICIAL STATEMENT AND PAYING 
AGENT/REGISTRAR AGREEMENT.  The Pricing Officer is hereby authorized to approve and 
deem final the Preliminary Official Statement, the Official Statement relating to the Notes and any 
addenda, supplement or amendment thereto, and to deem such documents final in accordance with 
Rule 15c2-12.  The County further approves the distribution of such Official Statement in the 
reoffering of the Notes, with such changes therein or additions thereto as the Pricing Officer 
executing the same may deem advisable, such determination to be conclusively evidenced by his 
execution thereof. 
 
 One or more Paying Agent/Registrar Agreements by and between the County and BOKF, 
NA, ("Paying Agent Agreement") in substantially the form and substance previously approved by 
the County is hereby approved and the Pricing Officer is hereby authorized and directed to complete, 
amend, modify and execute the Paying Agent Agreement, as necessary. 
 

Section 16. CONTINUING DISCLOSURE UNDERTAKING. (a)  Definitions.  As 

used in this Section, the following terms have the meanings ascribed to such terms below: 

"Financial Obligation" means a (a) debt obligation; (b) derivative instrument entered into in 

connection with, or pledged as security or a source of payment for, an existing or planned debt 

obligation; or (c) guarantee of a debt obligation or any such derivative instrument; provided that 

"financial Obligation" shall not include municipal securities (as defined in the Securities Exchange 

Act of 1934, as amended) as to which a final official statement (as defined in the Rule) has been 

provided to the MSRB consistent with Rule. 

"MSRB" means the Municipal Securities Rulemaking Board. 

"Rule" means SEC Rule 15c2-12, as amended from time to time. 

"SEC" means the United States Securities and Exchange Commission. 

 

(b)  Annual Reports. The County shall provide annually to the MSRB, in an electronic format 

as prescribed by the MSRB, (i) within six months after the end of each fiscal year of the County 

ending in or after 2023, financial information and operating data, which information and data may be 

unaudited, with respect to the County of the general type included in the final Official Statement 

authorized by Section 15 of this Order, as further set forth in each Pricing Certificate, including 
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financial statements of the County if audited financial statements of the County are then available 

and (ii) if not provided as part of such financial information and operating data, audited financial 

statements of the County, within twelve months after the end of each fiscal year of the County 

ending in or after 2023.  Any financial statements to be so provided shall be (1) prepared in 

accordance with the accounting principles described in Exhibit "A" hereto, or such other accounting 

principles as the County may be required to employ from time to time pursuant to state law or 

regulation, and (2) audited, if the County commissions an audit of such statements and the audit is 

completed within the period during which they must be provided.  If the audit of such financial 

statements is not complete within such period, then the County shall provide unaudited financial 

statements within such period and audited financial statements for the applicable fiscal year to the 

MSRB, when and if the audit report on such statements become available. 

 

 If the County changes its fiscal year, it will notify the MSRB of the change (and of the date 

of the new fiscal year end) prior to the next date by which the County otherwise would be required to 

provide financial information and operating data pursuant to this Section. 

 

 (c) Event Notices.  The County shall file notice to notify the MSRB of any of the 

following events with respect to the Notes in a timely manner and not more than ten 

business days after the occurrence of the event: 

 

1. Principal and interest payment delinquencies; 

 

2. Non-payment related defaults, if material; 

 

3. Unscheduled draws on debt service reserves reflecting financial difficulties; 

 

4. Unscheduled draws on credit enhancements reflecting financial difficulties; 

 

5. Substitution of credit or liquidity providers, or their failure to perform; 

 

6. Adverse tax opinions, the issuance by the Internal Revenue Service of 

proposed or final determinations of taxability, Notices of Proposed Issue 

(IRS Form 5701–TEB) or other material notices or determinations with 

respect to the tax status of the Tax Exempt Notes, or other events affecting 

the tax status of the Tax Exempt Notes 

 

7. Modifications to rights of holders of the Notes, if material; 

8. Note calls, if material, and tender offers; 

 

9. Defeasances; 

 

10. Release, substitution, or sale of property securing repayment of the Notes, if 

material; 

 

11. Rating changes; 

 

12. Bankruptcy, insolvency, receivership or similar event of the County; 
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13. The consummation of a merger, consolidation, or acquisition involving the 

County or the sale of all or substantially all of the assets of the County, other 

than in the ordinary course of business, the entry into a definitive agreement 

to undertake such an action or the termination of a definitive agreement 

relating to any such actions, other than pursuant to its terms, if material;  

 

14. Appointment of a successor or additional trustee or the change of name of a 

trustee, if material; 

 

15. Incurrence of a Financial Obligation of the County, if material, or agreement 

to covenants, events of default, remedies, priority rights, or other similar 

terms of a Financial Obligation of the County, any of which affect security 

holder, if material; and 

 

16. Default, event of acceleration, termination event, modification of terms, or 

other similar events under the terms of a Financial Obligation of the County, 

any of which reflect financial difficulties. 

 

For these purposes, (a) any event described in the immediately preceding paragraph (12) is 

considered to occur when any of the following occur: the appointment of a receiver, fiscal agent, or 

similar officer for the County in a proceeding under the United States Bankruptcy Code or in any 

other proceeding under state or federal law in which a court or governmental authority has assumed 

jurisdiction over substantially all of the assets or business of the County, or if such jurisdiction has 

been assumed by leaving the existing governing body and officials or officers of the County in 

possession but subject to the supervision and orders of a court or governmental authority, or the 

entry of an order confirming a plan of reorganization, arrangement, or liquidation by a court or 

governmental authority having supervision or jurisdiction over substantially all of the assets or 

business of the County, and (b) the County intends the words used in the immediately preceding 

paragraphs (15) and (16) and the definition of Financial Obligation in this Section to have the same 

meanings as when they are used in the Rule, as ascribed by SEC Release No. 34-83885, dated 

August 20, 2018. 

 

 The County shall notify the MSRB, in an electronic format as prescribed by the MSRB, in a 

timely manner, of any failure by the County to provide financial information or operating data in 

accordance with subsection (b) of this Section by the time required by such subsection. All 

documents provided to the MSRB pursuant to this Section shall be accompanied by identifying 

information as prescribed by the MSRB. 

 

 (d) Limitations, Disclaimers, and Amendments.  The County shall be obligated to 

observe and perform the covenants specified in this Section for so long as, but only for so long as, 

the County remains an "obligated person" with respect to the Notes within the meaning of the Rule, 

except that the County in any event will give notice of any deposit made in accordance with Section 

7 of this Order that causes the Notes no longer to be outstanding.   

 

 The provisions of this Section are for the sole benefit of the holders and beneficial owners of 

the Notes, and nothing in this Section, express or implied, shall give any benefit or any legal or 

equitable right, remedy, or claim hereunder to any other person.  The County undertakes to provide 
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only the financial information, operating data, financial statements, and notices which it has 

expressly agreed to provide pursuant to this Section and does not hereby undertake to provide any 

other information that may be relevant or material to a complete presentation of the County's 

financial results, condition, or prospects or hereby undertake to update any information provided in 

accordance with this Section or otherwise, except as expressly provided herein.  The County does 

not make any representation or warranty concerning such information or its usefulness to a decision 

to invest in or sell Notes at any future date. 

 

 UNDER NO CIRCUMSTANCES SHALL THE COUNTY BE LIABLE TO THE HOLDER 

OR BENEFICIAL OWNER OF ANY NOTE OR ANY OTHER PERSON, IN CONTRACT OR 

TORT, FOR DAMAGES RESULTING IN WHOLE OR IN PART FROM ANY BREACH BY 

THE COUNTY, WHETHER NEGLIGENT OR WITHOUT FAULT ON ITS PART, OF ANY 

COVENANT SPECIFIED IN THIS SECTION, BUT EVERY RIGHT AND REMEDY OF ANY 

SUCH PERSON, IN CONTRACT OR TORT, FOR OR ON ACCOUNT OF ANY SUCH BREACH 

SHALL BE LIMITED TO AN ACTION FOR MANDAMUS OR SPECIFIC PERFORMANCE. 

 

 No default by the County in observing or performing its obligations under this Section shall 

comprise a breach of or default under this Order for purposes of any other provision of this Order. 

 

 Should the Rule be amended to obligate the County to make filings with or provide notices to 

entities other than the MSRB, the County hereby agrees to undertake such obligation with respect to 

the Notes in accordance with the Rule as amended. 

 Nothing in this Section is intended or shall act to disclaim, waive, or otherwise limit the 

duties of the County under federal and state securities laws. 

 
The provisions of this Section may be amended by the County from time to time to adapt to 

changed circumstances that arise from a change in legal requirements, a change in law, or a change 
in the identity, nature, status, or type of operations of the County, but only if (1) the provisions of 
this Section, as so amended, would have permitted an underwriter to purchase or sell Notes in the 
primary offering of the Notes in compliance with the Rule, taking into account any amendments or 
interpretations of the Rule since such offering as well as such changed circumstances and (2) either 
(a) the holders of a majority in aggregate principal amount (or any greater amount required by any 
other provision of this Order that authorizes such an amendment) of the outstanding Notes consents 
to such amendment or (b) a person that is unaffiliated with the County (such as nationally recognized 
bond counsel) determines that such amendment will not materially impair the interest of the holders 
and beneficial owners of the Notes.  If the County so amends the provisions of this Section, it shall 
include with any amended financial information or operating data next provided in accordance with 
subsection (b) of this Section an explanation, in narrative form, of the reason for the amendment and 
of the impact of any change in the type of financial information or operating data so provided.  The 
County may also amend or repeal the provisions of this continuing disclosure agreement if the SEC 
amends or repeals the applicable provision of the Rule or a court of final jurisdiction enters judgment 
that such provisions of the Rule are invalid, but only if and to the extent that the provisions of this 
sentence would not prevent an underwriter from lawfully purchasing or selling Notes in the primary 
offering of the Notes. 

 
(e) Format, Identifying Information, and Incorporation by Reference.  All financial 

information, operating data, financial statements, and notices required by this Section to be provided 
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to the MSRB shall be provided in an electronic format and be accompanied by identifying 
information prescribed by the MSRB. 

 
Financial information and operating data to be provided pursuant to subsection (b) of this 

Section may be set forth in full in one or more documents or may be included by specific reference 
to any document (including an official statement or other offering document) available o t the public 
on the MSRB's Internet Web site or filed with the SEC. 

 
Section 17. NO RECOURSE AGAINST COUNTY OFFICIALS.  No recourse shall be 

had for the payment of principal of or interest on any Notes or for any claim based thereon or on this 
Order against any official of the County or any person executing any Notes. 

 
Section 18. FURTHER ACTIONS.  The County Judge, the County Auditor and the First 

Assistant County Auditor  of the County (each an "Authorized Representative") are each hereby 
authorized, empowered and directed from time to time and at any time to do and perform all such 
acts and things and to execute, acknowledge and deliver in the name and under the corporate seal 
and on behalf of the County all such instruments, whether or not herein mentioned, as may be 
necessary or desirable in order to carry out the terms and provisions of this Order, the Notes, the 
initial sale and delivery of the Notes, the Paying Agent/Registrar Agreement, any insurance 
commitment letter or insurance policy and the Official Statement.  In addition, prior to the initial 
delivery of the Notes, each of the County Judge and the County Auditor are hereby authorized and 
directed to approve any technical changes or corrections to this Order or to any of the instruments 
authorized and approved by this Order necessary in order to (i) correct any ambiguity or mistake or 
properly or more completely document the transactions contemplated and approved by this Order 
and as described in the Official Statement, (ii) obtain a rating from any of the national bond rating 
agencies or satisfy requirements of the Bond Insurer, or (iii) obtain the approval of the Notes by the 
Texas Attorney General's office. 
 

In case any officer of the County whose signature shall appear on any Note shall cease to be 
such officer before the delivery of such Note, such signature shall nevertheless be valid and 
sufficient for all purposes the same as if such officer had remained in office until such delivery. 
 

Section 19. INTERPRETATIONS.  All terms defined herein and all pronouns used in 
this Order shall be deemed to apply equally to singular and plural and to all genders.  The titles and 
headings of the articles and sections of this Order and the Table of Contents of this Order have been 
inserted for convenience of reference only and are not to be considered a part hereof and shall not in 
any way modify or restrict any of the terms or provisions hereof.  This Order and all the terms and 
provisions hereof shall be liberally construed to effectuate the purposes set forth herein and to 
sustain the validity of the Notes and the validity of the lien on and pledge of the Pledged Revenues to 
secure the payment of the Notes. 
 

Section 20. INCONSISTENT PROVISIONS.  All orders or resolutions, or parts thereof, 
which are in conflict or inconsistent with any provision of this Order are hereby repealed to the 
extent of such conflict and the provisions of this Order shall be and remain controlling as to the 
matters contained herein. 
 

Section 21. INTERESTED PARTIES.  Nothing in this Order expressed or implied is 
intended or shall be construed to confer upon, or to give to, any person or entity, other than the 
County and the registered owners of the Notes, any right, remedy or claim under or by reason of this 
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Order or any covenant, condition or stipulation hereof, and all covenants, stipulations, promises and 
agreements in this Order contained by and on behalf of the County shall be for the sole and exclusive 
benefit of the County and the registered owners of the Notes. 
 

Section 22. INCORPORATION OF RECITALS.  The County hereby finds that the 
statements set forth in the recitals of this Order are true and correct, and the County hereby 
incorporates such recitals as a part of this Order. 
 

Section 23. SEVERABILITY.  If any provision of this Order or the application thereof to 
any circumstance shall be held to be invalid, the remainder of this Order and the application thereof 
to other circumstances shall nevertheless be valid, and this governing body hereby declares that this 
Order would have been enacted without such invalid provision. 

 
Section 24. REPEALER.  All orders, resolutions and ordinances, or parts thereof, 

inconsistent herewith are hereby repealed to the extent of such inconsistency. 
 

Section 25. EFFECTIVE DATE.  This Order shall become effect immediately from and 
after its passage on first and final reading in accordance with Section 1201.028, Texas Government 
Code, as amended. 
 

Section 26. PERFECTION.  Chapter 1208, Government Code, applies to the issuance of 
the Notes and the pledge of ad valorem taxes and surplus net revenues granted by the County under 
Sections 6 and 7 of this Order, and such pledge is therefore valid, effective and perfected.  If Texas 
law is amended at any time while the Notes are outstanding and unpaid such that the pledge of ad 
valorem taxes and surplus net revenues granted by the County under Sections 6 and 7 of this Order is 
to be subject to the filing requirements of Chapter 9, Business & Commerce Code, then in order to 
preserve to the registered owners of the Notes the perfection of the security interest in said pledge, 
the County agrees to take such measures as it determines are reasonable and necessary under Texas 
law to comply with the applicable provisions of Chapter 9, Business & Commerce Code and enable 
a filing to perfect the security interest in said pledge to occur.

1. Parties and Agreement Term 
 
1.1 Williamson County and Samaritan Health Ministries 
 
Williamson County (the "County") and Samaritan Health Ministries ("SHM") agree to the 
following terms and conditions concerning the Williamson County Uninsured Healthcare 
Program (the "Program").  
 
1.2 Participating Clinic 
 
SHM agrees to follow the rules and restrictions set by the County under the authority of 
this Agreement.  SHM understands that funds will not be paid for patient visits which do 
not meet the requirements of this Agreement.  
 
1.3 Agreement Term 
 
This Agreement will be in effect for the County fiscal year beginning as of the date of the 
last party’s execution herein below and ending September 30, 2023.  
 
2. County Responsibility  
 
2.1 Payment for Patient Visits  
 
The County will pay SHM Two Hundred Seventy Dollars ($270.00) per qualifying patient 
primary care, dental or mental health visit (“visits”) for SHM patients meeting the 
eligibility criteria set out in this Agreement.  Qualifying visits made to SHM are eligible 
for payment.  Payment of these funds will be subject to review by the Williamson County 
Auditor, and any additional auditing measures at the discretion of the Williamson County 
Commissioners Court.   
 
It is the intent of the parties hereto that funding under the Program is reserved for only 
those cases wherein a patient visit would not otherwise be funded by a different funding 
source.  The parties hereto acknowledge and agree that County shall only provide funding 
from the Program under this Agreement for a patient visit if other funding is not available 
in relation to such patient visit.  In the event that other funding is or was available for a 
particular patient visit and the County provided funding for the visit, SHM shall reimburse 
County for any funds that were provided for that particular patient visit.  
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2.2 Funding Limitations 
 
The County will not be responsible for payments exceeding the total annual amount 
allocated in the County budget for the Program for the 2023 fiscal year.  The total amount 
allocated for the Program is $54,000.00.   
 
2.3 Eligibility Requirements  
 
For a patient to be eligible for the Two Hundred Seventy Dollars ($270.00) payment of the 
visit to a SHM clinic by the County, a patient must meet all of the following criteria:  
 

(a) Each patient must be a Williamson County resident who is also either a U.S. 
Resident or Lawful Permanent Resident (Lawful Permanent Residents, also known as 
“green card” holders, are non-citizens who are lawfully authorized to live permanently 
within the United States);  
 (b)  The patient must have a face-to-face encounter between an eligible patient 
and one of the following health care professionals (Psychiatrist, LCSW, LPC, Ph.D. 
Psychologist, Dentist, Physician, or Nurse Practitioner).  A qualifying patent visit is a face-
to-face assessment, evaluation, mental health status exam, diagnostic interview, psychiatric 
medication management visit, therapy session, a primary care, or dental visit. 
 (c)  Each mental health, primary care or dental patient should have progress 
notes for visits that document the patient's progress or lack of progress, provided that 
nothing in this Agreement is intended to require any specific documentation or record-
keeping requirements, it being understood by the parties that services provided by SHM 
pursuant to this Agreement shall be documented and recorded in accordance with SHM’s 
customary practices and procedures, which practices and procedures shall comply with 
industry standards. 
 (d)  Missed sessions, phone sessions, consultations without the patient are not 
billable.  Collaborative phone calls and conferences are considered to be part of the covered 
session, and cannot be billed separately.  
 (e)  Only one visit, per patient may be billed on any one day. 

(f) Except for funding from the Program, there is no other funding source that 
will pay for the patient’s visit.  
  
3. SHM's Responsibility 
 
3.1 Billing  
 
In accordance with its standard billing practices, SHM will bill the County for services 
provided pursuant to this Agreement by submitting a report to the County, in care of 
Williamson County Auditor, Attn:  Finance Director, 710 Main Street, Suite 301, 
Georgetown, Texas 78626.   
 
The report shall provide the number of Eligible Encounters provided, Patient Account 
Numbers, Dates of Service, Service Type, Zip Code of Patient and Provider Name; 
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provided, however, Samaritan shall not be required to disclose any patient health 
information that may be protected by state of federal law. 
 
Payments will be made within thirty (30) days of receipt by the Williamson County Auditor 
in compliance with Chapter 2251 of the Texas Government Code.  The County is not 
obliged to pay requests which are submitted more than ninety-five (95) days after the date 
of service. 
 
3.2  Audits 
 
SHM understands that it is subject to and will assist in an audit once per year as directed 
by the Williamson County Auditor, and/or the County.  Unsatisfactory audit findings may 
require further audit reviews of SHM by the Williamson County Auditor.  Unsatisfactory 
results from an audit or review and/or failure of SHM to satisfactorily participate in an 
audit or review may be grounds for the exclusion of Program.   
 
3.3 Unsatisfactory Finding on Billing Audit 
 
If inappropriate billing is determined during an audit process, SHM shall repay Williamson 
County all amounts that were inappropriately billed within 30 days of SHM's notice of 
such billing error.  
 
3.4 Reports 
 
SHM will submit a report to the Williamson County Auditor after completion of the second 
quarter of the Program and be prepared to present the report to the Williamson County 
Commissioner's Court if requested.  This report is SHM's self-evaluation of their progress 
toward meeting their target objectives and will report the number of unduplicated patients 
served and the number of visits.  The report should have statistics on the type of illnesses 
that are being treated in the county; type of professional that is providing the service; zip 
code that the patient resides in; gender and age of patients; and any other statistical 
information that will be helpful in planning for the County.  
 
3.5 Liability 
 
SHM AGREES TO INDEMNIFY AND HOLD HARMLESS WILLIAMSON COUNTY, THEIR 
OFFICIALS, AGENTS, REPRESENTATIVES, EMPLOYEES, OFFICERS, AND 
REPRESENTATIVES FROM EVERY PENALTY, CAUSE OF ACTION, CLAIM, LOSS, COST, 
DAMAGE, REASONABLE ATTORNEY'S FEES, LIEN AND/OR EXPENSE ARISING OUT OF OR 
RESULTING FROM MEDICAL SERVICES RENDERED FOR PATIENTS OR FROM THE 
PERFORMANCE OF THIS AGREEMENT BY SHM, ITS AGENTS, EMPLOYEES, OFFICERS, 
OR REPRESENTATIVES FOR ANY FAILURE OF OBSERVANCE OF ANY PROVISION OF 
THIS AGREEMENT TO BE PERFORMED BY OR ON BEHALF OF SHM.  WILLIAMSON 
COUNTY, THEIR OFFICIALS, AGENTS REPRESENTATIVES, EMPLOYEES, OFFICERS, AND 
REPRESENTATIVES SHALL NOT BE LIABLE FOR DAMAGES TO SHM ARISING FROM ANY 
ACT OF ANY THIRD PARTY.  SHM FURTHER AGREES TO INDEMNIFY AND SAVE 
HARMLESS WILLIAMSON COUNTY, THEIR OFFICIALS, AGENTS, REPRESENTATIVES, 
EMPLOYEES, OFFICERS, AND REPRESENTATIVES FROM AND AGAINST ALL CLAIMS OF 
WHATEVER NATURE ARISING FROM ANY NEGLIGENT ACT, OMMISSION OR 
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NEGLIGENCE OF SHM, OR THEIR CONTRACTORS, LICENSEES, AGENTS, SERVANTS, OR 
EMPLOYEES, OR ARISING FROM ANY ACCIDENT, INJURY, OR DAMAGE WHATSOEVER 
CAUSED TO ANY PERSON OR TO THE PROPERTY OF ANY PERSON OCCURRING DURING 
THE TERM OF THIS AGREEMENT.  
 
4. General Responsibilities  
 
4.1 Agreement Subject to State and Federal Law  
 
This Agreement is subject to the laws of the State of Texas and the federal laws of the 
United States.  All parties agree to follow state and federal laws regarding patient care, 
privacy, and other substantial rights.  Williamson County shall be the sole place of venue 
for any legal action arising from or related to this Agreement in which Williamson County 
is a party.  
 
4.2 Funding Restriction  
 
Funding of the Program is subject to approval by the Williamson County Commissioners 
Court.  
 
4.3 Assignment  
 
Neither party may assign, in whole or in part, any interest it may have in this Agreement 
without the prior written consent of the other party. 
 
4.4  Termination  
 

(a) Termination for Cause:  If either party commits an Event of Breach (a breach 
of any of the covenants, terms and/or conditions of this Agreement), the non-
breaching party shall deliver written notice of such Event of Breach to the 
breaching party.  Such notice must specify the nature of the Event of Breach 
and inform the breaching party that unless the Event of Breach is cured within 
three (3) business days of receipt of the notice, additional steps may be taken to 
terminate this Agreement.  If the breaching party begins a good faith attempt to 
cure the Event of Breach within three (3) business days, then and in that 
instance, the three (3) business day period may be extended by the non-
breaching party, so long as the breaching party continues to prosecute a cure 
diligently to completion and continues to make a good faith attempt to cure the 
Event of Breach.  If, in the opinion of the non-breaching party, the breaching 
party does not cure the breach within three (3) business days or otherwise fails 
to make any diligent attempt to correct the Event of Breach, the breaching party 
shall be deemed to be in breach and the non-breaching party may, in addition 
to seeking the remedies available hereunder and under the law, terminate this 
Agreement. 
 

(b) Termination for Convenience:  The County may terminate this Agreement for 
convenience and without cause or further liability upon thirty (30) days written 
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notice to SHM.  In the event of such termination, it is understood and agreed that 
only the amounts due to SHM for qualifying patient primary care, dental or 
mental health visits provided as of the date of termination, will be due and 
payable.  No penalty will be assessed for County’s termination of this Agreement 
for convenience.   

 
4.5 No Waiver of Immunity  
 
Nothing in the Agreement shall be construed to waive any immunities from suit or liability 
enjoyed by Williamson County, its past or present officers, employees, or agents or 
employees.  
 
4.6 Severability  
 
The Parties agree that in the event any provision of this Contact is held by a court of 
competent jurisdiction to be in contradiction of any laws of the State of Texas, the Parties 
will immediately rectify the offending portions of this Contact.  The remainder of the 
Agreement shall be in full force and effect.  
 
4.7 Consolidation Clause  
 
This Agreement constitutes the entire agreement between the parties concerning the 
Program.  This Agreement may be amended by agreement of the parties in writing at any 
time.

Special Mission Team (SMT).  The original team consisted of 5 members and was 
created due to the need for a highly trained unit to meet the challenges above 
that of a standard patrol response.  As the county has grown so has the need for 
the teams service to the community.  Today the WCSO SWAT Team has grown to 
24 members. Each member must complete an extensive selection process as well 
as a state mandated Basic SWAT school before becoming operational. This is only 
the beginning of the training process for these operators as they must complete 
hundreds of hours of specialized training as well as mandatory weekly team 
training. 

Mission 

The WCSO SWAT Team serves the Williamson County community in a multitude 
of ways.  They respond for barricaded subjects, felony warrant service, high 
risk search warrants, hostage situations, missing party searches, dignitary 
protection services, and any other event that has a need for a specialized 
unit. The WCSO SWAT Team is the primary team for all unincorporated areas of 
Williamson County and all other cities within Williamson County, with the 
exception of Leander, Cedar Park, and Georgetown (Central Texas Regional SWAT) 
and Round Rock (Round Rock PD SWAT).  WCSO SWAT is the primary back up for 
both CTRS and RRPD SWAT and have assisted both teams.  They are also called 
upon to assist the US Marshals Service, DPS, and our neighboring 
counties.   WCSO SWAT also plays a large role in community oriented events such 
as National Night Out, Citizens Academies, Field of Honor, and many 
other functions held throughout Williamson County.

WCSO K9 was first established in 1998, when the WCSO purchased three dual-
purpose K9s. Today, the WCSO K-9 Unit has six Law Enforcement (6) dual-purpose 
and Corrections (1) single-purpose, nationally certified teams. The WCSO K-9 Unit 
has maintained the national certifying standards established by National Narcotic 
Detector Dog Association (NNDDA) for all disciplines. They go through hundreds 
of hours of extensive training to assure they are prepared for duty. 
 

Mission 

Our K9 teams help our patrol and corrections divisions by being a force multiplier. 
They work to ensure the safety and security of the jail by making sure contraband 
doesn’t get into the facility.  The WCSO K9 unit acts as a force multiplier for our 
patrol units in an effort to keep our public safe. Our K9s are trained and skilled 
locating tools. They put these skills to work to detect and locate any narcotics or 
evidence that has been discarded or hidden. They are used to track and locate 
missing or endangered children or elderly persons as well as the location and 
apprehension of suspects. Numerous agencies within Williamson County, 
including the United States Marshall’s Task Force, Drug Enforcement 
Administration (DEA), and Federal Bureau of Investigation (FBI) have grown to 
rely on the skills of the WCSO canines. They also play a large role in our 
community engagement program by attending events so that the public can learn 
about how these service animals serve their community every day.

Since the unit was formed, it has completed 236 flight missions. The unit currently 
has eight FAA Certified UAS Pilots who have completed extensive training to 
becoming Drone Operators.

Texas Government Code, the Texas Local Government Code, the Texas Transportation 

Code, the Texas Health & Safety Code, and Opinions of the Texas Attorney General 

relevant to local governmental entities. 

THIS SERVICES CONTRACT (hereinafter “Contract”) is made and entered into by and 

between Williamson County, Texas (“County”), a political subdivision of the State of Texas, acting 

herein by and through its governing body, and T.F.R. Enterprises, Inc. (hereinafter “Service 

Provider”), both of which are referred to herein as the parties. The County agrees to engage Service 

Provider as an independent contractor, to provide certain services pursuant to the following terms, 

conditions, and restrictions: 

 

I. 

 

Services: Service Provider shall provide services as an independent contractor pursuant 

to terms and policies of the Williamson County Commissioners Court. Service Provider expressly 

acknowledges that he, she or it is not an employee of the County. The services include, but are not 

limited to the services and work described in the attached Quote(s)/Proposal(s) being marked as 

Exhibit “A,” which is incorporated herein to the extent the Quote(s)/Proposal(s) meets or exceeds 

the requirements of County’s solicitation, if applicable. 

 

Should the County choose to add services in addition to those described in Exhibit “A”, 

such additional services shall be described in a separate written amendment to this Contract wherein 

the additional services shall be described and the parties shall set forth the amount of compensation 

to be paid by the County for the additional services.  Service Provider shall not begin any additional 

services and the County shall not be obligated to pay for any additional services unless a written 

amendment to this Contract has been signed by both parties. 

 

Service Provider represents that Service Provider (including Service Provider’s agents, employees, 

volunteers, and subcontractors, as applicable) possess all certifications, licenses, inspections, and 

permits required by law to carry out the services and work described in Exhibit "A.” The Service 

Provider shall, upon written (including electronic) request, provide proof of valid licensure.  

 

II. 

 

Effective Date and Term: This Contract shall be in full force and effect as of the date 

of the last party’s execution below (“Effective Date”) and shall continue for thirty (30) days from 

the Effective Date unless it is renewed.  At the end of the initial term of this Contract, the parties, upon 
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mutual agreement, shall have the option to renew this Contract in fifteen (15) day increments for up to 

an additional sixty (60) days, with the terms and conditions remaining the same. The total period of the 

contract, including all extensions will not exceed a maximum combined period of ninety (90) days.  

 

Exercise of the renewal option is at the County’s sole discretion and shall be conditioned, 

as a minimum, on the Contractor’s performance of this Agreement and subject to the availability 

of funds. The County, if it desires to exercise its renewal option, will provide notice to the 

Contactor of its election to renew.  The renewal term shall be considered separate and shall 

require exercise of the renewal option should the County choose to renew this Contract. The 

County and the Service Provider agree that termination shall be the Service Provider’s sole 

remedy if the County choose not to extend this Contract for an additional fifteen (15) day term.  

 

III. 

 

Consideration and Compensation: Service Provider will be compensated based on an 

hourly rate for the specific project herein as set out in Exhibit “A”. The amount of compensation 

paid to Service Provider for the services shall be capped at one hundred fifty-three thousand nine 

hundred ($153,900). Payment for goods and services shall be governed by Chapter 2251 of the 

Texas Government Code. An invoice shall be deemed overdue the 31st day after the later of (1) 

the date the County receives the goods under the contract; (2) the date the performance of the service 

under the contract is completed; or (3) the date the Williamson County Auditor receives an invoice 

for the goods or services. Interest charges for any overdue payments shall be paid by the County in 

accordance with Texas Government Code Section 2251.025. More specifically, the rate of interest 

that shall accrue on a late payment is the rate in effect on September 1 of the County’s fiscal year 

in which the payment becomes due. The said rate in effect on September 1 shall be equal to the 

sum of one percent (1%); and (2) the prime rate published in the Wall Street Journal on the first 

day of July of the preceding fiscal year that does not fall on a Saturday or Sunday.

Insurance:  Service Provider shall provide and maintain, until the services covered in this 

Contract is completed and accepted by the County, the minimum insurance coverage in the 

minimum amounts as described below.

Confidentiality: Service Provider expressly agrees that he or she will not use any 

incidental confidential information that may be obtained while working in a governmental setting 

for his or her own benefit, and agrees that he or she will not enter any unauthorized areas or access 

confidential information and he or she will not disclose any information to unauthorized third 

parties, and will take care to guard the security of the information at all times. 

 

XVI. 

 

Foreign Terrorist Organizations: Service Provider represents and warrants that it is not 

engaged in business with Iran, Sudan, or a foreign terrorist organization, as prohibited by Section

AGREEMENT FOR VENDING SERVICES  
 
 

This Vending Services Agreement (“Agreement”) is entered into by Williamson 
County, Texas, a political subdivision of the State of Texas (“County”) and Compass 
Group USA, Inc., by and through its Canteen Division (“Contractor”), with its principal 
place of business located at 2400 Yorkmont Road, Charlotte, North Carolina, both of 
which are referred to herein as the parties. 
 

WITNESSETH 
 

WHEREAS, the County owns and/or operates various buildings, grounds and real 
property; 
 

WHEREAS, the County requested proposals from vending firms that were trained, 
experienced and qualified in providing and servicing snack and beverage vending 
machines; 
 

WHEREAS, on December 14, 2022, Contractor responded to County’s request for 
proposals and the County determined that, after review of all proposals received, 
Contractor’s proposal to provide vending machines, vending products and related 
services at County’s facilities was in the best interest of the County; 

 
THEREFORE, in consideration of the mutual benefits to be derived hereby, the 

County and the Contractor do hereby agree as follows: 
 

I. TERM AND RENEWAL 
 

A. Contract Documents  
 

In addition to this Agreement, the contract between the County and Contractor 
shall include Williamson County Request for Proposal 23RFP9 and Contractor’s 
Proposal (to the extend it meets or exceeds the requirements of Williamson 
County’s Request for Proposal 23RFP9). In the event of any conflict between these 
documents, the conflict shall be resolved using the order of precedence: (1) this 
Agreement; (2) Williamson County Request for Proposal 23RFP9; and (3) 
Contractor’s Proposal.  

 
B. Initial Term of Agreement 

 
This Agreement shall commence on the date of the last party’s execution hereof, 
and shall terminate on September 30, 2024, unless it is renewed as set forth 
herein.  
 

C. Renewal of Agreement 
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At the end of the initial term of this Agreement, the parties, upon mutual agreement, 
shall have the option to renew this Agreement in twelve (12) month increments for 
up to an additional forty-eight (48) months, with the terms and conditions remaining 
the same. The total period of the contract, including all extensions will not exceed 
a maximum combined period of seventy-two (72) months.  
 
Exercise of the renewal option is at the County’s sole discretion and shall be 
conditioned, at a minimum, on the Contractor’s performance of this Agreement and 
subject to the availability of funds. The County, if it desires to exercise its renewal 
option, will provide notice to the Contractor of its election to renew. The renewal 
term shall be considered separate and shall require exercise of the renewal option 
should the County choose to renew this Agreement.  The County and the Vendor 
agree that termination shall be the Vendor’s sole remedy if the County chooses 
not to extend this Agreement for an additional twelve (12) month term.  
 

II. SCOPE OF SERVICE 
 

A. Services to be Provided 
 

The Contractor shall be responsible for all vending machine installations, maintenance, 
operation and service of snack and beverage vending machines and related vending 
products for the County’s properties and locations listed on Attachment 1 (“Sites”).  The 
Contractor will be responsible for keeping its machines filled with the products identified 
on the Master Vending List, which is attached hereto as Attachment 2. The County 
reserves the right to reasonably add or delete Sites where vending machines are 
operated, on an as-needed basis.  Each Site serviced by the Contractor shall be 
adequately supplied with the type and number of machines necessary to service the 
vending needs of the County at each Site. The type and number of machines at a 
specific Site will be dependent upon such factors as requests of the County, available 
space, available utility outlets, and sales. 

 
B. Contractor’s Responsibilities 
 

1. Equipment to be Provided 
 

The Contractor shall install, at no cost to the County, vending equipment at the 
Sites listed on Attachment 1.  A list of all equipment installed at these Sites, 
including the name, type, serial number, counter or meter reading at time of 
installation and location of each piece of equipment, shall be provided to the 
County’s Contract Manager upon execution of this Agreement. All vending 
machines shall be new or in a like new condition and meet Energy Star certification 
requirements. In the absence of Energy Star designation, the Contractor may 
propose, with supporting documentation, alternative energy conservation 
measures to minimize energy consumption and cost associated with vending 
services. All vending machines provided shall comply with all federal, state or local 
safety and health regulations. All vending machines provided shall be equipped

with coin mechanism, validators that automatically validate and recognize paper 
currency, and credit/debit card technology.  

 
Either the County or the Contractor may initiate a written request for addition or 
deletion of vending equipment; provided, however, prior to the Contractor deleting 
any installed vending equipment (a vending machine), Contractor must first 
provide, in writing, sales data to the County Contract Manager which evidences 
that the vending equipment is underperforming in relation to other vending 
equipment that is located at other Sites.  With County Contract Manager 
authorization, the Contractor may then change the existing mix of products 
provided in the machine and/or prices for at least a thirty (30) day period in order 
to determine if sales improve to mutually agreeable and acceptable levels. The 
change in product mix would be performed based on feedback from the County’s 
Contract Manager and the County’s employees that use the machine in question.  
If sales do not improve to mutually agreeable and acceptable levels during the said 
thirty (30) day period, then the Contractor may ask for re-authorization, in writing, 
to either change the product mix for an additional thirty (30) day period, or contact 
the County’s Contract Manager, in writing, providing supporting sales data 
including the most recent data, and request final removal of the vending machine 
from its then current location. If after the second thirty (30) day period sales have 
not improved to mutually agreeable and acceptable levels, the Contractor can, in 
writing, request final removal of the vending machine from its then current location.   
 
The total number of machines allocated to each Site must be installed no later than 
thirty (30) days after the complete execution of this Agreement. If the County 
deems it necessary to delete or add additional machines after the initial installation, 
the County will notify the Contractor in writing. By execution of this Agreement, the 
Contractor agrees to such additions/deletions and shall have thirty (30) days to 
comply from date of the notification. Any additional machines shall be provided on 
the same terms and conditions as contained in this Agreement.   

 
2.  Products to be Provided 

 
The approved list of products to be dispensed in the vending machines can be 
found on Attachment 2, Master Vending List. The Contractor shall submit a list of 
proposed prices for the various products yearly. Pricing shall remain firm for the 
first two (2) years of the Agreement unless the Contractor can evidence a CPI-W 
increase of more than 10% over the first year. Any proposed pricing changes shall 
be presented to the Contracts Administrator or designee for review and approval 
at least sixty (60) days prior to the proposed increase. Price increases are not 
automatic and shall be submitted to Contracts Administrator or designed for review 
and approval. Price increase must be justified by documentation supporting 
operational cost increases. In no event shall any increase exceed three (3) 
percent, though exception shall be given for certain products if the Contactor can 
justify a substantial cost increase in production. Williamson County reserves the 
right to decline any price changes that do not include sufficient justification for the 
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price increase. Price increases will only be requested by August 1st of each contact 
year after the initial two-year period. Approved increases are to become effective 
not less than 60 calendar days after notification. Decreases will be effective not 
more than ten (10) days after notification.  
 
Contractor shall sell only those products listed on the Master Vending List or 
approved substitute products in vending machines placed at each Site. The County 
shall have the exclusive right to add or to delete any product to be dispensed in 
the vending machines based on volume of sales or other factors, without a formal 
amendment. If the County deems it necessary to add or to delete products after 
the initial installation, the County will notify the Contractor in writing. By execution 
of this Agreement, the Contractor agrees to such additions/deletions and shall 
have thirty (30) days from the date of the notification to comply. Any additions shall 
be provided on the same terms and conditions as contained in this executed 
Agreement.   
 
Any request by Contractor to provide alternate or substituted products shall be 
submitted in writing and must be approved in writing by the County.  Substitute 
products must be of the same quality and must be packaged in the same manner 
(proportion size, volume and/or weight, as applicable) as the product sought to be 
substituted. The County reserves the right to reject any request for substitution if, 
in the County’s sole discretion, the substituted product is not of the same quality 
or packaging (proportion, weight, volume, etc.) as the product sought to be 
substituted. Requests for alternate or substituted products shall be granted or 
denied within ten (10) days of receipt of written request. 
 
Contractor shall ensure that no out of date products remain in the vending 
machines and Contractor shall be responsible for the disposal of expired products 
in accordance with federal, state and local health standards.  

 
3.  Services to be Provided 

 
The Contractor shall: 
 
a. Collect all money from each machine and record ending meter reading for an 

accurate accounting of sales and collections for each machine; 
b. Submit timely Monthly Sales Reports as required under Section II., 5., 

Reporting; 
c. Provide all maintenance and repairs to the machines at no cost to the County, 

as specified in Section II., 4., Operational Requirements; 
d. Return a minimum of once-per-week to each facility, on a regularly scheduled 

day as determined by the County, to replenish vending stock and vending 
supplies, if applicable, and to clean and sanitize all machines; provided, 
however, Contractor may adjust the time that it returns to certain Sites if it 
becomes unnecessary to replenish vending stock and vending supplies once-
per-week due to lower sales volumes at such Sites;  
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e. Be responsible for the electrical connections for all vending machines; 
f. Respond to any request by the County or facility for supplies, service or 

assistance within 24 hours of initial request; and 
g. Provide the County with an office telephone number and cell number for at least 

two (2) individuals who can be reached twenty-four (24) hours per day, seven 
(7) days per week regarding equipment or services to be provided. 
 

4.  Operational Requirements 
 

a. The Contractor shall be required to have all machines installed and fully 
operational at Sites, within thirty (30) days of Agreement execution. 

b. The Contractor shall repair any non-functioning machine to full operating 
capacity within five (5) days of notice or replace said machine within the same 
time period. 

c. The Master Vending List (Attachment 2) establishes the proposed price list for 
all approved products.   
 

5.  Reporting 
 

A Monthly Sales Report shall be submitted on a monthly basis to the County’s 
Contract Manager no later than the tenth (10th) day of the previous month following 
the month reported. This report shall include the following: 
 

a. A list of gross sales of each vending machine by product name, product type 
and Site; 

b. Total gross sales for all Sites; 
c. Copy of the restocking reports by machine or by each institution;  
d. Commission payable to the County. 
 

6.  Refunds 
 

The Contractor will be responsible for processing all refunds. The Contractor shall 
post notices in clearly visible locations informing patrons how to request refunds. 
The Contractor is responsible for making refunds of monies lost due to 
malfunctions of vending machines within 10 business days after receiving the 
refund request. The Contractor shall provide a report to the Contract Manager or 
designee of all status of complaints it has received and its actions to resolve such 
complaints.  
 

7.  Equipment Ownership 
 

The Contractor is acknowledged to be the owner of all machines, equipment and/or 
merchandise which may be brought upon the County's property by the Contractor, 
and nothing in this agreement will give the County any interest, outside of the 
interest stated in this Agreement, in such machines, equipment or merchandise. 
The Contractor shall bear the full cost of any damage or loss in connection with a 
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vending machine or any associated equipment, and the County shall not bear any 
cost of such damage or loss.  
 

C. Contractor Staff Conduct for Facility Access 
 

1. The Contractor or designee shall make prior arrangements with the County 
regarding access to the Sites for the purposes of delivering equipment, providing 
services or providing maintenance of equipment. 
 
The Contractor’s staff on-site shall adhere to the standards of conduct prescribed 
in any County personnel policy and procedure guidelines, particularly rules of 
conduct, employee uniform and clothing requirements (as applicable), security 
procedures, and any other applicable rules, regulations, policies and procedures 
of the County. 
 
In addition, the Contractor shall ensure that all staff adhere to the following 

requirements: 
 

a. The Contractor’s staff shall not engage in any conduct which is criminal in 
nature or which would bring discredit upon the Contractor or the County.  In 
providing services pursuant to this Agreement, the Contractor shall ensure that 
its employees avoid both misconduct and the appearance of misconduct.   

b. Any violation or attempted violation of the restrictions referred to in this section 
regarding employee conduct shall be reported by phone and in writing to the 
County’s Contract Manager or their designee, including proposed action to be 
taken by the Contractor. Any failure to report a violation or take appropriate 
disciplinary action against the offending party or parties shall subject the 
Contractor to appropriate action, up to and including termination of this 
Agreement.    

c. The Contractor shall report any incident described above, or requiring 
investigation by the Contractor, in writing, to the County’s Contract Manager or 
their designee within twenty-four (24) hours, of the Contractor’s knowledge of 
the incident. 

 
2.  Staff Background/Criminal Record Checks 

 
a. The Contractor’s staff assigned to this project may, at County’s option, be 

subject to a background/criminal records check. This background check may 
be conducted by the County and may occur or re-occur at any time during the 
Agreement period.  In order to carry out this background check, upon request, 
the Contractor shall provide the County with the following data for any individual 
Contractor or subcontractor’s staff assigned to provide services under this 
Agreement: Full Name, Race, Sex, Date of Birth, Social Security Number, 
Driver’s License Number and State of Issue. The County may review the 
submitted proposed employee information and make a determination within 
five (5) business days. If requested, the Contractor shall also submit to 
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fingerprinting for submission by the County to the Federal Bureau of 
Investigation (FBI) for all temporarily approved new hires.   

b. No person who has been barred from any County work release center or other 
facility shall provide services under this Agreement. 

c. The County has full discretion to require the Contractor to reasonably 
disqualify, prevent, or remove any staff from any work under this Agreement. 
The County is under no obligation to inform the Contractor of background check 
findings or criteria for disqualifications or removal. 

d. The Contractor shall not employ any individual under this Agreement who is 
under supervision or jurisdiction of any parole, probation or correctional 
authority. Persons under any such supervision may work for other elements of 
the Contactor’s agency that are independent of the service to be provided 
under this Agreement.  The objective of this provision is to ensure that no 
employee of the Contactor, under any such legal constraints, has contact with 
or access to any records of the County. 

e. The Contractor shall immediately report to the County of any new arrest, 
criminal charges or convictions and any active felony or misdemeanor 
supervision of any current employee performing services under this 
Agreement. 

f. The Contractor shall screen all prospective employees through referral and 
employment checks. The Contractor shall require that all prospective 
employees provide the details of any of the following criminal background 
information: 
 

1. Conviction for a felony or Class A misdemeanor. 
2. Plea of nolo contendere or plea of guilty to a crime that is a 

felony or Class A misdemeanor. 
3. An adjudication of guilt withheld to a crime that is a felony or 

Class A misdemeanor. 
4. Current pending charges for a for a felony or Class A 

misdemeanor. 
 

g. Note that a felony or Class A misdemeanor conviction, a plea of guilty or nolo 
contendere to a felony or Class A misdemeanor crime, or adjudication of guilt 
withheld to a felony or Class A misdemeanor crime does not automatically bar 
the Contractor from hiring the proposed employee.  However, the County 
reserves the right to prior approval in such cases. Generally, two (2) years with 
no criminal history is preferred.  The Contractor shall make full written report to 
the County within three (3) calendar days whenever an employee has a criminal 
charge filed against them, or an arrest, or receives a Notice to Appear for 
violation of any criminal law involving a misdemeanor, or felony, or ordinance 
(except minor violations for which the penalty is a fine only and no jail time can 
be assessed) or when Contractor or Contractor’s staff has knowledge of any 
violation of the laws, rules, directives or procedures of the County. 

 
3.  Facility and Staff Security 
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a. The Contractor employees shall display a current picture identification of the 

employee and be prepared to provide the County, upon request, with his/her 
Driver’s License or State of Texas ID card. 

b. Upon entering and leaving Sites, Contractor employees may be required to sign 
in and out at a receptionist desk or with authorized personnel.  

c. The Contractor shall ensure that staff wears attire suitable for the position, 
either a standard uniform or business casual dress.  

d. Contractor staff shall be subject to searches of their person or searches of 
equipment and/or products at any time when entering any County detention or 
jail facility. 

e. The Contractor’s staff shall be subject to the requirements of Section II., C., of 
this Agreement and may be denied access to the facility by the County. 

 
D. County’s Responsibilities 
 

The County will: 
 

1. Provide all electricity used for the operation of the vending machines; 
2. At its sole option and discretion, conduct background checks on Contractor 

employees who are responsible for carrying out the services under this 
Agreement; 

3. Grant the Contractor or designee access to the County’s Sites, subject to any 
safety concerns or issues, between the hours of 8:00 a.m. and 5:00 p.m. for 
the purposes of providing service, equipment or maintenance. The Contractor 
may be granted access to a facility at times other than 8:00 a.m. to 5:00 p.m. 
to complete these services only if approved by the County in advance; 

4. Promptly report malfunctioning equipment; and  
5. Assume no liability for damage to equipment or loss of inventory or funds and 

shall not be liable for same. 
 
E. Monitoring and Evaluation 
 

The County’s Contract Manager or designated County staff will perform monitoring 
during the term of this Agreement, but not less than once a year to ensure contract 
compliance. Monitoring shall include periodic review of compliance with contract 
service delivery including but not limited to, review of the specific Agreement 
requirements such as: 
 

1. Reporting Submission 
2. Operations performance 
3. Equipment performance 
4. Equipment maintenance 
 

If issues of non-compliance are identified during County’s monitoring, the County 
may provide a written report to the Contractor following the monitoring visit.  When

issues of non-compliance are identified in the monitoring report, a written 
Corrective Action Plan (CAP) will be required of the Contractor.  The CAP is to be 
submitted to the County’s Contract Manager within ten (10) days of receipt of the 
monitoring report. If necessary, a follow-up monitoring visit will be scheduled by 
the Contract Manager, and will occur within thirty (30) days of the original 
monitoring visit at which time full compliance must be met. Failure to correct 
deficiencies after thirty (30) days of receipt of a written monitoring report notating 
the deficiencies may result in County’s determination of breach of contract and 
termination of this Agreement.  
 
The County reserves the right for any County staff to make scheduled or 
unscheduled, announced or unannounced visits to the Contractor’s place of 
business.  
 

III. COMPENSATION 
 

A. Payment 
 

The Contractor will compensate the County for services specified in Section II, 
Scope of Service, as delineated below: 
 

1. The Contractor will compensate the County with a commission of 10% 
of gross revenues after taxes (ex: $1.00 – $0.08 sales tax = $0.92 x 10% 
= $0.09 commission) from the operation of said equipment and the sale 
of food and beverages. Such payments shall be made by the 10th day 
of each month for the previous month revenue. 

 
2. If the County does not receive commissions by the 10th day of each 

month, a late charge of 2.5% shall be paid of the monthly sales.  
 

3. The County shall have the right to accompany the Contractor when the 
revenue is collected from the equipment and conduct a hard count of the 
money on-site, which consists of counting the money with a portable 
coin counter that shall be provided by the Contractor.  

 
4. If this Agreement expires or is terminated for any reason, within 30 days 

of such expiration or termination, the Contractor shall perform a final 
accounting and pay the County the final commission payment for all 
periods prior to the date of expiration or termination for which the 
Contractor has not previously made a commission payment to the 
County.  

 
B. Official Payee 
 

The Contractor agrees that each payment will include a detailed accounting of how 
the commission was arrived at in detail sufficient for a pre-audit and post-audit 
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thereof. The Contractor shall submit monthly payments and records to the 
Williamson County Auditor and a copy of the records to the County’s Contract 
Manager as identified in Section IV., A.  The Williamson County Auditor’s Office 
shall review, verify, deny and/or approve the above referenced accountings, 
reports and payments provided by Contractor.

C. Travel Expenses 
 

The County shall not be responsible for the payment of any travel expense for the 
Contractor that occurs as a result of this Agreement.   

 
D. Contractor’s Expenses 
 

The Contractor shall pay for all licenses, permits, and inspection fees or similar 
charges required for this Agreement, and shall comply with all laws, ordinances, 
regulations, and any other requirements applicable to the work to be performed 
under this Agreement.   

 
E. Tax Exemption 
 

County is a body corporate and politic under the laws of the State of Texas and 
claims exemption from sales and use taxes under Texas Tax Code Ann. § 
151.309, as amended, and the services and materials subject hereof are being 
secured for use by County.  Exemption certificates will be provided to contractors 
and suppliers upon request. 
 

F. Renewal Prices 
 

In the event the County chooses to extend this Agreement and the Contractor 
agrees to such extension, the prices of the food and beverages for each extended 
period shall be adjusted based on the seasonally adjusted Consumer Price Index 
for All Urban Consumers (CPI-U) for food and beverages in the State of Texas. 

 
 
G. Change of Circumstance 
 

The commission rate(s) and prices are based, in part, on assumptions regarding 
population, hours of operation, other conditions on the Premises, labor costs, product 
costs, fuel costs, Federal, state, and local tax structure, and any other levy or tax that 
impacts Contractor’s services (“Factors”). If there are changes in such Factors, 
Contractor may modify the commission rate(s) and/or prices upon thirty (30) days prior 
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written notice to County, which shall be noted on commission statements and/or the 
remittance advice. Furthermore, in lieu of price increases per Section F above, 
Contractor may, upon thirty (30) days prior written notice, modify the commission 
rate(s).  It is acknowledged and understood that County may terminate this 
Agreement, at its will upon thirty (30) calendar days notice in accordance with the 
termination rights set forth under Section VI below, if County determines, in its sole 
discretion, that Contractor’s modification of the commission rates and/or prices is 
unreasonable or excessive.  
 

IV. CONTRACT MANAGEMENT

1. Serve as the liaison between the County and the Contractor; 
2. Verify receipt of deliverables from the Contractor; 
3. Monitor the Contractor’s progress; 
4. Assist in evaluating the Contractor's performance; 
5. Process all amendments, renewals and terminations of this 

Agreement; and 
6. Assist in evaluating Contractor performance upon completion of the 

overall Agreement.  This evaluation will be placed on file and will be 
considered if the Agreement is subsequently used as a reference in 
future procurements;  

7. Maintain the official Agreement file; and 
8. Maintain the official records of all formal correspondence between 

the County and the Contractor.

D. Contract Management Changes 
 

After execution of this Agreement, any changes in the information contained in 
Section IV., Contract Management, will be provided to the other party in writing 
and a copy of the written notification shall be maintained in the official record. 
 

V. MODIFICATIONS 
 
Modifications to the provisions of this Agreement, with the exception of Section IV., 
Contract Management, shall be valid only through execution of a formal amendment. 

 
VI. TERMINATION 

 
A. Termination at Will 
 

This Agreement may be terminated by either party upon no less than thirty (30) 
calendar days’ notice, without cause, unless a lesser time is mutually agreed upon 
by both parties. Notices of termination shall be delivered by certified mail (return 
receipt requested) to the non-terminating party. 

 
B. Termination for Cause  
 

The County reserves the right to terminate the Agreement if Contractor breaches 
any of the provisions of this Agreement, including but not limited to Proposal 
specifications, terms and conditions, any warranties of the Contractor. Such right 
of termination is in addition to and not in lieu of any other remedies the County may 
have at law or in equity.  

 
C. Termination for Unauthorized Employment 
 

Violation of the provisions of Section 274A of the Immigration and Nationality Act 
shall be grounds for unilateral cancellation of this Agreement. 
 
 

VII. CONDITIONS 
 
A. Records 
 

1. Public Records Law 
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Contractor understands that County will comply with the Texas Public 
Information Act and information, documentation, and other material in 
connection with this Agreement may be subject to public disclosure. It is 
expressly understood and agreed that County, its officers and employees 
may request advice, decisions and opinions of the Attorney General of the 
State of Texas in regard to the application of the Public Information Act to 
any items or data furnished to County as to whether or not the same are 
available to the public.  It is further understood that County’s officers and 
employees shall have the right to rely on the advice, decisions and opinions 
of the Attorney General, and that County, its officers and employees shall 
have no liability or obligation to any party hereto for the disclosure to the 
public, or to any person or persons, of any items or data furnished to County 
by a party hereto, in reliance of any advice, decision or opinion of the 
Attorney General of the State of Texas. 
 

2. Audit Records 
 
a. Contractor shall permit the County, or any duly authorized employee of 

Williamson County, to insect and examine its pertinent books and 
records.  

b. Contractor agrees to maintain books, records, and documents (including 
electronic storage media) in accordance with generally accepted 
accounting procedures and practices which sufficiently and properly 
reflect all revenues and expenditures of funds provided by the County 
under this Agreement and agrees to provide a financial and compliance 
audit to the County or to the Office of the Williamson County Auditor and 
to ensure that all related party transactions are disclosed to the auditor. 

c. The Contractor agrees to include all record-keeping requirements in all 
subcontracts and assignments related to this Agreement. 

 
3. Retention of Records 

 
The Contractor agrees to retain all client records, financial records, 
supporting documents, statistical records, and any other documents 
(including electronic storage media) pertaining to this Agreement for a 
period of five (5) years following the termination of this Agreement. The 
Contractor shall maintain complete and accurate record-keeping and 
documentation as required by the County and the terms of this Agreement. 
Copies of all records and documents shall be made available for the County 
upon request. All records and documentation must be clear and legible for 
audit purposes.  All documents must be retained by the Contractor at the 
address listed in Section IV., B., Contractor’s Representative for the 
duration of the period referenced above. The Contractor shall cooperate 
with the County to facilitate the duplication and transfer of any said records 
or documents during the required retention period. The Contractor shall 
advise the County of the location of all records pertaining to this Agreement 
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and shall notify the County by certified mail within ten (10) days if/when the 
records are moved to a new location.  
 

B. Materials with Recycled Content 
 
It is expressly understood and agreed that Contactor must provide recycling 
receptacles in and around the Sites where any recyclable products or materials 
are sold pursuant to this Agreement.   
 

C. Foreign Terrorist Organizations  
 
Contractor represents and warrants that it is not engaged in business with Iran, 
Sudan, or a foreign terrorist organization, as prohibited by Section 2252.152 of the 
Texas Government Code.  
 

D.  Employment of County Personnel 
 

The Contractor shall not knowingly engage in this project, on a full-time, part- time, 
or other basis during the period of this Agreement, any current employee of the 
County. 

 
E. Non-Discrimination 
 

No person, on the grounds of race, creed, color, national origin, age, gender, 
marital status or disability, shall be excluded from participation in, be denied the 
proceeds or benefits of, or be otherwise subjected to, discrimination in the 
performance of this Agreement. 

 
F. Damage to County Property 
 

Contractor shall be liable for all damage to County owned, leased, or occupied 
property and equipment caused by Contractor and its employees, agents, 
subcontractors, and suppliers, including any delivery or transportation company, in 
connection with any performance pursuant to this Agreement. Contractor shall notify 
County in writing of any such damage within one (1) calendar day. Contractor is 
responsible for the removal of all debris resulting from work performed under this 
Agreement.  

 
G. Americans with Disabilities Act 
 

Contractor shall comply with the Americans with Disabilities Act. In the event of the 
Contractor’s noncompliance with the nondiscrimination clauses, the Americans 
with Disabilities Act, or with any other such rules, regulations, or orders, this 
Agreement may be canceled, terminated, or suspended in whole or in part and the 
Contractor may be declared ineligible for further contracts with the County. 
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H.  Indemnification 
 

Contractor shall save harmless the County from and against all claims and liability 
due to the activities of the Contractor, its agents or employees, performing under 
this Agreement and which result from any negligent act, error, or omission of the 
Contractor or of any person employed by the Contractor.  Contactor shall also save 
harmless the County from and against any and all expenses, including reasonable 
attorney’s fees which might be incurred by the County, in litigation or otherwise 
resisting said claims or liabilities.  
 
Contractor acknowledges and agrees that under the Constitution and the laws of 
the State of Texas, County cannot enter into an agreement whereby County 
agrees to indemnify or hold harmless any other party, including but not limited to 
Contractor; therefore, all references to indemnifying, holding or saving harmless 
any other party, including but not limited to Contractor, for any reason whatsoever 
are hereby deemed void and deleted.  
 

I. Contractor’s Insurance 
 
The Contractor agrees to provide adequate insurance coverage on a 
comprehensive basis and to hold such insurance at all times during the existence 
of this Agreement. The Contractor accepts full responsibility for identifying and 
determining the type(s) and extent of insurance necessary to provide reasonable 
financial protection for the Contractor and the County under this Agreement. Upon 
the execution of this Agreement, the Contractor shall furnish the County’s Contract 
Manager written verification of such insurance coverage. The County reserves the 
right to require additional insurance where appropriate.  Contractor’s insurance 
shall be primary as to any other existing, valid, and collectible insurance that is 
maintained or carried by County.     

 
  

J. Independent Contractor Status 
 

The Contractor shall be considered an independent contractor in the performance 
of its duties and responsibilities under this Agreement. The County shall neither 
have nor exercise any control or direction over the methods by which the 
Contractor shall perform its work and functions other than as provided herein. 
Nothing in this Agreement is intended to, nor shall be deemed to constitute, a 
partnership or a joint venture between the parties. 

 
K. Disputes 

 
The parties to this Agreement will work together in good faith to resolve any 
controversy, dispute or claim between them which arises out of or relates to this 
Agreement, whether stated in tort, contract, statute, claim for benefits, bad faith, 
professional liability or otherwise ("Claim").  If the parties are unable to resolve the 
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Claim within fourteen (14) days following the date in which one party sent written 
notice of the Claim to the other party, and if a party wishes to pursue the Claim, 
such Claim shall be addressed through non-binding mediation under the 
Commercial Mediation Rules of the American Arbitration Association (“AAA”). A 
single mediator engaged in the practice of law, who is knowledgeable about 
subject matter of this Agreement, will conduct the mediation under the then current 
rules of the AAA.  Any mediation under this Agreement shall be conducted in 
Williamson County, Texas.  All costs involved in the mediation shall be borne 
equally between the parties, except that each party shall bear its own attorneys 
fees. Nothing herein is intended to prevent either party from seeking any other 
remedy available under this Agreement or at law, including seeking redress in a 
court of competent jurisdiction. This provision shall survive the termination of this 
Agreement. 

 
L. Copyrights, Right to Data, Patents and Royalties 

 
The County shall have unlimited rights to use, disclose or duplicate, for any 
purpose whatsoever, all non-confidential/non-proprietary information and data 
developed, derived, documented, or furnished by the Contractor under this 
Agreement. All documentation produced as part of the Agreement shall become 
the exclusive property of the County, and may not be copied or removed by any 
employee of the Contractor without express written permission of the County. 

 
M. Subcontracts 

 
The Contractor is fully responsible for all work performed under this Agreement. 
The Contractor may, upon receiving written consent from the County’s Contract 
Manager, enter into written subcontract(s) for performance of certain of its 
functions under this Agreement.  No subcontract, which the Contractor enters into 
with respect to performance of any of its functions under this Agreement, shall in 
any way relieve the Contractor of any responsibility for the performance of its 
duties. All payments to subcontractors shall be made by the Contractor.  If a 
subcontractor is utilized by the Contractor, the Contractor shall pay the 
subcontractor within seven (7) working days after receipt of full or partial payments 
from the County.  It is understood and agreed that the County shall not be liable to 
any subcontractor for any expenses or liabilities incurred under the subcontract 
and that the Contractor shall be solely liable to the subcontractor for all expenses 
and liabilities under this Agreement. Failure by the Contractor to pay the 
subcontractor within seven (7) working days result in the County’s termination of 
this Agreement.   
 

N. Assignment 
 

Except to an affiliated entity, neither party shall assign its responsibilities or 
interests under this Agreement to another party without prior written approval of 
the other party.   
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O. Force Majeure 

 
If the party obligated to perform is prevented from performance by an act of war, 
order of legal authority, act of God, or other unavoidable cause not attributable to 
the fault or negligence of said party, the other party shall grant such party relief 
from the performance of this Agreement.  The burden of proof for the need of such 
relief shall rest upon the party obligated to perform.  To obtain release based on 
force majeure, the party obligated to perform shall file a written request with the 
other party. 

 
P. Severability 

 
The invalidity or unenforceability of any particular provision of this Agreement shall 
not affect the other provisions hereof and this Agreement shall be construed in all 
respects as if such invalid or unenforceable provision was omitted, so long as the 
material purposes of this Agreement can still be determined and effectuated.  

 
Q. Verbal Instructions 

 
No negotiations, decisions, or actions shall be initiated or executed by the 
Contractor as a result of any discussions with any County employee. Only those 
communications that are in writing from the County’s staff identified in Section IV., 
Contract Management, of this Agreement shall be considered a duly authorized 
expression on behalf of the County. Only communications from the Contractor’s 
representative identified in Section IV., B., which are in writing and signed, will be 
recognized by the County as duly authorized expressions on behalf of the 
Contractor. 

 
R. Conflict of Interest 

 
The Contractor shall not compensate in any manner, directly or indirectly, any 
officer, agent or employee of the County for any act or service that he/she may do, 
or perform for, or on behalf of, any officer, agent, or employee of the Contractor. 
No officer, agent, or employee of the County shall have any interest, directly or 
indirectly, in any contract or purchase made, or authorized to be made, by anyone 
for, or on behalf of, the County. 

 
The Contractor shall have no interest and shall not acquire any interest that shall 
conflict in any manner or degree with the performance of the services required 
under this Agreement.   

 
S. Governing Law and Venue 

 
Each party to this Agreement hereby agrees and acknowledges that venue and 
jurisdiction of any suit, right, or cause of action arising out of or in connection with 
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this Agreement shall lie exclusively in either Texas or in the Austin Division of the 
Western Federal District of Texas, and the parties hereto expressly consent and 
submit to such jurisdiction.  Furthermore, except to the extent that this Agreement 
is governed by the laws of the United States, this Agreement shall be governed by 
and construed in accordance with the laws of the State of Texas, excluding, 
however, its choice of law rules. 

 
T. No Third Party Beneficiaries 

 
Except as otherwise expressly provided herein, neither this Agreement, nor any 
amendment, addendum or exhibit attached hereto, nor term, provision or clause 
contained therein, shall be construed as being for the benefit of, or providing a 
benefit to, any party not a signatory hereto.   

 
U. Waiver 

 
The failure or delay of any party to enforce at any time or any period of time any of 
the provisions of this Agreement shall not constitute a present or future waiver of 
such provisions nor the right of either party to enforce each and every provision.  
Furthermore, no term or provision hereof shall be deemed waived and no breach 
excused unless such waiver or consent shall be in writing and signed by the party 
claimed to have waived or consented.  Any consent by any party to, or waiver of, 
a breach by the other, whether expressed or implied, shall not constitute a consent 
to, waiver of or excuse for any other, different or subsequent breach. 

 
V. No Waiver of Immunities 

 
Nothing in this Agreement shall be deemed to waive, modify or amend any legal 
defense available at law or in equity to County, its past or present officers, 
employees, or agents, nor to create any legal rights or claim on behalf of any third 
party.  County does not waive, modify, or alter to any extent whatsoever the 
availability of the defense of governmental immunity under the laws of the State of 
Texas and of the United States. 

 
W. Successors and Assigns 

 
This Agreement shall be binding upon and inure to the benefit of parties hereto and 
their respective successors, executors, administrators, and assigns.  

 
X. Incorporation of Exhibits and Attachments 

 
All of the Attachments referred to in this Agreement are incorporated by reference 
as if set forth verbatim herein. 

 
Y. Construction 
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Each party to this Agreement acknowledges that it and its counsel have reviewed 
this Agreement and that the normal rules of construction are not applicable and 
there will be no presumption that any ambiguities will be resolved against the 
drafting party in the interpretation of this Agreement. 

 
AA. Execution in Counterparts 
 

This Agreement may be executed in counterparts, each of which, when executed 
and delivered, shall be deemed to be an original and all of which together shall 
constitute one and the same document. 
 

BB. Entire Agreement 
 

This Agreement represents the entire and integrated agreement between the 
parties hereto and supersedes all prior negotiations, representations, or 
agreements, either oral or written.  This Agreement may be amended only by 
written instrument signed by each party to this Agreement.

This Change Order provides the final balancing for the overrun/underrun of Contract quantities on the project as a
result of addressing field conditions not accounted for in the original plans. This Change Order also adds new items
to the Contract to pay the Contractor for additional work that was originally paid under the Force Account Line item.
Please see attached Change Order for additional details. In addition to the new items, 18 days have been added to
the Contract to account for the delay in railroad material deliveries.  

This Change Order results in a net decrease of $353,937.79 to the Contract amount, for an adjusted Contract total
of $4,652,434.34. The original Contract amount was $4,975,515.09. As a result of this and all Change Orders
to-date, $323,080.75 has been deducted from the Contract, resulting in an 6.49% net decrease in the Contract
cost.

THIS INTERLOCAL AGREEMENT REGARDING RELOCATION OF WATER 
SYSTEM IMPROVEMENTS (“Agreement”) is entered into between Jonah Water Special 

Utility District (the “District”) and Williamson County, a political subdivision of the State of 
Texas (the “County”). In this Agreement, the District and the County are sometimes individually 

referred to as “a Party” and collectively referred to as “the Parties”. 

WHEREAS, the County is and has been in the process of designing and improving CR 
401 and Future County Road, the location of which is shown on Exhibits “A-1 & A-2”, attached 

hereto (the “County Project’); and 

WHEREAS, some of the proposed County Project includes the widening of the right-of- 

way into easements in which the District’s water system improvements are or will be located; and 

WHEREAS, the Parties have determined that, because of the County Project, the 

relocation of District water lines is necessary (the “Relocation Project”); and 

WHEREAS, plans and specifications for the relocation of the District water lines affected 

by the County Project have been prepared by the District, and are attached hereto as Exhibits “B- 

1 & B-2” (the “Plans”); and

WHEREAS, this Agreement sets forth the terms and conditions pursuant to which the 

County will relocate the District’s waterlines in certain segments of the County Project. 

NOW, THEREFORE, in consideration of the foregoing premises and the mutual 
promises and agreements of the Parties contained in this Agreement, the Parties agree as follows: 

I. 
GENERAL PROVISIONS 

1.01 General. The purpose of this Agreement is to provide for the County’s relocation 

and construction of the Relocation Project caused by the County’s construction of the County 

Project. 

1.02 County Relocation of Waterlines. The County must, at its own expense, pay all 

costs related to the Relocation Project in accordance with the Plans, subject to the reimbursement 
allocations as further set out in this Agreement. As stated below, the County must reimburse the 

District for the reimbursable percentage of costs related to the design of the Plans.

1.03 County to Obtain and Assign Easements. The County must acquire at its own 

expense waterline easement rights in favor of the District in the location shown on Exhibit “C”, 
attached hereto, as required by the District for the Relocation Project, as shown in the Plans. This 

Agreement specifically allows and authorizes the County’s right-of-way attorneys to acquire 

easements by eminent domain, if necessary, on behalf of the District. The form of the easement 
granting document must be approved by the District prior to acquisition. The District is not 

responsible for costs associated with easement acquisition for the County Project or Relocation 

Project. Any easements acquired as set out herein which are not otherwise granted directly to the 
District shall be assigned by the County to the District upon completion of construction of the 

Relocation Project. 

1.04 Permit Obligations. Other than the Relocation Project permit required from Union 

Pacific Railroad (UPRR) for boring under its property or facilities, which shall be the sole 

obligation of the District to obtain, the County must secure all permits required for construction of 
the County Project and the Relocation Project. The County is responsible for the costs associated 

with the permits. The District is not responsible for costs associated with permitting of the County 
Project or Relocation Project, and shall specifically be reimbursed for any costs associated with 

obtaining required boring permits from UPRR, and in accordance with the procedures for 

reimbursement of other costs as set out in Section 2.08 below. 

1.05 Obligations. The District is responsible for the design of the Plans including 
specifications. The District will submit invoices for design costs to the County, and the County 

must reimburse 94.94% the District’s costs relating to the CR 401 Relocation Project design, and 

100% of the District’s costs relating to Future County Road Relocation Project design, pursuant to 

the Prompt Payment Act, Chapter 2251 of the Texas Government Code. 

1.06 Continuation of Service. The County agrees that both the County Project and the 

Relocation Project must be undertaken so as to minimize any disruption of water service to existing 

customers of the District and will not result in the prolonged loss of water service to any such 

customers.

CONSTRUCTION OF PROJECT 

2.01 General. The Parties mutually acknowledge and agree that the County will, at its 

own expense, construct all physical improvements that constitute the County Project and the 
Relocation Project. The County and the District agree that the County is responsible for 94.94% 

of the construction costs of the CR 401 portion of the Relocation Project (estimated at 

$641,678.00) and the District is responsible for 5.06% of the construction costs of the CR 401 
portion of the Relocation Project (estimated at $29,800.82). The County and District further agree 

that the County is responsible for 100% of the construction costs of the Future County Road portion 
of the Relocation Project (estimated at $57,128.35). Collectively, these shares are referred to as 

the Construction Costs. 

2.02 Calculation and Payment of Betterment Costs. N/A.



2.03 Payment and Maintenance. The District’s share of the Construction Costs will 

be due and payable to the County 30 days after the District provides written acceptance of the 
completed Relocation Project. After acceptance, the District will own and maintain the facilities 

included within the Relocation Project. 

2.04 Construction Plans. The District has submitted the Plans related to the Relocation 

Project, and any changes or modifications thereto, to the County for review and approval prior to 
the County commencing construction. The Relocation Project will be jointly bid and constructed 

as part of the County Project. 

2.05 Inspection. The District may inspect the relocation of the waterlines during 
construction. If the District’s inspectors determine that the construction by the County is not in 

accordance with the approved Plans and upon receipt of such notification from the District, the 

County must cease construction until the deficiency can be identified and a corrective plan of 
construction implemented with the written agreement of the District. 

2.06 Insurance, Bonds and Warranties. The County must require the contractor for 

the County Project to name the District as an additional insured on any policies related to the 
County Project or Relocation Project. The County must require the contractor to provide 

performance bonds, payment bonds and maintenance bonds in favor of the District for the County 
Project and Relocation Project in amounts satisfactory to the District. The County must transfer 

any warranties for the Relocation Project to the District upon final completion and the District’s 

written acceptance of the Relocation Project. 

2.07 Prior Rights for Future Relocations. Should the County or its successors require 

the relocation of the District water system improvements previously relocated by this Agreement 

of the type and within the limits identified as follows: 

For CR 401 Project: 

(a) 4” Waterline, (SWSUD Sta. A-23+80 to Sta. A-46+46); and 

(b) 2” Waterline, (JWSUD Sta. B-0+21 to Sta.B-2+85). 

For Future County Road Project: 

(a) 2” Waterline, (JWSUD Sta. A-00+00 to Sta A-3+00) 

the County shall, at its own expense, be responsible for all costs associated with said relocation, 
including the acquisition of new easements, if necessary. The obligations of this section survive 

any termination of this Agreement. 

2.08 Other Costs. The County must reimburse the District for the 94.94% reimbursable 

percentage of costs incurred by the District relating to the CR 401 portion of the Relocation Project, 

and reimburse the District for the 100% reimbursable percentage of costs incurred by the District 
relating to the Future County Road portion of the Relocation Project, for inspections, permitting, 

engineering and legal services related to the Relocation Project in accordance with the Texas 

Prompt Payment Act.



    

2.09 As-Built Drawings. Upon completion of construction of the Relocation Project, 

County will provide District with the as-built drawings of the Relocation Project. 

II. 
DISPUTES 

3.01 Material Breach; Notice and Opportunity to Cure. 

(a) In the event that one Party believes that another Party has materially breached one 

of the provisions of this Agreement, the non-defaulting Party must make written demand to cure 
and give the defaulting Party up to 30 days to cure such material breach or, if the curative action 

cannot reasonably be completed within 30 days, the defaulting Party must commence the curative 
action within 30 days and thereafter diligently pursue the curative action to completion. 

Notwithstanding the foregoing, any matters specified in the default notice that may be cured solely 

by the payment of money must be cured within 10 days after receipt of the notice. This applicable 

time period must pass before the non-defaulting Party may initiate any remedies available to the 

non-defaulting party due to such breach. 

(b) Any non-defaulting Party must mitigate direct or consequential damage arising 
from any breach or default to the extent reasonably possible under the circumstances. 

(c) The Parties agree that they will negotiate in good faith to resolve any disputes and 

may engage in non-binding mediation, arbitration or other alternative dispute resolution methods 

as recommended by the laws of the State of Texas. 

3.02 Equitable Relief. In recognition that failure in the performance of the Parties’ 
respective obligations could not be adequately compensated in money damages alone, the Parties 

agree that after providing notice and an opportunity to cure in accordance with Section 3.01 above, 

the non-defaulting Party may request any court, agency or other governmental authority of 
appropriate jurisdiction to grant any and all remedies which are appropriate to assure conformance 

to the provisions of this Agreement. The defaulting Party will be liable to the other for all costs 
actually incurred in pursuing such remedies and for any penalties or fines as a result of the failure 

to comply with the terms including, without limitation, the right to obtain a writ of mandamus or 

an injunction requiring the governing body of the defaulting Party to levy and collect rates and 

charges or other revenues sufficient to pay the amounts owed under this Agreement. 

3.03 Agreement’s Remedies Not Exclusive. The provisions of this Agreement 

providing remedies in the event of a Party’s breach are not intended to be exclusive remedies. The 
Parties retain, except to the extent released or waived by the express terms of this Agreement, all 

rights at law and in equity to enforce the terms of this Agreement. 

  

IV. 

GENERAL PROVISIONS 

4.01. Authority. This Agreement is made in part under the authority conferred in 

Chapter 791, Texas Government Code.



4.02 Severability. The provisions of this Agreement are severable and, if any provision 

of this Agreement is held to be invalid for any reason by a court or agency of competent 
jurisdiction, the remainder of this Agreement will not be affected and this Agreement will be 

construed as if the invalid portion had never been contained herein. 

4.03 Payments from Current Revenues. Any payments required to be made by a Party 

under this Agreement must be paid from current revenues available to the Party for such purpose. 

4.04 Cooperation. The Parties agree to cooperate at all times in good faith to effectuate 

the purposes and intent of this Agreement. 

4.05 Effective Date. This Agreement is effective from the date of execution by the 

authorized representative of each Party. 

4.06 Entire Agreement. This Agreement contains the entire agreement of the Parties 

regarding the subject matter hereof and supersedes all prior or contemporaneous understandings 
or representations, whether oral or written, regarding the subject matter and only relates to those 

portions of the County Project or Relocation Project shown in the Plans. 

4.07 Amendments. Any amendment of this Agreement must be in writing and will be 

effective if signed by the authorized representatives of the Parties. 

4.08 Applicable Law; Venue. This Agreement will be construed in accordance with 

Texas law. Venue for any action arising hereunder will be in Williamson County, Texas. 

4.09 Notices. Any notices given under this Agreement will be effective if (i) forwarded 

to a Party by hand-delivery; (ii) transmitted to a Party by confirmed fax machine; or (iii) deposited 
with the U.S. Postal Service, postage prepaid, certified, to the address of the Party indicated below:

power of eminent domain to condemn property.

the aforesaid purposes; and 

It is the intent of the Commissioners’ Court that this resolution authorizes the 

condemnation of all property interests required to complete the construction and 

maintenance of the Project and associated public purposes.  If it is later determined that 

there are any errors in the descriptions contained herein or if later surveys contain more 

accurate revised descriptions, the County Attorney is authorized to have such errors 

corrected or revisions made without the necessity of obtaining a new resolution of the 

Commissioners’ Court authorizing the condemnation of the corrected or revised Property. 

 BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the County Attorney or his designated agent 

be and he is hereby authorized and directed to incur such expenses and to employ such 

experts as he shall deem necessary to assist in the prosecution of such suit in eminent 

domain, including, but not limited to, appraisers, engineers, and land use planners or 

other required expert consultants.
