City staff has evaluated the Variance request based on the proposed pending
revision to the Final Plat as to be provided to Williamson County. Separate
from this request, the Plat is not to be included with determination of the
OSSF waiver request. The Engineer of Record (EOR) for the proposed site
development has requested for the 10.0—acre lot to be subdivided into three
(3) lots, as City requests a minimum of 1.5 acres each respectively, with 0.5
acres for use within front 5.0 total acres, leaving remaining back 5.0 acres
undevelopable due to impact by floodplain. Each lot shall be limited to one
single family residence with a maximum square foot impervious cover allowed
by code. The City of Pflugerville will provide approval based on the following
allowances are maintained and NOT modified, with the Wiliamson County
process. At this time the City of Pflugerville is unable to provide wastewater
service and will permit the allowance of an OSSF based on a residential land
use and if for any reason in the future, the land use changes or property

Pursuant to the Laws and Rules of the State of Texas, the Texas Health &
Safety Code, Chapter 711, Section 711.002(e), and the common law granting the
County authority to regulate the public health and safety, the Commissioners
Court of Williamson County finds that:

James Jim Basket (“Jimmy Baskef3SN xxx-xx-7506) passed away on
August 23, 2024at theage of 67, at a respite facility located in Williamson
County, Texas.

The Court also finds that there has been an investigation to obtain
information regarding next of kin and the ability to pay for interment expense.
However, all attempts to contact any known next of kin of the deceased’s family
have failed to identify any responsible or known next of kin with the ability to pay
for necessary expenses. In the facts presented in this case, the deceased’s body has
either become abandoned or those with the ability to pay are unable to do so.

The Court finds that this case involves either an abandoned body or is

qualified for indigent burial; therefore, the duty to cover the costs of interment
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falls to Williamson Cainty.

IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED THAT the deceased body shall be
interred (i.e., permanent disposition of remains by entombment, burial, or
placement in a niche).

IT IS FURTHER ORDERED THAT costs of cremation of théeceased
be paid by Willilamson County, Texas in accordance with its policies and

PURPOSE

Establish a policy for Williamson County setting forth the compensation of exempt and
non-exempt employees for an activation of the Williamson County Emergency Operation Plan
during a declared disaster, catastrophic event, or qualifying event. Nothimg poticy shall

be construed as changing the "at wallatus of any person employed by Williamson County.

POLICY
1. Non-exempt Compensation

Any nonexempt employee who is recalled to duty during a catastrophic event, who
works in excess of forty (40) hours in a work week, oft®furs in the pay period for
those on the law enforcement pphan, will be paid overtime for additional hours
worked. Note that the general rules of compensable time apply to work performed
under the circumstances covered by this policy. Refer to the Williamson County
Handbook or contact Human Resources if you have questions about what is considered
compensable time.

2. Exempt Compensation
At the Commissioners Court discretion, any salaried exempt employee who is
required to work hours iexcess of their normal work scheduéghtyhoursin a
pay period during a declared disaster, Catastrophic Event, or qualifying event as
outlined in this procedure may be compensated during the declaration period at a
determined hourlyate. Only pay periods with hours worked that equal or exceed 88
hours and at least 8 hours for the event, should be submitted for possible
compensation.
