Reason for Change

This Change Order provides the final balancing for the overrun and underrun of
Contract quantities on the project as a result of addressing field conditions not
accounted for in the original plans. This Change Order also adds items to the contract to
compensate the Contractor for various work including the removal of the drainage pipe
at Driveway 19, installing a box culvert and the safety end treatments for the culvert per
RF1 20, compensation for unused water line materials that could not be restocked, and
compensation for the relocation of encasement due to changing field conditions.

This Change Order also adds 64 additional days to the contract due to the encounter of
groundwater in the middle portion of the project that affected the contractor's ability to
progress the critical path of the project. Additionally, the existing drainage area close to
the newly installed bridge class culvert overflowed soaking into the slope causing the
pavement structure of the new CR 101 to fail. The contractor was directed to rebuild
and protect the slope, by removing and replacing the damaged subgrade, flexible base,
underseal and hot mix asphalt. Each of these unforeseen issues added work and
required the contractor to adjust their schedule accordingly.
