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XVIII. Right to Audit.  

Service Provider agrees that The County or its duly authorized representatives shall, until 
the expiration of three (3) years after final payment under this Agreement, have access to and 
the right to examine and photocopy any and all books, documents, papers and records of Service 
Provider which are directly pertinent to the services to be performed under this Agreement for 
the purposes of making audits, examinations, excerpts, and transcriptions. Service Provider 
agrees that The County shall have access during normal working hours to all necessary Service 
Provider facilities and shall be provided adequate and appropriate workspace in order to conduct 
audits in compliance with the provisions of this section. The County shall give Service Provider 
reasonable advance notice of intended audits. 

XIX. No Waiver of Sovereign Immunity or Power. 

Nothing in this agreement will be deemed to constitute a waiver of sovereign immunity 
or powers of The County, the Williamson County Commissioners Court, or the Williamson 
County Judge. 

XX. Effective Date and Term. 

This contract shall be in full force and effect when signed by all parties and shall continue 
for through the end of the current county fiscal year on September 30, 2023. 

XXI. County Judge or Presiding Officer Authorized to Sign Contract. 

The presiding officer of The County’s governing body who is authorized to execute this 
instrument by order duly recorded may execute this contract on behalf of The County.
