- The March 5, 2024, Presidential Primary Election was
certified in Yolo County & official election results were
reported on Friday, March 22, 2024
* Yolo County certified ahead of most California counties

due to a fine-tuned model and increased efficiencies

- Total voter turnout for Yolo County was nearly 46%
- The majority of voters voted by mail (~94%) and
returned their vote-by-mail via Ballot Drop Box (~56%)
- Many voters waited until Election Day to vote at a Vote
Center or drop off/mail in their vote-by-mail ballot
